CULTURAL AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE
GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
AND THE GOVERNMENT OF THE MONGOLIAN

PEOPLE'S REPUBLIC.

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the
Government of the Mongolian People's Republic,

Desiring to conclude an agreement for the purpose
of promoting, on the basis of cultural co- operation,
the widest possible mutual acquaintance with each
other country's achievements and hfe, have agreed
as follows:

28 Maiou 1993

ARTICLE 1

The contracting parties shall promote the
development of relations between the two countries
in the fields of science, education, culture, art, mass
media and sport.

ARTICLE 2

in order to achieve the purpose state in article 1
the Contracting Parties shall promote contacts be-
tween representatives of institutions and
organisations in the aforesaid fields.

ARTICLE 3

The Contracting Parties shall promote:

1. the exchange of artists, musicians and artistic
groups,

2. the organisation of art and photo exhibitions,

3. the exchange of books and other printed
material that may be of mutual interest,

4. the exchange of music records.

ARTICLE 4
The Contracting Parties shall promote the
exchange of journalists and of features and
documentary fiims.

ARTICLE 5

The Contracting Parties will encourage the

.development of relations in the field of sport and

physical culture and to this purpose they will
encourage the exchange of sportsmen.

ARTICLE 6

The Contracting Parties shall, in consultation with
each other, take the appropriate steps for the
implementation of the present Agreement.

ARTICLE 7
The present Agreement shall be ratified according
to the constitutional provisions of the Contracting
Parties. The Agreement shall enter into force thirty
days after the Contracting Parties have notified each
other that the constitutional requirements for the
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entry into force of this Agreement have been
complied with.

ARTICLE 8

This agreement shall remain in force for a period
of five years. It shall thereafter be automatically
renewed for five years at a time unless denounced
in writing through diplomatic channels by either
Contracting Party six months before the expiry of
any one period.

between the Government of the Hellenic Republic
and the Government of the People's Republic of
China on economic, industrial and technological
cooperation

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the
Government of the People's Republic of China,

Hereinafter referred to as "the Contracting Par-
ties”,

Desiring to promote the development of economic,
industrial and technological cooperation between
them in areas of mutual interest on the basis of
equality, mutual benefit and reciprocity,

Recognising the importance of long term mea-
sures for the successful development of the co-
operation and the strengthening of ties between
them at various levels and in particular at the level
of their economic operators,

HAVE AGREED AS FOLLOWS:
ARTICLE 1

The Contracting Parties shall, within the framework
of their respective laws and the regutations and
taking into account their international obligations,
make every effort to create favourable conditions
for strengthening the diversified development of the
economic and technological cooperation of the two
countries, in all fields deemed to be in their mutual
interest and benefit and promoting their economic
ties, including the rapid growth of cooperation be-
tween small and medium sized enterprises.

ARTICLE 2

The Contracting Parties shall encourage the firms,
enterprises and organisations of both sides to take
initiatives and measures to develop mutually
advantageous cooperation of various forms in eco-
nomic, industrial, agricultural and technical areas
and to facilitate the business contacts between
firms, enterprises and organizations of the two
countries and the conclusion and implementation of
mutually beneficial projects between them.

ARTICLE 3

The Contracting Parties shall consult in order to
identify the priority sectors in their economic,
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industrial and technological cooperation and attach
special importance to the development of economic
and technological cooperation and exchange in the
following sectors: industry, ship ~ building and ship
repairing, agriculture including agro-industry, con-
struction and housing, transport including maritime
transport, tourism, banking, insurance and other
financial services, vocational training and mana-
gement training, other services of mutual interest
and other sectors which are mutually agreed.

Concrete projects and terms of cooperation in the
above-mentioned sectors shall be defined in the
agreements and contracts reached between firms,
enterprises and organisations concerned of the two
countries in accordance with their respective laws
and regulations in force.

ARTICLE 4

The Contracting Parties, shall provide, in accor-
dance with their laws and regulations, access to
public credit, in connection with projects of coope-
ration consistent with this Agreement.

ARTICLE &

The Contracting Parties shall facilitate each other
the organising of the economic and technical se-
minars, exhibitions and fairs in their respective coun-
tries, as well as study tours and visits of delegations.

ARTICLE 6

The Contracting Parties shall set up a Joint Com-
mission, which shall be composed of representatives
of the Contracting Parties and shall meet at the
request of either Party, at a place and time to be
mutually agreed upon, through diplomatic channels.

its main task is to evaluate the progress of this
Agreement, discuss the concrete proposals con-
cerning economic, industrial, agricultural and tech-
nical cooperation and promote their execution. The
Joint Commission shall also study the ways for
strengthening and expanding such cooperation.

ARTICLE 7

This Agreement shall enter into force on the date
of signature and shall remain in force for five years.
Unless notice of termination has been given in writing
by either Contracting Party six months before the
date of expiry, this Agreement shall be extended
tacitly for another two years and continue to pro-
long every two years.

The expiry of this Agreement shall not affect the
execution of any agreements or contracts which
are signed within the period of the validity of this
Agreement.

Done in duplicate, in Beijing on June 25, 1992, in
the Chinese, Greek, and English languages, the
three texts being equally authentic. In case of diver-
gence the English text shall prevail.

From the moment of this entry into force, this
Agreement replaces the Agreement on Economic
and Technical Cooperation between the Government
of the People's Republic of China and the Go-
vernment of the Hellenic Republic signed in Beijing
on June 25, 1983. .
