of the 12th Session of the Joint Greek - Romanian
intergovernmental Committee on Economic, Industrial
and Technical Cooperation.

According to the provisions of the Agreement signed be-
tween the two countries on June 30th, 1971, the 12th Ses-
sion of the Joint Romanian - Greek intergovernmental Com-
mittee for Economic, Industrial and Technical tion
was held in Bucharest from 21-24th April, 1993,

The Greek Delegation was headed by Theodoros
Kassimis, Deputy Minister of National Economy.

The Romanian Delegation was headed by Mr. Cristian
lonescu, Secretary of State, Head of Foreign Trade Depart-
ment in the Ministry of Commerce.

The lists of participants of both delegations are included in
appendixes A an B of this Protocol.

During his visit in Bucharest, the Greek Deputy Minister
Theodoros Kassimis and the Greek officials were received
by H.E. Nicolae Vacaroiu, Prime - Minister of Romania.

They also met with Marcel Dinu, Secretary of State - Min-
istry of Foreign Affairs, Napoleon Pop, Secretary of State -
Department of European Integration, Oreste Ungureanu,
Secretary of State - Ministry of Tourism, Emilian ljdelea,
President of Romanian Agency for Development and Aurel
Vainer, Vice - President of Romanian Clamber of Commerce
and Industry.

During the meeting the Delegations were mutually in-
formed as to the economic developments in their countries.
The Romanian side also informed the Greek side on the po-
litical and other fundamental changes in the economic and fi-
nancial systems of their country, underlying the interest
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shown by foreign investors in participating in the procedure
of transformation of their economy into & market economy
mainly through the establishment of new enterprises, the
participation in enterprises under privatisation and the appli-
cation of new administrative methods.

They also expressed their interest for the active participa-
tion of Greek businessmen in this procedure.

The two Delegations also invoked the Treaty of Friend-
ship, Cooperation and good Neighbourliness between the
Hellenic Republic and Romania, signed in Bucharest, on No-
vember 28th 1991, as well as the Agreement on the Avoid-
ance of Double Taxation and the Agreement on the Promo-
tion and Reciprocal Protection of Investments signed in
Athens on September 16th, 1991.

Both sides exchanged views on the development of the
relations and the cooperation between Romania and the
EEC, taking into consideration the experience of Greece ac-
cumulated from the period of the country’s accession to the
EEC.

The Greek side, as a member of the EEC, is performing
the necessary adjustments in its economy aiming at the ac-
tive contribution in the integration of the Single Market and
the Economic and Monetary Union of the European Com-
munities.

In the light of the afore - mentioned developments, the
two countries, considered the possibilities for further devel-
opment of their Bilateral Commercial and Economic rela-
tions, which is neccessary and desirable on a mutual and
beneficial basis.

For that purpose, itis imperative to facilitate the reinforce-
ment and broadening of the economic cooperation through
the application of new forms of cooperation such as joint
commercial and/or industrial ventures, direct capital invest-
ments and other forms of cooperation.

In this context, the two Sides mentioned the necessity of
broadening the cooperation between the Chambers of
Commerce and Industry of the two countries. The establish-
ment of joint Chamber of Commerce in each country be-
comes a stimulating factor for the develpment of economic
links by enabling the direct approach and the cooperation
between the companies in both countries.

The Romanian side expressed the wish that the Greek

side will facilitate the procedure of issuing visas to Roma-
nian businessmen.

The establishment of Commercial offices in the territory
of both countries would significantly contribute to the devel-
opment of their commert ial and economic relations.

The signing of a Bilateral Agreement between Greece and
Romania on social security for the repatriated political refu-
gees would strengthen the already good relations between
the two countries.

After reviewing the prevailing situation, up to this date,
both sides confirmed that there are sound possibilities to in-
crease the volume of transactions to the mutual benefit of
both countries.

For that purpose, it was deemed necessary to mutually
reinforce the promotion of trade and the provision of serv-
ices, inter alia, through the increased participation of busi-
nessmen in exhibitions organised in both countries and the
exchange of commericical/economic delegations.

In the field of small and medium size enterprises, the two
sides are interested in the training of businessmen and the
exchange of experience.

Both sides ascertained that there are significant possibili-
ties for cooperation in the fields of agriculture, tourism, in-
dustry, construction and repairing of ships in Greek and Ro-
manian shipyards, construction and infrastructure works in
general.

in this respect the Romanian side presented a list contain-
ing projects of interest.

The Romanian side considered the visit of the Greek Dep-
uty Minister of National Economy, Theodoros Kassimis, to
Romania well - timed and very useful.

it was confirmed that essential contacts should be contin-
ued on a regular basis.

The next Session of the Joint Greek - Romanian
Intergovernmental Committee on Economic, Industrial and
Technical Cooperation will be held in Athens, in 1994.

The exact date will be fixed through diplomatic channels.

The General Secretaries or the General Directors of the
two Ministries, following a request by any of the two Minis-
tries, will meet exceptionally at any time, in order to face a
contingency case due to serious bilateral, regional or inter-
national crisis. ™ .

Article 4

The competent officials of the two Ministries, subject to
previous agreement where necessary, will hold consulta-
tions on bilateral relations and on international issues of inte-
rest to both Parties, with particular attention to the following
areas:

a) bilateral political cooperation;

b) government tasks to promote development of econo-
mic and trade relations;

c) bilateral scientific - technical, cultural, consular, humani-
tarian and environmental cooperation as well as cooperation
in matters of the Press and Information, foreign policy analy-
sis and planning, and questions of international law;

d) the CSCE process, human rights and fundamental free-
doms and all questions of the new structure of European
security and cooperation;

e) the European processes and institutions of intergra-
tion, with particular emphasis on the Parties membership to
the Council of Europe, development of relations with the Eu-
ropean Communities and their organizations, and the Par-
ties experiences in this field;

f) European regional schemens of cooperation;

g) the extra - European situation, with particular emphasis
on regional conflicts, the United Nations and the enlarge-
ment of its role.

The Greek and Romanian diplomatic missions in third
countries and to the United Nations, the Council of Europe

and other International Organizations as well as the Parties

Article 6

The Protocol shall enter into force on the day of signing
and shall remain valid for a period of three years. It shall be
considered as automatically renewed for consecutive pe-
riods of two years uniess terminated by one of the Parties
with three months notice before expiry of any given period.

AGREED MINUTES

At the invitation of the Minister of Transport and Comm-
unication of the Hellenic Republic, THEODOROS ANAG-
NOSTOPOYLOS, the Deputy Minister of Transport of the
Republic of Romania AUREL NOVAC came to Greece on an
official visit from 19th to 21st May 1993, as the Head of a
Delegation of experts and representatives of the Romanian
Ministry of Transport.]

The Romanian Delegation held discussions with the Mi-
nister of Transport and Communications of the Hellenic
Republic Theodoros Anagnostopoulos and experts and
representatives of the conceming Ministry.

The names of the members of the two delegations are
presented in annexes | and II.

The discussions were held in a cordial atmosphere during
which they exchanged information on transport subjects
concerning both Greece and Romania and they recognised
the importance of the transport sector for the economic de-
velopment of the two countries.

The two delegations underlined the necessity and the im-
portance of an edifying cooperation between the two coun-
tries in the field of transport.

According to the Agenda, have been examined the follo-
wing subjects:

l. RAILWAY TRANSPORT

The two delegations discussed the items concering the
railway transportations under the following entities:

a. Bilateral cooperation between the two countries.

b. Bilateral cooperation between the two railway enterpri-
ses.

c. Cooperation in the context of International Organiza-
tions.

a. Bilateral cooperation between the two countries.)

The Hellenic delegation refered to the evolution of the pro-
ject for the electrification and telecommand of the railway
line «Thessaloniki - Idomeni», in which CONTRANSIMEX

i
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participates as Technical Consultant, and mentioned a cer-
tain delay in its completion.

The Romanian delegation refered to the reasons of this
delay, and assured the meeting that the project will be fully
completed in 1993.

The Romanian delegation suggested that is willing to hire
to Hellenic Railways Organization the needed number of
Romanian electric iocomotives for the testings and the staff
training, either in Romania or in Greece, also providing Ro-
manian technicians.

" The Hellenic delegation answered that Hellenic Railways
Organization will think about his proposal.)

The Hellenic delegation commented about the point
where currently the study for the construction of a locomo-
tive Repairing - site in Thriassio Pedio stands, which is ela-
borated by CONTRANSIMEX, and noticed a delay to its
completion.

The Romanian delegation assured the meeting that the fi-
nal study will be given to Hellenic Railways Organization wi-
thin a few time, after the approval of the relevant pre-study
by Hellenic Railways Organization.)

The Romanian delegation expressed the interest of the
Romanian side to undertake various projects in the frame-
work of the Hellenic Railways Organization moderniza-
tion.

The Hellenic delegation answered that for these projects,
certain bidding procedures will take place, in which the inte-
rested Romanian companies will be able to participate.

b. Bilateral cooperation between the two railway enterpri-
ces.
Hellenic delegation described the latest evolutions, that
took place after the signing of the Protocol between the two
railway Networks in 1991, and underlined the need for more
measures, of tariffs and timetables nature, due to the crisis
in former Yogoslavia. These measures will contribute to-
wards the development of the freight and passengers tran-
sportations between Greece and Romania, as well as bey-
ond Romania, towards the Central and North - Eastermn Eu-
rope.

Romanian delegation agreed with the need for these me-
asures, and the two delegations agreed that the two railway
enterprises should schedule the necessary actions and
should take the needed measures.

For this reason, it was also decided that a common wor-
king party will be constituted, in order to find and analyse all
the relevant data conceming the volume of the traffic.

Hellenic delegation informed the Romanian side, that
soon, seniors of the two Networks will have a meeting in
Bucharest.

Hellenic side noticed that the recent demand by the Ro-
manian Railways that the Freight - trains to Romania or th-
rough Romania should be accompanied by the prototype le-
ave of the Freight Receipt, had extremely bad impacts.

Although this measure was stopped after some time for
the transit transportations, the problem still remains.

Romanian Side promised that will examine the whole item
urgently.

¢. Bilateral cooperation in the context of International Or-
ganizations.

Romanian Railways take the Presidency of the Balkan
Group from 1.1.1994 and will try to arrange the items that
this Group handles.

Romanian delegation presented to the meeting the se-
rious interest for the development of the coordination of the
countries that participate to the Black - Sea Economic Coo-
peration.

Romanian side expressed its will for the construction of a
rail and road bridge over the river Danube on Bechet - Ore-

ahovo place. A feasibility study will be elaborrated for estab-’
lishing the optimum place for the bridge both for Rumania.

and Bulgaria.

The Romanian delegation asked for the hellenic contrib-
ution in order to find the necessary funds.

Hellenic delegation agreed to support this demand to the
authorised Community Organization.)

. ROAD TRANSPORT

PASSENGERS TRANSPORT

The two delegations confirmed that the issues mentioned
in the Protocols of the 12th and the 13th Joint Committee of
the years 1992 (27.5.92) and 1993 (1.5.93) are still valid, re-
lating to the procedure of approval of regular international
passenger services.

The exploitation of the above mentioned bus lines is
undertaken by transport Companies which obtain the ap-
proval of the competent authorities of both countries.

The Greek side has asked for the issuing of licence from
the Ministry of Transport of Romania covering the applica-
tion of OSE for the exploitation of regular international bus
services between Greece and Romania.

The Greek delegation finally asked for the elimination of
delays of buses at the frontiers between Romania and
Bulgaria.

Romanian delegation asnwered that all necessary meas-
ures will be provided as possible in order to facilitate the flow
of transport for passengers at frontier crossings.

GOODS TRANSPORT

1. As a result of the implementation of Resolution No
820/93 of the Security Council of the U.N., greek products
are transported to the countries of Central and western Eu-
rope mainly through Romania. For the reason the Greek as-
ked the Romanian to grant of 25.000 transmit permits stres-
sing out that in the protocols of the Joint Committe for Road
Transport, an unlimiled number of permits with taxes is pro-
vided.

The Romanian party agreed to the granting of the referred
permissions, as well as to somany other ones that would be
necessary in the future.

2. At present the greatest part of heavy vehicles is transi-
ting Romania, because of the embargo, so remarkable de-
lays occur at the border stations.

Greek transporting mostly perishable foodstuff asked for
the provision of customs facilities for the immediate cros-
sing of these freights.

The Romanian side agreed to that request and has promi-
sed to announce the way of solving this problem after ha-
ving analysed it, together with the Customs authorities.

3. The Greek delegation has asked not to weight the
greek lorries per axle and suggested two alternative sol-
utions.

a. To keep strictly and without any tolerence the limit of
the maximum gross weight at forty tonnes, but withoyt wel-
ghting trucks per axle.

b. To respect the maximum weight per axle, but to pro-
vide a tolerence of a 10% (per axie).

The Greek delegation asked for clarification if the penal-
ties are to be calculated according to the oveload and not
according to the load as a whole, as it used to be until now.

The Romanian delegation took note of the Greek propo-
sal which in 30 days will be analised by competent Roma-
nian Authorities and willinform accordingly, the Greek side.

L
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AIR TRANSPORT

Regarding the request of the Romanian side that the Ro-
manian designated air carrier should start scheduled opera-
tions on the air route BUCHAREST - THESSALONIKI -
BUCHAREST, the Greek side proposed to exanine this req-
uest and will answer accordingly so that the Romanian car-
rier will eventually get this right on the basis of a temporary
permit until both sides will establish a new Air Services Ag-
reement between the Government of Romania and the Go-
vemment of Greece.

Concemning the request of Romanian side to obtain the ri-
ght to sell on the Greek territory its own transport doc-
uments for its own intemational services, the Greek side ad-
vised to address it to the competent Greek Civil Aviation Au-
thority through the Diplomatic Channels.
