PROTOCOL

OF THE THIRD SESSION OF THE
JOINT MINISTERIAL COMMITTEE
ON ECONOMIC AND TECHNICAL COOPERATION

BETWEEN

THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
AND THE
ARAB REPUBLIC OF EGYPT

On the occasion of the convening of the hirh joint Greek -
Egyptian Ministerial Committee, presided over by H.E. the
Foreign Minister of Hellenic Republic, Michalis Papaconsta-
ntinou and H.E. the Foreign Republic Minister of the Arab
Repulicongypt,Amessa.meJoimGreek-Egypﬂan
Ministerial Committe provided for by the article 8 of the Ag-
reement on Economic and Technical of Feb-

1886, held its third session in Athens on July 14th to
16th, 1933.

TheGreekDelegaﬁonwasheMedbyH.E.meDeputyMi-
nister of National Economy, Theodoros Kassimis.

TheEgyptianDelegationwasheadedbyH.E.theMinister
of State for International Cooperation, Dr. Maurice Makra-
mallah.

The lists of the members of the two Delegations are atta-
ched herewith as Annexes | and I

During his stay in Athens H.E. the Minister of Foreign Af-
fairs, Amre Moussa, was received by H.E. the Prime Minis-
ter Constantinos Mitsotakis, H.E. the Minister of National
Defence loannis Varvitsiotis, H.E. the Minister of National
Economy Stefanos Manos, H.E. the Undersecretary of
State of Foreign Affairs Virginia Tsouderou, and H.E. the
Undersecretary of State of Foreingn Affairs Vyron Polido-
ras.

Moreover H.E. the Minister of National Economy, Ste-
fanos Manos, received Dr. Maurice Makramallah, Minister
of State for intemational Cooperation and they reviewed the
eoonomiccooperaﬁmbetweenthetwocountriesinorderto
further expand this cooperation.

The talks about economic matters were conducted bet-
wee H.E. the Greek Deputy Minister of National Economy
Theodoros Kassimis and H.E. the Egyptian Minister of
State for intemnational Dr. Maurice Makramal-
lah. In the discussions participated also the Greek Secretary
General of Ministry of National Economy George Theo-
phanous and the Egyptian Advisor to the Minister of State

.
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for International Cooperation Dr. Maurice Makramallah. In
the discussions participated also the Greek Secretary Gene-
ral of Ministry of National Economy George Theophanous
and the Egyptian Advisor to the Minister of State for Interna-
tional Cooperation, Ambassador Rafik Salah E! Din.

Inspired by the climate of excellent political relations and
traditional friendly bonds existing between the two coun-
tries, the Egyptian and Greek Delegations assured their
common will to further promote and extend their coopera-
tion on the basis of mutual interest.

To this end, the two Delegations, after having agreed
upon the proposed Agenda, exchanged information on res-
pective economic policies of their Governments and procee-
ded to a review of the bilateral cooperation achieved up to
now.

The discussions were conducted in a constructive and
friendly way and the following matters were agreed upon:

Trade and Finance

The two sides made an extensive review of the evolution
of trade relations between the two countries and noted that
the trade volume between them is low in relation to the exis-
ting possibilities of the two countries.

In the interest of strengthening their relations, thereby
providing mutual benefits, the two sides undertake to deve-
lop and diversify their commercial exchanges and to im-
prove market access, to the highest possible degree, in a
way compatible with their economic situation.

To this end, they decided to make every possible effort in
order to participate in international Trade Fairs of each
country, to organize meetings between businessmen of the
-two countries and to intensify contacts between the Cham-
bers of Commerce.

Moreover both sides agreed to recommend to the private
sector of each country to come to close relations and to
meet.each other in order to find ways to increase the co-
ntacts and promote the cooperation to be applied by both si-
des.

The Egyptian side requested the approval of the Greek
Authorities for the establishment of a Commercial Center in
Greece for exhibition of transit Egyptian goods. The Greek
side accepted this request.

During the meetings the parties committed themselves to
facilitate in every possible way the movement of fresh ag-
ricultural products between their respective countries.

The parties will, through their competent services, ob-
serve the due application of the regulations of phytosanitary
control, effective in their respective countries as well as in
the European Community, while doing their best, so that the
phytosanitary control would be effected in the shortest pos-
sible time.

The Greek side requested the harmonization of Egyptian
specifications for olives with the international ones. The
Egyptian side promised to favourably examine this request.

Concerning the outstanding balance of the clearing ac-
count between Greece and Egypt of about 6.6 million US $,
the Greek side requested the settlement of the balance ac-
cording to the agreed minutes of May 23, 1986. The two si-
des agreed to identify the best possible way for the settle-
ment of this debt within one year.

Both sides referred to the importance of the existing coo-
peration in the Banking Sector and the activities developed
by the National Bank of Greece in Cairo and agreed to en-
courage the further development of these activities in Egypt.

In the framework of the Intergovernmental Committee it
waw signed a Memorandum of Understanding between the
Egyptian Export Promotion Centre (EECP) and the Hellenic
Export Promotion Organization (H.E.P.Q.).

Cases of cement

The Egyptian side agreed to respond shortly to the reg-
uest of the Greek side in settling the claims of the Middle
East Cerpent Shipping and Handling Co., according to Ar-

ticle 8 of Law No. 43/74 by referring to ICSID.

Regarding the outstanding vaiue of 43080 m. tons of ce-
ment due to Middle East Cement Shipping and Handling
Co., the Egyptian side reiterated its agreement that the Mi-

nistry of Housing will pay the value or return back the,same :

quantity of cement to the said company, after receiving let-
ter from Halkis Cement Co S.A. and Farolex Co. giving their
consent to the payment to Middle East Cement Co.

However, the Ministry of Housing offered the amount of

US Dollars 3.310.000.- as a “package deal” for all above
companies claims.

Middle East Cement Co. has not accepted the said offer
and made a counter - offer at the sum of US $ 4.250.000.-
for the same “package deal”.

Both sides agreed that a satisfactory settiement is rea-
ched the soonest possible on this matter.

Industry - Construction .

Both sides reviewed the cooperation in this sector and no-
ted that there are possibilities for future development. The
two sides emphasized the necessity of being familiar with
each other’s potential and industrial possibilities, especially
in the fields of leather, canning of meat and fish, tomato
paste, juices, shipbuilding and construction.

For further development and expansion of the economic
cooperation between the two countries, the two sides ag-
reed to encourage cooperation between their enterprises on
the basis of joint - ventures.

The Greek side expressed the desire to enhance the de-
velopment and expansion of the economic cooperation bet-
ween the two countries through the participation of Greek
consulting and constructing firms in providing studies and
management services in the fields of agriculture, public
restructuring, assistance to private sector, environmental
protection and preparatory projects through joint - ventures,
supported by bilateral agreements for technical coopera-
tion, dissemination of information about forth coming pro-
jects through Hellasco E-mail system and advice about Mi-
nistries and Institutions of Egypt, which are responsible for
the realization of the 4th Financial Protocol.

Investments

Both sides expressed their interest in getting acquainted
with the investment policy followed by each country in order
to promote the economic cooperation between them.

In this regard, the two sides will encourage an increase in
mutually beneficial investment by establishing a more favou-
rable climate for private investments by supporting the ag-
reement on the avoidance of double taxation between them.

In the framework of Intergovernmental Committee the
twao sides signed the Agreement of the promotion and pro-
tection of Investments.

Agriculture - Fisheries - Sponge Fishery

Both sides agreed to promote cooperation in agriculturel,
fisheries and sponge fishery.

To this end, in the frame of the Agricultural Agreements of
1987, a joint - Technical Committee shail be formed and
convened before the end of 1993 to enhance and broaden
their cooperation in agriculture and fishery.

The Greek side will organize a scientific research mission
of specialized experts which will visit Cairo in order to exa-
mine the possibility of cooperation in the sector of sponge fi-
shery. The exact time of the visit will be arranged through
diplomatic channels.

Air Transport

Both sides reviewed their cooperation in the field of air
transport and expressed their interest for further coopera-
tion in all sectors of civil aviation.

Maritime Transport

w
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The two sides referred to the Agreement which signed on
18th April 1971, between the Government of the Hellenic
Repubiic and the Government of the Arab Republic of Egypt
on Shipping and Maritime Transport.

The two sides agreed to convene the Joint Committee
provided for by article 19 of the above Agreement, in order
to examine its implementation on a date and place to be ar-
ranged through dipiomatic channels.

Telecommunications

Concerning the cooperation in the field of the telecomm-
unications, the two sides agreed that the competent organi-
sations of the two countries will hold consultations so that all
pending matters are settled.

Tourism

The two sides reviewed the progress made in the field of
tourism and agreed to explore various possibilities and ide-
ntify effective ways for such cooperation.

In this regard, they agreed that the Joint Committee, pro-
vided for by the Tourist Agreement, will meet before the end
of 1993 in order to follow up the procedures previously
undertaken and to explore the possibilities of developing
their cooperation in this important sector. The exact date of
the session of the above Committee will be communicated
by the Greek side to the other side in due time.

Social Security - Labour Issues

Both sides expressed their satisfaction for their coopera-
tion in this sector and agreed to examine the possibility of
signing a new Agreement of Social Security to replace the
previous existing one. The Greek side will send to the Egyp-
tian side for consideration a draft Agreement of classical
type in this sector.

Both sides agreed to convene a Mixed Committee of
experts to discuss labour issues of mutual interest in a spirit
of good will and pursuant to their laws. The date of the ses-
sion of the above Committee will be fixed through diplomatic
channels.

Other Matters

a. Wakf

In the spirit of cooperation and in order to satisfy the rela-
tive Egyptian requests, the Greek side offered to pay incash
the agreed amount of drs. 72.220.000 plus drs. 5.251.500
for another property in Thassos bought by the Ministry of
Culture and, in addition, to compensate an equal amount
(drs. 77.471.500) of the Greek ciaim deriving from the clea-
ring account between the two countries.
The Egyptian side replied that they will examine the propo-
sal. Both sides agreed that the above proposal will be consi-
dered as recalled and non valid if it is not accepted within a
period of three months from today. The payment and the
compensation will be effected in U.S. dollars, at the rate of
the day of the payment.

b. Indemnification of Greek interest

The Greek side raised the matter of the Compensation
Agreement which was signed in 1966, between Greece and
Egypt, reminding that several serious cases of indemnifica-
tion are still pending. The Greek side urged for a quicker pro-
cess by the competent authorities, in order that a full imple-
mentation of the above agreement is obtained. The Egyp-
tian side promised to finalize the pending cases as soon as
possible, after having a contact with the competent Ministry
of Economy. _

The Greek side took note of the above and expressed its
wish so that practical solutions could be found to settle this
matter.

Both sides expressed their satisfaction for the friendly

atmosphere and the spirit of mutual understanding which
prevailed during the discussions.
