TREATY COF ECONOMIC, SOCIAL AND
CULTURAL COLLABORATICN AND COLLECTIVE SELF-DEFENCZE
SIGNED AT BRUSSELS ON MARCH 17, 1948,
AS AMENDED BY THE 'PROTOCOL MODIFYING AND
COMPLETING THE BRUSSELS TREATY'

Signed at Paris on October 23, 1954

{The High Contracting Parties]
Resolved:

To reaffirm their faith in fundamental human rights,
in the dignity and worth of the human person and in the
other ideals proclaimed in the Charter of the United Nations;

To fortify and preserve the principles of democracy,
personal freedom and political liberty, the constitutional
traditions and the rule of law, which are their common
heritage;
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_ To strengthen, with these aims in view, the economic,
social and cultural ties by which they are already united;

To co-operate loyally and to co-ordinate their efforts
to create in Western Europe a firm basis for European
economic recovery;:

To afford assistance to each other, in accordance
with the Charter of the United Nations, in maintaining
international peace and security and in resisting any policy
of aggression; ' ’

To promote the unity and to encourage the progressive
integration of Europe;

To associate progressively in the pursuance of these
aims other States inspired by the same ideals and animated
by the like determination;

Desiring for these purposes to conclude a treaty
of ¢ollaboration in economic, social and cultural matters
and for collective self-defence;

Have agreed as follows:
ARTICLE I

Convinced of the close community of their interests
and of the necessity of uniting in order to promote the
economic recovery of Europe, the High Contracting Parties
will so organise and co-ordinate their economic activities
as -to produce the best possible results, by the elimination
cf conflict in their economic policies, the co-ordination
of production and the development of commercial exchanges.

The co-operation provided for in the preceding
paragraph, which will be effected through the Council
referred to in Article VIII, as well as through other bodies,
shall not involve any duplication of, or prejudice to, the
work of other economic organisations in which the High
Contracting Parties are or may be represented, but shall
on the contrary assist the work of those organisations.

ARTICLE II

The High Contracting Parties will make every effort
in common, both by direct consultation and in specialised
agencies, to promote the attainment of a higher standard of
living by their peoples and to develop on corresponding
lines the social and other related services of their

countries,

The High Contracting Parties will consult with the
object of achieving the earliest possible application of
recommendations of immediate practical interest, relating
to social matters, adopted with their approval in the
specialised agencies,

They will endeavour to conclude as soon as possible
conventions with each other in the sphere of social security,
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ARTICLE III

The High Contracting Parties will make every effort
in common to lead their peoples towards a better _
understanding of the principles which form the basis
of their common civilisation and to promote cultural
exchanges by conventions between themselves or by
cther means. '

ARTICLE IV

In the execution of the Treaty, the High Contracting
Parties and any Organs established by Them under the Treaty
snall work in close co-operation with the North Atlantic
Treaty Organisation. :

Recognising the undesirability of duplicating the
‘military staffs of NATO, the Council and its Agency will
rely on the apprecpriate military authorities of NATO for
information and advice on military matters.

ARTICLE V

If any of the High Contracting Parties should be the
cbject of an armed attack in Europe, the other High
Contracting Parties will, in accordance with the provisions
of Article 51 of the Charter of the United Nations, afford
the Party so attacked all the military and other aid and
assistance in their power.

ARTICLE VI .

All measures taken as a result of the preceding Article
shall be immediately reported to the Security Council. They
shall be terminated as soon as the Security Council has '
taken the measures necessary to maintain or restore

international peace and security,

The present Treaty does not prejudice in any way the
obligations of the High Contracting Parties under the
provisions of the Charter of the United Nations. It shall not
be interpreted as affecting in any way the authority and
responsibility of the Security Council under the Charter to
take at any time such action as it deems necessary in order
to maintain or restcre international peace and security.

ARTICLE VII

The High Contracting Parties aeclare, each so far as
ne 1is concerned, that none of the international engagements
now in force between him and any other of the High
Contracting Parties or any third State is in conflict with
the provisions of the present Treaty.
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None of the High Contracting Parties will conclude
any alliance or participate in any coalition directed
against any other of the High Contracting Parties.

ARTICLE VIII

1. For the purposes of strengthening peace and security
and of promoting unity and of encouraging the progressive
integration of Europe and closer co-operation between Them
and with other Zuropean organisations, the High Contracting
Parties to the Brussels Treaty shall create a Council to
censider matters concerning the execution of this Treaty
and of its Protocols and their Annexes.

2. This Council shall be known as the "Council of Western
zurcpean Union"; it shall be so organised as to be able to
exercise its functions continuously; it shall set up such
subsidiary bodies as may be considered necessary: in
particular it shall establish immediately an Agency for the
Control of Armaments whose functions are defined in
rotocol No. IV.

3. At the request of any of the High Contracting Parties
the Council shall be immediately convened in order to permit
Them to consult with regard to any situation which may
constitute a threat to peace, in whatever area this threat
should arise, or a danger to economic stability.

ARTICLE IX

The Council of Western European Union shall make an
annual report on its activities and in particular concerning
the ccntrol of armaments to an Assembly compcsed of
reoresentatives cf the Brussels Treaty Powers to the
Consultative Assembly of the Council of Europe.

ARTICLE X

In pursuance of their determination to settle disputes
only by peaceful means, the High Contracting Parties will
apply to disputes between themselves the following provisions;

The High Contracting Parties will, while the present
Treaty remains in force, settle all disputes falling within
the scope of Article 36, paragraph 2, of the Statute of the
International Court of Justice, by referring them to the
Court, subject only, in the case of each of them, to any
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reservation already made by that Party when accepting this
clause for compulsory Jurisdiction to the extent that that
Party may maintain the reservation. :

In addition, the High Contracting Parties will submit
to conciliation all disputes outside the scope of Article 36,
paragraph 2, of the Statute of the International Court of
Justice.

In the case of a mixed dispute involving both questions
for which conciliation is appropriate and other questions for
which judicial settlement is appropriate, any Party to the
dispute shall have the right to insist that the Jjudicial
settlement of the legal questions shall precede conciliation.

The preceding provisions of this Article in no way
affect the application of relevant provisions or agreements
prescribing some other method of pacific settlement.

ARTICLE XI

The High Contracting Parties may, by agreement, invite
any other State to accede to the present Treaty on conditions
to be agreed between them and the State so invited.

Any State so invited may become a Party to the Treaty.
by depositing an instrument of accession with the Belgian
Government.

The Belgian Government will inform each of the High
Contracting Parties of the deposit of each instrument of
accession,

ARTICLE XII

The present Treaty shall be ratified and the instruments
of ratification shall be deposited as soon as possible with
the Belgian Government.

It shall enter into force on the date of the deposit
of the last -dinstrument of ratification and shall thereafter
remain in force for fifty years. :

After the expiry of the period of fifty years, each
of the High Contracting Parties shall have the right to
cease to be a party thereto provided that he shall have
previously given one year's notice of denunciation to
the Belgian Government.

The Belgian Government shall inform the Governments
of the other High Contracting Parties of the deposit of
each instrument of ratification and of each notice of
denunciation.

The Belgian Government shall inform the Governments
of the other High Contracting Parties and the Government
of the United States of America of the deposit of each
instrument of ratification. '

The naval forces of the Federal Republic of Germany shall
censist of the vessels and farmations necessary for the
defensive missions assigned to it by the North Atlantic
Treaty Organisation within the limits laid down in the
Special Agreement mentioned in Article I, cr equivalent
fighting capacity.

If at any time during the Annual Review recommendations
are put forward, the effect of which would be to increase
the level of forces above the limits specified in
Articles I and IL, the acceptance by the country concerned
of such recommended increases shall be subject to the
unaninous approval of the High Contracting Parties to the

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ARTICLE IV

In order that it may establish that the limits
specified in Articles I and II are being observed, the
Council of Western European Union will regularly receilve
information acquired as a result of inspections carried
out by the Supreme Allied Commander, Europe. Such
information will be transmitted by a high-ranking
officer designated for the purpose by the Supreme Allied
Commander, Europe.

ARTICLE V

The strength and armaments of the internal defence
and police forces on the mainland of Europe of the
High Contracting Parties to the present Protocol shall
be fixed by agreements within the Organisation of
Western EBuropean Union, having regard to their proper

functions and needs and to their existing levels.

ARTICLE VI

Her Majesty The Queen of the United Kingdom of
Great Britain and Northern Ireland will continue to
maintain on the mainland of Europe, including Germany,
the effective strength of the United Kingdom forces
which are now assigned to the Supreme Allied Commander,
Europe, that is to say four divisions and the Second
Tactical Air Force, or such other forces as the Supreme
Allied Commander, Europe, regards as having equivalent
fighting capacity. She undertakes not to withdraw these
forces against the wishes of the majority of the High
Contracting Parties who should take their decision in
the knowledge of the views of the Supreme Allied Commander,
Zurope.

IT. CHeEMICAL WEAPONS

(a) A chemical weapcn is defined as any equipment or
apparatus expressly designed to use, for military ourposes,
the asphyxiating, toxic, irritant, paralysant, growth-
regulating, anti-lubricating or catalysing properties c¢f any
chemical substance.

(b) Subject tc the provisions cf paragraph (c), chemical
substances, having such vroperties and capable of being used
in the equipment or apparatus referred to in paragravh (a),
shall be deemed tc be included in this definition.

2. For the purposes mentioned in paragraph 1 of this

ARTICLE VIII

With respect to forces and depots under NATO
authority, test checks, visits and inspections shall be
undertaken by the appropriate authorities of the North
Atlantic Treaty Organisation. In the case of the fcrces
and depots under the Supreme Allied Commander, Zurope,
the Agency shall receive notification of the information
supplied to the Council through the medium of the
high-ranking officer to be designated by him.

2. Such statements shall also be furnished by each
member of Western Eurcpean Union in respect of its
internal defence and police forces and its other forces
under national control stationed on the mainland of
Europe including a statement of stocks held there for
its forces stationed overseas.

3. The statements shall be correlated with the relevant
submissions to the North Atlantic Treaty Organisation.

ARTICLE XIV

As regards the forces under NATO authority, the
Agency shall verify in consultation with the appropriate
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NATO authorities that the total quantities stated under
Article XIII are consistent with the quantities recognised
as required by the units of the members concerned under
NATO authority, and with the conclusions and data recorded
in the documents approved by the North Atlantic Council

in connection with the NATO Annual Review.

ARTICLE XV

As regards internal defence and police forces, the
total quantities of their armaments to be accepted as
appropriate by the Agency shall be those notified by the
members, provided that they remain within the limits laid
down in the further agreements to be concluded by the
members of Western European Union on the strength and
armaments of their iinternal defence and police forces on
the mainland of Europe.

ARTICLE XVI

As regards other forces remaining under national
control, the total quantities of their armaments to be
accepted as appropriate by the Agency shall be those
notified to the Agency by the members.

ARTICLE XVII

The figures furnished by members for the total
quantities of armaments under Articles XV and XVI shall
correspond to the size and mission of the forces concerned.

ARTICLE XVIII

The provisions of Articles XIV and XVII shall not
apply to the High Contracting Parties and to the categories
of weapons covered in Article III of Protocol No. III.

manufacture of such armaments.

ARTICLE XXII

Each member of Western European Union shall keep the
Agency informed of the quantities of armaments of the
types mentioned in Annex IV to Protocol No. III, which
are to be exported from its territory on the mainland of
Europe. The Agency shall be entitled to satisfy itself
that the armaments concerned are in fact experted., If
the level of stocks of any item subject to control appears
abnormal, the Agency shall further be entitled to enquire
into the orders for export.

ARTICLE XXIII

The Council shall transmit to the Agency information
received from the Governments of the United States of
America and Canada respecting military aid to be furnished
to the forces on the mainland of Europe of members of
Western European Union.

MINTISTERIAL DECISION SETTING UP A WEU SATELLITE CENTRE
TARKEN AT VIANDEN, LUXEMBOURG, 27 JUNE 1991

The Ministerial Council:

Recalling its decision of 10 December 1990 on space
cooperation within WEU,

- Approving the results of the work of the ad hoc Sub Group
on Space regarding the setting-up of a WEU Satellite Centre,

DECIDES AS FOLLOWS:

1. A WEU subsidiary body will be set up, in accordance
with Article VIII, paragraph 2, of the modified Brussels Treaty,
to be known as the WEU Satellite Centre, hereinafter referred to
as the Centre.

2. The Centre will be placed under the authority of the
WEU Council. Its legal personality will not be separate from
that of WEU. The Centre'’s managing bodies will be the Director
and the Steering Committee.
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3. The Director will be appointed for a term of three
years by the WEU Council. He will be responsible for the
management of the Centre. He will exercise hierarchical
authority over the Centre's staff.

4. Each member State will appoint a representative to the
Centre's Steering Committee. The latter will lay down technical
and financial guidelines to be implemented by the Centre, and be
ih constant liaison with the national authorities calling upon

the Centre'’s services.

5. TheﬂCentre Will offer no legal guarantee as’ to service

6. The f1nanc1al resources of the Centre will be prov1ded
for in a separate budget approved annually by the WEU Permanent
Council in accordance with the current financial regulations of
WEU. The budget}shall be financed by contributions from member
-States in accordance with a cost-sharing formula agreed by the
Council. The Centre’s budget for the experimental phase will be
within a maximum ceiling of 38.25 million Ecus, based on an
estimate of 30.6 million Ecus plus 25 % for contingencies.

7. The Centre will be established in the territory of one
of WEU’s member States.

8. The personnel responsible for setting up the Centre
will be appointed by member States or on the recommendation of
the ad hoc Group before 1 September 1991. The Centre will be
established with effect from 1 January 1992 and will enter into
operations later that year.

9. At their next meeting, a report reviewing progress on
the establishment of the Centre, and a draft framework agreement
covering access by the Centre to HELIOS data, will be presented
to Ministers, who will decide on the location of the Centre and

the appointment of a Director.
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10. The activities of the Centre should be reviewed no
later than three years after it has entered into operation, when
it will be possible for each member State to reconsider its
participation in the Centre.

The possibilities for future cooperation between the
Centre and other corresponding bcdies, particularly in Europe and
in the United States, on the basis of a balanced partnership,
will also be studied.

MINISTERIAL DECISION CONCERNING THE
SETTING-UP OF A "WEU INSTITUTE FOR SECURITY STUDIES"
Brussels,

13 November 1989

THE MINISTERIAL COUNCIL:

- convinced that, as stated in the Platform on European
Security Interests adopted in The Hague on 27 October 1987,
the construction of an integrated Europe will remain
incomplete as long as it does not include security and defence
and that WEU makes an important contribution to the broader
process of European unification;

- determined to increase the effectiveness of the
Organization and to contribute to an overall solution to
its institutional problems;

- stressing the importance of having within WEU a
capacity to study, and provide documentation on,

questions concerning European security;

- recalling that the Assembly, in Recommendation 467, has
expressed interest in the establishment of such a capacity;

HAS DECIDED AS FOLLOWS:
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1. A 'WEU Institute for Security Studies' shall be set up.
Essentially, the role of this Institute shall be to promote a
European security identity and to assist the Organization in
pursuing the objectives laid down in the Platform.
Accordingly, its main tasks shall be:

a. to carry out research, principally for the Council,
calling on national experts if necessary and in consultation
with the Secretariat-General; this research will be carried
out independently and objectively;

b. to encourage and help the existing institutes in the
member States to promote a greater awareness oOf European
security issues and, specifically, to organize courses and
seminars to that end;

c. in collaboration with existing institutes, to organize
meetings with institutes in countries not belonging to Wester:
Europe, particularly those in the Warsaw Pact countries;

a. establish and keep up-to-date a data bank for the
purposes of research into the defence efforts of the WEU
member countries and for studies relating to European security
- the relevant practical arrangements will be the subject of
an Institute proposal to the Council;

e. contribute to academic work on the same topics.

2. It is decided that the Agencies for Security Questions(*)
and the Standing Armaments Committee shall be abolished.

3. The Institute shall be placed under the authority of the
Council which shall appoint the Director for a period of three
years. The Director shall be responsible to the Council for
the management of the Institute.

(*) This does not apply to the Agency for the Control of

Armaments.
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4. The Institute shall be lvcated in Paris in the premises
of WEU. The question of its location shall be reQiewed in the
light of the conclusions of the Ministerial Councils of

27 October 1987 and 19 April 1988 regarding the Collocation of
WEU institutions, necessary in the context of the European
construction process. ' |

5. The Assembly may, with the Council's approval, assign to
the'Institute studies relating to the Assembly's own
activities.

I. ON WEU AND EUROPEAN SECURITY

Developments in the security situation in Furope, disarmament
and_arms control

1. Ministers reviewed the significant changes that had taken
place in the security situation in Europe since their last
reqular meeting in November 1991. They emphasized the
insortance of strengthening the role and institutions of the
-SCE for peace and Security in Europe. They looked forward to
decisions at Helsinki to start new negotiations on measures or
arms control and disarmament and to enhance regular
consultations and cooperation on security matters. In the
light of the establishment of a new CSCE Forum for Security
Cooperation, they considered that decisions to enhance the
CSCE's capabilities for conflict prevention, crisis management
and the peaceful settlement of disputes are of primary
importance. They supported the proposal under discussion at
the Helsinki Follow-up meeting for the CSCE to declare itself
as a regional arrangement under Chapter VIII of the United
Nations Charter. Ministers considered that the CSCE should
have the authority to initiate and pursue peacekeeping
operations under its own responsibility.

2. As WEU develops its operational capabilities in
accordance with the Maastricht Declaration, we are prepared to
Support, on a case-by-case basis and in accordance with our
own procedures, the effective implementation of
conflict-prevention and Crisis-management measures, including
beacekeeping activities of the CSCE or the United Nations
Security Council. This will be done without prejudice to
possible contributions by other CSCE countries and other
organisations to these activities.

3. Ministers welcomed the decisions taken by the CSCE
Council in Berlin and Prague regarding the relationships
between the CSCE and other mutually reinforcing European and
transatlantic organizations including WEU. They declared that
WEU, together with the European Union, was ready to play a
full part in building up Europe's security architecture. They
likewise reaffirmed their conviction that the Atlantic
Alliance is one of the indispensable foundations of Furope s
security. They welcomed the ongoing reform process of NAT(O
with a view to establishing a strong new transatlantic
partnership.
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4, Ministers welcomed the agreement reached at the CFE
Extraordinary Conference on 5 June 1992 in Oslo which provides
the basis for the entry into force of the CFE Treaty which has
been and remains a major objective of their arms control
agenda. Its full and effective implementation will increase
stability and open the way to a new cooperative security order
in Europe. They call upon the new States parties to the
Treaty to ensure its ratification by the time of the CSCE
Summit in Helsinki. Ministers attach great importance to the
conclusion of an agreement on the limitation of personnel
strengths of ground and air forces (CFE la) in time for the
Helsinki Summit and to the implementation of the Open Skies
Treaty. They reaffirmed their commitment to the early entry
into force of the Open Skies agreement and invited other CSCE
States to accede to the Treaty in accordance with
itsprovisions.

5. Ministers welcomed steps recently taken by the States
concerned to allow for the entry into force of the START
Treaty and the important agreement on further strategic
reductions reached between the United States and Russia in
Washington on 17 June 1992. ' '

6. Ministers recalled that the presence of foreign forces on
the territory of a sovereign state requires the explicit
consent of that state. They stressed the importance of
rapidly establishinag, in the negotiations under way,
Ulmetables for the withdrawal of foreign troops from the
territory of the Baltic States.

7. Ministers expressed their conviction that a Chemical
«weapons Convention can be reached within the next few months.
They are confident that this Convention can play an important
and pioneering role in worldwide multilateral arms control and
call on all member States of the Conference on Disarmament to
lend their support to the emerging consensus. They repeat
thelr commitment to be among the original signatories of this
Convention and ask all other nations to follow this course.

8. WEU member States reaffirmed their resolution to
contribute further to the establishment of a new order of
peace in Europe which, in accordance with the Charter of
Paris, will be based on cooperation. Ministers underlined the
valuable contribution of NACC in this connection. In the same
spirit, WEU has invited the Foreign and Defence Ministers of
eight States of Central Europe to a special Ministerial
meeting later today. WEU and the invited countries intend to
enhance consultation and cooperation in the framework ot the
new European security structure.

Implementation of the Maastricht Declaration

9. Ministers stressed the fundamental importance of the
Treaty on European Union and they looked forward to the
further elaboration of the common foreign and security policy
at the Lisbon Furopean Councili. They discussed the progress
made in developing the role of WEU as the defence component of
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the European Union and as the means to strengthen the European
pillar of the Atlantic Alliance in accordance with the
Declaration adopted by WEU member States at the Maastricht
European Council in December 1991,

10. Ministers reaffirmed the Importance for WEU to develop
Close working relations with the Furopean Union and Atlantic
Alliance in accordance with the Haastricht Declaration of
WEU. They adopted a report on the practical measures
necessary for WEU to develop thege relations. They asked the
Permanent Council to propose to the Council of the Twelve and
to the North Atlantic Council concrete measures aimed at
facilitating the development of close cooperation between the
respective Secretariats.

11. Ministers heard a report from the Secretary-General on
the progress made towards the transfer of the WEU Council and
Secretariat-General from London to Brussels. They instructed
the Permanent Council and Secretary-Ceneral to expedite the
necessary arrangements so that the transter could become
effective by January 1993,

12. Ministers heard a report !rom the German Chietf of Defence
Staff on the meetings of Chiels oi Defence Statf. Ministers
agreed that the Chiefs of Defence Staff should meet twice a
year prior to the regular Ministerial Councils and on an ad
hoc basis whenever necessary. Ministers also agreed that,
following the transfer of the Council! and Secretariat to
Brussels, national delegations could be reinforced with
military delegates to develop and provide advice f{or rhe
Council, to introduce the views ot the Chiets of Defence Statf
to the Planning Cell and to monitor the professional standards
ot the Planning Cell's work.

13. WEU Ministers welcomed the IEPG Defence Ministers'
decision, at their Oslo meeting on 6 March 1992, to analyse
the future role of the IEPG in the new European security
architecture. This represents a positive development fully in
line with the objective set by WEU member States in Maastricht
further to examine enhanced cooperation in the field of
armaments with the aim of creating a WEU European Armament s
Agency. WEU Ministers propose that both WEU and IEPG expertn
analyse this issue in depth, carry out an initial examination
of the role and functions of a possible European Armaments
Agency and submit a report for consideration.

14. WEU Ministers welcomed the decision ot Eurogroup Defence
Ministers at their meeting in Brussels on 25 May 1992 to
consider the possibility, among other options, and if the
necessary preconditions are met, ot transferring to WEU some
or all of Eurogroup’'s present tfunctions for which there is
still a need.

15. Ministers noted with satisfaction the considerable
progress which had been made in setting up the experimental
WEU Satellite Centre in Torrejdén (Spain), a concrete example
of the strengthening of WEU’s operational role, and they
looked forward to the official inauguration which would take
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place later in the year. They also noted that the contract
for the main system feasibility study had been awarded to a

consortium of firms from WEU member States led by a German
firm.

Activities of Working Groups

16. In the field of verification, Ministers noted with
satisfaction that a set of rules for the operation ot
multinational teams in CFE had been prepared in WEU and had
Subsequently been adopted in the Alliance. This represented
the first example since the Maastricht Declaration of the
introduction of joint positions agreed in WEU into the process
of consultation in the Alliance.

17. Noting the progress which had been made so far, Ministers
agreed in principle to a feasibility study to identify the
most cost-effective means of implementing the Open Skies
Treaty Cooperatively among member States. They tasked the
group of experts to agree assumptions for the study, to
identify the options which merit further study and to consider
the question of costs, with a view ro takina a decision at
their next ordinary meeting to proceed with the study.

stressed the readiness of WEU to cooperate with third parties
at a later stage, and in this context welcomed the contacts
which had taken place with other European allies, as well as
with the Russian Federation. They agreed that experts should
investigate the possibilities for intensified cooperation with
the Russian Federation, which could include a joint
feasibility study and/or a trial overflight.

18, Ministers reaffirmed the importance of the Mediterranean
Sub-Group’s work on security in the Mediterranean. They
adopted terms of reference for the establishment by WEU of a
gradual and phased dialogue with the Maghreb countries, takinag
into account the political developments both in thege
countries and in the region.

WEU Institute for Security Studies

19. Ministers noted with satisfaction the activities of the
WEU Institute for Security Studies in Paris. Its
publications, seminars and colloquia had greatly contributed
to deepening understanding for the ongoing development of a
European security identity and to enhancing relations between
WEU and other European countries.

IT. ON STRENGTHENING WEU'S OPERATIONAL ROLE

1. In accordance with the decision contained in the
Declaration of the member States of WEU at Maastricht on

10 December 1991 to develop WEU as the defence component of
the European Union and as the means to strengthen the European
pillar of the Atlantic Alliance, WEU member States have heen
examining and defining appropriate missions, structures and
means covering, in particular, a WEU planning cell and
military units answerable to WEU, in order to strengthen WEU's
- operational role.

2. WEU member States declare that they are prepared to make
available military units from the whole spectrum of their
conventional armed forces for military tasks conducted under
the authority of WEU.

3. Decisions to use military units answerable to WEU will be
taken by the WEU Council in accordance with the provisions ot
the UN Charter. Participation in specific operations will
remain a sovereign decision of member States in accordance
with national constitutions.

- 4. Apart from contributing to the common defence in
accordance with Article.5 of the Washington Treaty and
Article V of the modified Brussels Treaty respectively,
military units of WEU member States, acting under the
authority of WEU, could be employed for:

- humanitarian and rescue tasks;
- peacekeeping tasks;
- tasks of combat forces in crisis management ,
including peacemaking. '
5. The planning and execution of these tasks will be fully
compatible with the military dispositions necessary to ensure

- the collective defence of all Allies.

6. Military units will be drawn from the forces of WEU
member States, including forces with NATO missions - in this

case after consultation with NATO - and will be organized on
a multinational and multi-service basis.
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7. All WEU member States will soon designate which of their
military units and headquarters they would be willing to make
available to WEU for its various possible tasks. Where
multinational formations drawn from the forces of WEU nations
already exist or are planned, these units could be made
avallable for use under the authority of WEU, with agreement
of all participating nations.

8. WEU member States intend to develop and exercise the
appropriate capabilities to enable the deployment of WEU
military units by land, sea or air to accomplish these tasks.

9. A Planning Cell will be established on 1 October 1992,
subject to practical considerations, under the authority of
the Council. It will be located with the Secretariat-General
in a suitable building in Brussels. The Council has today
appointed Maj.Gen. Caltabiano (Italian Air Force) as its first
Director. The Planning Cell will be responsible for:

- preparing contingency plans for the employment for
forces under WEU auspices;

- preparing recommendations for the necessary command,
control and communication arrangements, including
standing operating procedures for headquarters which
might be selected;

~ keeping an updated list of units and combinations of
units which might be allocated to WEU for specific
operations.

Al Following the Declaration released in Maastricht on
10 December 1991 in connection with the Treaty on European
Union, WEU Ministers recalled the fundamental principles on

which relations between member States and associate member
States should be based:
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settlement of their mutual differences by peaceful
means, in accordance with the obligations resulting from
the modified Brussels Treaty, the North Atlantic Treaty
and the United Nations Charter, the commitments entered
into under the terms of the Helsinki Final Act and the
Faris Charter, and the other generally recognized
principles and rules of international law.

in their mutual relations, refraining from resorting to
the threat or use of force, in accordance with the
United Nations Charter.

They also stressed that the security guarantees and
defence commitments in the Treaties which bind the member
States within Western European Union and which bind them
within the Atlantic Alliance are mutually reintorcing and will
not be invoked by those subscribing to Part IIT of the
Petersberg Declaration in disputes between member States of
either of the two organizations.

B. In their Maastricht Declaration of 10 December 1991, the
member States of WEU proposed that States which are members of
the European Union be invited to accede to WEU on conditions
to be agreed in accordance with Article XI of the modified
Brussels Treaty, or to become observers if they so wished.
Simultaneously, other European member States of NATO were
invited to become associate members of WEU in a way which
would give them a possibility of participating fully in the
activities of WEU. '

In accordance with Part III of the Petersberg
Declaration, Ministers agreed that the following points should
be made in extending the invitation to the countries
interested in becoming members, observers or associate
members:
