on cooperation in thw field of Tourism
between

the Government of thw Hellenic Republic
and the Government of Romania

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and thw Gover-
nment of Romania, hereinafter referred to as “thw Contrac-
ting Parties”,

Taking into consideration the tiew of friendship between
their countries,

Appreciating the importance of developing tourism rela-
tions between their peoples towards a better mutual under-
standing,

Acknowledging that Tourism is an excellent means for
promoting the economic development and for strengthening
and further broadening thw friendly relations between thw
two countries,

Have agreed ypon the following:

Article |

The Contracting Parties will develop and promote a closer
cooperation between their respective Tourism Authorities in
order to facilitate their relations in the field of Tourism and to
increase their tourist exchanges.

Article il

The Contracting Parties will encourage mutual tourist pro-
motion through the exchange of information, publicity and
promotional materials in accordance with their respective
laws and regulations.

Article it

The Contracting Parties, through their relevant bodies en-
gaged in tourist activity, will facilitate exchanges of exper-
tise in the field of tourism, aimed at improving mutual know-
ledge of their tourist infrastructure.

They will also support the exchanges of technical infor-
mation and documentation concerning:

- Tourist resources

- Methods and systems for personnel training

- Granting of scolarships in the field of tourist profes-
sions

- Studies and research regarding the protection and con-
servation of natural and cultural resources as tourist attrac-
tions.

- Laws and regulations in the field of Tourism

- Tourism Statistics.

Article IV

The Contracting Parties will take every measure to:

- Encoutage the development of cooperation between the
tourism enterprises (public and private) of booth countries
(such as hotel chains, tour operators, travel agencies) aimed
at providing tourist services on a contractual basis:

- Facilitate pritate tourist investments in order to moder-
nize and renovate existing units or to estiblish new ones.

Article V

Subject to their laws and regulations and without prej-
udice to their previousinternational oblications, thw Co-
ntracting Parties will consider easing the traveling formali-
ties for the purpose of increasing thw tourist traffic between
the two countries.

Article VI

The Contracting Parties will encourage the development
of cooperation between thw Automobile Clubs of their
countries aimed at enhancing the tourist traffic by car.

Article VI

With the aim of implementing this Agreement through bi-
lateral consultations and through the submission of recom-
mendations to their competent authorities, a Joint Commis-
sion shall be established composed of authorized represe-
ntatives from each county and in which persons from the pri-
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vate tourist sector may also be invited to participate.

The Commission's meeting shall take place of the two
countries alternately at a time agrred upon by the Contrac-
ting Parties.

Article Vil

This Agreement shall enter into force thirty (30) days after
notification by both parties through diplomatic channels of
the completion of the constitutional reguirements of each
country for the entry into force of this Agreement.

This Agreement shaall remain in force for five (5) years
and shall thereafter be automatically renewed each time for
additional five - year periods, unless denounced by notifica-
tion, through diplomatic channels, by one of the Contracting
Parties at least six (6) months prior to the expiration of each
period.

Article 1X

The present Agreement replaces the previouw one sig-
ned on July 14, 1971 in Athens.

Done at Athens, on the Sth of June 1993 in duplicate in
the Greek, Romanian and English languages, the three texts
being equally authentic. In case of divergence the English
text shall prevail.
