Have agreed the following:

ARTICLE |

The Contracting Parties will make every effort

" possible to develop tourist movement between the

two countries, making use of the means and mecha-
msms at their disposal and will support cooperation
between their respective tourist agencies, means
of transport by air and sea, cruise or'ganizers and
other organizations operating in the tourist sector.

ARTICLE Il

Within the framework of their own domestic legis-
lation, the Contracting Parties will mutually grant all
facilties to intensify and stimulate the tourist flow,
simplifying and eliminating the required procedures
and documents as far as possible. Furthermore, the
Contracting Parties will grant -in accordance with
their domestic legislation- every facility for the ex-
portation and importation of touristic printed matter
and advertising material.

ARTICLE iHl

The Contracting Parties will promote and facilitate
in accordance with their respective legislation, the
investment of Greek, Mexican or joint capital in their
respective tourist sectors.

ARTICLLE IV

The Contracting Parties will promote activities
aimed at developing tourism in order to increase
exchanges and mate the image of their respective
countries known, participating in touristic, cultural
and sporting events, in the organization of exhibi-
tions, seminars, congresses, conferences and fairs.

ARTICLE V

The Contracting Parties, through their officia! Tou-
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rist Boards, will proceed -as far as possible- with
the exchange of employees and experts on tourist
issues in order to become better informed on the
tourist infrastructure of both countries and to identify
precisely which sectors would benefit from receiving
advice and from the transfer of technology.

ARTICLE VI

1. The Contracting Parties will support the ex-
change of technical information and informative
documents between their respective services and
experts in the following sectors:

a) Systems and methods for the training of tea-
chers and instructorsin the tourist sector on technical
matters and particularly on these concerning hotel
administration and management.

b) Stipends to be granted to teachers, instructors
and students in the tourist sector.

c) Study plans and curricula for the training of
personnel who are to offer tourist services.

d) Study ptans and curricula for use in schools
offering studies in tourism and hotel management.

2. The Contracting Parties will encourage the

- respective students and teachers in tourism and
hotel management schools to take advantage of
scholarships offered by Tourism Schools, universities
and training centers of the other (Contracting) Party.
In addition, they will support cooperation between
professionais in both countries in order to achieve
improvement of the tecnhical level in the tourist
sector and to deveiop research in the field.

ARTICLE Vi

1. The Contracting Parties will exchange informa-
tion concerning:

a) their possibilities in tourism and studies carned
out on the subject of tourism,

b) their legislation in force regarding tournst acti-

vities as well as on the protection and conservation

of their natural and cultural resources of touristic
interest.

2. The Contracting Parties will take all possible
measures to improve the reliability and comparability
of the availiable statistical data in both countries
regarding tourism.

3. The Contracting Parties consider the exchange
of information on the volume and characteristics of
the real tourist market potential in the two countries
to be useful.

4. The Contracting Parties agree that the principles
for the compilation and presentation of statistics on
tourism, of both domestic and international nature,
will be those established by the World Organization
of Tourism.

ARTICLE Vi

The Contracting Parties agree to strengthen as
far as possible their cooperation within the framework
of the World Organization of Tourism.

ARTICLE IX

In order to monitor the progress of the present
Agreement and to promote and assess its results,
the Contracting Parties will establish a Joint Com-
mittee composed of an equal number of repre-
sentantives from each country and in which persons
from the private tourist sector may be mnvited to
participate. lts mission will be to contribute to the
fulfiment of the objectives of the Agreement.

The Joint Commitee will convene in the two coun-
tries alternately, with the frequence of its meetings
to be determined by the Committee itself, in order
to evaluate the activities having taken place in
application of the present Agreemen‘t.

ARTICLE X

. The present Agreement will come into force on
the date on which the Contracting Parties notify one

another through diplomatic channels that the re-
quirements and procedures demanded by their na-
tional legislation to this end have been fulfilled.

2. The present Agreement will come into force for
a period of five years and be renewed automatically
for periods of the same duration unless either of
the Contracting Parties expresses the desire for it
to be considered terminated, by means of a written
statement to be served on the other Party through
diplomatic channels three months before its expiry.

3. The termination of the present Agreement will
not affect the completion of the programs and plans
agreed on, while it was in force, unless the Contra-
cting Parties agree to the contrary.

In witness whereof, the undersigned, duly autho-
rized by their respective governments, signed the
present Agreement in the city of Thessaloniki on
the fifteenth day of the month of September in the
year nineteen hundred and ninety two, in three
copies in the Spanish, Greek and English languages,
the three texts being considered sto be equally
authentic.

in case of divergence regarding the inteprentation
of the present Agreement, the Contracting Parties
will refer to the English text.

AGREEMENT
ON COOPERATION IN THE FIELD OF TOURISM
BETWEEN
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
AND
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE ARGENTINE
REPUBLIC

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the
Government of the Argentine Republic, hereinafter
referred to as "the Contracting Parties",

Wishing to strengthen the ties of friendship and
understanding between their two countries,

Convinced that tourism is an excellent instrument
to promote economic development, understanding,
good will and close relations between peoples,

Bearing in mind the Statutes of the World Tourism
Organization and the Recommendations of the World
Tourism Conference in its "Manila Declaration" of
1980,

Based on the full equality of rights and the mutual
benefits,

Have agreed upon the following:

ARTICLE |

The Contracting Parties shali provide the ne-
cessary facilities, within the limits of their internal
laws and regulations, in order to increase the tourist
flow between the two countries.

ARTICLE i

The Contracting Parties shall, through their official
tourism organizations, exchange information on their
respective legislations in force, including those re-
lated to the protection and conservation of naturaj
and cultural resources, tourist accommodations, .
travel agencies, professional activities in the tourist
sector and any other related matter.

ARTICLE 1l

The Contracting Parties shall encourage the ex-
change of experts and consultants in the field of
tourism, promote the exchange of experience and
know-how in all sectors of tourism and study all
proposals concerning the reciprocal granting of
scholarships, organization of seminars and in sity
training courses for the personnel employed in tour-
ism.

ARTICLE 1V

Each Contracting Party shall study the possibiiity
of establishing in the territory of the other Party, a
tourist information office, in accordance with a spe-
cial agreement concluded to that effect. Likewiss,
the Contracting Parties shall encourage co-ordinated
tourist advertising campaigns, information and pro-
motion activities and the exchange of printed ma-
terials and films in the field of tourism, in accordance
with their respective legislations.
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ARTICLE V

The Contracting Parties shall support and promote
mutual visits of media representatives and travel
journalists in order to keep théir public opinion
informed about the tourist attractions of the country
visited. They shall also encourage mutual visits of
travel agents and tour operators as well as the
cooperation on a permanent basis between the
travel agents’ associations of the two countries.

ARTICLE VI

Each Contracting Party, in order to promote its
tourist attractions, shall participate, according to its
possibilities, in tourist exhibitions, congresses, fairs
and other tourist events organised by the other
Party.

ARTICLE VI

Each Contracting Party shall endeavour that its
official tourism organization respect, in its adver-
tising or tourist information, the social, historical and
cultural reality of the other Party.

ARTICLE Vill

Each Contracting Party shall consider the possi-
bility that nationals of the other Party participate in
tourism exploitation and investment projects in its
territory, in accordance with the legislation of each
country.

ARTICLE IX

A Joint Committee shall be formed by the two
Contracting Parties to follow up the implementation
of this Agreement. The Joint Committee’'s meetings
shall be held periodically in each of the two-countries
alternately at a time agreed upon by the Contracting
Parties.

. Each meeting shall be presided over by the Head
of the Delegation of the host Country.

ARTICLE X

This Agreement shall enter into force on the date
both Contracting Parties will have notified each

other, through diplomatic channeis, of the comple-

tion of the legal formalities required in each country
for the entry into force of the Agreement.

ARTICLE XI

This Agreement shall remain in force for five (5)
years and shall thereafter automatically be renewed
for additional five - year periods.

Any of the Contracting Parties may, through diplo-
matic channels, denounce this Agreement by noti-
fication at least six {(6) months prior to the expiration
of each period.

Done at Athens this day of September 2nd of 1993
in duplicate in the Greek, Spanish and English tan-
guages, the three texts being equally authentic. In
case of divergence the English text shall prevail.
