PROGRAMME
OF CULTURAL CO-OPERATION BETWEEN THE
GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
AND THE GOVERNMENT OF IRELAND FOR
THE YEARS 1994, 1995 and 1996

The Joint Gommittee established in accordance with Article 6 of
the Agreement between the Government of the Hellenic Republic
and the Government of Ireland on Cultural and Scientific Co- oper-
ation, which was signed in Dublin on the 17th July 1980 and which
entered into force on the 24th October 1983, met in Athens on the
22nd and 23rd November 1993 and agreed the following pro-
gramme for the years 1994, 1995 and 1996.

1. EDUCATION AND SCIENCE

1.1 Co-operation between Universities and Scientific Institu-
tions

Both Parties agreed to continue to promote co-operation be
tween universities and corresponding institutions of higher educa-
tion in their respective countries as well as between the national au-
thorities and institutions which deal with scientific research and
technology, with a view to encouraging joint research, seminars,
exchange of scientific publi cations, in accordance, where appropri-
ate, with agreements concluded directly between the institutions
concemed.

1.2. Both Parties agreed to exchange annually reciprocal visits by
one member of teaching staff from a university or other institution of
higher education during the validity of this programme in order to
deliver lectures, exchange information or engage in research work.
The total period of each exchange shall not exceed seven (7) days
annually.

1.3. Study of Language, Literature and Culture

1.3.1. Both Parties noted an increasing interest in Greek and Irish
culture and literature generally at universities in the two countries.

1.3.2. With a view to developing greater interest in the study of
Irish literature at universities in Greece and of Greek literature at uni-
versities in Ireland, both Parties expressed their willingness to con-
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tinue making donations of books and publications to these institu
tions.

1.3.3. The Greek Party expressed its satisfaction at the sup port
of the teaching of modern Greek at universities and institutions of
higher education in Ireland.

1.4. Scholarships — Academic Year

Each Party agreed to offer on an annual basis one academic year
scholarship to a post-graduate or other suitably qualified student
for study or research in a university or other institution of higher ed-
ucation in the other country.

1.5. Exchange of Experts in Education

During the validity of this Programme each Party will exchange
one expert in the field of primary or secondary education or admini-
stration of education or special education or educational television
or of Technological Educa tional Institutes for a period of up to
seven (7) days in order to study the educational system and the
teaching methods of each other’s country.

Both Parties will encourage fraternization and secondary stu-
dents’ exchanges.

1.6. General Education

1.6.1. During the validity of the present Programme, both Parties

will exchange documentary material concerning educational sys-’

tems, school curricula, special educa tion and environmental educa-
tion .

The Parties will also examine the possibility of ex changing edu-
cational films and other relevant audiovisual material and they will
encourage the ex change of school text-books and other docu-
mentary material.

2. LIBRARIES AND ARCHIVES

2.1. During the validity of the present programme, the two Parties
will exchange one (1) archivist and one (1) librarian in order to be in-
formed on matters of their speciality and conduct research in their
respective Ar chives and National Libraries according to the laws
and regulations of each country. Their visit will not exceed ten (10)
days.

2.2. The National Libraries of the two Parties will exchange
books, bibliographical indices, ‘périodicals, microfims, fascimiles
and other material concerning the organisation and the functioning
of the Libraries.

3. CULTURE .

3.1. Exchange of information and experts

3.1.1. Both Parties will continue to exchange information and
documentation concerning literature, film, theatre, folklore, muse-
ums, conservation of monuments and landscapes, archaeology,
underwater archeology, in dustrial archaeology, restoration, inter-
national fes tivals and competitions, music, fine arts, cultural ad
ministration and cultural co—operation in general,

3.1.2. Both Parties agreed to exchange experts or artists in the
following fields: literature, film, museums, theatre, folklore, conser-
vation of monuments and landscapes, archaeology, underwater
archeology, in dustrial archaeology, restoration, intemational fes
tivals and competitions, music, fine arts, cultural ad ministration and
cultural co—operation in general. The total period of these visits for
each Party shall not in principle exceed 28 days annually.

3.1.3. Both Parties agreed to continue to exchange detailed infor-
mation on the artistic events, competitions and festivals organised
in their respective countries and to encourage participation in these
by artists of the other Party.

3.2. Museums

3.2.1. Both Parties will encourage co—operation between their
museums through their competent authorities.

3.2.2. Both Parties expressed their wish td co—-operate in the
framework of European Community regulations against the smug-
gling of antiquities and works of art.

3.3. Film

3.3.1. Both Parties agreed to continue to exchange information
and documentation on important current events in the field of film
festivals and film archives.

3.3.2. Both Parties expressed their interest in encouraging the
showing of their films in their respective international film festivals.

3.3.3. Both Parties will encourage the co—production of film doc-
umentaries with a view to facilitating a wider knowledge of the cul-
ture of each country.

3.4, Exhibitions

3.4.1. The Greek Party expressed its interest in sending at least
one of the following exhibitions to Ireland during the validity of this
programme:

~ an exhibition of traditional folk art (Greek costumes and jewel-
lery)

- an exhibition of contemporary art

— abook exhibition.

3.4.2. The Irish Party expressed its interest in sending, at least
one of the following exhibitions to Greece during the validity of this
programme:

- an exhibition of new Irish graphic works

- a photograghic exhibition of treasures of the National Library
of Ireland

— an exhibition on irish folklore.

3.5. Literature

Both Parties will examine possibilities of making their contempo-
rary literature better known in translation, including literary maga-
zines, anthologies and individual works and will encourage transla-
tion of literature in their national languages into each other’s na-
tional languages.

3.6. Music

3.6.1. Both Parties expressed their intention to encourage in
terest in the traditional music of their countries and their interest in
participation by artists in the music festivals of each country.

3.6.2. Both Parties stressed their interest in also developing con-
tacts in the fiekds of contemporary and classical music.

3.7. Theatre

Both Parties expressed their intention to promote reciprocal in-
terest in their respective theatrical heritage and to en courage recip-
rocal visits by theatre companies.

3.8. European City of Culture 1997

Thessaloniki has been designated as European City of Culture in
1997. The Greek Party expressed the hope that Ireland would be
represented in the activities planned. The Irish Party agreed to con-
sider favourably, in due course, the pos sibility of supporting partici-
pation and appreciated the in formation provided by the Greek Party
regarding the organisation of the event. The Irish Party expressed
their appreciation to the Greek Party for the level of Greece's partic-
ipation in events organised as part of the «Dublin European Cultural
Capital 1991» programme.

4. RADIO AND TELEVISION

Both Parties agreed to encourage further direct contacts be-
tween their respective radio and television organisations. They will
encourage where possible the showing on television of each other’s
programmes including drama, film and documentaries and will en-
courage co~productions in these areas.

5. SPORTS

Both Parties will encourage co-—-operation in the field of sports
and physical education and will pursue direct contacts and a closer
co-operation between their respective sports authorities.

The content and the details of this co—operation will be decided
upon directly between the above mentioned authorities.

6. YOUTH

Both Parties will encourage co~operation between their youth
orgarnisations and institutions in cultural and social activities. They
will exchange information, especially on developments taking place
in every sector conceming youth and aiming at the strengthening of
youth relations and the promotion of peace.

7. MISCELLANEOUS

7.1. The present programme shall enter into force on the date of
its signature and shall remain valid until 31st December 1996 and
provisionally in force thereafter until a new programme is signed.
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7.2. The annex hereto regarding general and financial provisions
shall be considered an integral part of this programme.

7.3. Cultural activities and exchanges shall be carried out within
the limits of the financial resources at the disposal of the two par-
ties.

7.4. The provisions of this programme shall not preclude the par-
ties from agreeing, through diplomatic channels, on other ex-
changes or arrangements which they may deem desirable.

7.5. Both Parties agreed to hoid the next meeting of the Greek
Irish Joint Committee in the second haif of 1996 to review the imple-
mentation of the Cultural Agreement and draw up a further pro-
gramme.

A. GENERAL PROVISIONS IN THE FIELD OF SCIENCE
AND EDUCATION

a) Exchange of persons

The candidates to be exchanged within the provisions of
this Programme shall be nominated by the sending Party,
which will notify the receiving Party two (2) months before
the proposed date of the visit.

The sending Party shall present to the receiving Party per-
sonal particulars informing about specializations, profes-
sional qualifications, academic titles, languages spoken
(English, or the language of the host country) and pro-
gramme for the duration of stay of those persons to be ex-
changed, as well as other usefut information.

The receiving Party will notify the sending Party of its con-
sent at least one to two (1—2) months prior to the proposed
date of the visit.

Upon receipt of the consent of the receiving Party, the
sending Party shall communicate the exact date of depar-
ture at least 15 to 30 days in advance.

b) Scholarships

1. The receiving Party shall announce the offer of the
scholarships not later than January 31st.

2. The sending Party shall forward to the receiving Party
the candidates’ files not later than March 31st.

3. The candidates’ files must contain:

— curriculum vitae

— copies of diplomas or degrees (certified)

— studies or research programme and host institution
health certificate

4. The receiving Party shall announce the definite accep-
tance of the scholarship holders not later than May 31st.

5. Scholars must speak either the language of the receiv-
ing country or English.

B. FINANCIAL PROVISIONS IN THE FIELDS OF SCI-
ENCE AND EDUCATION

The sending Party shall cover the cost of travelling fare for
scientists, delegations etc., sent under this Programme to
the point of destination in the receiving country and back.

a) Exchange of persons

1. The Greek Party shall provide:

— 13.000 drs daily for hotel accommodation and allow-
ance

— travel expenses within Greek territory if they result
from the programme of stay

— free medical care, in case of emergency

— costs for a 1 or 2 day visit to archaeological or historical
sites.

2. The Irish Party shall provide:

- Accommodation (bed and breakfast)

Daily subsistence allowance of IR 25
Internal travel allowance of up to IR 50 for journeys

connected with the visit.

b) Scholarships

1. The scholars themselves shall provide round-trip
transportation between the two countries.

2. The Greek Party shall provide:

— amonthly allowance of 70.000 drs for graduate stu-
dents or research scholars, beginning with the students’ ar-
rival in Greece and covering the duration of the scholarship

— alump sum of 20.000 drs upon arriva! for accommoda
tion fees for those settling in Athens or of 30.000 drs for
those in the country

~ free medical care, in case of emergency

— exemption from tuition fees

— travel expenses within Greek territory according to the
approved programme of studies of graduate students up to
the sum of 30.000 drs.

3. The Irish Party shall provide:

- an annual allowance of IR 2.760, payable in eight
monthly instalments of IR 345.

-, facilities in the institution where the scholarship holder
is studying

— their tuition fees, paid directly to the third level college
chosen by the successful scholarship holder

— such free medical assistance as they may be entitied to
under E.C. regulations.

4. Both Parties reserve the right to adjust the monthly al-
lowance according to the increase of the cost of living.

C. GENERAL PROVISIONS IN THE FIELD OF CUL-
TURE

a) Exchange of Persons

Persons to be exchanged within the provisions of this
Programme will be nominated by the sending Party which
will notify the receiving Party of this nomination three (3)
months prior to the proposed departure date. The sending
Party will also supply the receiving Party with all neces sary
information on the academyc and professional qualifica tions
as well as the proposed working programme, duration of
stay, languages spoken (English or the language of the host
country) and any other information that might be useful. The
receiving Party will notify the sending Party of its deci sion at
least 30 days prior to the proposed departure date. Upon re-
ceiving the consent of the receiving Party, the send ing Party
will communicate the exact date of departure at least 15
days, in advance.

b) Exchange of Exhibitions

The sending Party will inform the receiving Party at least
12 months in advance about the dates and the theme of the
exhibition under preparation. To make proper arrangements
for the exhibition, the sending Party will provide essential
technical information on the intended exhibition as well as
material indispensabile for the printing of the catalogue (pref-
ace, list of objects, photos, etc.) at least three (3) months be-
fore the opening. Exhibits will reach the place of destination
at least 15 days before the opening.

D. FINANCIAL PROVISIONS IN THE FIELD OF CUL-
TURE

a) Exchange of Persons

Cost of travel and reception of persons arriving under this
Programme will be covered as follows:

1. The sending Party will bear costs of international travel
to and from the point of destination in the receiving country.

2. The Greek Party shall provide:

— 16.000 drs per day for hotel and living expenses

— alump sum of twenty thousand (20.000) drs, upon arri-
val, per visit to cover ¢ost of travel within Greece, arising
from the approved programme of stay.

3. The Irish Party shall provide:

- hotel accommodation (bed and breakfast)
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- a per diem allowance of IR 25 and not more than IR 50
for internal travel expenses required by the programme.

4. The Greek Party will also bear the cost of miscel
laneous expenses (guide and admittance to artistic and
other events etc.) related to the Programme.

5. Both Parties offer in case of emergency such free medi
cal assistance as available under E.C. regulations.

6. Both Parties reserve the right to adjust the daily al
lowance according to the increase of the cost of living.

b) Exchange of Exhibitions

1. The sending Party will bear costs of transportation of
exhibitions to and from the capital of the receiving country.
The way of covering the costs of transporta tion of exhibi-
tions within the territory of the receiv ing country, in case
they will be organised in more than one town, will be regu-
lated by a special agreement between the institutions con-
cerned of the two contract ing Parties.

2. The receiving Party will bear costs of the organization
of the exhibition, including costs of renting halls, security,
technical assistance (storage facilities, in stallation arrange-
ments, lighting, heating, disman tling, and printing of publi-
cations, such as posters, catalogues and invitations). The
receiving Party will also provide publicity to the exhibition.

3. The sending Party will bear costs of insurance of the
exhibits during the transportation and the hoiding of the ex-
hibition. In case of damage, the receiving Party will supply
the sending Party free of charge with com plete documenta-
tion referring to the cause of damage, in order to facilitate
the sending Party to claim damages from the Insurance
Company. The receiving Party will not be authorised to deal
with the work of restor ing damaged exhibits to their original
shape or form without the consent of the sending Party.

4. Expenses connected with the visit of a commissioner
and, when necessary, of persons, whose attendance will be
required for the installation and the dismantling of the exhibi-
tion will be regulated according taghe financial provisions of
this Programme. Both Parties will agree upon the number of
persons accompanying the exhibitions and upon the dura-
tion of their stay.
