“The Organization shall consist of an Assembly, a
Council, a Maritime Safety Committee, a Legal Com-
mittee, a Marine Environment Protection Committee,
a Technical Co-operation Committee, a Facilitation
Committee and such subsidiary organs as the Or-
ganization may at any time consider necessary;
and a Secretariat”.

Article 15

The text of paragraph (1) is replaced by:

"(1) To take decisions in regard to convening an
international conference or following any other ap-
propriate procedure for the adoption of international
conventions or of amendments to any international
conventions which have been developed by the
Maritime Safety Committee, the Legal Committee,
the Marine Environment Protection Committee, the
Technical Co-operation Committee, the Facilitation
Committee, or other organs of the Organization”.

Article 21

The text is replaced by the following:

“(a) The Council shall consider the draft work
programme and budget estimates prepared by the
Secretary-General in the light of the proposals of
the Maritime Safety Committee, the Legal Committee,
the Marine Environment Protection Committee, the
Technical Co-operation Committee, the Facilitation
Committee and other organs of the Organization
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and, taking these into account, shall establish and
submit to the Assembly the work programme and
budget of the Organization, having regard to the
general interest and priorities of the Organization.

(b) The Council shall receive the reports, proposals
and recommendations of the Maritime Safety Com-
mittee, the Legal Committee, the Marine Environment
Protection Committee, the Technical Co-operation
Committee, the Facilitation Committee and other
organs of the Organization and shall transmit them
to the Assembly and, when the Assembly is not in
session, to the Members for information, together
with the comments and recommendations of the
Council.

(c) Matters within the scope of articles 28,33, 38,
43 and 48 shall be considered by the Council only
after obtaining the views of the Maritime Safety
Committee, the Legal Committee, the Marine Envi-

ronment. Protection Cqmmitteg. the Technical C,(i)—
operation, or the Facilitation Committe, as may be

appropriate”.
Articie 25

(b) Having regard to the provisions of part XVI
andi to the relations maintained with other bodies
by the respective Committees under Articles 28, 33,
38, 43 and 48, the Council shall between sessions
of the Assembly, be responsible for relations with
other organizations’.

Article 47

The Facilitation Committee shall consist of all the
Members.
Article 48

The Facilitation Committee shall consider any mat-
ter within the scope of the Organization concerned
with the facilitation of international maritime traffic
and in particular shalit:

(a) Perform such functions as are or may be
conferred upon the Organization by or under inter-
national conventions for the facilitation of interna-
tional maritime traffic, particularly with respect to
the adoption and amendment of measures or other
provisions, as provided for in such conventions.

{b) Having regard to the provisions of Article 25,
the Facilitation Committee, upon request by the
Assembly or the Council or if it deems such action
useful in the interests of its own work, shall maintain
such close relaticnship with other bodies as may
further the purposes of the Organization.

Article 49

The Facilitation Committee shall submit to the
Council:

(a) Recommendations and guidelines which the
Committee has developed.

(b) A report on the work of the Committee since
the previous session of the Council.

Article 50

The Facilitation Committee shall meet at least
once a year. It shall elect its officers once a year
and shall adopt its own Rules of Procedure.

Article 51

Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in this
Convention, but subject to the provisions of Article
47, the Facilitation Committee, when exercising the
functions conferred upon it by or under any inter-
national convention or other instrument, shall con-
form to the relevant provisions of the convention or

instrument in question, particularly as regards the
rules governing the procedures to be followed.

Article 56 (renumbered as Article 61)

The text is replaced by the following:

"Any Member which fails to discharge its financial
obligation to the Organization within one year from
the date on which it is due shall have no vote in
the Assembly, the Council, the Maritime Safety Com-
mittee, the Legal Committee, the Marine Environment
Protection Committee, the Technical Co-operation
Committee or the Facilitation Committee uniess the
Assembly, at its discretion, waives this provision™.

Article 57 (renumbered as Article 62)

"Except as otherwise provided in the Convention
or in any international agreement which confers
functions on the Assembly, the Council, the Maritime
Safety Committee, the Legal Committee, the Marine

in these organs:

(a) Each Member shall have one vote.

(b) Decisions shall be by a majority vote of the
Members present and voting and, for decisions
where a two-thirds majority vote is required, by a
two-thirds majority vote of those present.

(c) For the purpose of the Convention, the phrase
"Members present and voting” means Members pres-
ent and casting an affirmative or negative vote.
Members which abstain from voting shall be con-
sidered as "not voting'*

AGREEMENT

‘Between the Government of the Hellenic Republic
and the Government of the Republic of Poland,
concerning the cooperation between the Ministry of
Public Order of the Hellenic Republic and the Ministry
of the Interior of the Republic of Poland on matters
of their competence

PREAMBLE

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the
Government of the Republic of Poland, called here-
after the Contracting Parties, in the spirit of the
traditional friendly relations existing between the two
Countries, express their wish to cooperate on matters
referred to in the Present Agreement. Respecting
the international agreements and the legislations in
force in both Countries, and under the reservation
of their obligations assumed on the basis of bilateral
and muttilateral agreements with third countries, the
Contracting Parties agree on the following:

Article 1

The Contracting Parties will cooperate and provide
mutual assistance in the following sectors:

a. combat of international terrcrism,

b. combat of the iliicit production, consumption
and traffic of narcotics and psychotropic substances,

c. combat of organized crime,

d. combat of falsification of documents and
counterfeiting of money and other values,

e. combat of ilegal acts with reference to arms,
ammunition and explosives,

f.combat of international illegal economic activities.

g. combat of the smuggling of items of historical
and cultural value, of precious stones and metals
and of other valuable objects,

h. improvement of the methods and means for
maintaining and restoring public order,

I. improvement of measures for the prevention
and extinction of fire in installations of high danger
and in places of gathering of the public,

I. combat of the illegal crossing of borders,

k. training and professional formation of the per-
sonnek.

Article 2

The cooperation between the two Parties will be
accomplished by means of;:

a. exchange of information and experience in
sectors mentioned in articie 1,

b. communication of data which help the preven-
tion of organized crime in general,

c. organization and taking of measures of mutual
interest,

d. exchange of experts in sectors of mutual in-
terest,

e. exchange of documentation, publications and
results of scientific research, in sectors of mutual
interest.

Article 3

The Contracting Parties will cooperate in elabo-
rating scientific studies of mutual interest. For this
reason, they will examine the possibility of providing
assistance in data processing, n equipment, ma-
chinery and special technical means.

Article 4

In order to improve the efficiency of the coope-
ration, the Contracting Parties will hold meetings of
experts within the framework of therr competence,
whenever they both agree that there is a need to
face urgent and special matters, such as the mass
influx of immigrants, the systematic traffic of nar-
cotics, weapons and other forms of organized crime.

Article 5

The Contracting Parties assume the obligation to
cooperate in the combat against iliegal immigration.

Article 6

The Contracting Parties shall communicate mu-
tually through Diplomatic Channels, specimens of
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new travel documents, seals and types of entry
visas, in order to prevent and combat the illegal
crossing of borders.

Article 7

Either of the Contracting Parties may, for reasons
of national security, internal order, health or if it
could threaten the sovereignty of State, suspend in
whole or in part the implementation of this Agree-
ment. Such suspension and its termination shall be
communicated to the other Contracting Party at any
time, through the Diplomatic Channels.

Article 8

The application of the present Agreement may be
terminated by either of the Contracting Parties upon
a 30 days advance written notice for this purpose,
communicated to the other Contracting Party
through the Diplomatic Channels.

Article 9

The present Agreement will enter into force 30
days after the date of the exchange of the ratification
documents.

The present Agreement has been done in Warsaw
on 18 June 1993, in two original copies, in the Greek,
Polish and English language and each copy has
equal validity.

In case of disagreement, as regards the interpre-

tation of the text of the present Agreement, the text
in the Eglish language will prevail.
