PROTOCOL

to the Agreement between the Government of the Hellenic
Republic and the Government of Romania conceming the
cooperation between the Ministry of Public Order of the Hel-
lenic Republic and the Ministry of Interior of Romania on
matters of their competence, for the years 1994-1995.

PREAMBLE

According to the Articles 1, 2, 3 and 4, of the Agreement
between the Government of the Hellenic Republic and the
Government of Romania concerning the cooperation be-
tween the Ministry of Public Order of the Hellenic Republic
and the Ministry of Interior of Romania.

The Ministry of Public Order of the Hellenic Republic and
the Ministry of Interior of Romania called here after “Parties”,
have agreed to accomplish, in 1994-1995, the following ac-
tivities:

Article | :

The Ministry of Public Order of the Hellenic Republic shall
send and the Ministry of Interior of Romania shall host:

In 1994:

1. Two officers from the State Security Division of the Hel-
lenic Police for acknowleggment and exchange of experi-
ence in the fields of organization concerning the guarding
and the supervision of frontiers. (3 days, 4th quarter).

2. Three officers from the General Policing Division ahd
the Sub-direction of order restoration of the Hellenic Police
for the exchange of experience on the following issues:

- Legislation for the dispersal of public open -air meetings
- public assemblies - athletic organizations - riotous demon-
strations;

- Mass psychology during the afore-mentioned meet-
ings;

-Forces - Means of confrontation; organization - structure
- method of operations - cooperation. (4 days, 4th quarter).

3. One officer from the Criminal Investigation Division and
one officer from one officer from the Public Security Division
of the Hellenic Police for the exchange of experience on pro-
cedures concerning the examination and investigation of
forgered banknotes and values by the criminal laboratories
and specification of ways to counterfeit - cooperation with
the General Secretatiat of INTERPOL. (3 days, 4th quarter).

In 1995:

1. Two officers from the State Security Division of the Hel-
lenic Police for acknowledgement and exchange of informa-
tion on matters concerning terrrorism, fire arms and explo-
sive materials. (3 days, 1st quarter).

2. One officer from the State Security Division and one of-
ficer from the Criminal Investigation Division of the Hellenic
Police for aknowledgement and exchange of information on
matters concerning the investigation of forged travell docu-
ments. (3 days, 2nd quarter).

3. Two officers from the State Security Division of the Hel-
lenic Police for acknowledgement and exchange of experi-
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‘ence in the fields concerning the organization, quarting and
supervision of the frontiers. (3 days, 3rd quarter).

4. Three officers from the Public Security Division of the
Hellenic police on matters concerning the prevention of or-
ganized crime, juvenile delinquency, and narcotics. (3 days
2nd quarter).

5. Two officers from the State Security Division of the Hel-
lenic Police for acknowledgement and exchange of experi-
ence on organizational matters of State Security Services.
(3 days, 4th quarter).

6. One officer from the Criminal Investigation Division and
one officer from Public Security Division for documentation
and exchange of experience in the field of economic, finan-
cial - banking and money laundering crimes. (3 days, 2nd
Quarter).

7. Three officers from the Department of Education of the
Hellenic Police for acknowledgement and exchange of ex-
perience on matters concerning the education - training of
the police personel, including public - relations problems. (5
days, 4th quarter).

8. Three officers from the Fireman Troops Hellenic Com-
mand for documentation and exchange of experience in the
fields of organization for the prevention and forestalling of
fire activities in oil-producing facilities and generally in areas
of high risk. (5 days, 4th quarter).

Article 1l

The Ministry of Public Order of the Hellenic Republic shall
host and the Ministry of Interior of Romania shall send:

In 1994

1. Two officers from the Division of the Frontier Police, for
documentation and exchange of experience in discovering
the false or forged travell documents. (5 days, 4th quarter).

2. Three officers from the Brigade for Combating Organ-
ized Crime and the Judicial Police Division, for exchange of
experience regarding the manner of investigating the
groups of criminals which act on an organized basis. (5
days, 4th quarter).

3. Three officers from the Brigade for Combating Organ-
ized Crime and the Division for Combating Economic and Fi-
nancial Crime, for documentation, with the purpose of ac-
knowledging the experience of the Hellenic Police regarding
the ways and methods of fighting against organized crime,
illicit trafficking of fire arms and narcotics, counterfeit of
banknotes and money as well as against money laundering.

" (5 days, 4th quartert).

In 1995:

1. Two officers from the Guarding and Order Division and
the Judicial Police Division, for exchange of experience and
documantation regarding the means and methods used by
the Hellenic Police in preventing and combating juvenile de-
linquency. (5 days, 2nd quarter).

2. Three officers from the Firemen Troops Command for
documentation and exchange of experience in the fields of
organizing and displaying prevention and extinguishing fire
activity, especially for highly populated areas and generally
tor areas of high risk. (5 days, 1st quarter).

~ 3. Two officers from the Border Guards - National Com-
‘mand and one officer from the Frontier Police for exchange
of experience in the field of organizing and accomplishing
the guarding and supervision of frontiers, especially in the

mountaineous and littoral areas. (5 days, 1st quarter).

4. Two officers from the Gendarmeny Troops Command,
for acknowledging the legislation, organizational structures,
tasks and ways of accomplishing the missions of maintain-
ing and restoring public order. (5 days, 1st quarter).

5. Two officers from the Brigade for Combating Organ- :
ized Crime and the Division for Combating Economic and Fi-
nancial Crime, for exchange of experience for compating
the smuggling of goods having historical of artistic value, or
with precious stones and metals and other valuable items. (3
days, 2nd quarter).

6. Two officers from the Brigade for Combating Organ-
ized Crime for exchange of experience and documentation
regarding hte peculiarities of investigation onillicit trafficking
of narcotics and firearms, within the frame of the free move-
ment of persons. (5 days, 3rd quarter).

7. Three officers from the Brigade for Combating Organ-
ized Crime and the Division for Combating Economic and Fi-
nancial Crime for exchange odf experience regarding the
co-ordination of the activity between different units, with the
purpose of preventing and discovering the smuggling at the
borders. (5 days, 3rd quarter).

8. Two officers from the Division for Fire Arms, Explo-
sives and Toxic Substances, for exchange of experience
and documentation on fighting illegal operations with arms,
ammunitions, explosive materials and toxic substances. (5
days, 4th quarter).

Article Il

Annually, the Ministry of interior of Romania and the Min-
istry of Public Order of the Hellenic Republic shall send, and
host on a reciprocal basis, delegations composed of 10-12
persons, for documentation and exchange of
experiecnce.

The duration of the visit is 16 days, the arrival day and the
departure day included. The periods of receiving the delega-
tions shall be agreed through the existing working channels.

Article IV

The expenses occasioned with hosting the delegations
(accommodation, meals, internal transportation, medical as-
sistance) shall be in the charge of the Receiving Party.

All other actions, displayed according to Article Ill shall be
in the charge of the ingterested Party.

Article V

1. By mutual agreement, the Parties may organize, in the
future, any other activities that the cooperation necessity
might impose, during the period of time for which the pre-
sent Protocol has been concluded.

2. The Parties shall agree, case by case, regarding the
charge of the expenses for the activities mentioned in para-
graph 1 o present Article.

Article VI
1. For the purpose of achieving the actions mentioned in
Articles |, Il, lll and V of the present Protocol, the Requesting

Party shall inform the Receiving Party, within at least 20
days before, about the synthesis, the arrival and departure
dates of the delegations, and the concrete problems that will
be discussed during the experience exchange.
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2. The Receiving Party shall communicate to the Request-
ing Party within a 10 days term from receiving the request,
its approval for the proposed periods of time or the proposal
for delaying, due to important reasons.

3. The information provided in paragraphs 1 and 2 of the
present Article, shall be forwarded through the Division of
the International Police Cooperation of Ministry of Public Or-
der of the Hellenic Republic and respectively the External
Relations and Protocol Office from the Chancellerie of the
Ministry of Interior of Romania.

Article Vil

1. The Parties shall make an exchange of specialized Lit-
erature and regular publications.

2. The Ministry of Public Order of the Hellenic Republic
shall regularly send, to the Ministry of Interior of Romania,
the following publications:

- Police Review 2 copies
— Fire Brigade Review 2 copies

3. The Ministry of Interior of Romania shall regularly send,
to the Ministry of Public Order of the Hellenic Republic, the
following publications:

— The «For the Country» Magazine 2 copies
— «Romanian Police» 2 copies
- «Romanian Firemen» 2 copies
— Firemen’s Bulletin 2 copies
— Gendarmery's Magazine 2 copies

Article VIII
All the activities, mentioned in the present Protocol, which

due to different causes cannot be accomplished within its -

validity period, may be organized, in the future years, at the
proposal of the interested Party, and with the approval of
the other Party.

Article IX

1.8) For the practical achievement of the activities men-
tioned in the present Protocol, a Permanent Joint Commit-
teeis instituted, composed of 10 members. Each Party shall
be represented in the Committee by 5 members, appointed
by the respective Ministers. The names of the members of
the Committee are mentioned in the Appendix of the pre-
sent Protocol.

b) The members of this Committee will also function as
contact points dealing with those matters displayed in the
Articles 1, 2, 3 and 5.

2. The Parties may make do changes in the Committee’s
table, informing the other Party about that.

3. The Committee shall meet at least once a year, alterna-
tively in Bucharest and Athens, in order to take the meas-
ures for the achievement of the present Protocol, and
analyze the situations that might appear as a result of its im-
plementation.

4. The Committee shall elaborate for each meeting, a Re-
port, which shall be submitted for approval to the leadership
of the two Parties.

Article X

The account regarding the achievement of the actions
foreseen in the present Protocol, as well as the sighing of
the Protocol for 1996-1997, shali take place in Athens, in the

1st quarter of 1996. For this purpose, up to the end of 1995,
the Parties shall exchange proposals for the Protocol of
1996-1997.

Article XI

The present Protocol shall enter in force from the moment
of receiving the last notification, through diplomatic chan-
nels, regarding the fulfilment of the approval procedures ac-
cording to the internal legislation, of the contracting parties
and will be valid up to December 31st, 1995.

Done in Bucharest, on 6th of October, 1994, in two origi-
nal texts, each transleted into «Greek Romanian and Eng-
lish», all texts being equally certified.

In case of interpretation divergence, the English text, will
prevail.
