PROTOCOL

Of the 14th session of the Joint Hellenic—Romanian Com-
mittee for Road Transport.

Athens 19-20 July 1994

The 14th session of the Joint Committee for Road Tran-
sport, established according to the provisions of the Agree-
ment concluded on June 15th 1974 between the Gover-
nment of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of Ro-
mania on International Road Transport of Passengers and
Goods, was held in Athens on July 19-20, 1994,

Following a Romanian request, it has been agreed to en-
large, for the current session, the scope of the Committee in
order to include also subjects concerning the whole domain
of Transport, namely road transport, rail transport, air tran-

sport and maritime transport.

The agenda of this session is attached to this Protocol as
Annex I.

The Delegation of the Hellenic Republic was headed by
mr. loannis Constantinidis, Secretary General of the Minis-
try of Transport and Communications and the delegation of
Romania was headed by Mr. Andrei Tancu, Director for
International Affairs of the Ministry of Transport. The lists of
members of both delegations are attached to this Protocol
as Annex Il.

A. Road Transport

1. Transport of Goods

The two Parties exchanged information regariding the de-
velopment of road transport of goods between the two
countries and in transit through territories since the 13th
session of the Joint Committee held in Bucharest on 30
March- 1 April 1993.

The Greek delegation stressed the importance granted by
the E.U. to the field of transport and in particular of transit
and requested the complete liberalisation of both bilateral
transport between the two countries and the transport in
transit through their territories without any payment of road
or other taxes, as it has been aiready done between Greece
and several other countries in the region.

The Romanian side stated that this principle of liberalisa-
tion has to be considered on an European scale and also
stated that Romania is not yet in a position to apply liberali-
sation for international transport of goods in direct or transit
traffic to/throughits terriotory, due to the existing difficulties
determined by the transitional period of time to a free market
economy.

Even though the Romanian side shall examine the above
request of the Greek delegation.

The Greek side expressed its understanding for the in-
frastructure problems and noted that in all International
Forums the Hellenic Republic has supported Romanian po-
sitions in order to facilitate international financing for their
programs related to road rehabilitation and modemnisation.

The Greek side underlined, however, that sanctions impo-
sed by thw UNSC to the Federal Republic of Yogoslavia
(Serbia—~Montenegro) created an increase of traffic through
Romanian side understanding to this problem and an incre-
ase of the permits quota without payment of road tariffs to
10.000. For any permit over thw 10.000 the payment should
be equal to the amount paid for permits by the carriers of all
other EU member States.
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The Romanian side could not accept such an increase
and proposed the exchange of 100 permits for third coun-
tries and a moderate increase in the number of permits wi-
thout payment of road tariffs. Concerning the cost of per-
mits with payment of road tariffs the Romanian delegation
stated that an equal treatment is applied to carriers from all
counties without any discrimination. It also presented to the
Greek Side thw current roadh tariffs that are valid from April
1994 (attached herewith as Annex lll).

After long and detailed discussions, the two parties es-
tablished to exchange reciprocally for 1994, and preliminary
for 1995, a quota of 3500 permits without payment of tariffs
and 60 for third countries. As far as the permits with pay-
ment of road tariffs are concerned, both parties agreed to
provide the amount of permits requested according to the
needs of each party without any limitation.

The Romanian side stated that regarding the transit of
Greek lorries through Romania, it exists the same regime
existing for lorries coming from all the Member States of the
European Union and that under no circumstances the posi-
tion of Greek carriers will be less favourable from that of any
other carrier from E.U. Member States, as far as road tarrifs
and other dues are concerned.

The Greek side re-iterated the difficuities and the big de-
lays that the Greek carriers are faced with at the Romanian
borders. The Greek side also requested the Romanian side
to avoid to weight thw lorries per axle, or to provide for a to-
terance of 10%, as it has been requested also in the Agreed
Minutes signed on May 21, 1993, by the Ministers of Tran-
sport of both countries. The Romanian side informed the
Greek side that the delays experienced especially in Giurgiu
and in Calafat will hopefully come to an end in November
when the new border facilities at those entry points will be
completed.

The Romanian Delegation informed the Greek Delegation
that the following tolerances are accepted at the vehicle wei-
ghing scale:

- for single axle 200 Kgr
- for tandem axie 400 Kgr
- for three axles 500 Kgr
— for the total weight 500 Kgr

The Greek side reminded the International Technicla Mee-
ting about the creation of East Lane Custom Corridors for
TIR Transport held in Thessaloniki under the auspices of the
European Commission and requested some information for
the state of its application.

The Romanian side took note of the above request and
will inform the Greek side accordingly in due time.

2. Transport of Passengers

Both parties agreed that, according to Article 24 of the
Agreement between the Government of the Hellenic Repu-
blic and thw Government of Romania on Internationat Road
Transports, the Competent Authorities for issuing the au-
thorisation for the regular bus lines are:

for the Hellenic Republic, the Ministry of Transport and
Communications.

for Romania, the Ministry of Transport.

The Greek side also informed the Romanian side that ac-
cording to Greek legislation the Helienic Organisation of
Railways (0.S.E.) has the exclusive responsibility for the
exploitation of international regular bus lines. This matter
has already been mentioned in the protocols of the previous
sessions of the this Joint Committee.

The authorisations for regular bus lines will be granted
only by the Ministry of Transport and Communication of the
Hellenic Republic and the Ministry of Transport of Romania

respectively for the companies agreed within the meetings
of the Joint Committee, namely for the Greek side the Helle-
nic Organisation of Raitways (O.S.E.) and for the Romanian -
side a list of its companies that will be sent within 30 days.

Both parties agreed that the above mentioned authoris-
tions will be granted within thirty (30) days from the signing
of this protocol.

The foture requests will be analyzed by the two Ministries
of Transports and agreed by way of corespondance. These
requests will be confirmed at the next meeting of the Joint
Committee.

For these future request, before the granting of the afore-
mentioned authorisations O.S.E. and the above mentioned
companies will agree upon the details of exploitation (rou-
tes, invoices, bus stops, e.t.c.) of the regular bus lines.

The Romanian side informed that in order to eliminate the
illegal transport of passengers, namely the realisation of
regular services presented as occassional the Ministry of
Transport of the Hellenic Republic, starting with 1th Sep-
tember 1994, should inform with 30 days in advance, by fax
or telex, the Ministry of Transport of Romania for each oc-

cassional transport of passengers.

The Greek side took note of the above information and
undertook the obligation to study it in order to be in a posi-
tion to reply to this request.

B. Rail Transport

1. The Greek side referred to the trains that are carrying go-
ods from West Europe to Greece and vice versa. They as-
ked for a stricter control at the Romanian Railways Network
for the limitation of the cases of wagons’ breakage.

2. As far the trains that are carrying regetables and fruits,
they should be transferred the soonest possible to the final
destination station, because these goods are too sensitive.
Also, thw Greek side asked from thw Romanian Railways
Company to accept trains in a kind “block trains” of 12-13
wagons for a faster and most efficient transfer of the above
mentioned perishable goods.

3. Regarding the trains that have destination to Russia,
Ukraine or Moldavia, they should not be delaied at the bor-
ders of Romania during the transferring procedure to the ap-
propriate wagons for the Russian Network. The Greek side
also asked the Romanian Railways Company to provide on
time, the appropriate number of wagons for this procedure.

4. Finally the Greek side asked for the fimitation of the de-
lays of the trains on the Romanian territory.

5. The Romanian delegation informed that they have alre-
ady adopted very strict rules to deal with cases of wagons'
breakage and such cases have aimost been eliminated.

6. As far the points 2, 3 and 4 the Romanian side assured
that, their Railways Company will try to solve all the prob-
ilems which the Hellenic Railways are facing when trains
from/to Greece pass through their mainland. The Romanian
delegation stated that it believes and is looking forward to
an improvement of the cooperation between the two Rail-
ways Companies.

C. Air Transport

The Romanian side reiterated its request that its national
carrier wants to start operating the route Bucharest-
Thessaloniki-Bucharest. It has been pointed out that this is
still a pending issue and that despite the interest shown by
the Romanian side no solution has been found.

The Greek side stated that it considers, in principle, positi-
vely the request of the Romanian side regarding the opening
of discussions for the realization of the flight on the route
Bucharest — Thessaloniki — Bucharest. These discussions
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will start between the Competent Aviation Authorities of
both countries, as soon as the restructuring of Olympic Air-
ways is completed and OA is ready to operate flights to Ro-
manis.

D. Maritime Transport

In the field of maritime transport services the two parties
agreed that the existing bilateral Agreement is satisfactory
for their mutual shipping interests.

Having in view the memorandum of undrstanding bet-
ween the Countries of thw Central Europe and thw Member
States of the Organisation of Economic Co-operation and
Development (O.E.C.D.) which has been approved by both
countries, the two parties reaffirmed their adherence to the
principle of free and fair competition which must prevail in
the international maritime transport services recognising
that such a competitive international environment is absol-
utely necessary for the further development of international
shipping.

In this context, thw two parties agreed to accelerate the
procedures for revising the existing shipping bilateral Agree-
ment between them, while the revision should be based
upon the above mentioned principtes of free and fair compe-
tition aiming at further development of the shipping relations
between the two countries.

The two parties also agreed that the mutual co-operation
in the inland waterways transport must be based on the
same principles of free and fair

The two parties also agreed that the mutual co-operation
in the inland waterways transport must be based on the
same principles of free and fair competition aiming at facilita-
ting sea-going vessels, when they are engaged in inland wa-
terways transportation.

The two parties agreed to cooperate further in order to fa-
cilitate the establishment of maritime joint ventures.

Furthermore the two parties agreed also to cooperate for
the development of the maritime transport services in the
Black Sea region.

E. Any other Business

Both parties agreed that the next session of this Joint
Committee shall take place in Bucharest in the first half of
1995.

The discussions were held in a friendly and warm atmos-
phrere, as well as in a framework of co-operation and
mutual understanding.

This Protocol was signed in Athens on July 20, 1994, in
two copies both in the English language.
