ON SUBSTANCES THAT DEPLETE
THE OZONE LAYER

ARTICLE 1: AMENDMENT
A. Article 1, paragraph 4

In paragraph 4 of Article 1 of the Protocot, for the words:
"or in Annex B" '

there shall be substituted:

* Annex B, Annex C or Annex E"

.1. Each Party shall ensure thatfor the twelve-month period
commencing on 1 January 1996, and in each twelve-month
period thereafter, its calculated level of consumption of the
controlled substances in Group | of Annex C does not ex-
ceed, annually, the sum of:

(a) Three point one per cent of its caiculated level of con-
sumption in 1989 of the controlied substances in Group | of
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Annex A;and

{b) its calculated level of consumption in 1889 of the con-
trolled substances in Group | of Annex C.

2. Each Party shall ensure that for the twelve-month period
commencing on 1 January 2004, and in each twelve-month
period thereafter, its calculated level of consumption of the
controlled substances in Group t of Annex C does not ex-
ceed, annually, sixty-five per cent of the sum referred toin
paragraph 1 of this Atticle.

3. Each Party shallensure that for the twelve-month period
commencing on 1 January 2010, and in each twelve-month

period thereafter, its calculated level of consumption of the
controlled substances in Group | of Annex C does not ex-
ceed, annually, thirty-five per cent of the sum referred to in
paragraph 1 of this Aricle.

4. EachParty shall ensure that for the twelve-month period
commencing on 1 January 2015, and in each twelve-month
period thereafter, its calcutated level of consumption of the
controlled substances in Group 1 of Annex C does not ex-
ceed, annually, ten per cent of the sum referred to in para-
graph 1 of this Article.

5. Each Party shallensure that for the twelve-month period
commencing on 1 January 2020, and in each twelve-month
period thereafter, its calculated level of consumption of the
controlled substances in Group | of Annex C does not ex-
ceed, annually, zero point five per cent of the sum referred
to in paragraph 1 of this Article.

6. Each Party shall ensure that for the twelve-month period
cemmencing on 1 January 2030, and in each twelve-month
period thereafter, its calculated level of consumption of the
controlled substancesin Group | of Annex C does not exceed
zero.

7. As of 1 January 1996, each Party shall endeavour to
ensure that;

{a) The use of controlled substances in Group | of Annex
Cis limited to those applications where other more environ-
mentally suitable alternative substances or technologies are
not available;

(b) The use of controlled substances in Group | of Annex
C is not outside the areas of application currently met by
controlled substances in Annexes A, B and C, exceptinrare
cases for the protection of human life or humar health; and

{c) Controlled substances in Group | of Annex C are se- -

lected for use in a manner that minimizes ozone depletion,
in addition to meeting other environmental, safety and eco-
nomic considerations.*

H. Article 2G: Hydrobromofiuarocarbons

The following Article shall be inserted after Article 2F of
the Protocol;

"Article 2G: Hydrobromofiuorocarbons

Each Party shall ensure that for the twelve-month period

commencing on 1 January 1996, and in each twelve-month !

period thereafter, its calculated level of consumption of the
controlled substances in Group Il of Annex C does not ex-
ceed zero. Each Party producing the substances shall, for
the same periods, ensure that its calculated level of produc-
tion of the substances does not exceed zero. This paragraph
will apply save to the extent that the Parties decide to permit
the level of production of consumption that is the necessary
1o satisfy uses agreed by them to be essential.”

1. Article 2H: Methy! Bromide

Each Party shall ensure that for the twelve-month period!

Data shall
be forwarded not later that nine months after the end of the
year to which the data relate.”

AMENDMENT

No State or regional economic integration organization
may deposit an instrument of ratification, acceptance, ap-
proval or accession to this Amendment unless it has pre-
viously, or simultaneously, deposited such an instrument to
the Amendment adopted at the Second Meeting of the Par-
ties in London, 29 June 1990.

ARTICLE 3: ENTRY INTO FORCE

1. This Amendment shall enter into force on 1 January
1834, provided that atleast twenty instruments of ratification,
scceptance or approval of the Amendment have been de-
posited by States or regional economic integration organi-
zaticns that are Parties to the Montreal Protocol on Substan-
ces that Deplete the Ozone Layer. In the event that this
condition has not been fulfilled by that date, the Amendment
shall enter into force on the ninetieth day foilowing the date
or: which it has been fulfilled.

2. For the puproses of paragraph 1, any such instrument
deposited by a regional economic integration organization
shali not be counted as additional to those deposited by
member States of such organization.

3. Afterthe entryinto force of this Amendment, as provided
under paragraph 1, it shall enter into force for any other party
to the Protocol on the ninetieth day following the date of
deposit of its instrument of ratification, acceptance or appro-
val.
