AGREEMENT
BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE
HELLENIC REPUBLIC
AND THE GOVERNMENT OF THE STATE
OF ISRAEL
ON CO-OPERATION IN THE FIELDS OF
CULTURE. EDUCATION AND SCIENCE

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Gover-
ment of the State of Israel, hereafter the Contracting Parties,
Guided by the desire to further develop and strengthen
the friendiy relations which exist between the two countries,

wishing to promote the long standing co-operation between
themselves in the fields of culture, education and science
and therefore believing that by so doing shall contribute to
the better understanding between the peoples of Greece
and lIsrael,

Have agreed as follows:
Article 1

The Contracting Parties shall encourage the development
of interest in the cultural heritage and a wider knowledge of
the cultural achievements of each other’s country.

To this end, the Contracting Parties shall encourage and
facilitate, on the basis of mutual benefit, exchanges and
cooperation between the two countries in the fields of arts,
culture, education, humanities, literature and sciences and
provide appropriate opportunities for contacts and joint ac-
tivities between the organizations, institutions and persons
active in these fields.

The Contracting Parties shall encourage the competent
bodies and institutions of their respective countries to con-
sider activities that may include among others:

1. The exchange of exhibitions and other displays of a
cultural, educational and documentary nature.

2. The translation and publication of artistic, literary and
scientific work produced in the other country.

3. The presentation of plays and musical compositions of
the other country.

4. The distribution and screening of feature, documeéntary
and educational films of the other country, as well as the
promotion of other mutually beneficial activities in the fields
of cinematography, radio and television.

5. Theappearances ofartistic groups and individual artists.

6. The exchange of representatives in the fields of archi-
tecture, literature, music, painting, sculpture, theatre and
other areas of the arts. '

7. Co-operation in the fields of common interest among
universities and other institutions of higher learning, learned
societies and cultural orgnaizations.

8. The exchange of books, text-books, periodicals and
other documentary material.

9. Co-operation in the organization of joint research, con-
ferences and symposia.

10. The exchange of university students, post-graduates,
instructors, lecturers, scholars, researchers, professors, as
well as other specialists in education and other fields.

11. The exchange of scolarships for university or post-
graduate studies in institutions of higher education.

12. The exchange of visits to archives, libraries.and mu-
seums.

13. Co-operation and exchange of information in the field
ot archaeology.

Article 2

The Contracting Parties shall encourage and facilitate, on
the basis of mutual benefit, exchanges and co-operation in
the fields of theoretical and applied science and provide
appropriate opportunities for contacts between scientific in-
stitutions and organizations, research institutes, universities,
as well as other institutions of higher education, scholars.
researchers and specialists of the two countries: they shail
also encourage jointactivities in specialized areas and topics
of common interest.

In orderto develop and expand scientific co-operation, the

Contracting Parties shall facilitate, inter alia:

1. Visits, study-trips and consultations of researchers,
scientists and other specialists. -

2. Joint elaboration and implementation of research pro-
grams and projects and exchange of the results thereof.

3. Organization of joint courses, conferences and sympo-
sia.

4. Exchange of audio visual material of a scientific nature.

5. Organization of scientific exhibitions and displays.

6. Exchange of scientific documentation and information.

7. Exchange of scientific literature, periodicals and other
publications.

~ Article 3

The Contracting Parties shall encourage co-operation be-
tween the news agencies, press organizations, radio and
television institutions of the two countries, direct contacts
between publishers of newspapers and periodicals as well
as the exchange of journalists, press correspondents and
broadcasters.

Article 4

The Contracting Parties shall encourage co-operation be-
tween their respective sport authorities. Details shall be de-
cided upon through direct contacts between the abovemen-
tioned authorities.

The Contracting Parties shall encourage co-operation be-
tween their youth organizations and institutions in cultural
and social activities.

Article 5

A Joint Greek-Israeli Committee, the members of which
shall be appointed by the two Governments, shail meet al-
ternatively in Athens and in Jerusalem, in principie, once
every three (3) years, the date of the meetings to be fixed
through diplomatic channels.

The Committee shall consider matters relating to the ap-
plication of the Agreement. It shall draw up a working pro-
gramme and set the financial and administrative require-
ments for carrying out the exchanges envisaged by this
Agreement.

Article 6

Within the terms of the laws and regulations in force in its
territory each Party shall grant to the other, every reasonable
facility for the entry, stay and departure of persons, and for
the importation of the material and equipment necessary for
carrying out the programs or exchanges which may be es-
tablished in accordance with this Agreement.

Article 7

This Agreement shall enterinto force after the Contracting
Parties have notified each other, in writing, through diplo-
matic channels, that the constitutional requirements for the
entry into force of this Agreement have been complied with.

Article 8

This Agreement is conciuded for an indefinite period. It
may be modified or amended by mutual consent in accor-
dance with the procedure detailed in Article 7. It may be’
terminated after prior notification submitted by either of the
Centracting Parties through diplomatic channels: in this
case, it shall cease 1o be in force six (6) months after the
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date of the notice of termination.

Done at Jerusalem on 18 May 1992 which corresponds to
the fifteenth day of lyar 5752, in two original copies in the
English, Greek and Hebrew languages, all three texts being
equally authentic. In case of divergency of interpretation,
the English text shall prevail.
