AGREEMENT X
BETWEEN THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC AND
THE REPUBLIC OF POLAND FOR THE
PROMOTION AND RECIPROCAL PROTECTION OF
INVESTMENTS

The Hellenic Republic and the Republic of Poland,
Hereinafter referred to as the Contracting Parties,

DESIRING to intesify their economic cooperation
to the mutual benefit of both states on a long term
basis,

HAVING as their objective to create favourable
conditions for investments by investors of either
Party in the territory of the other Party,

RECOGNIZING that the promotion and protection
of investments, on the basis of the present
Agreement, will stimulate the initiative in this field,

HAVE AGREED AS FOLLOWS:

ARTICLE 1
Definitions

For the purposes of this Agreement:

1. “Investment” means every kind of asset and in
particular, though not exclusively, includes:

a) movable and immovable property and any other
property rights such as mortgages, liens or pledges,

b) shares in and stock and debentures of a
company and any other form of participation in a
company,

¢} loans, claims to money or to any performance

under contract having a financial value,

d) inteilectual property righis, goodwili, fechnical
processes and know-how,

e} business concessions conferred by law or under
contract, including concessions to search for, cul-
tivate, extract or exploit natural resources,

f) goods that under a leasing agreement are
placed at the disposat of a lessee in the territory
of a Contracting Party in conformity with its laws
and regulations.

2. "Returns” means the amounts vielded by an
investment and in particular, though not exclusively,
includes profit, interest, capital gains, dividends,
royalties and other fees.
= 3. Investor’ shall comprise with regard {o either
Contracting Party:

a) natural persons having the nationality of that
Contracting Party in accordance with its law,

b} legal persons constituted in accordance with
the taw of that Contracting Party.

4. "Territory’ means in respect of either Contra-
cting Party, the territory under its sovereignty icluding
the territorial sea, as well as submarine areas over
which that Contracting Party exercises, in conformity
with international law, sovereign rights or jurisdiction.

ARTICLE 2
Promotion and Protection of Investment

1. Each Contracting Party promotes in its territory
investments by investors of the other Contracting
Party and admits such investments in accordance
with its legislation.

2. A possible change in the form in which the
investments have been magde does not affect their
substance as investments, provided that such a
change does not contradict the laws and regulations
of the relevant Contracting Party.

3. Returns from the investments and, in cases of
reinvestment, the income ensuing therefrom enjoy
the same proetection as the initial investments.

4. Each Contracting Party shall ocbserve any other
obligation it may have entered into, with regard to
investrments of investors of the other Contracting
Party.

ARTICLE 3
Most favourednation and National Yreatment
Provisions

1. Neither Contracting Party shall subject invest-
ments in its territory owned wholly or partialty by
investors of the other Contracting Party to treatment
less favourable than that which it accords to in-
vestments of its own investors or to investments of
investors of any third State.

2. Neither Contracting Party shail subject investors
of the other Contracting Party, as regards their
activity in connection with investments in its territory,
to treatment less favourable than that which it
accofds to its own investors or to investors of any
third State.

3. Such treatment shall not relate to privileges or
advantages which either Contracting Party accords
to investors of third States:
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a) on account of its membership of, or association
with, a customs or economic umion, a common
market, a free trade area or similar institutions,

b) by virtue of a double taxation agreement or
other agreements regarding matters of taxation.

ARTICLE 4
Expropriation

1. Investments by investors of either Contracting
Party shall enjoy full security in the territory of the
other Contracting Party. -

2 Investments by investors of either Contracting
Party shall not be expropriated, nationalized or
subjected to any other measure the effects of which
would be tantamount to expropriation or natienali-
zation in the territory of the other Contracting Party
except under the following cenditions:

a) the measures are taken in the public interest
and under due process of law,

b) the measures are clear and not discriminatory,
and

c) the measures are accompanied by provisions
for the payment of prompt, adequate and effective
compensation. Such compensation shall amount to
the market value of the investments affected im-
mediately before the measures referred to above
in this paragraph occurred or became public know-
ledge and it shail be freely transferable in convertible
currencies from the Contracting Party, at the bank
rate of exchange applicable on the date used for
the determination of value. The compensation shall
be transferable without delay in a freely convertible
currency. The compensation shall include interest
untii the date of payment at an appropriate com-
mercial rate as determined by the Central Bank ot
the Contracting Party, and its amount shall be
subject to review by due process of law.

ARTICLE 5
Compensation for Losses

Investors of one Contracting Party whose invest-
ments in the territory of the other Contracting Party
suffer losses owing te war or other armed conflict,
revolution, a state of national emergency or other
exceptional situations in the territory of the iatter
Contracting Party shall be accorded by the latter
Contracting Party ireatment, as regards restitution,
indemnification, compensation or other settlement,
no less favourable than that which the latter Con-
tracting Party accords to its own investors or to
investors of any third State. Resulting payments
shall be freely transferable.

ARTICLE 6
Repatriation of Investment and Returns

1. Each Contracting Party shall guarantee, in re-
spect of investments of investors of the other Con-
tracting Party, the urwestricted transfer of the in-
vestment and its returns.

The transfers shall be effected, without delay, in
a freely convertible currency to be agreed upon
between the investor and the Contracting Party

concerned and at the bank rate of exchange ap-
plicabte on the date of transfer.

2. Such tranfers include in particular, theugh not
exclusively:

a) capital and additional amounts to maintain or
increase the investment;

b} profits, interest, dividends and other current
income; :

¢} funds in repayment of loans;

d) royalties and other fees;

e) proceeds of sale of liquidation of the whole-or
any part of the investment.

ARTICLE 7
Subrogation

Where one Contracting Party or its designated
Agency has issued any financial guarantee against
non-commercial risks in regard to an investment
by an investor in the territory of the other Contra-
cting Party, the latter shall recognize the rights of
the first Contracting Party or its designated Agency
by virtue of the principle of subrogation to the rights
of the investor when payment has been made under
this guarantee by the first Contracting Party or its
designated Agency. The other Centracting Party
shall be entilied to set off taxes and other public
charges due and payable by the investor.

ARTICLE 8
Application

This Agreement shall also apply to investments
made prior to its entry into force and after December
23, 1963 by investors of either Contracting Party in
the territory of the other Contracting Party consistent
with the latter 's legislation.

ARTICLE 9
Disputes between the Contre?cting Parties

1. Any dispute between the Contracting Parties
concerning the interpretation or application of this
Agreement shall, if possible, be settled through
diplomatic channels.

2. if the dispute cannot thus be settled within six
months from the beginning of the negotiations, it
shalf upon the request of either Contracting Party
be submitted to an arbitration tribunal.

3. The arbitration tribunal shall be constituted ad
hoc as follows. Each Contracting Party shall appoint
one arbitrator and these two arbitrators shall agree
upon a national of a third State as chairman. The
arbitrators shall be appointed within three months,
the chairman within five months from the date on
which either Contracting Party has informed the
other Contracting Party that it intends to submit the
dispute to an arbitration tribunal,

4. If within the periods specified in paragraph 3
of this Article the necessary appointments have not
been made, any Party to the dispute may, in the
absence of any other agreement, invite the President
of the International Court of Justice to make any
necessary appointments. K the President of the
Court is a naticnal of any Party to this dispute or
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if he is otherwise prevented from discharging the
said function, the Vice-President or if h& is a nationa!
of any Party or is otherwise prevented from dis-
charging the said fupction, the Member of the Court
next in seniority who is not a national of any Party
to the dispute shall be invited to make the necessary
appointments, :

5. The arbitration tribunal shall demde an the“bases
of respect for the law, including particutarly the
present Agreement and other relevapt agreements
existing between the two Coniracting Parties and
the generally acknowiedged rules and principles of
International Law.

6. Unless the Parties decide otherwise, the tribunal
shall determine its own procedure,

7. The tribunal shall reach its decision by a majority
of votes, Such decision shall be finai and binding
on the Parties. a

8. Each Contracting Party shall bear the cost of

the arbitrator appointed by itself and of its re- .

presentation. The cost of the chairman as well as
the other costs will be born in equat parts by the
Contracting Parties.

ARTICLE 10
Settlement of Disputes betw&en an’Invester and
a Host State

1. Disputes between an investor of a Contracting

Party and the other Contracting Party concerning
an obligation of the latter under this Agreement, in
relation to an investment of the former shall, as far
as possible, be setiled by the disputing parties.in
an amicable way. ’

2. If such disputes cannot be sett[ed within six
months from the date either party requested
amicable settlement, the investor concerned may

submit the dispute either to the competent court of .

the Contracting Party, or to an international
arbitration tribunal, Each Contracting Party herewith
dectares its acceptance of such an arbitration pro-
cedure. In the latter case, the provision% of arlicle
9, par. 3-8 shall be applied mutatis mutandis.
Nevertheless the President of the Court of thé
internationai Arbitration of the International Chamber
ot Commerce in Paris shall be invited to make the
necessary appointments whereas the arbitration
tribunal shall determine its procedure by applying
the UNCITRAL Arbitration Rules, as then in force.
The award shall be binding and enforced in ac-
cordance with domestic law. ,

3. During arbitration or the enforcement of an
award, the Contracting Party involved in the dispute
shall not raise the objection that the investor of the
other Contracting Party has received compensation
under an insurance contract in respect of all or part
of the damage.

4. In case both Contracting Parties have become
members of the Convention of 18 March 1965 on
the Settlement of Investment Disputes between
States and Nationals of the Other States, disputes
between either Contracting Party and the investor
of the other Contracting Party under the first para-
graph of this Article may, at the request of the

a

investor concerned, be submitted for settlement by
conciliation or arbitration wo {1 International Centre
for the Settlement of Investment Disputes.

ARTICLE 1t
Application of other Rules

- 3

i the provisions of law of either Contracting Party
or obligatiens under international law existing at
present or established hereafter between the
Contracting Parties in addition to the present
Agreement contain a regulation, whether general or
specific, entitling investments by investors of the
other Contracting Party {o a treatment more
favourable than i5 provided for by the present
Agreement, such reguiation shall, to the extent that
it is more favourable, prevail over the present
Agreement.

ARTICLE 12
Consuitations

Representatives of the Contracting Parties shall,
whenever necessary, hold consuttations on any
matter, affecting the implementation of this
Agreement. These consuttations shall be held on
the proposil of one of the Contracting Parties at a
place and at a time agreed upon through diplomatic
channels.

o” ARTICLE 13
Entry into Force & Duration - Termination .

1. Eagh Contracting Party shall notify the other
Clgntra'cting Party of the completion of the internal
procedures required for bringing this Agreement into
force on the date of the latter notification.

2. This Agreemenf shall remain in force for a period
of ten years. Thereaffer it shall remain in force for
an indefinite period unless either Contracting Party
notifies in writing te the other Céniracting Party its
intgntion to terminate it, The notice of termination
of this Agreement shall become effective one vear
after it has been received by the other Contracting
Party. - "

3. In respect of investments made prior to the
date of the termination of this Agreement the fore-
going Articles shall continue to be effective for a
further period of twenty years from that date.
