Hereinafter referred to as-the'Contracting Parties,

DESIRING to 1ntens1fy their economic cooperation to the mutual
benef1t of both states on a Tong term basis,

HAVING as their objective to cfeate _favourab1e conditions for
investments by investors of either Party in the territory of the

other Paruy,

' RECOGNIZING that the promotion and protection of investments, on

the basis of the present Agreement, will stimulate the initiative
in this field, '

ARTICLE 1

Definjtions
For the purposés-of th1s Agreement :

i. ”"Ihveétment" means every kind of asset and in particular,
‘though -not exclusively, tincludes : :

a) movable and immovable property and any other property
‘rights such as mortgages, liens or pledges,

b) shafes_in and stock and'debentures of -a company and any
other form of partiC1pation'in a company,

c) 1nte]1ectua1 property r1ghts, goodw111 technical pro-
cesses and know-how,

d) ' businéss concessions'conferred by law or under con-

“Territbfy" means in respect of either Contracting Party,

ARTICLE 2

Promotion and Protection of Investment

Each Contraqtihg ‘Party promotes in its territory invest-
ments by investors of the other Contrdcting Party and admits

"~ such investments in accordance with its legislation.

Investments by investors of a Contracting Party shall, at
all times be accorded fair and equitabie treatment and shall

"enjoy full protection and security in the territory of the

other Contracting Party. Each Contracting Party shall ensure
that the managément, - maintenance, use, enjoyment or dis-
posal, in its territory, of investments by investors of the
other Contracting Party,  is -not 1in any way impaired by
unjustifiable Or'discriminatory measures. '

A possible change in the form in which the investments have
been made does not affect their substance as investments,
provided that such a change does not contradict the laws and
regulations of the relevant Contracting Party.
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4. Returns from the 1investments and, in cases of reinvest-
ment, the income ensuing therefrom enjoy the same protection

s. Each Contracting Pakty shall observe any other obligation it

may have entered into, with regard to investments of inves-
tors of the other Contracting Party. '

ARTICLE 3

ost favoured-nation and National Treatment Provisions

1. Neither Contracting Party shall subject investments in
its territory owned wholly or partially by investors of the
other Contracting Party to treatment less favourable than
that which it accords to investments of its own investors or
to investments of investors of any third State, whichever is
more favourable. ' '

2. Neither Contracting Party shall suﬁject investors of the
.other Contracting Party, as regards their activity 1n con-
nection with investments in its territory, to treatment tess
favourable than that which it accords to its own investors
or to investors of any third State, whichever is more fav-
ourable, . _ .

3. Such treatment shall not relate to privileges or advan-
tages which either Contracting Party accords to investors of
third States : ' ' ' :

Compensation for Losses

Investors of one Contracting Party whose'investmehts in the ter-
ritory of the other Contracting Party suffer losses owing to war -
or other armed conflict, revolution, a state of national emer-.
gency or other exceptional situations in the territory of the

~latter Contracting " pParty shall. be accorded by the latter Con-

tracting Party treatment, as regards restitutibn;l indemnifica-
tion, compensation or other settlement, no less favourable than

Repatriation of Investment and Returns

tue of the principle of subrogation to'the rights of the investor
when payment has been made under this guarantee by the first Con-
tracting Party or its designated Agency.

Disputes between an investor of a Contracting Party and

- the former shall, as far as possible be settled by the dis-

puting parties in an amicable way.

If such disputes cannot be settled within six months from
the date either party requested amicable settlement, the
investor boncerned'may'submit- the dispute either -to the
competent court of the Contracting Party, or to an interna- -
tional arbitration tribunal. Each Contracting Party herewith
declares 1its acceptance of such an arbitration procedure.

“In the latter case, the provisions of article 9, par. 3-8

shall bé"app1ied mutatis mutandis. Nevertheless the Presi-
dent of the Court of the International Arbitration of the

‘International Chamber of Commerce in Paris shall be invited
. to make the necessary appointments whereas the ‘arbitration

tribunal shall determine its procedure by applying the UNCI-
TRAL Arbitration Rules, as then in force. The ‘award shall be
binding and enforced in accordance with domestic law.
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3. ~During arbitration or the enforcement of an award, the

Cohtracting Party under the
first paragraph of this Article may, at the request of = the
investor concerned, be submitted for settiement by concilia-
tion or. arbitration to the International Centre for the Set—

ARTICLE 11

| Anp1ication of other Rules

If the provisicné'of law of either Contracting Party or obliga-
tions under 1nternat1ona1 law existing at present or established
hereafter between the Contracting Parties in addition to the pre-
sent Agreement contain a regu1at1qn, whether general or spec1f1c,
entitling investments by investors of the other Contracting Party
to a treatment more favourable than is provided for by the pre-
sent Agreement, such regulation shall, to the extent that it is
more favourable, prevail over ‘the present Agreement.

ARTICLE 12

Consultations

Representatives of the Contract1ng Parties sha11 whenever neces-—
sary, hold consultations on any matter affecting the implementa-
tion of this Agreement. These consultations shall be held on the
proposal of one of the Contracting Part1es at ‘a place and at a
time agreed upon thr0ugh d1plomat1c channels.
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ARTICLE 13

Entry into Force - puration = Termination

Each Contracting Party shall notify the other Contracting
Party of the completion of the internal procedures required
for bringing this Agreement into force on the date of the
latter notification.

This Agfeement shall remain in force for a period of ten
years. Thereafter it shall remain in force for an indefinite
period unless  either Contracting Party notifies in writing
to the other Contracting Party its ~intention to terminate
it. The notice of termination of this Agreement shall become
effective one Yéar after it has been received by the other

Contracting Party.

In respect of investments made prior to the date of the
termination of this Agreement the foregoing Articles shall
continue to be effective for a further period of twenty

years from that date.

Upon its entry itnto force, this'Agreement shall replace the

- Agreement between the He11enic Republic and the Arab Repub-
lic of Egypt concerning the Encouragement and "Reciprocal
Protection of Investments, signed_in Cairo on 1 April 1975,
