RESOLUTION MSC. (24) (60)
(adopted on 10 April 1992)

ADOPTION OF AMENDMENTS TO CHAPTER 1I-2 OF THE

INTERNATIONAL CONVENTION FOR THE SAFETY OF

LIFE AT SEA, 1974 FIRE SAFETY MEASURES FOR EX-
ISTING PASSENGER SHIPS

THE MARITIME SAFETY COMMITTEE,

RECALLING Article 28 (b) of the Convention on the Inter-
national Maritime Organization concerning the functions of
the Committee,

RECALLING FURTHER article VIii {b) of the International
Convention for the Safety of Life at Sea, 1974, hereinafter
referred to as «the Conventions, concerning the procedures
for amending the Annex to the Covention, other than the
provisions of chapter |,

BEING CONCERNED about recent serious fire casualties
resulting in the loss of human life,

RECOGNIZING that there is a compelling and urgent
need to improve the fire safety measures for existing pas-
senger ships,

HAVING CONSIDERED at its sixtieth session amend-
ments to the Convention proposed and circulated in accor-
dance with article VIl {b) (i) thereof,
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1. ADOPTS, in accordance with article Vil (b) (iv) (2) (bb)
of the Convention, the amendments
to the Convention, the text of which is set out in the Annex
to the present resolution,;

2. DETERMINES, in accordance with article VIII (b} (vi) (2)
(bb) of the Convention, that the amendments shall be
deemed to have been accepted on 1 April 1994. Unless,
prior to that date, more than cne third of the Contracting
Governments to the Convention, or Contracting Govern-
ments the combined merchant fleets of which constitute not
less than 50 per cent of the gross tonnage of the world’s
merchant fleet, have notified their objections to the amend-
ments,

3. INVITES Contracting Governments to note that, in ac-
cordance with article VIl (bj (vii) (2) of the Convention, the
amendments shall enter into force on 1 October 1994 upon
their acceptance in accordance with paragraph 2 above;

4, REQUESTS the Secretary-General, in conformity with
article Vil (b) (v) of the Convention, to transmit certified cop-
ies of the present resolution and the text of the amendments
contained in the Annex to all Contracting Governments to
the Convention;

5. FURTHER REQUESTS the Secretary - General to
transmit copies of the resolution to Members of the Organi-
zation which are not Contracting Governments to the Con-
vention.

ANNEX

AMENDMENTS TO CHAPTER il-2 OF THE
INTERNATIONAL CONVENTION
FOR THE SAFETY OF LIFE AT SEA, 1974

Regulation 1 - Application

1. Existing paragraph 3 is renumbered as paragraph 3.1
and the following new paragraph 3.2 is inserted after para-
graph 3.1:

«3.2 Notwithstanding the provisions of paragraph 3.1.
passenger ships carrying more than 36 passengers when
undergoing repairs, alterations, modifications and outfitting
related thereto shall comply with the following:

.1 all materials introduced to these ships shali comply with
the requirements with regard to material applicable to ships
constructed on or after 1 October 1994; and

.2 all repairs, alterations, modifications and outfitting re-
lated thereto involving the replacement of material of 50
tonnes or above, other than that required by regulation 41-1,
shall comply with the requirements applicable to such ships
constructed on or after 1 October 1994».

Regulation 3 - Definitions

2. The following new paragraphs 22-1 and 22-2 are in-
serted after existing paragraph 22:

«22-1 «Central control station» is a controt station in which
the following control and indicator functions are central-
ize:

.1 fixed fire detection and alarm system;

.2 automatic sprinklers, fire detection and alarm system,;

.3 fire door indicator panel,

.4 fire door closure;

.5 watertight door indicator panel;

.6 watertight door opening and closing;

.7 ventilation fans;

.8 general/fire alarm;

.9 communication systems including telephones; and

.10 microphone to public address system.

22-2 «Continuously manned central control station» is a
central control station which is continuously manned by are-
sponsible member of the crews.

Regulation 17-Fireman’s outfit

3. The fcllowing sentence is added at the end of existing
paragraph 1.2.2: «In passenger ships carrying more than 36
passengers, at least two spare charges for each breathing
apparatus shall be provided, and all air cylinders for breath-
ing apparatus shall be interchangeable».

4. The following sentence is added at the end of existing
paragraph 3.1.1: «In passenger ships carrying more than 36
passengers, two additional fireran’s outfit shall be provided
for each main vertical zone».

5. The following sentence is added at the end of existing
paragraph 4:

«At least two fireman’s outfits shall be stored in each main
vertical zone».

6. The following new regulations 41-1 and 41-2 are in-
serted after existing regulation 41:

«Regulation 41-1

Upgrading of passenger ships carrying more than 36 pas-
sengers constructed before 1 October 1994

1. This regulation shall apply to passenger ships carrying
more than 36 passengers constructed before 1 October
1994.

2. Passenger ships which do not comply with all the re-
quirements of chapter II-2 applicable to ships constructed
on or after 25 May 1980 {requirements of chapter 1i-2 of the
International Conventions for the Safety of Life at Sea,
1974, as adopted by the intemational Conference on Safety
of Life at Sea, 1974, applicaple to new passenger ships)
shall comply with the following:

.1 paragraph 1 of regulation 41-2 not later than 1 October
1994; and

.2 paragraphs 2, 3, 4 kai 5 of regulation 41-2, not later
than 1 October 1997; and

.3 paragraph 6 of regulation 41-2 not later than 1 October
2000; and

.4 all the requirements of chapter II-2 applicable to ships
constructed on or after 25 May 1980 (requirements of chap-
ter 112 of the International Convention for the Safety of Life
at Sea, 1974, as adopted by the International Conference on
Safety of Life at sea, 1974, applicable to new passenger
ships), not later than 1 October 2010.

3. Passenger ships which comply with all the require-
ments applicable to ships constructed on or after 25 May
1980 (applicable requirements of chapter II-2 of the Interna-
tional Convention for the Safety of Life at Sea, 1974, as
amended by resolutions MSC.1 (XLV), MSC.6 (48), MSC.11
{55), MSC.12 (56), MSC. 13 (57) and MSC. 22 (59) shall
comply with the foilowing:

.1 paragraph 1 of regulation 41-2 not later than 1 October
1994; and

.2 paragraphs 2 and 4 of regulation 41-2 not later than 1
October 1997; and

.3 paragraph 6 of regulation 41-2 not later than 1 October
2000; and

.4 paragraph 5 of regulation 41-2 not later than 1 October
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2005 or 15 years after the date of construction of the ships,
whichever is later.

4. For the purpose of this regulation, passenger ships
complying in their entirety with all the requirements of part H
of chapter Il containec in amendments to the International
Convention for the Safety of Life at Sea, 196G abopted by
the Assembly of the Organization by resolution A. 122 (V),
may be regarded aw passenger shipw conplying with the re-
quirements applicable to passenger ships constructed on or
after 25 May 1980 (requirements of chapter 11-2 of the In-
ternational Convention for the Safety of Life at Sea, 1574,
as abopted by the International Conference on Safety of Life
at Sea, 1974, applicable to new passenger ships).

Reguiation 41-2

Requirements for passenger ships carrying more than 36
passengers constructed before 1 October 1994

1.1. Plans and booklets requierd by regulation 20 shall
provide the information regarding fire protection, fire detec-
tion and fire extinction based on the guidelines developed by
the Organization®.

1.2 Each member of the fire patrol shall be pro-
vided with a two-way portable radiotelephone appara-
tus.

1.3. Water for applicators shall be provided as
required in regulations 7.6 17.3.2. and 37.1.5.1.

1.4. Portable foam applicators shall be provided
as required in regulations 7.1.2, 7.2.2 and 37.1.5.2.

1.5. All hose nozzles provided shall be of an ap-
proved dual-purpose type (i.e. spray/jet type) incor-
porating a shut off.

2. Al accommodation an service spaces, stairway
enlosures and corridors shali be wquipped with a
smoke detection and alarm system of an approved
type and complying with the requierements of regula-
tion 13. Such system need not be fitted in private bath-
rooms, and spaces having little or no fire risk such
as voidw and similar spaces. Detectors operated by
heat instead of smoke shall be installed in galleys.

3. Smoke detectors connected to the smoke detec-
tion and alarm system shall also be fitted above ceil-
ings in stairways and ccrridors in the areas where ceil-
ings are of combustible construction.

4.1 Hinged fire doors in stairway enclosures, main
vertical zone bulkheads and galley boundaries which
are normaly kept open shall be self - closing and be
capable of release from a central control station
and from a position at the door.

42 A panel shall be placed in a continuously
manned central control station to indicate whether
the fire doors on stairway enclosures, main vertical
zone bulkheads and galley boundaries are closed.

4.3 Exhaust ducts from galley ranges where grease
or fat is likely to accumulate and which pass through
accommoodation spaces or spaces containing com-
bustible materials shall be constructed of «A» class divi-
sions. Each galley range exhaust duct shall be fitted with:

.1 a grease trap readily removable for cleaning,

unless an alternative grease removal process is fit-
ted;

.2 a fire damper located in the lower end of the
duct;

.3 arrangements operabie from within the galley for
shutting off the exhaust fans;

4 fixed means for extinguishing a fire within the
duct; and

.5 suitably located hatches for inspection and
cleaning.

4.4. Only public toilets, lifts, lockers of noncombustible
materials providing storage for safety equipment and open
information counters may be located within the stairway en-
closure boundaries. Other existing spaces within the stair-
way enclosure:

.1 shall be emptied, permanently closed and discon-
nected from the electrical system; or

.2 shali be separated from the stairway enclosure
by the provision of «A» class divisions in accordance
with regulation 26. Such spaces may have direct ac-
cess to stairway enclosures by the provision of «A»
class doors in accordance with regulation 26, and
subject to a sprinkler system being provided in these
spaces. However, cabins shall not directly open into
the stairway enclosure.

4.5 Spaces other than public spaces, corridors,
public toilets, special category spaces, other
stairways required by regulation 28.1.5, open deck
spaces and spaces covered by paragraph 4.4.2 are
not permitted to have direct access to stairway en-
closures.

4.6 Existing machinery spaces of category (10) de-
scribed in regulation 26.2.2 and existing back offices
for information counters which open directly into the
stairway enclosure may be retained, provided that are
protected by smoke detectors and that back offices
for information counters contain only fumiture of
restricted fire risk.

4.7 In addition to the emergency lighting required by
reguiations [1-1/42 and 1li/11.5, the means of escape
including stairways and exits shall be marked, at all
points of the escape route including angles and inter-
sections, by lighting or photoluminescent strip indica-
tors placed not more than 0.3 m above the deck. The
marking must enable passengers to indentify all
routes of escape and readily identify the escape
exits. If electric illumination is used, it shall be sup-
plied by the emergency source of power and it shall
be so arranged that the failure of any single light, or
cut in a lighting strip, will not result in the marking be-
ing ineffective. Additionally, all escape route signs
and fire equipment location markings shall be of
photoluminescent material. The Administration shall
ensure that such fighting or photoluminescent equip-
ment has been evaluated, tested and applied in accor-
dance with the guidelines developed by the Organiza-
tion.

4.8 A general emergency alarm system shall be pro-*
vided. The alarm shall be audible throughout all the
accommodation and normal crew working spaces and
open decks, and its sound pressure level shall com-
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ply with the standard developed by the Organization.
The alarm shall continue to function after it has
been triggered until it is manually turned off or is tem-
porarily interrupted by a message on the public ad-
dress system.

4.9 A public address system or other effective

means of communication shall be available and audi-
ble throughout the accommodation, public and serv-
ice spaces, control stations and open decks.
- 4,10 Fumiture in stairway enclosures shali be lim-
ited to seating. It shall be fixed, limited to six seats on
each deck in each stairway enclosure, be of re-
stricted fire risk, and shall not restrict the passen-
ger escape route. The Administration may permit addi-
tional seating in the main reception area within stairway
enclosures, if it is fixed, non-combustible, and does
not restrict the passenger escape route. Fumiture
shall not be permitted in passenger and crew corri-
dors forming escape routes in cabin areas. In addition
to the above, lockers of non-combustible material,
providing storage for safety equipment required by
regulations, may be permitted.

5. Accommodation and services spaces, stairway
enclosures and corridors shall be fitted with an au-
tomatic sprinkler, fire detection and fire alarm sys-
tem comlying with the requirements of regulation 12 or
the guidelines developed by the Organization for an
approved equivalent sprinkler system. A sprinkler
system need not be fitted in private bathrooms and
spaces having little or no fire risk such as voids and
similar spaces.

6.1 All stairways in accommodation and service
spaces shall be of steel frame construction except
where the Administration sanctions the use of other
equivalent material, and shall be within enclosures
formed of «A» class divisions, with positive means of
closure at all openings, except that:

.1 a stairway connecting only two decks need not be
enclosed, provided the integrity of the deck is main-
tained by proper bulkheads or doors in one «tween-
deck space. When a stairway is closed in one «tween-
deck space, the stairway enclosure shall be pro-
tected in accordance with the tables for decks in
regulation 26;

.2 stairways may be fitted in the open in a public
space, provided they lie wholly within such public
space.

6.2 Machinery spaces of category A shall be fit-
ted with a fixed fire - extinguishing system comlying with
the requirements of regulation 7.

6.3 Ventilation ducts passing through divisions be-
tween main vertical zones shall be equipped with a fail-
safe automatic closing fire damper which shall also
be capable of being manually closed from each side
of the division. In addition, fail-safe automatic clos-
ing fire dampers with manual operation from within the
enclosure shall be fitted to all ventilation ducts
serving both accommodation and service spaces and
stairway enclosures where they pierce such enclo-
sures. Ventilation ducts passing through a main fire
zone division without serving spaces on both sides or
passing through a stairway enclosure without serving

that enclosure need not be fitted with dampers pro-
vided that the ducts are constructed and insulated
to A-60 standard and have no openings within the stair-
way enclosure or in the trunk on the side which is not
directly served.

6.4 Special category spaces and ro-ro cargo spaces shall
comply with the requirements of regulations 37 and 38, re-
spectively.

6.5 All fire doors in stairway enclosures, main ver-
tical zone bulkheads and galley boundaries which are
normally kept open shall be capable of release from
a central control station and from a position at the
doory.

«3.2 Notwithstanding the provisions of paragraph
3.1, passenger ships which undergo repairs, altera-
tions and modifications to meet the requirements of
regulation 8.9 shall not be deemed to have undergone
repairs, alterations and modifications of a major
character».

Regulation 8 - Stability of passenger ships in dam-
aged condition

1. The existing text following the title is replaced by
the following:

«(Subject to the provisions of paragraph 9, para-
graphs 2.3.1 to 2.3.4, 2.4.5 and 6.2 apply to passenger
ships constructed on or after 29 Aprii 1990. Para-
graphs 7.2, 7.3 and 7.4 apply to all passenger ships)».

2. The fcllowing new paragraph 2.3.5 is added after
existing paragraph 2.3.4;

«2.3.5 For passenger ships with ro-ro cargo spaces
or special category spaces as defined in regulation
I-2/3, constructed before 29 April 1990, the Admini-
stration may allow:

provided that in no case shall GZ be less than 0.09
m.y.

3. The following new paragraph 9 is inserted after
existing paragraph 8:

«9 Passenger ships with ro-ro cargo spaces or spe-
cial category spaces as defined in regulation 1-2/3,
constructed before 29 April 1990, shall comply with
the provisions of this regulation as amended by reso-
lution MSC. 12 (56) and with additional paragraph
2.3.5, not later than the date prescribed below, ac-
cording to the value of A/Amax as defined in the annex
to the Calculation Procedure to Assess the Surviv-
ability Characteristics of Existing Ro-Ro Passenger
Ships When Using a Simplified Method Based Upon
Resolution A. 265 (VI), developed by the Maritime
Safety Committee at its fifty - ninth session in June
1991 (MSC/Circ. 574):

Value of A/Amax Date of compliance
less than 70% 1 October 1994

50 per cent of the gross tonnage of the world’s merchant
fleet, have notified their objections to the amendments;

3. INVITES Contracting Governments to note that, in ac-
cordance with article VIII (b) (vii) (2) of the Convention, the
amendments shall enter into force on 1 October 1994 upon
their acceptance in accordance with paragraph 2 above;

4. REQUESTS the Secretary - General, in conformity with
article VIl (b) (v) of the Convention, to transmit certified cop-
ies of the present resolution and the text of the amendments
contained in the annex to all Contracting Governments to
the Gonvention;

5. FURTHER REQUESTS the Secretary - General to
transmit copies of the resolution to Members of the Organi-
zation which are not Contracting Governments to the Con-
vention.

ANNEX

AMENDMENTS TO THE 1974 SOLAS CONVENTION

Access to spaces in the cargo area of oil tankers
1. Add the following after paragraph 11 of regulation li-1/
2:
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«12 An oil tanker is the oil tanker defined in regulation 1 of
Annex | of the Protocol of 1978 relating to the Intemational
Convention for the Prevention of Pollution from Ships,
1973».

2. Add a new regulation I-1/12-2:

«Regulation 12-2
Access to spaces in the cargo area of oil tankers

1. This regulation applies to oil tankers constructed on or
after 1 October 1994.

2. Access to cofferdams, ballast tanks, cargo tanks and
other spaces in the cargo area shall be direct from the open
deck and such as to ensure their complete inspection. Ac-
cess to double bottom spaces may be through a cargo
pump-room, pump-room, deep cofferdam, pipe tunne! or
similar compartments, subject to consideration of ventila-
tion aspects.

3. For access through horizontal openings, hatches or
manholes, the dimensions shall be sufficient to allow a per-
son wearing a self-contained air-breathing apparatus and
protective equipment to ascend or descend any ladder with-
out obstruction and also to provide a clear opening to facili-
tate the hoisting of an injured person from the bottom of the
space. The minimum clear opening should be not less than
600 mm by 600 mm.

4. For access through vertical openings, or manholes pro-
viding passage through the length and breadth of the space,
the minimum clear opening should be not less than 600 mm
by 800 mm at a height of not more than 600 mm from the
bottom shell plating unless gratings or other footholds are
provided.

5. For oil tankers of less than 5.000 tonnes deadweight
smaller dimensions may be approved by the Administration
in special circumstances, if the ability to traverse such open-
ings or to remove an injured person can be proved to the
satisfaction of the Administration.

Regulation 1i-1/37 - Communication between navigating
bridge and machinery space.

3. Number the present paragraph as paragraph 1 and add
the following:

Unless a second independent means of starting the emer-
gency generating set is provided, the single source of stored
energy shall be protected to preclude its complete depletion
by the automatic starting systems.

Reguiation II-1/44 - Starting arrangements for emergency
generating sets

6. Insert the following paragraph after paragraph 2 of reg-
ulation 11-1/44:

«2.1 Ships constructed on or after 1 October 1994, in lieu
of the provision of the second sentence of paragraph 2, shall
comply with the following requirements:

The source of stored energy shall be protected to pre-
clude critical depletion by the automatic starting system, un-
less a second independent means of starting is provided. in
addition, a second source of energy shall be provided for an
additional three starts within 30 minutes unless manual
starting can be demonstrated to be effective».

Regulation 1I-1/45 - Precautions against shock, fire and
other hazards of electrical origin.

7. Insert the following after paragraph 3.2 of regulation Ii-
1/45:

«3.2.-1 For ships constructed on or after 1 October 1994,
the requirement of paragraph 3.1 does not preclude the use
of limited and locally earthed systems, provided that any
possible resulting current does not flow directly through any
dangerous spaces.»

8. Insert the following after paragraph 4.2:

«4.3 Ships constructed on or after 1 October 1994, in lieu
of the provisions of paragraph 4.1, shall comply with the fol-
lowing requirements:

.1 Except as permitted by paragraph 4.3.2, earthed distri-
bution systems shall not be used; n a tanker.

.2 The requirement of paragraph 4.3.1 does not preclude
the use of earthed intrinsically safe circuits and in addition,
under conditions approved by the Administration, the use of
the following earthed systems:

.2.1 power supplied, controf circuits and instrumentation
circuits where technical of safety reasons preclude the use

Regulation 1I-2/1 - Application

9. Amend paragraph 1.1 read:

«1.1. Unless expressly provided otherwise, parts A, C and
D of this chapter shall apply to ships the keels of which are .

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laid or which are at a similar stage of construction on or after
1 July 1986, and part B of this chapter shall apply to ships
the keels of which are laid or which are at a similar stage of
construction on or after 1 October 1994.»

10. Add the following to the present sentence of para-
graph 2:

«And for ships constructed before 1 October 1994 the
Administration shail ensure that the requirements which are
applicable under part B of chapter II-2 of the International
Convention for the Safety of Life at Sea, 1974, as amended
by resolutions MSC.1 (XLV), MSC.6 (48), MSC.13 (57),
MSC.22 (59) and MSC.24 {60) are complied with.»

Regulation 11-2/3 - Definitions

11. Add a new paragraph 33 as follows:

«33 for ships constructed on or after 1 Octobner 1994, in
lieu of the definition of main vertical zones provided in para-
graph 9, the following definition shall be applied:

Main vertical zones are those sections into which the hull,
superstructure and deckhouses are divided by «A» class di-
visions, the mean length and width of which on any deck
does not in general exceed 40 m.»

Fire main and fire pump sizing

Regulation 1I-2/4.4.2

12. Add the following after paragraph 4.2:

«4.2.1 Passenger ships constructed on or after 1 October
1994, in lieu of the provisions of paragraph 4.2, shall comply
with the following requirements:

With the two pumps simultaneously delivering through
the nozzles specified in paragraph 8 and sufficient hydrants
to provide for the quantity of water specified in paragraph
4.1, a minimum pressure of 0.4 N/mmz2 for ships of 4.000
tons gross tonnage and above and 0.3 N/mm2 for ships of
less than 4.000 tons gross tonnage shall be maintained at all
hydrants».

Regulation 11-2/4.3.3.3.

13. Add the following after paragraph 3.3.3:

The space containing the fire pump shall not be contigu-
ous to the boundaries of machinery spaces of category A‘or
those spaces containing main fire pumps. Where this is not
practicable, the common bulkhead between th two spaces
shall be insulated to a standard of structural fire protection
equivalent to that required for a control station in regulation
44y,

Release mechanism of CO2

15. The following paragraphs are added after paragraph
2.4 of regulation 11-2/5:

«2.5 Carbon dioxide systems installed on or after 1 Octo-
ber 1994 shall comply with the following requirements:

.1 Two separate controls shall be provided for releasing
carbon dioxide into a protected space and to ensure the ac-
tivities of the alarm.

One control shall be used to discharge the gas from its
storage containers. A second control shall be used for open-
ing the valve of the piping which conveys the gas into the
protected space.

.2 The two controls shall be located inside a release box
clearly identified for the particular space. If the box contain-
ing the controls is to be locked, a key to the box shallbe ina
break - glass type enclosure conspicuously located adjacent
to the box.»

Prohibition of new installations of hallon system

16. Replace paragraph 3.1 of regulation 1-2/5 by the fol-
lowing:

«3.1 The use of halogenated hydrocarbons as fire - extin-
guishing media is only permitted in machinery spaces,
pump-rooms and in cargo spaces intended solely for the
carriage of vehicles which are not carrying any cargo. New
installations of halogenated hydrocarbon systems shall be
prohibited on all ships.»

Regulations H-2/13 - Fixed fire detection and fire alarm
systems

17. Replace paragraph 1.6 by the following:

«1.6 Indicating units shall, as a minimum, denote the sec-
tion in which a detector or manually operated call point has
operated. At least one unit shall be so located that it is easily
accessible to responsible members of the crew at all times,
when at sea or in port, except when the ship is out of serv-
ice. One indicating unit shall be located on the navigating
bridge if the control panel is located in the main fire control
stationy.

18. Replace paragraph 1.8 by the following:

«1.8 Where the fire detection system does not include
means of remotely identifying each detector individually, no
section covering more than one deck within accommoda-
tion, service and control stations shall normally be permitted
except a section which covers an enclosed stairway. in or-
der to avoid delay in identifying the source of fire, the num-
ber of enclosed spaces included in each section shall be lim-
ited as determined by the Administration. In no case shall
more than fifty enclosed spaces be permitted in any section.
If the detection system is fitted with remotely and individu-
ally identifiable fire detectors, the sections may cover sev-
eral decks and serve any number of enclosed spaces».

19. Replace paragraph 1.9 by the following:

«1.9 In passenger ships, if there is no fire detection sys-
tem capable of remotely and individually identifying each de-
tector, a section of detectors shall not serve spaces on
bothsides of the ship nor on more than one deck and neither
shall it be situated in more than one main vertical zone ex-
cept that the Administration, if it is satisfied that the protec-
tion of the ship against fire will not thereby be recuced, may
permit such a section of detectors to serve bott sides of the
ship and more than one deck. In passenger ships fitted with
individually identifiable fire detectors, a section may serve
spaces on both sides of the ship and on several decks but
may not be situated in more than one main vertical zone.»

20. Add the following paragraph 1.15:

«1.15 Fire detection systems with a zone address identifi-
cation capability fitted on or after 1 October 1994 shall be so
arranged that:

— a loop cannot be damaged at more than one point by a
fire;

— means are provided to ensure that any fault (e.g. power
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break; short circuit; earth) occurring in the loop will not ren-
der the whole loop ineffective;

- all arrangements are made to enable the initial configu-
ration of the systern to be restored in the event of failure
(electrical, electronic, informatic);

- the first initiated fire alarm will not prevent any other de-
tector from initiating further fire alarms.»

Regulation 20
Fire control plans and fire drills

21. A new regulation 20.4 is added as follows:

«In ships carrying more than 36 passengers, plans and
booklets required by this regulation shall provide the infor-
mation regarding fire protection, fire detection and fire ex-
tinction based on the guidelines issued by the Organiza-
tiony.

Regulation 1i-2/24 -Main vertical zones and horizontal
zones

22. Amended paragraph 1.1 to read:

«1.1 In ships carrying more than 36 passengers, the hull,
superstructure and deckhouses shall be subdivided into
main vertical zones by A-60 class divisions. Steps and re-
cesses shall be kept to a minimum but where they are nec-
essary they shall also be A-60 class divisions.

«2 As far as practicable, the bulkheads forming the
boundaries of the main vertical zones above the bulkhead
deck shall be in line with watertight subdivision bulkheads
situated immediately below the bulkhead deck. The length
and width of main vertical zones may be extended to a maxi-
mum of 48 m in order ot bring the ends of main vertical
zones to coincide with subdivision watertight bulkheads or
in order to accommaodate a large public space extending for
the whole length of the main vertical zone provided that the
total area of the main vertical zone is not greater than 1,600
mz2 on any deck. The length or width of a main vertical zone
is the maximum distance between the furthermost points of
the bulkheads bounding it.»

24. Delete the reference to table 26.3.

Reguiation 11-2/25 - Bulkheads within a main vertical zone

25. Add the following at the beginning of the first sen-
tence of paragraph 2:

«In ships carrying not more than 36 passengers,».

26. Repiace paragraph 3 by the following:

«3 All bulkheads required to be «B» class divisions, except
corridor bulkheads prescribed in paragraph 2, shall extend
from deck to deck and to the shell or other boundaries un-
less the continuous «B» class ceiling or linings fitted on both
sides of the bulkheads are at least of the same fire resis-
tance as the bulkhead, in which case the bulkhead may ter-
minate at the continuous ceiling or lining.»

Regulation |1-2/26 - Fire ingtegrity of bulkheads and decks
in ships carrying more than 36 passengers

27. Amend paragraph 2.1 as follows:

¢2.1 Table 26.1 shall apply to bulkheads not bounding ei-
ther main vertical zones or horizontal zones. Table 26.2 shall
apply to decks not forming steps in main vertical zones nor
bounding horizontal zones.»

28. In paragraph 2.2(3), delete the words «and lobbies».

29. Amend paragraph 2.2(4) to read:

«(4) Evacuation stations and external escape routes.

Survival craft stowage area.

Open deck spaces and enclosed promenaces forming
lifeboat and liferaft embarkation and lowering stations.

Muster stations, intemal and external.

External stairs and open decks used for escape routes.

.5 The Administration shall determine in respect of cate-
gory (5) spaces whether the insulation values in table 26.1
shall apply to ends of deckhouse and superstructures, and
whether the insulation values in table 26.2 shall apply to
weather decks. In no case shali the requirements of cate-
gory (5) of table 26.1 or 26.2 necessitate enclosure of
spaces which in the opinion of the Administration need not
be enciosed.»

.5.5 Landing at each deck level shall be not less than 2 m2
in area and shall increase by 1 m2 for every 10 persons pro-
vided for in excess of 20 persons but need not exceed 16
mz2, except for those landings servicing public spaces having
direct access onto the stairway enclosure.
