PROGRAMME ON THE COOPERATION IN THE FIELD
OF ERUCATION, SCIENCE, CULTURE, WELFARE AND
HEALTH FOR THE IMPLEMENTATION OF THE
CULTURALL AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE
GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC AND
THE GOVERNMENT QF THE KINGDOM OF THE
NETHERLAND FOR THE YEARS 1995-1998

In accodanca with the provision of the Cultural Agreement
between the Government of the Hellenic Republic and the
Kingdom of the Netherands, signe« in the Hague on 21 april
1953, the Netherlands and Greek Delegation (members of
the Mixed Cornmitee listed in Annex Il), met in the Hague on
5 and 6 october 1998, during which the programma in the
field of education, science, culture, welfare and health for
1995, 1996, 1997 and 1998 was agreed.

Both Parties considered the growing number of multilat-
eral activities conducted by international organisations such
as the European Union, the Council of Europe and the
UNESCO.

The Parties to the Cultural Agreement concluded that the
cultural cooperation between the Kingdom of the Nether-
lands and the Hellenic Republic, which was boosted in 1953
with the signing of the Cultural Agreement, is progressing to
their mutual satisfaction.

Bearing In mind the quality and nature of the various types
of exchanges governed by the Cultural Agreement men-
tioned above, the two Parties agreed that the Mixed Com-
mittee provides an opportunity for general discusion, ex-
change of policy standpoints and an assessment of the
cooperation in various domains and, where appropriate,
suggested changes or new areas in which cooperation
might be possible.

Both Parties reaffirmed the key role institutions in both
countries play independently in the field of education, sci-
ence, culture, welfare and health and agreed to make avery
effort to create the most favourable conditions for the future
development of these institutions' activities.

They encourage direct and regular cooperation between
these institutions. )

The Netherlands Party informed the Greek Party about
the Netherlands — Flamish cultural cooperation and about
the intention to initiate, where possible, joint Nethertands —
Flemish projects in third countries. \:_
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Both Parties agreed to cooparate in order to increase the
dissemination and diffusion of each other’s languages and
culturas in their respective countries, thus contributing to
tha preservation of the multilingual and multicultural nature
in Europe.

The Netherlands Party informed the Greek Party about re-
cent developments relating to the Netherfands Language
Union.

EDUCATION AND SCIENCE
General

Article 1
in order to promote, organize and monitor the teaching of
their languages and to implement a cioser cooperation, both
Parties decide to set up a joint Subcommission, composecd
by 2 or 3 representatives from each side for Education and
Research within the framework of the Cultural Agresment.
The Subcommission will work out a programma for two
years and will meet at least once every two years alterna-
tively in the Netherlands and in Greece. Details of the mee:t-
ings will be arranged via diplomatic channels. The
Subcommission will report to the next meeting of the Mixed
Commission.
Article 2
Both Parties will stimulate axchange of information and
cooperation detween their institution of education and/or re-
saarch, and other scientific or specialised institutions in ar-
eas
of common priority. The cooperation shall de arranged di-
rectly dy the institutions.
Article 3
Both Parties will promote cooperation detween Greece
and the Netherlands within the framework of the European
Union and EUREKA in the field of science and education..
Beth Parties will consult and prepare together when anc|
where they share responsibility. :

Implementation and exchanges
Article 4
Within the framework of the existing legisiation and of thra
educational and scientific cooperation detwesn the two Pat--
ties, the competent institutes shali assist students and sci-
entists wishing to study or gain work — experience in the
other country at their own expense.
Article 5
From the Netherlands side, the "Europees Platformy {Eu-
ropean Platform} will be in charge of the implementation of
the programme of cooperation in educational sclence.
Cooperation detween schools of primary and secondery ed-
ucation will be stimlated within the frame — work of existing
programmes.
Article 8
Cooperation in vocational education will be implemented
by the Certrum Innovatie Bercepsonderwijs Bedrijfsleven
(CICB: National Centre for the Innovation of Vocaticnal Edu-
cation and Training} and the Organisation for Voca'tionat Ed-
ucation and Training (OEEK).
Anicle 7

Other scientific  exchanges and  scholarships,
summercourses included, are coordinated by 1he Nuffic

(Netherlands Organisation for International Cooperation in
Higher Education).

Article 8

Both Parties will invite anhually members of the teaching
staff of the other country’s Institutions of higher education,
for a maximum of 50 mandays yearly, in order to deliver lec-
tures or exchange information. The number of persons to be
exchanged must not exceed five (5} yeary. For the imple-
mentation of the above competent authorities will ba:

a) for the Greek Party, the Ministry of Education,
Interuniversity Relations Department and,

b) for tha Netherlands Party, the Neatherlands
Organisation for International Cooperation in Higher Educa-
tion {Nuffic).

Article 9

9.1 Both Parties will offer annually four (4) scholarships of
nine {9) months each for postgraduate studies of research.

9.2 The Greek Party offer each year two {2) scholarships
for summercourses to students and postgraduates, attend-
ing the classes of the Chalr, respectively the Lectureships of
Greek language, literature and culture at respectively the
Universities of Amsterdam, Nijmegen and Groningen, taking
place in a University city in Greece.

9.3 The Netherfands Party offers annually two (2) scholar-
ships for attending the International Surnmercourse of Neth-
erlands language and culture at Breukelen.

9.4 The Hellenic Ministry of Culture will offer annually one
(1) or two (2) scholarships of 30 days duration to distin-
guished students of Medern Greek language and civilisation
studying at Netherlands Universities.

Article 10

Both Parties shall exchange annually three (3) educational
experts in the fickds of primary or secondary or post-
secondary education or administration of education and a
member of the teaching staff of their Technological Educa-
tional Institutions for a period of up to ten (10) days each, in
order to exchanga information and experience on the other
country,

Il RECOGNITION OF DIPLOMAS

Article 11
Both Parties emphasize the importance of mutual recog-
nition of diplomas and degrees and of the possibility of
equivalence or transfer of higher educational qualifications
and credits.
Article 12
Both Parties shall exchange information via the NARICS
{National Academic Recognition Information Centre) on this
regard.
i LANGUAGES AND LITERATURE
Article 13
Both Parties underiine the importancs they attach to the
teaching and the knowledge of the Greek and Netherlands
languages and cultures in their respective countries. The
Kingdom of The Nstherlands, in accordance with the
“Nederlandse Taalunie Verdrag” (Treaty on the Netherlands
Language Union, 9 September 1980), works together with
the Netherlands speaking Community in Belgium in the field
of Netherlands language and literature in the broadest
sense. The Netherlands delegation informs the Greek dele-
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gation that the supervision and subsidizing of Cheirs and
courses in the Netherlands language has been transfersd to
the “Nederlandse Taalunie® (Netherlands Language Un-
ion).
Article 14

The Netherlands Party expressed the wish that the Gireek
Party, bearing in mind the principle of reciprocity, will exam-
ine turther the possibility of estabiishing a Chair in the Neth-
enands language and literature at a Greek University, pref-
erably the University of Thessaloniki, in cooparation with the
“Nederlandse Taalunie” and the University of Utrechit.

Article 15
The Netherlands Party expressed the hope that thi2 Greek
Party will provide to the Institutes of Modem Greek and Byz-
anting Studies of the Universities of Amsterdam and
Croningen all necessary publications in the field of Grecian
studies and modem Greek language and literature.
Article 16
16.1 Both Parties further refer for the implementation of
mothertongue education to the relevant EC-legislation, di-
k@ ? 77/486/EEC. The Subcommission will discuss the im-
plementation in the light of the policy in this field in the re-
spective countries.

16.2 Both Parties expressed strong interest in the teach-
ing of their mothertongues in the other country and will en-
courage improvernent of this teéaching within the framework
of their national policies.

16.3 The Greek Farty expressed the wish of integrating
the Greek language in the regular curriculum of the Nether-
lands schools as an optional community language, espe-
ciglly in areas where there is a high percentage of Greek
population.

Article 17

The Netherlands Party will examine the possibility of in-
creasing the number of courses and classrooms aiming at
the exploltation of the existing number of Greek teaching
personnel within the frame of the policy of the competent
ministries. '

Article 18

The Greek Party proposed that courses of the Nether-
lands language are offered to Greek teaching personnel
working in the Netherlands.

Article 19
The Gresk Party will also examing the possibility of teach-
ing the Netherlands language as an optional language, not
included in the regular curriculum, in schools of secondary
educaticn in which there is a corresponding interest of pu-
pils.

IV WELFARE, HEALTH, YOUTH AND SPORTS

Article 20

Both Parties will encourage the exchange of knowledge,
information documentation and expertise in the fislds of so-
cial welfare, health, youth and sports. Special attention may
be given to the legislation, structures and the evels of facili-
ties and services of the above mentioned fislds, through di-
rect cooperation between organisations and institutions
working in these fields.

V CULTURE AND ARTS

Article 21
Both Parties shall encourage direct contacts between
their respective associations and institutions, both govern-
mental and private, in the field of culture and arts. Such ac-
tivities shali be supported in the broadest possible manner
within the framework of the respective cultural policies.

Article 22
During the validity of this programme, the two Parties will
exchange experts from various flelds of culture (archaeol-
ogy, restoration of monuments, literature, music, theatre,
etc), for visits up to ten (10) days each, in order to exchange
information and experience on matters of their speciality, for
a total period not exceeding 50 mandays in four years.

Article 23

During the validity of this programme, the Greek Party ex-
pressied its interest in sending to the Netherlands two (2) ex-
perts of the Greek Ministry of Cuiture for one or more visits
of a total not exceeding 20 days in order to study the Nether-
lands system of cultural administation.

VI MASS MEDIA

Article 24

Both Parties favour the development of direct relations
between their radio and television organisations. The condl-
tions will be decided by the organisations concermed.

Wil MISCELLANIOUS

Article 25
The conditions for the implementation of visits and ex-
changes envisaged in this Prograrmme are laid down in
Annex | which forms an integral part of the Programme.
Article 26
Projects; additional to those referred to in this Programme

may be arranged, by mutual agreemennt, through diplomatic
channels .

Article 27

The Parties may adjust the daily ¢;r monttly allowances
accoreling to the cost of living index .

VHI DATE AND PLACE OF N\EXT MEETING

It was agreed that the next meeting wili be held in 1998 in
Athans, Greece. If for any reasof this; meeting has to ba
postponed, the recommendations o'f the present discus-
sions will be valid until the next me eting has taken place.

If considered necessary, repres,entatives of both Parties
may meet to review the implementation of the present rec-
ommendations, which would preferably take place in the
middle of the period between two sessions,

A. GENERAL PROVISIONS IN THE FIELDS
OF EDUCATION AND SCIENCE

a. Exchange of persons

The candidates to be exchanged within the provisions of
this Programrme shall be nominated by the sending Party,
which will notify the receiving Party two months before the
proposad day of the visit.

The sending Party shall present to the receiving Party per-
sonal particulars informing about specializations, profes-
sional qualifications, academic titles, languages spoken
{English, French or the language of the host country), pro-
gramme and the duration of stay of those persons to be ex-
changed, as well as any other useful information.

The receiving Party will notify the sending Party of its con-
sent at least one month prior to the proposed data of the
visit.

Upon receipt of the consent of the receiving Party, the
sending Party shall communicate the exact date of depar-
ture at least 15 days in advance.

The candidates to be exchanged within the provisions of
the article 8 shall be invited by the receiving Party.

b. Scholarships :

1. The recsiving Party shall announce the offer of the
scholarships not later than the 31st of January, every year.

2. The sending Party shall forward to the receiving Party
the candidates’ files not later than the 31sth of March.

3. The candidates’s files shall contain:

— Curriculum Vitae

— Copies of diplomas or degrees, certified
— Madical Certificate

— Studies of research programme.

4. The receiving Party shall announce the definite accep-
tance of the scholarship holders not later than the 30th of
June.

5. Bcholars must know either the language of the receiv-
ing country of English or French.

B. FINANCIAL PROVISIONS IN THE FIELDS OF EDUCA-
TION AND SCIENCE

Both Parties agree that in the case of exchange of visits,
travel expenses shall be home either by the sending Party of
the relevant institutions according to their normal practice.
In the case of students, travel costs to and from the other
country shall be borma by the students themselves.

a. Visits to the Netherlands

1. Long-term visit {morg than 1 month):

—To postgradustes a monthly allowance of
1.250,=guilders plus a single supplementary payment of
300,=guilders to mest initial expenses and for the purchase
of studybooks.

— The costs of medical care in case this is urgent and ab-
solutely essential during the period of the visit.

- Tuition and registration fees for universities, colleges,
academies for Fine Arts, Music academies and Film acade-
mies.

- Costs of inland travel to the extent that such is envis-
aged within the framework of the visit of study - programme;
the deciston on whether a visit not privided for in the pro-
gramme is necessary, being taken by the host country.

2. Short-term wvisit:

The Netherlands Party will provide for other persons visit-

ing the Netherlands under this Programme, a suitable hotel
and breakfast, and will provide an amount of 75,=guilders
per diem, covering personal expanses as well as internal
travel expenses resulting from the approved programime.
For group visits special financial arrangements will be made
through diplomatic channels. As far as students are con-
carned, meal facilities in students canteens (Mensae) will be
provided.

b. Visits to Greece

1. Short-term visits of persons according to the articles
reffering to education

The Greek Party shall provide:

a. A daily allowance of 13.000 drs to cover hotel accom-
modation and other expenses;

b. Free medical assistance in case of emergency;

c. A one or two days’ excursion to archaeological and
other sites;

d. Inland travel to the extent that such is envisaged within
the framework of the approved study programme.

2. Scholarships

The Greek Party shall provide:

a. A monthly allowance of 80.000 drs;

b. A lump sumn of 20.000 drs upon arrival for accommoda-
tion fees for those settling in Athens or of 30.000 drs for
those in the country. Students whose scholarship have
been renawed are not entitled to this sum;

c. Free medical care in case of emergency;

d. Exemption from tuition fees;

€. Inland travel, according to the study - programme, up to
the sum of 30.000 drs.

3. Summercourses

The Netherlands Party will provide particlpants in
Summercourses 1.150,=guilders.

The Greek Party will pay all the expenses for the
SUMMercourses.

C. GENERAL PROVISIONS IN THE FIELD OF CUL-
TURE

a. The cuttural activities and visits ehvisaged in this Pro-
gramms will be realized subject to the financial means at the
disposal of the two countries.

b. Exchange of Persons:

Candidates to be exchanged within the provision of this
Programme will be nominated by the sending Party, which
will notify the receiving Party of this nomination three (3)
months before the proposed departure date. The sending
Party will also supply the receiving Party with all necessary
information on the academic and professional qualifications
as well as the proposed working programme, duration of
stay and any other information that might be useful. The re-
caiving Party will notity the sending Party of its decision at
least 40 days prior to the proposed departure date. Upon re-
celving the consent of the receiving Party, the sending Party
will communicate the exact dates of departure at least 15
days in advance.

Visitors exchanged within this Programme in the fleld of
cultural cooperation will be required to have a good com-
mand of the language of the host country, English of French.

For visitors to Greece exchanged for a period of less than
one (1) month, the expenses of an interpreter of the English
of French language, if needed, will be covered by the Greek
Party. Once the working programme has been established
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by the receiving country, visitors shall be required to comply
with it.

D. FINANGCIAL PROVISIONS IN THE FIELD OF CUL-
TURE

a. Exchange of persons

Cost of travel and reception of persons arriving under this
Programmsa will be covered as follows:

1. The sending Party will bear costs of travel to and from
the capital of the recsiving Party.

2. The receiving Party will provide a daily allowance to the
amount of 75,=guilders per day in the Natherlands plus ho-
tel accommodation and breakfast, as well as the costs of
travelling whithin its territory, arising from the approved pro-
gramme of sejour, and 16.000 drs per day respectively in
Greece, covering hotel accommodation, food and pockst
money. The Greek Party will also provide an allowance o
the amount of 25.000 drs, per visit, covering costs of travels
within Greece, arising from the approved programme of
sejour. The receiving Party will also bear costs of miscella-
neous expenses (e.q. guide admittance to artistic manifes-
tations and other events), related to the programme.

3. In case of emergency medical assistance free of charge
will be provided by the receiving Party, for persons arriving
under this Programme.
