PACGRAMME OF CULTURAL EXCHANGES BETWEEN
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
AND THE GOVERNMENT OF THE PEOPLE'S REPUBLIC
OF CHINA FOR THE PERIOD 16951998

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Govern-

develop the friendly relations between the two countries in
the fields of culture, education and other related fields and in
conformity with the Agreement on Cultural Cooperation
concluded between the two Governments on Septamber
22,1978, have agreed on the following Programme of Cul-
turel Exchanges for the period from 1985 to 1998.

I. EDUCATION

1. Both sides wit exchange annually three (3) students or
researchers on scholarship to study or make research in in-
stitutions of higher education in the other country. Scholar-
ship hoiders can be the undergraduate students, post grad-
uate students, visting scholars as well as researchers.

2. During the validity of this programme, both sides wil
exchange three (3) specialists in the field of education (pri-
mary, secondary or technological) or of administration of ed-
ucation for a period of up to two weeks aach, in order 10 be
informed on the educational system of the other country.

3. Both sides will encourage the exchanges as well as the
direct cooperation between the institutions of higher educa-
tion and the scientific research institutes of the two coun-
fries.

4, During the validity of this programme, both sides will
exchange two (2) members of their universities teaching
staff or researchers of their Academies, for a period of two
(2) weeks each, for the purpose of participating in acadernic
activities.

5. Both sides will encourage professors or scholars to at-
tend intermational symposia, conferences o seminars, to be
heid in the other country. They will also encourage the ex-
change of publications in the flelds of sclence and research.

6. Both sides will encourage exchange of information on
the educational system of the other country.

7. Tha Chinese side wishes to establish Chinese language
courses in Greek universities.

8. The Greek side expressed the wish to extend the
teaching of the Greek language In other Chinese Universi-
ties, in addition to the Shanghai University of International
Studies, as wel as in the frame of the primary and secon-
dary education.

il. CULTURE AND ARTS

9. Both sides will encourage the participation of artistic
groups in cultural mainifestations which take place in the
other country. During the validity of this programme, both
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sides wil encourage the exhange of parforming art groups.

10. Both sides wilt encourage direct cooperation between
writers organizations of the two countries. To this end two
or three (2-3) individuals (writers or transiators) will be ex-
changes for a period of up to 15 days sach.

11. During the validity of this programme, both sides wil
exchange four to five {4-5) artists in the fields of fine arts,
music, dance or drama in order to exchange experience on
subjects of thelr speciality.

12. Dwing the valldity of this programme, both sides will
exchange a photo exhibition. Detalls will be arranged
through diplomatic channels.

13. During the validity of this programme, both sides will
exchange a fine arts or folidore exhibition. Details of such
axchanges will be arranged through diplomatic channels,

14. Both sides shall ancourage the cooperation between
their competent authorities in the field of cinema, especially,
the hoiding of film days in the other country. Technical and
financial detalts will be arrangad diractly by the relevant au-
thorities of the two countries,

15. During the valldity of this programme, both sides wil
encourage the cooperation between the publishing houses
of the two countries,

16. During the validity of this programme, the Chinese
side wishes to present a Chinase Book Exhibition in Greece,

17. During the validity of this programme, both sides will
exchange three to four (3-4) individuals in various fields of
cutture for a periad of up to 15 days each, in order to ex-
change information on matters of thelr spaciality. Detalls of
such exchanges will be amanged through diplomatic chan-
nels.

lit. ARCHIVES AND LIBRARIES

18. During the validity of this programme, both sides will
encourage the exchange of information and material con-
cerming archives and Ibrarles, according to the legistation in
force In each country. They will aiso encourage the ex-
change of one archivist and one ibrarian for a period of up to
two (2) weeks. Datalls will be arranged directly by the rele-
vant organizations of the two countries.

V. SPORTS

19. Both sides will encourage and support the contacts in
the fields of sports and physical education. Detalis for such
exchanges will be arranged through the relevant sports or-

of the two countries.

V. YOUTH EXCHANGES .

20. Both sides will faciitate and support the axchange of
personnel and information conceming the youth activities
between the youth organizations of the two countries. To
this end, both sides will encourage the exchange of two ex-
perts annually of youth policy for a period of one week each,
in order to exchange experience and views. Detalls will be
armanged through the youth organizations of the two coun-
tries

VI. MASSMEDIA

21. Both sides wik promote cooperation in the fields of
broadcasting and television. To this end, they will further ex-
piore the possibility of concluding a special agreement be-
tween ERT (Hetlenic Radio - Television) and the relevant
Chinese Radio and Television organizations.

VIl. GENERAL PROVISIONS

22. The provisions of the present programme do not ex-
clude the realization of other events and exchanges which

will be agreed between the twa sides through diplomatic
channels.

(1) The sending side shall nominate their candidates to be
exchanged within the provisions of this programme and no-
tify the receiving side of their nomination three months be-
fore the proposed date of visit. The sending side will also
forward the receiving side with all necessary information on
the academic and professional qualifications, the schedual
of the visit, duration of stay and any other useful informa-
tion. The receiving side shall notify the sending side of their
decision at least 30 days prior to the proposed date of visit.
Upaon receiving the consent of the receiving side, the send-
ing side shall notify the exact date of arrival at least three
weeks in advance.

(2) Visitors exchanged within this programme in the field

of culture are required to have a good command of the lan-
guage of the host country or English or French. For visltors
exchanged for a period less than one month, the expenses
of an interpreter of the English of French language, if
needed, witl de covered dy the teceiving side.

B. Exchange of Exhibitions

The sending side shall inform the recelving side at least
sbx months in advance about the date and the theme of the
proposed exhibition. To make proper arrangements for the
exhibition, the sanding side shall provide essential technical
information for the printing of a catslogue as well as the ma-
terlal indispensabile for the intended exhibition, such as pref-
ace, list of objects, photos, posters etc., at least three
months before the opening. The exhibits shal reach the ex-
hibition hall at least 15 days before the opening.

IV. FINANCIAL PROVISIONS IN THE FIELD OF CUL-
TURE

A. Exchange of Individuals

The cost of traveliing, meals, accommodation for the visi-
tors within this programme will be coverad as follows:

{1) The sending side will bear the cost of intemational trav-
elling expenses to and from the capital of the receiving sice.

{2} The Greek side shall provide:

- 18,000 Drachmas per man/day for meals and accom-
modation

= alump sum of 30,000 Drachmas for traveling expenses
within Greace.

{3) The Chinese side shall provide:

— the expenses for meals, accommeodation, intermal trans-
portation and the cost for medical treatment in the case of
emergency in China.

Both sides agree to make necessary adjustments of the
expenses for meals, accommodation and internal transpor-
tation in ine with the increase of price index.

{4) The receiving side will also bear the cost of other ex-
penses related to the programme {admittance to cultural
events, etc).

(5) In case of emergency, free medical assistance will be
provided by both sides for persons covered by this pro-
gramme.

B. Exchange of Exhibitions

(1) The sending side will bear the cost of transportation of
exhibits to and from the capital of the receiving country.

(2) The receiving side will bear the cost of the organization
if the exhibitions, including the cost for renting hals, secu-
rity, technical assistance {storage faciities, installation and
dismantiing arrangements, lighting, heating, and printing of
publications, such as posters, catalogues and invitations).
The receiving side shall also be responsible for the publicity
of the exhibition.

(3) The sending side will bear the cost of insurance of the
exhibits during the transportation and the process of the ex-
hibition. In case of damage, the receiving side shall supply
the sending side free of charge, with complete documenta-
tion referring to the cause of damage in order to factiitate the
sending side to claim damage from the insurance company.

Without the consent of the sending side, the receiving
side has no right to restore the damaged exhibits.

(4) The cost of the visit of persons escorting the exhibition
will be covered by the receiving side according to the finan-
cial provisions of this programme. The number of persons
escorting the exhibition and the duration of their stay will be
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agreed upon by both sides.

V. GENERAL PROVISIONS IN THE FIELD OF YOUTH
EXCHANGES

(1) The sending side shall nominate their candidates to be
exchanged within the provisions of this programme and no-
tify the recelving side of their nomination three mornths be-
fore the proposed date of visit. The sending side will also
forward the receiving side with all necessary information on
the academic and professional qualifications, the schedual
of the visit, duration of stay and any other useful informa-
tion, The receiving side shal notify the sending side of their
decision at least 30 days prior to the proposed date of ami-
val. Upon recelving the consent of the receiving side, the
sending side shall notify the exact date of arrivel at least
three weeks In advance.

(2) Visitors to be exchanged within this programme in the
field of youth are required 1o have & good command of the
language of the host country or English or French.

(1) The sending side will bear the cost of travelling from
country to country and retum.

(2) The receiving side will cover the expenses of meals
and hotel accomodation as well the travel expenses within
their territory if they result from the approved programme of
visit.
