PROTOCOL TO THE INTERNATIONAL CONVENTION
ON THE ESTABLISHMENT OF AN INTERNATIONAL
FUND FOR COMPENSATION FOR OIL POLLUTION

DAMAGE, 1971

THE PARTIES TO THE PRESENT PROTOCOL,

Having Considered the International Convention on the
Establishment of an Intemational Fund for Compensation
for Qil Pollution Damage, done at Brussels on 18 December
1971;

Have Agreed as follows:
Article |

For the purpose of the present Protocol:

1. “Convention” means the International Convention on
the Establishment of an International Fund for Compensa-
tion for Oil Pollution Damage, 1971.

2. “Liability Convention™ has the same meaning as in the
Convention.

3. “Organization” has the same meaning as in the Conven-
tion.

4. “Secretary - General” means the Secretary - General of
the Organization.

Article I

Article 1, paragraph 4 of the Convention is replaced by the
following text:

“Unit of Account” or “Monetary Unit” means the unit of ac-
count or monetary unit as the case may be, referred to in Ar-
ticle V of the Liability Convention, as amended by the Proto-
col thereto adopted on 19 November 1976.
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Article lll

The amounts referred to in the Convention shall wherever
they appear be amended as follows:

(a) Article 4:

(i) “450 million francs” is replaced by “30 miltion units of ac-
count or 450 million monetary units”;

(i) “900 million francs” is replaced by “60 million units of ac-
count or 300 million monetary units”.

(b) Article 5:

(i) “1.500 francs” is replaced by “100 units of account or
1.500 monetary units”;

() “125 million francs” is replaced by “8.333.000 units of
account or 125 million monetary units”;

(iii) "2.000 francs” is replaced by “133 units of account or
2.000 monetary units”;

(iv) “210 million francs” is replaced by “14 million units of
account or 210 million monetary units”.

(c) In Article 11, “75 million francs” is replaced by “5 million
units of account or 75 million monetary units”.

(d) In Article 12, “15 million francs” is replaced by “1 million
units of account or 15 million monetary units”.

Article IV

1. The present Protocol shall be open for signature by any
State which has signed the Convention or acceded thereto
and by any State invited to attend the Conference to Revise
the Unit of Account Provisions in the International Conven-
~ tion on the Establishment of an International Fund for Com-
pensation for Oil Pollution Damage, 1971, held in London
from 17 to 19 November 1976. The Protocol shall be open
for signature from 1 February 1977 to 31 December 1977 at
the Headquarters of the Organization.

2.Subject to paragraph 4 of this Article, the present Pro-
tocol shall be subject to ratification, acceptance or approval
by the States which have signed it.

3. Subject to paragraph 4 of this Article, this Protocol shall
be open for accession by States which did not sign it.

4. The present Protocol may be ratified, accepted, ap-
proved or acceded to by States Parties to the Convention.

Article V

1. Ratification, acceptance, approval or accession shall
be effected by the deposit of a formal instrument to that ef-
fect with the Secretary-General.

2. Any instrument of ratification, acceptance, approval or
accession deposited after the entry into force of an amend-
ment to the present Protocol with respect to all existing Par;
ties or after the completion of all measures required for the
entry into force of the amendment with respect to all existing
Parties shall be deemed to apply to the Protocol as modified
by the amendment.

Article VI

1. The present Protocol shall enter into force for the
States which have ratified, accepted, approved or acceded
to it on the ninetieth day following the date on which the foi-
lowing requirements are fulfilled:

(a) at least eight States have deposited instruments of rat-
ification, acceptance, approval or accession with the Secre-
tary-General, and

(b) the Secretary-General has received information in ac-
cordance with Article 39 of the Convention that those per-

sons in such States who would be liable to contribute pursu-
ant to Article 10 of the Convention have received during the
preceding calendar year a total quantity of at least 750 mil-
lion tons of contributing oil.

2. However, the present Protocol shall not enter into force
before the Convention has entered into force.

3. For each State which subsequently ratifies, accepts,
approves or accedes to it, the present Protocol shall enter
into force on the ninetieth day after deposit by such State of
the appropriate instrument.

. Article VIi

1. The present Protocol may be denounced by any Party
at any time after the date on which the Protocol enters into
force for that Party.

2. Denunciation shall be effected by the deposit of an in-
strument with the Secretary-General.

3. Denunciation shall take effect one year, or such longer
period as may by specified in the instrument of denuncia-
tion, after its deposit with the Secretary-General.

Article Vil

1. A conference for the purpose of revising or amending
the present Protocol may convened by the Organization.

2. The Organization shall convene a Conference of Par-
ties to the present Protocol for the purpoge of revising or
amending it at the request of not less than one-third of the

parties.
Article IX

1. The present Protocol shall deposited with the Secre-
tary General.

2. The Secretary-General shall:

(a) inform all States which have signed the present Proto-
col or acceded thereto of:

(i) each new signature or deposit of an instrument to-
gether with the date thereof;

(ii) the date of entry into force of the present Protocol;

(iiiy the deposit of any instrument of denunciation of the
present Protocol together with the date on which the denun-
ciation takes effect;

(iv) any amendments to the present Protocol;

(b) transmit certified true copies of the present Protocol to
all States which have signed the present Protocol or ac-
ceded thereto.

Article X

As soon as this Protocol enters into force, a certified true
copy thereof shall be trasmitted by the Secretary-General to
the Secretariat of the United Nations for registration and
publication in accordance with Article 102 of the Charter of
the United Nations.

Article Xl

The present Protocol is established in a single original in
the English and French languages, both texts being equally
authentic. Official translations in the Russian and Spanish
Languages shall be prepared by the Secretariat of the Or-
ganization and deposited with the signed original.

Done at London this nineteenth day of November one
thousand nine hundred and seventy-six.

PROTOCOL OF 1992 TO AMEND THE INTERNATIONAL

CONVENTION ON THE ESTABLISHMENT OF AN INTER-

NATIONAL FUND FOR COMPENSATION FOR OIL POL-
LUTION DAMAGE, 1971

THE PARTIES TO THE PRESENT PROTOCOL,

Having Considered the International Convention on the
Establishment of an International Fund for Compensation
for Oil Pollution Damage, 1971, and the 1984 Protocoi
thereto,

Having Noted that the 1984 Protocol to that Convention,
which provides for improved scope and enhanced compen-
sation, has not entered into force,

Affirming the importance of maintaining the viability of the
international oil pollution liability and compensation system,

Aware of the need to ensure the entry into force of the
content of the 1984 Protocol as soon as possible,

Recognizing the advantage for the States Parties of ar-
ranging for the amended Convention to coexist with and be
supplementary to the original Convention for a transitional
period,

Convinced that the economic consequences of poliution
damage resulting from the carriage of oil in bulk at sea by
ships should continue to be shared by the shipping industry
and by the oil cargo interests,

Bearing in mind the adoption of the Protocol of 1992 to
amend the International Convention on Civil Liability for Oil
Pollution Damage, 1969,

Have agreed as follows:

Article 1

The Convention which the provisions of this Protocol
amend is the International Convention on the Establishment
of an International Fund for Compensation for Oit Pollution
Damage, 1971, hereinafter referred to as the ¢1971 Fund
Conventiony». For States Parties to the Protocol of 1976 to
the 1971 Fund Convention, such reference shall be deemed
to include the 1971 Fund Convention as amended by that
Protocol.

Article 2

Article 1 of the 1971 Fund Convention is amended as fol-
lows:

1. Paragraph 1 is replaced by the following text:

1. “1992 Liability Convention” means the Intermnational
Convention on Civil Liability for Oil Pollution Damage, 1992.

2. After paragraph 1 a new paragraph is inserted as fol-
lows:

1 bis. “1971 Fund Convention” means the International
Convention on the Establishment of an International Fund
for Compensation for Oil Pollution Damage, 1971. For
States Parties to the Protocol of 1976 to that Convention,
the term shall be deemed to include the 1971 Fund Conven-
tion as amended by that Protocol.

3. Paragraph 2 is replaced by the following text:

2. “Ship®, “Person”, “Owner”, “Oil", “Poliution Damage”,
“Preventive Measures”, “Incident”, and “Organization” have
the same meaning as in Article | of the 1992 Liability Con-
vention.

4. Paragraph 4 is replaced by the following text:

4. “Unit of account” has the same meaning as in Article V,
paragraph 9, of the 1992 Liability Convention.

5. Paragraph 5 is replaced by the following text:

5. “Ship’s tonnage” has the same meaning as in Article V,
paragraph 10, of the 1992 Liability Convention.

6. Paragraph 7 is replaced by. the following text:

7. “Guarantor” means any person providing insurance or
other financiai security to cover an owner’s liability in pursu-
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ance of Article Vi, paragraph 1, of the 1992 Liability Con-
vention.

Article 3

Article 2 of the 1971 Fund Convention is amended as fol-
lows:

Paragraph 1 is replaced by the following text:

1. An International Fund for compensation for pollution
damage, to be named “The International Oil Pollution Com-
pensation Fund 1992" and hereinafter referred to as “the
Fund”, is hereby established with the following aims:

(a) to provide compensation for pollution damage to the
extent that the protection afforded by the 1992 Liability
Convention is inadequate;

{b) to give effect to the related purposes set out in this
Convention.

Article 4

- Article 3 of the 1971 Fund Convention is replaced by the
following text:

This Convention shall apply exclusively:

(a) to poliution damage caused:

(i) in the territory, including the territorial sea, of a Con-
tracting State, and

(ii) in the exclusive economic zone of a Contracting State,
established in accordance with intemational law, or, if a
Contracting State has not established such a zone, in an
area beyond and adjacent to the territorial sea of that State
determined by that State in accordance with international
law and extending not more than 200 nautical miles from the
baselines from which the breadth of its territorial sea is
measured;

(b) to preventive measures, wherever taken, to prevent or

minimize such damage.
Article 5

The heading to Articles 4 to 9 of the 1971 Fund Conven-
tion is amended by deleting the words “and indemnifica-
tion”.

Article 6

Article 4 of the 1971 Fund Convention is amended as fol-
lows:

1. In paragraph 1 the five references to “the Liability Con-
vention” are replaced by references to “the 1992 Liability
Convention”.

2. Paragraph 3 is replaced by the following text:

3. If the Fund proves that the poliution damage resulted
wholly or partially either from an act or omission done with
the intent to cause damage by the person who suffered the
damage or from the negligence of that person, the Fund
may be exonerated wholly or partially from its obligation to
pay compensation to such person.

The Fund shall in any event be exonerated to the extent
that the shipowner may have been exonerated under Article
Iil, paragraph 3, of the 1992 Liability Convention. However,
there shall be no such exoneration of the Fund with regard
to preventive measures.

3. Paragraph 4 is replaced by the following text

4. (a) Except as otherwise provided is subparagraphs (b)
and (c) of this paragraph, the aggregate amount of compen-
sation payable by the Fund under this Article shall in respect
of any one incident be limited, so that the total sum of that

amount and the amount of compensation actually paid un-
der the 1992 Liability Convention for poliution damage
within the scope of application of this Convention as defined
in Article 3 shall not exceed 135 million units of account.

(b) Except as otherwise provided in subparagraph (c), the
aggregate amount of compensation payable by the Fund
under this Article for pollution damage resulting from a natu- -
ral phenomenon of an exceptional inevitabie and irresistible
character shall not exceed 135 million units of account.

(c) The maximum amount of compensation referred to in
subparagraphs (a) and (b) shall be 200 million units of ac-
count with respect to any incident occurring during any pe-
riod when there are three Parties to this Convention in re-
spect of which the combined relevant quantity of contribut-
ing oil received by persons in the territories of such Parties,
during the preceding calendar year, equalled or exceeded
600 million tons.

(d) Interest accured on a fund constituted in accordance
with Article V, paragraph 3, of the 1992 Liability Convention,
if any, shall not be taken into account for the computation of
the maximum compensation payable by the Fund under this
Article.

(e) The amounts mentioned in this Article shall be con-
verted into national currency on the basis of the value of that
currency by reference to the Special Drawing Right on the
date of the decision of the Assembly of the Fund as to the
first date of payment of compensation.

4. Paragraph 5 is replaced by the following text:

5. Where the amount of established claims against the
Fund exceeds the aggregate amount of compensafjon pay-
able under paragraph 4, the amount available shall be-dis-
tributed in such a manner that the proportion between any
established claim and the amount of compensation actually
recovered by the claimant under this Convention shall be the
same for all claimants. )

5. Paragraph 6 is replaced by the following text:

6. The Assembly of the Fund may decide that, in excep-
tional cases, compensation in accordance with this Conven-
tion can be paid even if the owner of the ship has not consti-
tuted a fund in accordance with Article V, paragraph 3, of
the 1992 Liability Convention. In such case paragraph 4 (e)
of this Article applies accordingly.

' Article 7

Article 5 of the 1971 Fund Convention is deleted.
Article 8

Article 6 of the 1971 Fund Convention is amended as fol-
lows:

1. In paragraph 1 the paragraph number and the words “or
indemnification under Article 5° are deleted.

2. Paragraph 2 is deleted.

Article 9

Article 7 of the 1971 Fund Convention is amended as fol-
lows:

Subject to the instructions given to him by the As-
sembly, he shall perform those functions which are as-
signed to him by this Convention, the Internal Regulations of
the Fund and the Assembly.

2. In paragraph 2 (e) the words “or the Executive Commit-
tee” are deleted.

3. In paragraph 2 (f) the words “or to the Executive Com-
mittee, as the case may be,” are deleted.

18, paragraph 9, and matters relating to such estabiish-
ment.

Article 25

Article 35 of the 1971 Fund Convention is replaced by the
following text:

Claims for compensation under Article 4 arising from inci-
dents occuring after the date of entry into force of this Con-
vention may not be brought against the Fund earlier than the
one hundred and twentieth day after that date.

Article 26

After Article 36 of the 1971 Fund Convention four new ar-
ticles are inserted as follows:

Article 36 bis

The foliowing transitional provisions shall apply in the pe-
riod, hereinafter referred to as the transitional period, com-

mencing with the date of entry into force of this Convention
and ending with the date on which the denunciations pro-
vided for in Article 31 of the 1992 Protocol to amend the
1971 Fund Convention take effect:

(a) In the application of paragraph 1 (a) of Article 2 of this
Convention, the reference to the 1992 Liability Convention
shall include reference to the International Convention on
Civil Liability for Oil Pollution Damage, 1969, either in its
original version or as amended by the Protocol thereto of
1976 (referred to in this Article as “the 1969 Liability Conven-
tion™), and also the 1971 Fund Convention.

{(b) Where an incident has caused pollution damage within
the scope of this Convention, the Fund shall pay compensa-
tion to any person suffering pollution damage only if, and to
the extent that, such person has been unable to obtain full
and adequate compensation for the damage under the
terms of the 1969 Liability Convention, the 1971 Fund Con-
vention and the 1992 Liability Convention, provided that, in
respect of poliution damage within the scope of this Con-
vention in respect of a Party to this Convention but not a
Party to the 1971 Fund Convention, the Fund shall pay com-
pensation to any person suffering pollution damage only if,
and to the extent that, such person would have been unable
to obtain full and adequate compensation had that State
been party to each of the above - mentioned Conven-
tions.

(c) In the application of Article 4 of this Convention, the
amount to be taken into account in determining the aggre-
gate amount of compensation payable by the Fund shall
also include the amount of compensation actually paid un-
der the 1969 Liability Convention, if any, and the amount of
compensation actually paid or deemed to have been paid
under the 1971 Fund Convention.

(d) Paragraph 1 of Article 9 of this Convention shall also
apply to the rights enjoyed under the 1969 Liability Conven-
tion.

Article 36 ter

1. Subject to paragraph 4 of this Article, the aggregate
amount of the annual contributions payable in respect of
contributing oil received in a single Contracting State during
a
calendar year shall not exceed 27.5% of the total amount of
annual contributions pursuant to the 1992 Protocol to
amend the 1971 Fund Convention, in respect of that calen-
dar year.

2. If the application of the provisions in paragraphs 2 and
3 of Article 12 would result in the aggregate amount of the
contributions payable by contributors in a single Contracting
State in respect of a given calendar year exceeding 27.5%
of the total annual contributions, the contributions payable
by all contributors in that State shail be reduced pro rata so
that their aggregate contributions equal 27.5% of the total
annual contributions to the Fund in respect of that year.

3. If the contributions payable by persons in a given Con-
tracting State shall be reduced pursuant to paragraph 2 of
this Article, the contributions payable by persons in all other
Contracting States shall be increased pro rata so as to en-
sure that the total amount of contributions payable by all
persons liable to contribute to the Fund in respect of the cal-.
endar year in question will reach the total amount of contri-
butions decided by the Assembly.

4. The provisions in paragraphs 1 to 3 of this Article shall
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operate until the total quantity of contributing oil received in
all Contracting States in a calendar year has reached 750
million tons or until a period of 5 years after the date of entry
into force of the said 1992 Protocol has elapsed, whichever
occurs earfier.

Article 36 quater

Notwithstanding the provisions of this Convention, the
following provisions shall apply to the administration of the
Fund during the period in which both the 1971 Fund Con-
vention and this Convention are in force:

(a) The Secretariat of the Fund, established by the 1971
Fund Convention (hereinafter referred to as “the 1971
Fund”), headed by the Director, may also function as the
Secretariat and the Director of the Fund.

(b) If, in accordance with subparagraph (a), the Secretariat
and the Director of the 1971 Fund also perform the function
of Secretariat and Director of the Fund, the Fund shall be
represented, in cases of conflict of interests between the
1971 Fund and the Fund, by the Chairman of the Assembly
of the Fund.

(c) The Director and the staff and experts appointed by
him, performing their duties under this Convention and the
1971 Fund Convention, shall not be regarded as contraven-
ing the provisions of Article 30 of this Convention in so far as
they discharge their duties in accordance with this Article.

(d) The Assembly of the Fund shall endeavour not to take
decisions which are incompatible with decisions taken by
the Assembly of the 1971 Fund. If differences of opinion
with respect to common administrative issues arise, the As-
sembly of the Fund shall try to reach a consensus with the
Assembly of the 1971 Fund, in a spirit of mutual co-
operation and with the common aims of both organizations
in mind.

(e) The Fund may succeed to the rights, obligations and
assets of the 1971 Fund if the Assembly of the 1971 Fund
so decides, in accordance with Article 44, paragraph 2, of
the 1971 Fund Convention.

(f) The Fund shall reimburse; to the 1971 Fund all costs
and expenses arising from administrative services per-
formed by the 1971 Fund on behalf of the Fund.

Article 36 quinquies
Final clauses

The final clauses of this Convention shall be Articles 28 to
39 of the Protocol of 1992 to amend the 1971 Fund Conven-
tion. References in this Convention to Contracting States
shall be taken to mean references to the Contracting States
of that Protocol.

Articie 27

1. The 1971 Fund Convention and this Protocol shall, as
between the Parties to this Protocol, be read and inter-
preted together as one single instrument.

2. Articles 1to 36 quinquies of the 1971 Fund Convention
as amended by this Protocol shall be known as the intemna-
tional Convention on the Establishment of an International
Fund for Compensation for Oil Pollution Damage, 1992
(1992 Fund Convention).

FINAL CLAUSES
Article 28

Signature, ratification, acceptance, approval
and accession

1. This Protocol shall be open signature at London from
15 January 1993 to 14 January 1994 by any State which has
signed the 1992 Liability Convention.

2. Subject to paragraph 4, this Protocol shall be ratified,
accepted or approved by States which have signed it.

3. Subject to paragraph 4, this Protocol is open for acces-
sion by States which did not sign it.

4. This Protocol may be ratified, accepted, approved or
acceded to only by States which have ratified, accepted, ap-
proved or acceded to the 1992 Liability Convention.

5. Ratification, acceptance, approval or accession shall
be effected by the deposit of a formal instrument to that ef-
fect with the Secretary-General of the Organization.

6. A State which is a Party to this Protocol but is not a
Party to the 1971 Fund Convention shall be bound by the
provisions of the 1971 Fund Convention as amended by this
Protocol in relation to other Parties hereto, but shall not be
bound by the provisions of the 1871 Fund Convention in re-
lation to Parties thereto.

7. Any instrument of ratification, acceptance, approval or
accession deposited after the entry into force of an amend-
ment to the 1971 Fund Convention as amended by this Pro-
tocol shall be deemed to apply to the Convention so
amended, as modified by such amendment.

Article 29
Information on contributing oil

1. Before this Protocol comes into force for a State, that
State shall, when depositing an instrument referred to in Ar-
ticle 28, paragraph 5, and annually thereafter at a date to be
determined by the Secretary-General of the Organization,
communicate to him the name and address of any person
who in respect of that State would be liable to contribute to
the Fund pursuant to Article 10 of the 1971 Fund Conven-
tion as amended by this Protocol as well as data on the rele-
vant quantities of contributing oif received by any such per-
son in the territory of that State during the preceding calen-
dar year.

2. During the transitional period, the Director shall, for
Parties, communicate annually to the Secretary-General of
the Organization data on quantities of contributing oil re-
ceived by persons liable to contribute to the Fund pursuant
to Article 10 of the 1971 Fund Convention as amended by
this Protocol.

Article 30
Entry into force

1. This Protocol shall enter into force twelve months fol-
lowing the date on which the following requirements are ful-
filled:

(a) at least eight States have deposited instruments of rat-
ification, acceptance, approval or accession with the Secre-
tary-General of the Organization; and

(b) the Secretary-General of the Organization has re-
ceived information in accordance with Article 29 that those
persons who would be liable to contribute pursuant to Arti-
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cle 10 of the 1971 Fund Convention as amended by this
Protocol have received during the preceding calendar year a
total quantity of at least 450 million tons of contributing oil.

2. However, this Protocol shall not enter into force before
the 1992 Liability Convention has entered into force.

3. For each State which ratifies, accepts, approves or ac-
cedes to this Protocol after the conditions in paragraph 1 for
entry into force have been met, the Protocol shall enter into
force twelve months following the date of the deposit by
such )

State of the appropriate instrument.

4. Any State may, at the time of the deposit of its instru-
ment of ratification, acceptance, approval or accession inre-
spect of this Protocol declare that such instrument shall not
take effect for the purpose of this Article until the end of the
six-month period in Article 31.

5. Any State which has made a declaration in accordance
with the preceding paragraph may withdraw it at any time by
means of a notification addressed to the Secretary-General
of the Organization. Any such withdrawal shall take effect
on the date the notification is received, and any State mak-
ing such a withdrawal shall be deemed to have deposited its
instrument of ratification, acceptance, approval or acces-
sion in respect of this Protocol on that date.

6. Any State which has made a declaration under Article
13, paragraph 2, of the Protocol of 1992 to amend the 1969
Liability Convention shall be deemed to have also made a
declaration under paragraph 4 of this Article. Withdrawal of
a declaration under the said Article 13, paragraph 2, shall be
deemed to constitute withdrawal also under paragraph 5 of
this Article.

Article 31
Denunciation of the 1969 and 1971 Conventions

Subject to Article 30, within six months following the date
on which the following requirements are fulfilled:

(a) at least eight States have become Parties to this Proto-
col or have deposited instruments of ratification, accep-
tance, approval or accession with the Secretary-General of
the Organization, whether or not subject to Article 30, para-
graph 4, and

(b) the Secretary-General of the Organization has re-
ceived information in accordance with Article 29 that those
persons who are or would be liable to contribute pursuant to
Article 10 of the 1971 Fund Convention as amended by this
Protocol have received during the preceding calendar year a
total quantity of at least 750 million tons of contributing oil;
each Party to this Protocol and each State which has de-
posited an instrument of ratification, acceptance, approval
or accession, whether or not subject to Article 30, para-
graph 4, shall, if Party thereto, denounce the 1971 Fund
Convention and the 1969 Liability Convention with effect
twelve months after the expiry of the above-mentioned six-
month period.

Article 32
Revision and amendment

1. A conference for the purpose of revising or amending
the 1992 Fund Convention may be convened by the Organi-
zation.

2. The Organization shall convene a Conference of Con-
tracting States for the purpose of revising or amending the

1992 Fund Convention at the request of not less than one
third of all Conttracting States.

Article 33
Amendment of compensation limits

1. Upon the request of at least one quarter of the Con-
tracting States, any proposal to amend the limits of amounts
of compensation laid down in Article 4, paragraph 4, of the
1971 Fund Convention as amended by this Protocol shall be
circulated by the Secretary-General to all Members of the
Organization and to all Contracting States.

2. Any amendment proposed and circulated as above
shall be sumbitted to the legal Committee of the Organiza-
tion for consideration at a'date at least six months after the
date of its circulation.

3. All Contracting States to the 1971 Fund Convention as
amended by this Protocol, whether or not Members of the
Organization, shall be entitled to participate in the proceed-
ings of the Legal Committee for the consideration and adop-
tion of amendments.

4. Amendments shall be adopted by a two-thirds majority
of the Contracting States present and voting in the Legal
Committee, expanded as provided for in paragraph 3, on
condition that at ieast one half of the Contracting States
shall be present at the time of voting.

5. When acting on a proposal to amend the limits, the Le-
gal Committee shall take into account the experience of inci-
dents and in particular the amount of damage resulting
therefrom and changes in the monetary values. It shall also
take into account the relationship between the limits in Arti-
cle 4, paragraph 4, of the 1971 Fund Convention as
amended by this Protocol and those in Article V, paragraph
1, of the International Convention on Civil Liability for Oil Pol-
lution Damage, 1992.

6. (a) No amendment of the limits under this Article may be
considered before 15 January 1998 nor less than five years
from the date of entry into force of a previous amendment
under this Article. No amendment under this Article shall be
considered before this Protocol has entered into force.

{b) No limit may be increased so as to exceed an amount
which corresponds to the limit laid down in the 1971 Fund
Convention as amended by this Protocol increased by six
per cent per year calculated on a compound basis from 15
January 1993.

(c) No limit may be increased so as to exceed an amount
which corresponds to the limit laid down in the 1971 Fund
Convention as amended by this Protocol multiplied by three.

7. Any amendment adopted in accordance with para-
graph 4 shall be notified by the Organization to all Contract-
ing States. The amendment shall be deemed to have been
accepted at the end of a period of eighteen months after the
date of notification unless within that period not less than
one quarter of the States that were Contracting States at
the time of the adoption of the amendment by the Legal
Committee have communicated to the Organization that
they do not accept the amendment in which case the
amendment is rejected and shall have no effect.

8. An amendment deemed to have been accepted in ac-
cordance with paragraph 7 shall enter into force eighteen
months after its acceptance.

9. All Contracting States shall be bound by the bound by
the amendment, unless they denounce this Protocol in ac-
cordance with Article 34, paragraphs 1 and 2, at least six
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months before the amendment enters into force. Such de-
nunciation shall take effect when the amendment enters into
force.

10. When an amendment has been adopted by the Legal
Committee but the eighteen-month period for its accep-
tance has not yet expired, a State which becomes a Con-
tracting State during that period shall be bound by the
amendment if it enters into force. A State which becomes a
Contracting State after that period shall be bound by an
amendment which has been accepted in accordance with
paragraph 7. In the cases referred to in this paragraph, a
State becomes bound by an amendment when that amend-
ment enters into force, or when this Protocol enters into
force for that State, if later.

Article 34
Denunciation

1. This Protocol may be denounced by any Party at any
time after the date on which in enters into force for that
Party.

2. Denunciation shall be effected by the deposit of an in-
strument with the Secretary-General of the Organization.

3. A denunciation shall take effect twelve months, or such
longer period as may be specified in the instrument of de-
nunciation, after its deposit with the Secretary-General of
the Organization.

4. Denunciation of the 1992 Liability Convention shall be
deemed to be a denunciation of this Protocol. Such denunci-
ation shall take effect on the date on which denunciation of
the Protocol of 1992 to amend the 1969 Liability Convention
takes effect according to Article 16 of that Protocol.

5. Any Contracting State to this Protocol which has not
denounced the 1971 Fund Convention and the 1969 Liabil-
ity Convention as required by Articie 31 shall be deemed to
have denounced this Protocol with effect twelve months af-
ter the expiry of the six-month period mentioned in that Arti-
cle. As from the date on which the denunciations provided
for in Article 31 take effect, any Party to this Protocol which
deposits an instrument of ratification, acceptance, approval
or accession to the 1969 Liability Convention shall be
deemed to have denounced this Protocol with effect from
the date on which such instrument takes effect.

6. As between the Parties to this Protocol, denunciation
by any of them of the 1971 Fund Convention in accordance
with Article 41 thereof shall not be construed in any way as a
denunciation of the 1971 Fund Convention as amended by
this Protocol.

7. Notwithstanding a denunciation of this Protocol by a
Party pursuant to this Article, any provisions of this Protocol
relating to the obligations to make contributions under Arti-
cle 10 of the 1971 Fund Convention as amended by this
Prdtocol with respect to an incident referred to in Article 12,
paragraph 2 (b), of that amended Convention and occurring
before the denunciation takes effect shall continue to apply.

Article 35
Extraordinary sessions of the Assembly

1. Any Contracting State may, within ninety days after the
deposit of an instrument of denunciation the result of which
it considers wihh significantly increase the level of contribu-
tions for the remaining Contracting States, request the Di-
rector to convene an extraordinary session of the Assembly.

The Director shall convene the Assembly to meet not later
than sixty days after receipt of the request.

2. The Director may convene, on his own initiative, an ex-
traordinary session of the Assembly to meet within sixty
days after the deposit of any instrument of denunciation, if
he considers that such denunication will result in a signifi-
cant increase in the level of contributions of the remaining
Contracting States.

3. If the Assembly at an extraordinary session convened
in accordance with paragraph 1 or 2 decides that the denun-
ciation will result in a significant increase in the level of con-
tributions for the remaining Contracting States, any such
State may, not later than one hundred and twenty days be-
fore the date on which the denunciation takes effect, de-
nounce this Protocol with effect from the same date.

Article 36
Termination
1. This Protocol shall cease to be in force on the date
when the number of Contracting States falls below three.
2. States which are bound by this Protocol on the day be-
fore the date it ceases to be in force shall enable the Fund to
exercise its functions as described under Article 37 of this

Protocol and shall, for that purpose only, remain bound by
this Protocol.

Article 37
Winding up of the Fund

1. If this Protocol ceases to be in force, the Fund shall nev-
ertheless:

(a) mest its obligations in respect of any incident occurring
before the Protocol ceased to be in force; )

(b) be entitied to exercise its rights to contributions to the
extent that these contributions are necessary to meet the
obligations under subparagraph (a), including expenses for
the administration of the Fund necessary for this purpose.

2. The Assembly shall take all appropriate measures to
complete the winding up of the Fund including the distribu-
tion in an equitable manner of any remaining assets among
those persons who have contributed to the Fund.

3. For the purposes of this Article the Fund shall remain a
legal person.

Article 38
Depositary

1. This Protocol and any amendments accepted under Ar-
ticle 33 shall be deposited with the Secretary-General of the
Organization.

2. The Secretary-General of the Organization shall:

(a) inform all States which have signed or acceded to this
Protocol of:

(i) each new signature or deposit of an instrument to-
gether with the date thereof;

(i) each declaration and notification under Article 30 in-
cluding declarations and withdrawals deemed to have been
made in accordance with that Article;

(i) the date of entry into force of this Protocol;

(iv) the date by which denunciations provided for in Article

- 31 are required to be made;

(v) any proposal to amend limits of amounts of compensa-
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tion which has been made in accordance with Article 33,
paragraph 1;

{vi) any amendment which has been adopted in accor-
dance with Article 33, paragraph 4;

(vi) any amendment deemed to have been accepted un-
der Article 33, paragraph 7, together with the date on which
that amendment shall enter into force in accordance with
paragraphs 8 and 9 of that Article;

(vii) the deposit of an instrument of denunciation of this
Protocol together with the date of the deposit and the date
on which it takes effect;

{ix) any denunciation deemed to have been made under
Article 34, paragraph 5;

{x) any communication called for by any Article in this Pro-
tocol;

(b) transmit certified true copies of this Protocol to all Sig-
natory States and to all States which accede to the Proto-
col.

3. As soon as this Protocol enters into force, the text shall
be tranmitted by the Secretary-General of the Organization
to the Secretariat of the United Nations for registration and
publication in accordance with Article 102 of the Charter of
the United Nations.

Article 39
Languages

This Protocol is established in a single original in the Ara-
bic, Chinese, English, French, Russian and Spanish lan-
guages, each text being equally authentic.
