| have the honour to transmit herewith the text

- of the arrangements between the World Tourism

Organization (WTO} and the Government of the
Hellenic Republic retating to the hoiding in Athens
of the Serninar on Tourism Development in the
Republics of Central Asia and the Black Sea from
27 to 29 Apré 1995,

The aforesaid arrangermeants are based on Article
32 of the Statutes of the Organization, which reads
as foliows. "The Organization shall enjoy in the
terrtories of its momber States the privileges and
immuniies required for the exarcise of its functions.
Such privileges and immunites may be defined by
agreements conciuded by the Organization”, as well
as Resolution 136 (V) of the fith General Assembly
of WTQ.

1. The Convention on Privieges and Immunities
of the Specialized Agencies approved by the General
Assembly of the United Nations on 21 November
1947 is applicable to the meeting.

2. Pursuant to Article 1li, Section 5, of the said
Convention, the meeting rooms, offices and other
premises and facilities as are made avaiabie by
the Government of the Hellenic Republic for the
Seminar shall constitute the conference area and
be considered premises of the World Tourism
Organization.

3. In accordance with Rule 3 of the Rules of
Procedure of the General Assembly, which ars
applicable mutatis mutandis to al meetings of the
Organization, the participants in the Seminar are
tnvited by the Secretary-General.

4. The Government of the Helenic Republic shall
take the appropriate measures to facilitate the entry
and departure of the participants duly invited by
the Secretary-General to the Seminar and shall
grant participants alf necessary visas without delay
and free of charge. The Governmant will be provided
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with provisional iists of participants and therr
passport numbers in die time and preferably tweanty
days before the meaeating.

5. The representatives of the States invited to the
meeting shaill enjoy the following privileges and
immunities while exercising their functions and during
their journey to and from tha place of the mesting:

{a) immunity from arrest or detention and, in
respect of acts petformed by them in the exercise
of their official functions, including oral and written
statements, immunity from legal process; ’

(b} customs facilities in respect of their personal
effects and exemption from baggage inspection in
the same conditions as are accorded to dipiomatic
agents on temporary missions;

(c} the right to use codes in their official com-
munications and to receive and dispatch papers
and officia! corraspondence by diplomatic courrier
or in sealed bags;

(d} exemption from immigration restrictions and
alien's registration; and

(e} exemption from exchange restrictions in the
same conditions as accorded to diplomatic agents
on tamporary mission,

6. The reprasentatives of Affiliate Membaears of WTQ
and other selected invitees shall enjoy only the
privileges indicated in subparagraphs (a), (d} and
(a) above.

7. The Secretary-General of the Organization shalt
be accorded the privilteges and immunities,
expmptlions and facilitiss accorded to Ambassadors
who are heads of diplomatic missions.

8. Officials of the Organization, regardiess of their
nationality, shall bs immune from legal process of
any kind in respect of acts performed in the exercise
of their functions, including ora! or written statements.

9. In accordance with Rule 1{2) of the Rules of
Procedure of the General Assembly of the World
Tourism Crganization, applicable mutatis mutandis
to all mestings of WTO held away from Head-
guarters, the Government of the Hellenic Republic
shall cover any additional expenditure incurred by
the Wortd Tourism Organization as a consequence
of holding the Seminar in Greece rather than at its
Headquarters in Madrid,

This expenditure, which is detailed in the annex
to this letter, shall cover:

- transportation of the documentation necessary
for the holding of the Seminar, as excess baggage;

- air transport from Madrid to the mesting-place
and return of four officials of the Worid Tourism
Organization whose presence is required at the
Seminar, the corresponding air tickets being
delivered to WTO Headquarters in Madrid before 3
April 1995;

- beard and lodging of the four above-mentioned
WTO officiais.

10. The present letter together with vour
Government's affirmative reply constitute an
agreement that shall enter into force provisionally
on the date of your Government's affirmative reply
and definitely upon notification by the Greek Govern-

ment that the relevant necessary internal procedures
have been completed.

. PREMISES FOR THE MEETINGS AND THE

SECRETARIAT

(a) Conterence Hall providing seating capacity
{with tables and chairs} for approximately 80 persons.

{b) Lounge for the participants.

(c) Office for the Secretary-General or his repre-

sentative.

{d) Offices for the Secretariat, as follows:

(i) one for the Secretary of the meseting;

{ii) one for the stenographers/typists;

(i} one for the reproduction and stocking of

documents.

The premises should be equipped with furniture
appropriate for their use and should be made
available to the Secretariat at least 24 hours before
the opening of the Seminar.

H. EQUIPMENT QF THE MEETING RQOM AND

THE OFFICES

{a) The Conference Hall shall be equipped with
the necessary installations for simultaneous
interpretation to and from the following languages:
English, Greek and Russian.

(b} The Conference Hall should be equipped for
recording the proceedings of the Seminar. Five
microphones should be provided for the head
table/podium and one for every three participants,

(c) The offices should be equipped with telephone
connections, two typewriters with a Querty
international keyboard, a photocopying machine and
other office equipment and supplies necessary for
their functioning.

{d) The office of the Secretary-Ganeral should be
equipped with an international telephone.

il. LOCAL STAFF

The following staff normally required for a two-day
saminar with respect to simultaneous intarpretation,
secretariat services and typing and reproduction of
documents shall be provided by the Government:

{a} the necessary interpreters for the Seminar

working languages to be selected by common
agreement between the Government and WTO;
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(b} 1 translator from English to Russian and vice-
versa;

(c) 2 bilingua! (English/Greek) secretaries:

{d) a sufficient number of bilingual (English/Greek)
hostesses/messengers in the Conference Hall during
the Seminar.

I have the honour to acknowledge receipt of your
letter ref: EU/1929/1995 of 23rd January, 1985 with
its annex, which read as follows:

"ARRANGEMENTS BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT

OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC AND THE WORLD

TOURISM ORGANIZATION FOR THE HOLDING OF

THE WTO SEMINAR ON TOURISM DEVELOPMENT

IN THE REPUBLICS OF CENTRAL ASIA AND THE
BLACK SEA

Lagonissi Xenia Hotel, Athens, Greece, 27-29 April
1935 :

I have the honour to transmit herewith the text
of the arrangements between the World Tourism
Crganization (WTO) and the Government of the
Hellenic Republic relating to the holding in Athens
of the Seminar on Tourism Development in the
Hepublics of Central Asia and the Black Sea from
27 to 29 April 1885,

The aforesaid arrangements are based on Arlicle
32 of the Statutes of the Organization, which reads
as follows: "The Organization shall enjoy in the
territories of its member States the privifages and
immunities required for the exercise of its functions.
Such privileges and immunities may be defined by
agreements concluded by the Organization”, as wall
&s Resclution 138 (V) of the fifth General Assembiy
of WTO.

1. The Convention on Privileges and Immunities
of the Specialized Agencies approved by the General
Assembly of the United Nations on 29 November
1947 is applicable to the meeting.

2. Pursuant to Article i, Section 5, of the said
Convention, the meeting rooms, offices and other
premises and faciities as are made available by
the Government of the Helienic Aspublic for the
Seminar shall ceonstitute the conference area and
be considered premises of the World Tourism
Crganization.

3. In accordance with Ruise 3 of the Rules of
Procedure of the General Assambly, which are
applicable mutatis mutandis to all meatings of the
Organization, the participants in the Seminar are
invited by the Secretary-General,

4. The Government of the Helienic Republic shall
take the appropriate measures to facilitate the entry
and departure of the participants duly invited by
the Secrstary General fo the Seminar and shall
grant participants all necessary visas without delay
and free of charge. The Government wiil be provided
with provisiona! lists of participants and their
passport numbers in due time and praferably twenty
days before the meeting.

5. The rapresentatives of the States invited to the
meeting shalt enjoy the following privileges and
immunities while exercising their functions and during
their journey to and from tha piace of mesting:

(a8) immunity from arrest or dstention and, in
respect of acts performed by them in the exerciss
of their official functions, including oral and written
statements, immunity from legal process;

(b} customns facilities in respect of their personal
effects and exemption from baggage inspection in
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the same conditions as are accorded to dipiomatic
agents on temporary missions;

{c} the right to use codes in their official
communications and to raceive and dispalich papers
and official correspondances by diplomatic courriar
or in sealed bags;

(d} exemption from immigration restrictions and
atien's registraticn; and

(e} exemption from axchange restrictions in the
same conditions as accorded to diplomatic agents
on tempora_ry mission. '

&. The representatives of Affiliats Mempars of WTO
and other selacted invitees shali enjoy only the
prvileges indicated in subparagraphs (a}, (d) and
{6} above.

7. The Secretary-General of the Organizatior shal|
be accorded the privileges ang immunitias,
exemptions and facilties accorded to Ambassadors
who are heads of diplomatic missions.

8. Officials of the organization, regardiess of their
nationality, shall be immune from lagal process of
any kind in respect of acts performed in the exXercise
of their tunctions, including oral or written state-
ments.

9. In accordance with Rule 1(2) of the Rules of
Procedure of the Gensral Assembly of the World
Tourism Organization, applicable mutats mutandis
to all meetings of WTO heid away from Head-
quarters, the Government of the Hellenic Repubilic
shall cover any addtional expenditure incurred hy
the World Tourism Organization as a consequendea
of holding the Seminar in Greece rather than gt its
Headguarters in Madrid.

This expenditure, which is detailad in the arnex
to this letter, shall cover:

- transportation of the documentation necessary
for the holding of the Seminar, as excess baggage:

- air transport from Madrid to the meeting-place
and return of four officials of the World Tourism
Organization whose presence is required at the
Seminar, the corresponding air tickels being
deiivered to WTO Headquarters in Madrig before 3
April 1985,

- board and todging of the four above-mentioned
WTO officials.

10. The present letter tegether with your
Govarnment's affirmative reply constitute an
agreement that shall enter into force provisionally
on the date of your Government's affirmative reply
and definitely upon notification by the Graeek
Government that the relevant Necessary internai
procedures have been complated.
