of the 4th Session
of the Greek-Egyptian Joint Commission for Tourism

The Greek—Egyptian Joint Commission for Tourism, es-
tablished in accordance with and for the purpese of imple-
menting the provisions of the Tourist Agreement between
the two countries signed in Athens on tha 23rd of July 1968,
held its Fourth Ordinary Session in Athens from the 13th to
the 17th of June 1995.

The Heads of the two Delegations expressed their satis-

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faction for holding this meeting, which reflects their sincere
wish to enhance their cooperation in the field of Tourism and
underlined that this cooperation strengthens the bonds of
friendship and understanding between the two peoples.

The two parties agreed on the following agenda:

1. Exchange of information on the developrment of Tour-
ism in the two countries.

2. Review of the bilateral relations in the field of Tourism.

3. Measures to be taken for the promotion of tourism
cooperation between the two countries.

4. Place and date of the fifth session of the Commission.

Itern 1 of the Angenda

The Heads of the two Delegations proceeded to a de-
tailed exchange of information regarding the development
and trends of the tourism flows in the two countries as well
as the progress in expanding and modernising their tourist
infrastructure and presented their respective policies in this
field.

The Head of the Greek Delegation emphasized in particu-
lar the reestablishment of the Greek Ministry of Tourism, the
new procedure for granting licenses to casinos through in-
ternational calls to tenders and the programs for expanding
and modernising the marinas network, also through private
entreprencurs, for developing new forms of tourism and for
upgrading the quality of the tourist services in Greece.

The Head of the Egyptian Delegation presented the tour-
ist development in Egypt. He pinpointed the vast
infrastucture facilities in the new tourist areas in the Red Sea
and Sinai; the incentives and guarantees offered by Egypt
for foreign investment; the worldwide puplicity campaignim-
plemented in the main tourist generating. countries for
Egypt: Germany, United Kingdom, Italy, France, U.S.A.,
Japan and the Arab countries; the diversified tourist offer
and the new image of Egypt as a convention and conference
destination; and training tourist and hotet personnel.

Item 2 of the Angenda

The two Parties examined the volume of the tourist ex-
changes between thw two countries and expressed their
conviction that, through cooperation between the public and
private tourist sectors of the two countries, better results
may be achieved in the future.

The Head of the Greek Delegation emphasized in particu-
lar the great contribution to the Greek—Egyptian tourist ex-
changes of the Greek cruise—ships calling at Egyptian ports,
which carry also tourists from third countries to Egypt and
the Egyptian participation in the annual «Filoxenia» Interna-
tional Tourist Fair at Thessaloniki.

The Head of the Egyptian Delegation stressed in particu-
lar the quick response of Egypt to the Greek ship—owners’
requests and the offer of every assistance possible and fa-
cilities for the Greek cruise-ships to call on the Egyptian
ports, expecially in the Red Sea. He also mentioned the
Greek participation in the tourist events and exhibition held
in Egypt such as the International Arab Travel Market in
Cairo. Such participation translates the articles of this tour-
ist agreement into concrete programs of cooperation.

The two sides expressed their satisfaction for the initia-
tives for closer cooperation and for the twinning of the cities
of Rhodos and Alexandria, for the excellent cooperation be-
tween the two countries in the framework of the World Tour-
ism Organization, for the positive cooperation between the

Graek School of Tourist Professions ang the Sinai Hight In-
stitute for Tourism and Hotels and for the twinning of the
Travel Agencies Associations of the two countries.

Item 3 of the Agenda

Having reviewed the tourist Agreement concluded be-
tween the two countries in 1968 and the results achieved
until now the two Delegations agreed on the following meas-
ures to be taken for further promoting their cooperation in
the field of Tourism:

I. Enhancement of tourist movement towards the two
countries.

The two Parties agreed to encourage:

a) Closer cooperation and regular contacts between the
Travel Agencies Associations of the two Parties with a view
to elaborate, in collaboration with their air—companies, at-
tractive air-tickets for tourists, particularly from overseas
markets, wishing to visit both countries, especially in the
off-season periods.

The Egyptian side proposed to invite the Hellenic Associa-
tion of Tourism and Travel Agencies to hold their annual
meeting in Cairo, to exchange ideas with their Counterparts
in Egypt and to put inta effect concrete programs for closer
cooperation. Representatives of other tourism related pro-
fessional unions may attend this meeting.

The Greek side favoured the idea and promised to convey
it to thosa concerned for consideration. )

b) Closer cooperation and contacts between the Hotel As-
sociations of the two Parties with in order to examine the
possibility of offering attractive rates to tourists from their
raspective countries,

¢) Resumption of cruises by Greek cruise—ships to Egyp-
tian ports in the Mediterranean and Red Sea.

The Egyptian side shall spare no effort to facilitate these
trips at the Egyptian ports.

d} Direct contacts and cooperation between Municipali-
ties and Local Authorities of the two countries, including the
twinning of cities, with a view to strengthen their historical
ties, their mutual knowledge and their tourist exchanges.

The Greek side kindly asked the Head of the Egyptian Del-
egation to appeal to the Governor of Alexandria to look fa-
vourably into the completion of the procedures for the
twinning of the cities of Rhodos and Alexandria and the
Head of the Egyptian Delegation promised to exert every
possible effort to this effect.

Il. Cooperation in the field of tourist promotion.

The two Parties agreed to:

a) Exchange tourist publicity material through the appro-
priate channels of both countries.

b) Encourage reciprocal participation in intermnational tour-
ist fairs, axhibitions, workshops and similar events,

¢} Encourage Travel Agencies to have window-—displays
with inrformative material on each country.

d) Encourage reciprocal visits as well as visits form third
countries of travel agents, mass media personnel and travel
journalists and writers,

{ll. Exchange of experience and information.

The two Parties agreed:

a) That the Official Tourist Organisations in both countries
should keep in contact with each other and exchange infor-
mation in areas such as:

~statistical data collecting and processing,
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~tourist instailations specifications and management,

—market research.

b) Te encourage the exchange of technical experience
and know-how, in particular in the fields of planning, con-
struction and management of hotels, marinas, golf courses
and spas.

¢} To continue direct contacts between the Schools of
Tourism and Hotel Professions and Training Centres of the
two countries to ensure regular exchange of infarmation an
their respective expertise. In addition, to encourange the
completion of the negotiations between the Greek Schools
of Tourist Professions and the Sanai High Institute for Tour-
ism and Hotels for the conclusion of an agreement on stu-
dent trainee exchanges.

IV. Tourist investments.

The two Parties agreed:

a) To exchange information on their nationa legislations
concerning incentives for foreign capital investments and
Joint ventures in the field of Tourism in their respective
countries as well as guarantees for the protection of the for-
eign capital imported for investments.

b) To exchange information on the existing possibilities
for Joint ventures in the field of Tourism and on projects
where the participation of foreign capital is desirable.

ltern 4 of the Agenda
The next session of the Joint Commission wilt take place

"in Cairo at a date to be agreed upon.

The session was held in an atmosphere of friendship and
mutual understanding.

PROTOCOL
OF THE 1ST SESSION OF THE JOINT
HELLENIC-ALBANIAN COMMITTEE
ON ROAD TRANSPORT

[OANNINA 22-23 AUGUST 1995

The 1st Session of the Joint Hellenic-Albanian Committee
on Road Transport, established according to the provisions
of the Agreement concluded on December, 4th 1984 be-
tweean the Governments of both countries on International
Road Transport, was held in loannina on August 22-23,
1995.

Following a common agreament this session has been en-
larged in order to include matters of common interest on rail.
air and maritime transport.

The Agenda of the session in attached to this Protocol as
Annex |,

The Delegation of the Hellenic Republic was headed by
loannis Konstandinidis, Secretary General of the Ministry of
Transport and Communications and the Delegation of the
Albanian Republic was headed by Pajtim Cobani, Director of
the Transport Departrment of the Ministry of Industry, Trans-
port and Trade. The list of members of both Delegations is
attached to this Protocot as Annex Il
General statements

Both sides undeatlined the political, economic and strate-
gic character of the bilateral co-operation on transport sec-
tor at regional and European level as well. Improvement of
this co-operation should be a long-term objective in the rela-
tions of the two countries, whereas financing and infrastruc-
ture development should be ensured.

As far as railway infrastructure is concemed therais a fea-
sibility study, since 1991, for the construction of a reilway
link between the two countries.

The Hellenic side stated that would support an eventual
application of the Albanian Republic for its participation in
ECMT.

Amendment of the existing Agreement was considered
as necessary by both sides in order to meet current require-
ments based on the exact definition of the terms and com-
ponents related 1o road transport. Namely, field of applica-
tion of the Agreemant, access to market, parameters of per-
mits granting, obligations of carriers, controls, competen-
cies of the Joint Committee, etc.

1. Road Transport
a) Transport of Goods

As far as permits are concemed both sides agreed on re-
taining the number stated in the Agreement of 1984.

The Albanian side pointed the issue of the abrogation of
the TIR carnets in the transport between the two countries.
The Hellenic side statad that the issua can not be taken into
consideration since it is beyond its repsective competences.
However, it informed the Albanian side that the issue would
be raised before the Ministry of Economic Affairs which is
the competent authority for the examination of such mat-
ters.

The Albanian side noted that the Albanian camiers occa-
sionally are not permitted to cross the borders (at Kakavia
and Chrisopigi) due to problems caused by the Hellenic Cus-
toms Authorities.

The Hellenic side remarked that an inguiry will take place
with the aim of clarifying the situation.

Besides the Hellenic side informed the Albanian side on
the problems caused to Hellenic carriers at transport opera-
tions in the Albanian temitory.

The Albanian side stated that it will consider the problems
and will take the necessary measures.

b) Transport of Passengers

Following an Albanian request for the establishment of
new coach lines between the two countries, the Hellenic
side asked for an official document to be sent, referring to
the itineraries and the terms of their exploitation, in order to
study it in detall, while it will submit its own counter-
proposals regarding new coach lines. The information fur-
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nished should be thoroughly documented in order the viabii-
ity of both existing and new lines to be ensured.
2. Railway Transport

Even though the two countries are not connected with
railway lines, the Hellenic Railways have elaborated a feasi-
hility study regarding their connection. The proposed line
trom Florina to Pogradets, 111 Km long, {of which 50 Km at
the Hellenic territory and 61 K at the Albanian territory} is
of common interest, taking in particular into account the
possibility of its extension as far as to Dirrachion and at the
same time benefiting from the stated Italian interest in the
project. Furthrmare, the two sides agreed on the setting up
of a joint expert committee with the aim of evaluating the al-
ready obtained information from the existing study in order
to complete the entire spectrum of the studies, in view of its
inclusion both in the strategic development of the railway
networks of the two countries and in networks of European
interest.

Both sides expressed their interest in the realisation of the
above project and stated their wish to having it included in
the framework of Community programmes.

Michallenous

The present Session of the Joint Hellenic-Albanian Com-
mittee on Road Transport had a preparatory character in
view of the amendment of the existing Agreement.

In this framework the Albanian side handed a draft agree-
ment which the Hellenic side will study and will submit its ob-
servations in due time.

The discussions were heid in a friendly and warm atmos-
phere, as weil as in a framework of co-operation and mutual
understanding.

This Protocol was signed in toannina on August 23, 1995,
in two copies in English language.
