Bucharest, 19 - 21 July 1995

The 15th session of the Romanian - Hellenic Joint
Committee for road transport, established according to the
provisions of the Agreement between the Government of Romania and
the Government of the Hellenic Republic on international road
transport of passengers and goods, signed on 15 June 1974, took
place between 19 and 21 July 1985, in Bucharest.

The agenda of this session is attached to the present
Protocol as Annex 1.

The Romanian delegation was headed by Mr Teodor Groza,
Secretary of State at the Ministry of Transport of Romania, and the
Greek delegation was headed by Mr Icannis Konstantinidis, Secretary
General at the Ministry of Transport and Communication of the
Hellenic Republic.

The list of members of both delegations is attached to

the present Protocol as Annex Z.

A Road transport of goods

The two Parties exchanged information regarding the
development of road transport of goods between the two countries
and in transit through theirs territories since the previous Joint
Committee on road transport (19-20 July 1994, Athens).

The Greek delegation stressed the importance granted by
the European Union (EU) to the field of transport, and in
particular to the Greek transit to and from Western Europe, and
requested the complete liberalization of both bilateral transport

between the two countries and transit transport through theirs

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territories without any payment of road and other taxes, as it has

been already done between Greece and several other countries in the

region (e.g. Bulgaria).

The Romanian Party stated that this principle of complete
liberalization has to be considered on an European scale and that,
at this moment, it cannot be applied between our countries due to
the fact that it 1is against the provisions of the existing
Agreement. Meanwhile, the Romanian Party informed that the road
user charges are necessary because represent a major part of the
funds wused for the achievement of the Romanian national road

rehabilitation and modernization programme. The Romanian Party

stressed that the achievement of a modern infrastructure is an.

essential step for the European integration, as well as for

creation of optimum conditions for the carrying out of road

traffic.

The two Parties agreed upon the necessity of concluding
a new intergovernmental Agreement on international road transport
between and through the territories of both countries, that has to
take into account the provisions of the Association Agreement of
Romania to the European Union. They also agreed to start the
negotiations not later than October 1995. However, the Romanian
Party wunderlined if the new Agreement will have provisions
concerning the complete liberalization of the road traffic Romania
will need a larger support (both technical and financial) from
Greece 1in order to bring the Romanian road infrastructure at the
European Standards level.

The Greek Party expressed its understanding for the
infrastructure problems that Romania face and noted that in all
International Fora the Hellenic Republic has supported the Romanian

positions in order to facilitate the international financing for

WPW/PRT CM E.REl
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their road rehabilitation and modernization programmes. At the same
time, the Greek Party informed that will further support Romania

both within the International Fora and the EU.

The Greek Party underlined that sanctions imposed by UN
Security Council to Yugoslavia (Serbia and Muntenegru) created an
increase of traffic through Romania. For this reason, the current
quota of permits without payment of road taxes established last
year (3.500) become totally inadequate for the needs of the Greek
carriers. It has also been noted that the payment of different dues
and road tariffs in Romania hinder the competitiveness of Greek
products in Central Europe countries. Thus, the Greek Party
requested the Romanian Party understanding this problem and

increase the permits quota without payment of road tariffs to 8.500

pieces.

The Romanian Party informed about the problems created by
the embargo against Yugoslavia, the problems encountered by the
Romanian carriers transiting other states to Western Europe (i.e.
Hungary, Czech Republic, Slovak Republic, Slovenia, Poland, Austria
and Ukraine), and that because of the increased volume of Romanian
ezported goods to Western and South Western Europe, the Romanian
carriers were obliged to use the route through Bulgaria-Greece-(via
ferry-boat lines)-Italy. In this context, the Romanian Party asked
the Greek Party, as member of the EU, to support it in obtaining
scme facilities for the Romanian carriers transit through the

territories of the above mentioned countries.

It was agreed that, until the conclusion of a new

Egreement on international road transport, to be analyzed the
possibility of increasing, on a bilateral basis, the number of

permits without payment of road tariffs. In this context, the

WPW/PRT CM E.REL
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Romanian Party proposed, -in a first stage, the exchange of 2.500
permits without payment of road tariffs over the quota preliminary
established for this year. This was agreed because the preliminary
quota of permits established last year is totally inadequate for
the Romanian and Greek carriers till the end of this year. The two
Parties also decided that, in case theirs carriers will request
more permits, they will try to solve positively these requests. The
two Parties agreed that the number of permits to be exchanged, as

foreseen in the present Protocol, to be considered as preliminary

for 1996.

The Romanian Party informed about the RO/LA line which is
operated between Caspicean (Bulgaria) and Bradu de Sus (Romania)

and presented its facilities.

At the Greek Party request that the Greek carriers to use
the RO/LA line without any payment of road tariffs, the Romanian
Party informed that the Greek carriers using RO/LA transport will
be subject to pay only 50% of the road tariffs value for the route
to and from the RO/LA terminals.

The Romanian Party informed that the facilities offered
to the Romanian carriers that use the ferry-boat lines between
Greece and Italy will attract the Romanian traffic to this route
and will be reflected in the number of permits exchanged between
the two Parties. This will be reflected also in the facilities

offered to the Greek carriers using RO/LA line between Bulgaria and

Romania.

The Greek Party stated that the Greek ferry-boat lines to
Italy can serve the Romanian carriers and promised that it will

provide its good services to facilitate contacts Dbetween

WPW/PRT CM E.RE1l
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representatives of the Romanian carriers and the Greek maritime
transport companies for the achievement of an optimal level of

colaboration.

B Road transport of passengers

1. Regular transport

The Greek Party informed that the Greek authority
nominated to conclude contracts with foreign transport companies
for the opening and the carrying out of bus lines is O.S.E.

The Romanian Party reiterated the willingness of many
Romanian transport companies to operate regular passengers lines
between the two countries.

As it was notified by the Romanian Ministry o6f Transport,
the Romanian transport companies: AUTOTRANSPORT CALATORI FILARET,
O.N.T. CARPATI, ROIDIS TRADING, LIOTZIKAS, OLYMPIA TOUR and EXPRESS
LINE, are ready to conclude contracts with 0.S.E. for opening
reqular passengers transport lines between Romania and Greece.

The Greek Party reconfirmed its willingness to conclude
such contracts between Romanian transport companies and O.S.E. It

also underlined that the exploitation of such lines should be

performed on the basis of a quantitative parity.
2. Occasional and touristic transport

Referring to the occasional and touristic passenger
transport, the two Parties decided to agree, as soon as possible,
upon a form type A.S.O0.R. according to those decided at the
E.C.M.T. session which took place this year in Vienna. These forms
will be endorsed by the competent authorities of the two Parties,
Ministry of Transport of Romania, respectively Ministry of

Transport and Communication of the Hellenic Republic. Until then it

WPW/PRT CM E.RE1l
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was agreed to remain into force the provision of the Protocol
concluded on the occasion of the 14th Romanian-Hellenic Joint
Committee (19-20 July 1994) concerning the notification of the two
Ministries, with 15 to 20 days in advance, by fax or telex, of each

occasional or touristic transport of passengers.

C Air transport

Referring to the Romanian Party request for opening the
air line between Bucharest and Thessaloniki, the Greek Party agreed
to give instructions to the competent civil aviation authority to
grant one temporary authorization for this line. The company that
will benefit this authorization will be proposed by the Romanian
Ministry of Transport. The operation of this line it is foreseen to
start with 1 January 1996. The final solution concerning this air
line will be the object of a general transport Agreement between
the two countries.

The Romanian Party requested to be analyzed the
possibility of concluding a new Air Services Agreement between the
two Governments. The Greek Party promised that will inform about

this request the competent civil aviation authority.

D Miscellaneous

Both Parties expressed their interest in developing
cooperation between at a bilateral and multilateral level. In this
context, the Greek Party noted that Romania is and will be
important for the transit, not only by road but also by rail. The
Greek Party, in the framework of Trans-European Networks, will
support each infrastructure that will facilitate its access to the

European markets from its Northern borders.

WPW/PRT CM E.RE1l
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Taking into account the development of transport between
Romania and Greece and the association of Romania to the EU, the
Greek Party proposed to start negotiations for the conclusion of an
Agreement on transport field between the two countries. It also
proposed a meeting of the experts from the two Ministries, even
this year, to start discussions upon such an Agreement.

The Romanian Party agreed with this proposal, and
considered the conclusion of such an Agreement as a step forward
for the relations between the two countries, as well as for the

harmonization of the Romanian legislation with the EU one.

Both Parties agreed that the next Joint Committee will
take place in Athens, in the first half of 1996.

The discussions were held in a friendly and warm

atmosphere, as well as in a framework of cooperation and mutual

understanding.

The present Protocol was signed in Bucharest, on 21 July

1995, in two original copies, both in English language.
