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PROTOCOL

OF THE FIFTH JOINT GREEK - ALBANIAN INTER-GOVERNMENTAL COMMITTEE ON
ECONOMIC, INDUSTRIAL, TECHNICAL AND SCIENTIFIC COOPERATION BETWEEN
THE GOVERNMENTS OF THE REPUBLIC OF GREECE

~ AND THE REPUBLIC OF ALBANIA

The Fifth session of the Joint Greek-Atbanian Committee, which was established on the
grounds of article (9) of the Agreement on Economic, Industrial, Technical and Scientific
Cooperation which was signed between the Government of the Hellenic Republic and the
Government of the Republic of Albania, was held in Athens, Greece an 4-5 July 1995.

Head of the Greek Delegation was the Deputy Minister of National Economy Mr. loannis
Anthopoulos whilst the Secretary of State for Economic cooperation in the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs Mr. Selim Belortaja was Head of the Albanian Delegation.

Mr. Georgios Kandalepas, Secretary General of Bilateral Economic Cooperation in the
Greek Ministry of National Economy and Mr. Myslym Osmani, Vice-minister of
Agriculture and Food and Mr. Andrea Mazniku, Vice-minister of Constructicon and
Tourism, also participated in the meeting.

Lists of the names of the members of the two delegations appear as annexes | and I}, to
this protocol.

During the Fifth meeting the two Delegations informed each other on the recent
developments and changes that have taken place in their economies.

The Albanian side expressed its interest for participation of foreign investors in the
reconstruction of the Albanian economy, mainly through the establishment of new joint-
ventures or other forms of business cooperation as well as through the application of
new methods of management and participation in companies under process of
privatization. The Albanian side also expressed its interest for the active participation
of Greek businessmen and companies in this process.

The Greex side expressed its willingness to participate in the restructuring of vital
sectors of the Albanian economy and declared the interest expressed by Greek
businessmen for the implementation of new investments in various sectors of the Albanian
economy.

The two sides exchanged views concerning the development of economic relations
between the European Union and Albania.

The Greex side agreed to support Albania's request for closer association and economic
cooperation with the E.U.

The Albanian side expressed its satisfaction for the support of Greece in its relations
with the E.U. ' N
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In the context of the above developments the two countries consider that further
development of their bilateral, commercial and economic relations is both feasible and
necessary on a basis which will secure their mutual interests. Joint commercial and
productive enterprises, direct capital investment and other forms of cooperation will be
encouraged.

The two sides confirmed their satisfaction with respect to the progress achieved in the
commercial sector.

To this end, the two sides underlined the importance of :

a. The Agreement for the Promotion and Mutual Protection of Investments between
the two countries which has been signed in 1991 during the session of the third Joint
Committee and was ratified by. the Hellenic Parliament in January 1995.

b. The signing between the two countries, as soon as possible, of the Agreement for
the Avoidance of Double Taxation, the text of which has been agreed by the experts
of the two sides during their last meeting in June 1995.

Reassessing the actual situation the two sides concluded that there are considerable
possibilities for the increase of bilateral commercial exchanges and commercial
information.

The Albanian side reconfirmed the existance of the debt balance from the Banking
arrangements (Inter-Bank Agreement of 18.11.87) between the former State Banx of
Albania and the Bank of Greece. The two sides agreed on the necessity of a meeting
between experts of the two countries for possible reconcilation of the existing debt
deriving from the Inter-Bank Agreement of 19.11.1987 as well as from the credit facility
arhounting to USD 23,4 milion.

The Greek side reiterated its interest for the establishment of Greex Banks in Albania.
in this respect, it was specified that the National Bank, lonian Bank and the Bank of
Attica had expressed their particular interest.

Both sides agreed that there are great possibilities for the further development of
bilateral cooperation in various sectors such as, agriculture, light industry, wood
processing, mining, metallurgy, energy, transport, telecommunications, production of
contruction materials, science and technology, etc.

The Greex side will continue to support the Albanian request to the European Union for
technical assistance and funds that are necessary for the implementation of projects in
the Agriculture and Food sector, as indicated below : plant and animal production and
relevant processing industries, fisheries, aquaculture, rural development (lnc[udlng
infrastructure) and agro-tourism activities.

The two sides agreed on the necessity of the promotion of the bilateral cooperation in
the field of agriculture. For this purpose the greek side stated its willingness to host the
Subcommittee fo Agriculture and Agro-industry which wilt be held in Athens on October
1995. The Greek side undertook: the initiative to foreward to the Albanian side through

_ diplomatic channels draft agreement of the economic, technical and scientific

cooperation in the field of Agriculture. The two sides agreed to renew the Veterinary
Agreement.
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The two sides underlined their willingness for further expansion of Industrial
Cooperation in various areas of common interest.

The two sides welcomed the development of bilateral cooperation in the manufacturing
field made evident by the existence of a significant number of joint ventures and agreed
that the competent Governmental Authorities will provide their support to the further
devetopment of this cooperation.

The Greex side agreed to consider with priority the projects submitted by the Albanian
side during this session.

Concerning the Cross Border Cooperation between Greece and Albania within the
framework of the European Community Programme PHARE/INTERREG, the Greex Side
made a detailed review of the Indicative Programme included in the Framework
Aareement for Multi-Annual Cross Border Cooperation between Greece and Albania in
the period 1995-1999 with reference 10 relevant Priorities and indicative Measures.

in the same context, mention has been made of the Feasibility Studies financed by the
Greex Side concerning the sections of the North-South Albanian road axis, namely the
roads Rrogozhine-Kakavi and Viore-Konispol. The Terms of Reference of the above
mentionned Studies have already been sent to Albania.

The Greek side also underlined its willingness to provide Albania with relevant Technical
Assistance in selected sectors. For this purpose contact has already been established
with the Ministry of Construction and Tourism of Albania.

The Albanian side stressed the importance of the Greek contribution in the financing of
the Feasibility Studies and the provision of Technical Assistance as creating the
prerequisites of a good cooperation and asked the Greex side to consider the financing
of a Feasibility Study for the road Fier-Vlore as Vlore is the second important port of
Albania. This road is not included in the PHARE CBC 1995-1998 Indicative Programme but
only in the G24 Assistance Programme.

Also the Albanian side requested the Greek side to examine favorably the possibility to
finance the Technical Design for the road Rrogozhine - Fier.

The Greek side took note of both Afbanian requests and promised to answer in due time.

The two sides agreed on the necessity of a meeting of the Joint Subcommittee on
Transport Issues according the Article 12 of the Agreement between Greece and Albapia

concerning International Road Transportation. The above mentioned Subcommittee should
meet not later than October 1995.

In particular, due to urgent and serious problems concerning the bus connection between
Greece and Albania the two sides agreed on a meeting of experts on transport matters
of the two countries during the month of July 1935 in the city of loannina.

The Greek side expressed its strong interest to participate in the expansion and
modernization of the Albanian telecommunication system. In particutar it underlined its
wish to take part in the privatization process, which the Albanian Government will
imptement, and stated its interest to be included in all stages of it. To this end, and for
better cooperation, the Albanian side suggested that a Subcommittee should be
established.
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In the framework of bilateral cooperation in the energy and mining , the two sides
agreed that potential areas of cooperation include electricity, research and exploitation
of hydrocarbons, geological and mineral researches, trading of oil products, renewable
energy sources and efficient use of energy.

Both sides agreed that potential fields of cooperation in the electricity sector include:

1 Upgrading and operation of the electricity Distribution System of Albania.

2. Participation in the construction and operation phase of new power plants in
Albania. _

3. Activities relative to the design and construction aspects of the Transmission and

Distribution Networks of Albania.

The two sides expressed the willingness to expand their collaboration in the field of
primary raw material i.e. Ornamental stones and marbles, peat deposits, Fe-Ni, bauxite,
chromite, and modern geochemical, geophysical, geotechnical, mineralogical and
environmental studies.

The Albanian side referred to the possibilities that exist for collaboration with Greex
companies in Refractory Bricks plant in Elbasan and in the nickel - silikate Mine of
Bitincka in Korca.

The Albanian side can provide products of oil, gas oil, iron-nickel ore, bauxite etc.

Both sides agreed that a meeting of the relevant Joint Committee provided in the
Protocol of the fourth session of the Joint Greek - Albanian Intergovernmental

Committee on Economic, Industrial, Technica! and Scientific Cooperation should take

place at a time to be determined through diplomatic channels.
The Albanian side expressed the wish that this Committee should also consider the cross
border water problems.

The Greek side referred to the Greex bilateral technical assistance programme to
Albania and presented the list of programmes that have been implemented until now by
the Greek side to the benefit of Albania.

Moreover, the Greek side stated that in the framework of the Greek biiateral technical
assistance programme which is implemented under the auspices and by the Greex Ministry
of National Economy could examine, apart from the above mentioned programmes, the
implementation in Greece and/or in Albania, of technical assistance programmes in the
form of seminars/workshops or practical placements of Aibanian experts in the fields of
public administration and business management in the public sector, management of
private enterprises, tourism, banking, health, agricultural extension services, public works,
transport, protection and economics of the environment.

The Albanian side expressed their appreciation for the information provided in this fietd
and agreed that it is to the mutual interest of both countries that this programme of
Greek bilateral technical assistance to Albania continue in future with such a widespread
geographical and social distribution of programme benefits through actions that are
mutually agreed upon and are financed by this programme.
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The Albanian customs authorities will provide all necessary assistance in order to
effectively complete the clearance of all kinds of humanitarian and other aid coming
from Greex institutions to Albania in the respective point of entrance and not the point
of destination. In addition the Greek Customs Authorities will provide all necessary
assistance and data in order to effectively control all goods comming from Greece to
Albania. '

The two sides agreed that the friendly atmosphere, mutual understanding and openness
that prevailed in all these contacts contribut to the further improvement of the bitateral

relations.

The two sides agreed that the sixth session of the joint committce will take place in
Tirana within 1996, the exact dates to be agreed through the diplomatic channels.

The present protocol was made in Athens in July 5th, 1995 in two original copies in the
English language.
