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SECOND SESSION OF THE GREEK-NDIAN JOINT COMMITTEE
ON ECONOMIC SCIENTIFIC AND TECHNICAL COOPERATICN
HELD IN ATHENS, 13 JUNE - 15 JUNE 1935

AGREED MINUTES

1. The Second Session of the Greek [ndian Joint Committee, set up under the Greek-
Indian Agreement on Econcmic, Scientific and Technical Cooperation between the
Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of India was held in Athens, from
13 June to 15 June 1995. The Greek delegation was led by Mr. George Kandalepas,
Secretary General, International Economic Relations, Ministry of National Economy, and the
Indian Delegation, which included re_presentatives of industry, by Mr. Tejendra Khanna,

Secretary, Ministry of Commerce.
Mr Tejendra Khanna also called on Mr J. Anthopoulos, Deputy Minister cf the Ministry

of National Economy.
1.1. The composition of the Greek and indian Delegations is listed in Annex | and 1l

respectively.
1.2.  The adopted agenda for the Session is cited in Annex {ll.

1.3. The two sides noted the traditional bonds of friendship and understanding between

the two countries. |
1.4. Both sides agreed that the Joint Committee should act as an instrument for furthering

bilateral cooperation in various fields which would reflect the close political ties between the

two countries.
1.5. Reviewing the economic situation of the country, the Greek side outlined the

economic policy of the Government and presented the basic points of the stabilization

programme which is being implemented.
1.6. The Indian side elaborated on some of the basic features of the fiberalization process

initiated in India since 1891 and highlighted the prospects of greater cooperation in areas
such as trade, investment, infrastructure development, ship building and repairs, and

tourism.
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1.7. The Greek side informed the Indian delegation about the European Union’s
Mediterranean policy and its cooperation with the countries of the Black Sea area, the

Balkans and the Central Asian Republics. :
1.8.  The Indian side informed the Greek delegation about efforts to promote regional

economic cooperation in South Asia.
1.8. The two sides exchanged views about the World Trade Organization (W.T.0.) and

mentioned their commitment to strengthen the rule-based multilateral trading system,
2. Bilateral Economic Cooperation

2.1 Trade relations:

2.1.1. Both sides agreed that.there is considerable scope to increase the volume of trade
between the two countries and that the Joint Committee should address itself to issues that
can increase bilateral frade so that Greek-Indian commercial exchanges adequately reflect

the political goodwill between the two countries.
2.1.2. Both sides stressed the need for intensive trade promaotion programmes to be

undertaken in both countries for increasing the level of trade. As a first step, it was decided
to exchange trade delegations and take other trade promoticn measures, such as
participation in international Trade Fairs in order to establish higher levels of Greek-Indian

trade on a long term basis.

2.1.3. Both sides welcomed their participation in International Trade Fairs, such as those

at Thessaloniki in Greece and MANTECH, in New Deihi. Both sides hoped for increased
participation in the Trade Fairs of each country in the future. The Indian side invited Greek
participation in the India International Trade Fair in Nov. 1995, the Indian Sea Food Trade
Fair being organised by MPEDA in Feb. 1996, the Indian Engineering Trade Fair being
organised by Cll in February 1897, and other fairs that are organised by ITPO from time to
time. The Confederation of Indian Industries (Cll) indicated that they would intimate their
counterpart organisation in Greece about the holding of various sectoral fairs to be held in

India periodically.
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2.1.4. The Greek side informed the Indian delegation about problems faced by Greek
foodstuffs, especially olive oil, in accessing the Indian market and requested for revision in

Indian policies, regarding the regime of import licensing and high customs duties.

2.1.5. The Indian side clarified that the import of edible oils no longer requires a specific
import licence. While such imports would be subject to normal custom duties, the Indian
side drew attention ta the steep reduction of such duties aiready brought about and their

intention to carry this process further.

2.1.6. The Indian side referred to the E.U’s directives on the import of marine products into
the E.U. and highlighted steps being taken to meet the quality requirements in respect of
sea food exports specially after the visit of the E.U. expert team. It was mentioned that the
Export Inspection Agency in India has been accepted as the competent authority to appr.ove
sea food exporting units to the E.U. [n this background the Indian side emphasised that the
list of exporters furnished by this agency from time to time through the Indian Embassy in

Athens should be acceptable. The Greek side agreed to consider this suggestion.
3. industrial Cooperation
3.1.  The two sides agreed that india and Greece could cooperate on a mutually beneficial

basis in the field of industry through joint ventures, technical collaborations and export of

goods and projects to third countries.
3.2. The Committee realising the potential for bilateral industrial cooperation, specified

certain areas, which offer scope for cooperation and joint ventures, such as agricultural
equipment, electronic components, hand and machine tools, textile machinery, chemical

products, footwear, furniture, steel and iron products, plastic products in general and plastic
pipes, ferilizers, household electrical appliances, food products, packing technology for
foodstuffs, cigarettes, pharmaceutical products, anti-poliution systems for the shipping
industry, synthetic fibres, industrial chains, automobile tyres, value added seafood items, as
well as in the field of high tecﬁnology development and observaticn electronics (IR

technology).
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3.3. Both sides agreed that there is room for bifateral cooperation including joint
ventures/cooperation in the manutacture of vehicles, buses, rait cars, passenger wagons,

electric trains, as well as heavy metal construction.
3.4. The two sides welcomed the signing of the new Memorandum of Cooperation

between the Federation of Greek Industries and the Confederation of Indian Industry which

should facilitate interactions between Greek and indian industrialists and businessmen.
3.5. The two sides discussed in detail the following additional sectors of possible

industrial cooperation:

3.5.1. Joint Ventures.

The two sides noted the increased scope for joint ventures in both countries and
stressed the importance of cooperation between small and medium enterprises. The Greek
side informed the [ndian delegation that Greece as a member country of the E.U., in
combination with its geographical focation, offers the possibility for development of joint
business initiatives in countries of East Europe as well as in third countries where Hellenic
Export Promotion Organisation (HEPO) is already active. The Indian side indicated that with
the economic liberalisation effected since 1991, there is now increased scope for Greek
investment in India. Reference was made to the initiatives in the fields of telecom, mining,
pharmaceuticals and port development which had opened more opportunities for foreign

entrepreneurs.

a.5.2. Energy Sector

The two sides reviewed the developments in the sector of energy, especially in the
areas of new and renewable sources of energy. The Greek side informed the indian
delegation about the Cehtre for Renewable Sources of Energy (CRSE)} and its activities,
under the THERMIE Il European Union project, which help in the transfer of European
technologies concerning renewable energy sources (photovoltaic, aeolian, etc.). Both sides

agreed to explore the possibilities for further cooperation in this sector.
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3.5.3. Cooperation in_Shipbuilding/Repairs

Both sides agreed to find areas of common interest in the shipbuilding and the ship
repair sectors. Greater awareness needs to be created among shipping interests in both
countries regarding capabilities of the Hellenic shipyards and the major shipyards in India.
Possibilities of bilateral cooperation in the following fields were identified:

a) Building of all types of vessels;

b) Ship repairs.

3.5.4. Construction Sector

It was agreed by both sides that there are good possibilities for cooperation between
Greek and Indian companies in this sector, in each others countries as weil as in third
countries. The Greek side .informed the Indian delegation that Greek construction companies
look forward to participating in construction projects in India. The Indian side welcomed the
initiative and mentioned that Greek companies should be able to take advantage of
opportunities arising in the infrastructure sector such as roads, bridges and port

development being opened to private including foreign investment.

4. Agricutiural Cooperation

4.1. Both sides underlined the need for promoting cooperation in the agricultural sector.
The Greek side offered to cooperate with India in olive cultivation and production of olive ail
by adopting modern techniques. The Greek side also offered to furnish propagation material

and technical support for improving cultivation of citrus fruits in [ndia.

4.2, The Indian side took note of these suggestlons and mentioned that other areas of
possible cooperation between the two sides would also be identifted. It also sought the

cooperation of Greek companies in promoting sea bed culture of mussels and cage culture

of marine fishes like sea bass and sea breamns.
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5. Shipping Cooperation
5.1,  The Greek side considers that under certain conditions, the establishment of joint
shipping companies and the participation of Greece in India’s cabotage could constitute, in

the future, a tapic for discussion between the two sides. The Greek side informed the Indian

delegation about the need for further liberalization in the Indian shipping policy to provide
greater opportunities to Greek shi-pping companies. The Greek side also referred to delays
of ships at Indian ports and emphasized the need for strengthening port infrastructure.
Mention was also made of the time consuming procedures concerning international
differences. In addition, the Greek side offered to provide ships for the transportation of food

grains and other Indian exports.
5.2. The Indian side took note of the suggestions made by the Greek delegation.

5. Cooperation in Tourism

6.1.  Both sides expressed satisfation that an agreement on tourism was in the final phase

of negotiations and hoped that it would be possible to finalise it in the near future.

6.2. Both sides also agreed that travel tormalities between the two countries should be
simplified to facilitate greater tourist traffic. The Indian side felt that there was need to
examine procedures for granting tourist visas with the objective of reducing the time taken

for their issue. The Greek side agreed to favourably consider this suggestion.

7. Cooperation_in Civil Aviation

7.1.  The Indian side also referred to the need for closer cooperation in the Civil Aviation
sector with a view to increasfng two-way tourist and business traffic. While the long term
objective should be to work out an Agreement between carriers on both sides, the Indian
side felt that it may be advantageous in the short run for Olympic Airways and their Indian

counterparts to schedule flights to the Middle East in a manner that would facilitate travel

between the two countries. Both sides agreed that they would ask their respective airlines

to consider drawing up suitable arrangements in this regard.
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8. Cuiltural cooperation
8.1. Both sides noted that the signing of the first Bilateral Agreement, in 1961, laid the

foundations for furthering promotion of bilateral cultural relations.

8.2. The new Programme of Cultural Exchanges, signed on 22.1.95, in New Delhi would

give a new dimension to cooperation in this area.

9. Other Matters -
9.1. Agreement for the Avoidance of l_)guble Taxation

The two sides agreed that economic cooperation would be strengthened with the
signing of an Agreement on Avoidance of Double Taxation and hoped that it would be

possible to resume negotiations at the earliest.

g2 Aareement of Mutual Protection and Promotion of Investments

The Greek side referred to the need for entering into a bilateral investment protection
agreement between the two countries with a view to encouraging Greek businessmen to
look at {ndia as an attractive investment destination. The Indian side indicated that while they
were already a signatory to the Mu[tilatgral investment Guarantee Agreement (MIGA}, they
were open to entering into bilateral investment protection agreements and referred to those

finalised with UK and Germany.
9.3. Done, in Athens, on this day - the 15th June, 1995, in two originals, in English.

9.4. The two sides agreed that the next meeting of the Greek-Indian Joint Committee on

Economic, Scientific and Technical Cooperation would be held in New Delhi on a mutually

convenient date.
