AGREEMENT
BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE
HELLENIC REPUBLIC AND THE GOVERNMENT
OF THE REPUBLIC OF GEORGIA ON THE
PROMOTION AND RECIPROCAL PROTECTION OF
INVESTMENTS

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the
Government of the Republic of Georgia,
Hereinafier referred to as the “Contracting Parties”,

DESIRING to intensity therr economic cooperation
to the mutual benefit of both States on a long term
basis,

HAVING as their objective to create favourabie
condittons for investments by inveslors of either
Caontracting Party in the terrtory of the other Con-
tracting Party,

RECOGNIZING that the promotion and protection
of investments, on the basis of this Agreement, will
stimulate the mitiative in this field,

HAVE AGREED AS FOLLOWS:

ABRTICLE 1
Definthons

For the purposes of this Agreement:

1. "Investment means every kind of asset and in
particular, though not exclusively, includes:

a) moyable and smmovable property and any
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property rights such as mortgages, liens or pledges;
b) shares in and stock and debentures of a
company and any other form of participation in a
company;
c} claims to money or to any perfarmance under

contract having an economic value, as well as loans

connected to an investment;

d) intellectual and industrial property rnghts, pa-
tents, trade marks, technical processes, know-how,
goodwill and any other simitar rights;

e) business concessions conferred by law or under -

contract, including concessions to search for, cul-
tivate, extract or exploit natural resources,

f) goods that, under a ieasing agreement, are
placed at the disposal of a lessee in the territory
of a Contractng Party, in conformity with its laws
and regulations. _

A possble change n the form in which the in-
vestments have been made does not atfect their
character as investments. '

2 "Returns’ means the amounts yielded by an
investment and in particular, though not exclusively,
includes profit, interest, capital gans, dividends,
royalties and fees. -

3 -“Investor means with regard to either Contract-
ing Party: :

a) natural persons having the nationahty of that
Contracting Party i accordance with its law,

b) legal persons constituted in accordance with
the laws of that Centracting Party.

4. "Terrtory” means in respect of either Contra-
cting Party, the territory under 1ts sovereignity in-
cluding the terrtorial sea. as well as submarnne
areas over which that Contracting Party exercises,
in conformity with internationai law, sovereign nghts
or jurischction.

ARTICLE 2
Promotion and Protection of investments

1 Each Contracting Party promotes in its territory
investments by nvestors of the other Contracting
Party and admits such investments in accordance
with its legislation.

2 Investments by mvestors of a Contracting Party
shall, at all times, be accorded far and equitable
treatment and shall enjoy full protection and security
" in the terntory of the other Contractng Party. Each
Contracting Party shall ensure that the manage-
ment, mantamnance, use, enjoyment or disposal, in
its terntory, of investments by nvestors of the other
Contracting Party, 1s not in any way impared by
unjustifiable or discrimunatory measures.

3. Returns from the investments and, w1 cases of
renvestment, the income ensuing therefrom, enjoy
the same protection as the inibal investments.

4 Each Contracting Party shall observe any other
obligation & may have entered nto with regard to
investments of mnvestors of the other Contracting
Party.

ARTICLE 3
Treatment of Investments

1. Each Contracting Party shall accord to invest-

ments, made in its terntory by investors of the other
Contracting Party, treatment not less favourable
than that which it accords to investments of its own
investars or to investments of nvestors of any third
State, whichever 1s more favourable.

2 Each Contracting Party shall accord to investors
of the other Contracting Parly, as regards their
activity in connection with investments in its territory,
treatment not less favourable than that which it
accords to s own investors ofr o investors of any
third State, whichever 1s more favourable.

3. The provisions of paragraphs 1 and 2 of this
Article shall not be construed so as to oblige one
Contracting Party to extend to the investors of the
other Contracting Party the benefit of any treatment,
preference or privilege resuiting from:

a) its participation in any existing or future customs
Union, economic union, regional economic integration
agreement or similar international agreement, of

b} any mternational agreement or arrangement
relating wholy or mainly to taxation.

ARTICLE 4
Expropriation

1. Invesiments by investors of either Contracting
Party in the territory of the other Contracting Party,
shall not be expropriated, nationalized or subjected
to any other measure the effects of which would
be tamtamount to expropnation or nationalization
{hereinafter referred to as “expropnation’}, except
in the pubhc interest, under due process of law, on
a non discriminatory basis and against payment of
prompt, adequate and effective compensation. Such
compensation shall amount to the market value of
the investment affected immediately before the a-
ctual measure was taken or became public knowle-
dge. whichever is the earber, it shall inciude interest
from the date of expropnation until the date of
payment at a normal commercial rate and shall be
freely trasferable in a freely convertible currency.

2. The provisions of paragraph 1 of thus Article
shall also apply where a Contracting Party expro-
priates the assets of a company which is constituted
under the laws in force . any part of its own
territory and in which investors of the other Con-
tracting Party own shares.

ARTICLE 5
Compensation for Losses
L]

1 Investors of one Contracting Party whose in-
vestments in the territory of the other Contracting
Party suffer losses. owing to war or other armed
conflict, a state of nalionai emergency. civil disturb-
ance or other simitar events in the territory of the
other Contractng Party shall be accorded by the
latter Contracting Party treatment, as regards resti-
tution, ndemnification, compensat:o'n or other set-
tlement, no less favourable than that which the
latter Contracting Party accords to its own investors
or to investors of any third State, whichever s more
tavourable. Resulting payments shall be made with-
out delay and shall be freely transferable in a freely
convertible currency.
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2. Without prejudice to paragraph 1 of this Article,
investors of one Contracting Party who, n any of
the situations referred to in that paragraph suffer
losses in the territory of the other Contracting Party
resulting from:

a} requisitioning of their investment or part thereof
by the latter's forces or authorties, or

b) destruction of their investment or part thereof
by the latter's forces ar authorities, which was not
required by the necessity of the situation, shal! be

accorded restitution or compensation which in either

case shall be prompt, adequate and effective.

ARTICLE &
Repatriation of Investment and Returns

1. Each Contracting Party shall guarantee, in re-
spect of investments of investors of the other Con-
tracting Party, the unrestricted transfer of the In-
vestment and its returns.

The tranfers shall be effected without delay, in a
freely convertible currency, at the market rate of
exchange applicable on the date of transfer.

2. Such transfers shall include in particular, though
not exclusively:

a) capitai and additiona! amounts te mamntan or '

increase the investment;

b} profits, interest, dividends and other current’
income,

c) funds in repayment of loans;

d) royalties and fees;

e) proceeds of sale or liquidation of the whole or
any part of the investment;

f) compensation under Articles 4 and 5.

ARTICLE 7
Subrogation

1. If the investments of an investor of one Con-
tracting Party in the territory of the other Contracting
Party are insured against non commercial risks
under a legal system of guarantee, any subrogation
of the insurer into the rights of the sawd investor
pursuant to the terms of such insurance shall be
recognized by the other Contracting Party, without
prejudice to the rights of the investor under Articie
9 of this Agreement.

2 The insurer shall not be entitled to exercise any
rights other than the rights which the investor would
have been entitied to exercise.

3. Disputes between a Contracting Party and an
msurer shall be tried to be remedied in accordance
with the provisions of Article 9@ of this Agreement.

ARTICLE B
Settlement of Disputes between
the Contracting Parties

1. Any dispute between the Contracting Parties
concerning the interpretation or application of this
Agreement shall, if possible, be settled by negotia-
tions, through diplomatic channels.

2. if the dispute cannot thus be settled within six
months from the beginning of the negotiations, it
shafl, upon request of either Contracting Party, be

submitted to an arbitration tribunal.

3. The arbitration tribunal shall be constituted ad
hoc as follows: Each Contracting Party shall appoint
one arbitrator and these two arbifrators shall agree
upon a national of a third State as charman. The
arbitrators shall be appointed within three months,
the chairman within five months, from the date on
which either Contracting Party has informed the
other Contracting Party that it inlends to submit the
dispute to an arbitration tribunal.

4. If within the periods specified in paragraph 3
of this Article the necessary appointments have not
been made. either Contracting Party may, in the
absence of any other agreement, invite the President
of the International Caurt of Justice to make the:
necessary appointments. If the President of the
Court is a national of either Contracting Party or if
he 1s otherwise prevented from discharging the said
function, the Vice-President or if he too 1s a national
of either Contracting Party or 1s otherwise prevented
from discharging the sad function, the Member of
the Court next in senority, who s not a national of
either Contracting Party, shall be invited to make
the necessary appomtments.

5 The arbitration tribunal shali decide on the basis
of respect of the law, including partcularky this
Agreement and other relevant agreements between
the Contracting Parties. as well as fhe generally
acknowledged rules and principals of international
law.

6. Unless the Contracting Parlies decide otherwise,
tne tribunal shall determine its own procedure.

The tribunal shall reach its decision by a majority
of votes. Such decision shall be final and binding
on the Contracting Parties.

7. Each Contracting Party shall bear the cost of
the arbitrator appointed by itselt and of its repre-
sentation. The cost of the chairman as well as the
other costs will be born in equal parts by the
Contracting Parties. The {ribunal may. however, In
its decision direct that a higher proportion of costs
shall be born by one of the two Contracting Parties
and this award shall be binding on both Contracting
Parties.

ARTICLE @
Settlement of Disputes between an Investor
and a Contracting Party

1. Disputes between an nvestor of a Contracting
Party and the other Contracting Party concerning
an obhgation of the latter under this Agreement, in
relation to an investment of the former. shall, if
possible, be settied by the disputing parties in an
amicable way.

2 .if such disputes cannot be settled within six
months from the date ether party requested ami-
cable settlement, the investor concerned may submit
the dispute either to the coempetent courts of the
Contracting Party n the ternrory of which the in-
vestment has been made or to international arbi-
tration.  ~—

Each Contracting Party hereby consents to the
submission of such dispute to internatonal arbitra-
tion,
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3 Where the dispute 15 referred to mnternational
arbitration the investor concerned may submit the
dispute either to:

a) the International Centre for the Settlement of
investment Disputes, established under the Con-
vention on the Settlement of Investment Disputes
between States ang Nationals of Other States, o~
pened for signature at Washington D.C. en 18 March
1965, for arbitration or canciliation, or

b) an ad hoc arbitral tribunal to be established under
the arbitration rutes of the United Nations Commission
on Internationat Trade Law {(UN.CITRAL..

4 The arbitral tribunal shall decide the dispute n

accordance with the provisions of this Agreement

and the apphcabie rules and principles of nterna-

tional law. The awards of arbitration shall pbe final

and binding on both parties to the dispute. Each
Contrachng Parly shall carry out without delay any
such award and such award shall be enforced in
accordance with domestic law.

5. During arbitration proceedings’of the enforce-
ment of the award. the Contracting Party invotved
i the dispute shall nat rarse the cbjection that the
investor of the other Contracting Party has received
compensation under an nsurance contract in re-
spect of all or part of the damage.

ARTICLE 10
Apptication of other Rules

If the provisions of taw of either Contracting Party
or oblgations under international law existing at
present or established hereafter between the Con-
tracting Parties 10 additionto this Agreement, contain
a regulation, whether general or specific, entitling
nvestments by investors of the other Contracting
Party to a treatment, more favourable than is pro-
vided for by this Agreement such requlation shal,
to the extent that it s more favourabte, prevaill over
this Agreement.

ARTICLE 11
Consultations

Representantives of the Contracting Parties shall,
whenever necessary, hold consultations on any
matier affecting the implementation of this Agree-
ment.

These consultations shall be held on the proposal
of one of the Contractng Parties at a place and at
a'time to be agreed upon through diplomatic chan-
nels.

ARTICLE 12
Application

This Agreement shall aiso apply to mvestments
made prior to its entry nto force by investors of
either Contracting Party in the territory of the other
Contracting Party, consistent with the latters legis—
lation.

. ARTICLE 13
Entry into Force- Duration - Termination

1. This Agreement shall enter into force thirty days
after the date on which the Contracting Parties have
exchanged written notifications informing each other
that the procedures reguired by their respective
laws to this end have been completed. It shall
remain in force for a period of ten years from that
date. )

2 Unless notice of termination has been given by
either Contracting Party at least one year before
the date of expiry af its vahdty, this Agreement
shall tnereafter be extended tacitly for periods of
ten years, each Coniracting Party reserving the right
to terminate the Agreement upon notice of at least
one year before the date of expry of s current
period of valichty.

3 In respect of mnvestments made prior to the
date of termmnation of this Agreement the foregoing
Articles shall continue to be effective for a further
period of ten years from that date.

Done in duplicate at Athens, on 9 November 1994
n the Greek, Georgian and English languages, both
texts being equally authentic.

In case of divergence the English text shall prevail.
