AGREEMENT
BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE
REPUBLIC OF GREECE
AND
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE STATE OF ISRAEL
ON COOPERATION IN COMBATTING
ILLICIT TRAFFICKING AND ABUSE OF NARCOTIC
DRAUGS AND PSYCHOTROPIC SUBSTANCES
AND
TERRORISM AND OTHER SERIOUS CRIMES

The Government of the Republic of Greece and
the Government of the State of Israel, hereinafter
referred to as the Contracting Parties;

BEARING in mind the existing friendly relations
between the two countries;

RECOGNIZING the importance of bilateral coopera-
tion in the prevention of illicit use of narcotic drugs;

RECALLING the UN Convention against lllicit Traffic
in Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic Substances of

- 1588, the Single Convention on Narcotic Drugs of

1961 as modified by the Protocol of 1972 and the

Convantion on Psychotropic Substances of 1971;

DEEPLY DISTURBED by the continuation of ter-
rorism which denias democratic values and human
rights;

DESIRING to further promote the cooperation be-
tween the two Parties in combatting illicit tratficking
in narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances, as
wall as terrorism and other sericus crimes, and to
strengthen cooperation and channels of communi-
cation between their appropriate law-enforcement
authorities;

CONSCICUS of the mutual advantages of such a
cocpaearation for both Parties;

HAVE AGREED ON THE FOLLOWING:
ARTICLE 1

t. The Contracting Parties shall cooperate with
and assist each other:

a) in the- prevention and prosecutior of illicit traf-
ficking in narcotic drugs and psychotropic substan-
ces and in the substances used in their ilicit manu-
facture as enumerated in the Single Convention on
Narcotic Drugs of 1961 as modified by the Protocol
of 1972, the Convention on Psychotropic Sustances
of 1971, and as recognized by the national legisla-
tions of the two Contracting Parties;

b) in drug abuse contral as waell as in the treatment
and rehabilitation of drug addicts.

2. In this respect the Contracting Parties shall
endeavour to:

- exchange information and details concerning
the use and ilicit traffic of narcotic drugs and
psychotropic substances and the modalities to com-
bat them;

- coordinate the activities of their repressive ser-
vices concerned with the usse and the illicit traffic
of narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances as
well as the activities deriving from it:

- share thekr knowledge and experience and mu-
tually promote their study and research in the areas
of prevention, education for the heaith, treatment
and rehabilitation of drug users, social activities,
existing methods and organizational structures re-
lating to the prevention and fight against the phe-
nomenon of the use of narcotic drugs;

- send each other reports of origin and analysis
of narcotic substances seized and copies of inve-
stigation documents, and also mutually qxchange
information on this matter, as per Official Request
for Legal Assistance in accordance with international
agreements. on Legal Assistance to which both
Contracting Parties are party;

- organize meetings, lectures, seminars and cour-
ses for training workers in the field of the fight
against drugs.
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. 3. The Contracting Parties shall, when necessary,
reciprocally invite the officials of each other 's com-
petent authorities for consultations with a view to
improving cooperation in combatting illicit trafficking
in narcotic drugs and psychotropi¢ substances.

4. The Contracting Parties shall notity sach other
through the diplomatic channels of the competent
authorities responsible for the implementation of this
Article.

ARTICLE 2

In the fight against terrorism, the Contracting Par-
ties shall cooperate in the exchange of information
and experience regarding the security measures
taken for the protection of the pubiic. The cooperation
in terrorisrn matters shall be conducted by the police
authorities of the Contracting Parties through their
relevant units.

ARTICLE 3

In respect of the fight against other forms of
serious crimes, the Contracting Parties shall attempt
to accomplish, within the limits permitted by their
national laws, exchange of information between thair
Police authorities.

ARTICLE 4

The cooperation within this Agreement shail also
cover an exchange of information on new natienal
laws and international conferences or mestings held
in each other's country in areas covered by this
Agreement.

ARTICLE 5

1) The cooperation in the areas covered by this
Agresment shall be subject to and be carried out
in accordance with the national legislation of the
two countries, as well as the European Convention
¢ Autval Assistance in Criminal Matters and the
v .p = Convention on Extradition. Such coope-
row srall also endeavour to comply with the

“4) w0l norms and practices to the extent
& . hoat under their national legislation.

-t armore, the cooperation in the field of
e 0 s rrugs will take place in accordance with
the pvisions of the Single Convention on Narcotic
Drugs of 1961, the Convention on Psychotropic Sub-
stances of 1971, as well as the UN Convention
Against lllicit Traffic in Narcotic Drugs and Psycho-
tropic Substances of 1988 when both Contracting
Parties have ratified #t, and to the extent applicable
under their national legislation.

ARTICLE 6

Within the framework of the cooperation in the
areas covered by this Agreement, Police experts
may be exchanged between the competent autho-
rities of the Contracting Parties.

"ARTICLE 7

The Contracting Parties shall cooperate on ex-
change of experience on using criminal technology
and utilizing criminal search methods and means,
and also cooperate on organizing training and semi-
nars between tha managers of criminal services,

ARTICLE 8

A Greek - israefi Joint Committee composed of

representatives of both Contracting Parties shall be
establishaed and shall meet at any time when neces-
sary, at the request of either Contracting Party,
alternately in Athens and Jerusalem.
" The Committes shall be responsilbe for coordi-
nating the activities under this Agreement, and may
include, when nesded, experts designated by the
competent authorities responsible for the implemen-
tation of this Agreement.

Neither Party shall disclose any confidential infor-
mation regarding the other Party, nor transfer it to
a third country, unless the consent of the other
Party is received.

ARTICLE 9

The procedural arrangements for the implemen-
tation of this Agreement shall be worked out jointly
by the competent authorities of the two Contracting
Parties.

ARTICLE 10

The implementation of the coopseration contained
by this Agreement shall be subject to the national
legistation of each Contracting.Party.

ARTICLE 11

This Agreement shall be valid for a period of one
year and shall be automatically renewed for the
same period unless ona of the Contracting Parties
notifies the other Party in writting of its intention to
terminate it three months before the expiry date of
the Agreement.

ARTICLE 12

This Agreement shall enter into force thirty days
after the exchange of instruments of ratification
through diplomatic channels.

Done at Athens on the 5th day of April 1995, which
corresponds to the Hei day of Nissan 5755 in two
original copies in the English, Greek and Hebrew
languages, all texts being equally authentic. In case
of divergency of interpretation, the English text shall
prevail.
