On the 21st of December 1995 a meeting was held in
Piraeus at the Ministry of Merchant Marine between the De-
legation of the Hellenic Republic and the Delegation of the
Federal Republic of Yugosiavia in order to discuss matters
concerning the use of the Free Trade Zone of the Port of
Thessaloniki.

The talks were conducted in a friendly and cordial atmo-
sphere. Both Delegations underlined their traditional friendly
relations and expressed their willingness to further promote
their long standing bilateral economic cooperation and inte-
rests.

The Yugoslav side, at the outset, reminded the meeting of
the proposal for intergovernmental agreement between two
countries regarding the use of the Free Trade Zone of
Thessaloniki which was handed over by H.E. V. Jovanovic,
Minister of Foreign Affairs of the F.R.Y. to H.E.C. Papoulias,
Minister of Foreign Affairs of the Hellenic Republic in May
1994,

said proposal from the point of view of the relevant legisla-
tion on Free Trade Zones of the European Union.

The Greek side has also presented the present legal re-
gime governing the status of the Free Trade Zone of the port
of Thessaloniki as it has been established pursuant to the
relevant legislation of the European Union.

The Greek side has expressed its readiness to consider
within the framework of the above mentioned legislation,
the use of facilities provided for in the Free Trade Zone of
the Port of Thessalonki by the Yugoslav side.

The Yugoslav side stressed the importance of finding mu-
tually acceptable legal form of the intergovernmental con-
sent supporting the long term use of the Free Trade Zonein
Thessaloniki, within the context of further promotion and
development of future bilateral economic and trade rela-
tions.

The Greek side reiterated its position from the peoint of
view of the relevant legislation on Free Trade Zones of the
European Union.

In this respect, it was agreed that:

— a meating will take place in Thessaloniki in mid-January
1996 between experts of the Port Authority of Thessaloniki
and experts of the relevant Yugoslav Organisations in order
to examine and agree on practical measures related to the
said use of the Free Trade Zone of the Port of Thessaloniki.

- a Greek Delegation will visit Belgrade in the beginning of
February 1996 with the aim of discussing matters con-
hected to the above.

- the Ministers of Transport of both sides will meet, in a
date to be determined through diplomatic channeis, in order
to examine, inter alia, issues of road transportation and, in
particular, the abolition of road transport permits.

OF IMF’LEMENTATION OF THE CO-OPERATION

OF THE REPUBLIC OF BOULGARIA ON MATTERS
OF THEIR COMPETENCE

PREAMBLE

The Ministry of Public Order of the Hellenic Republic and
the Ministry of the Interior of the Republic of Bulgaria cafled
hereinafter «Partiesy and being represented by the Minister
of Public Order of the Hellenic Republic and the Minister of
the Interior of the Repubilic of Bulgaria, in accordance to the
article 3 of the co-operation Agreement signed on 8.7.1981
in Athens between their two Ministries on matters of their
competence called hereinafter tAgreements and aiming to
the implernentation of this Agreement, they met on 22 Feb-
ruary in Sofia and agreed on the following:

Article 1

The matters of mutual interest mentioned in the Article 1
of the signed Agreement are classified, according to their re-
{ation, in two categories:

CATEGORY A:

1. Fight against;

1.1. intemational terrorism,

1.2. ilegal trafficking in arms, ann parts, explosives,
chemical and radioactive substances.

2. Search and identification of the location of persons who
are perpetrators of especially dangerous crimes or are sus-
pectad as such.

3. Taking of proper measures in order to prevent violation
of the law on trans-frontier trafficking.

CATEGORY B:

1. Fight againsgt:

1.1. drug trafficking,

1.2. smuggling of stolen vehicles,

1.3. procuring,

1.4. trade of Infants,

1.5. counterfeiting and circulation of forged bank-
notes, .

1.6. forgery, fraud, money laundering,

1.7. illegal trafficking and trade in arts and historica! ob-
jects,

1.8. other offences that both Parties will work on during
the time of the implementation of the Agreement.

2. Exchange of information concerning security of impor-
tant international, commercial, sport and other events in the
territories of the Parties.

3. Exchange of information conceming scientific and
technical equipment of the Police Forces.

Article 2

In order to deal with the matters included in any of the
above categories, a group is being set up consisting of three
expert officers of each Party and one of them is appointed
as the contact officer.

The working groups will be met regularly twice (2) a year,
inrotation, in Athens and Sofia and exceptionally whenever
matters of mutual interest, mentioned in the Agreement,
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must be dealt with and after consultations of the two Par-
ties.

The names of the persons who will participate in the work-
ing groups as well as the details of the contat points shouid
be announced mutually within a month after the signing of
this Protocol.

Each Party should inform the other Party, at least twenty
days before the meeting of the working groups, the compo-
sition of the delegation, the desirable matters for discussion
as well as travel details of its delegates.

The iterns of the agenda will be determined jointly through
the contact officers of the specific groups and at least fif-
teen (15) days before their meeting.

Article 3

The Commitee of experts, under the Article 4 of the
Agreement, will consist of three members appointed by the
Minister.

Each Party can make changes in the composition of the
Committe informing the other Party on this.

The Committee will be met in rotation in Greece and Bul-

garia and will draw up, for each meeting, a report which will’

be submitted to the leadership of the two Parties for adop-
tion.

At the end of every two years period, the said report will
have the character of a review report,

Article 4

Both countries can accredit to their Embassies in Sofia
and Athens respectively, representatives of the Ministry of
Public Order of the Hellenic Republic and the Ministry of the
interior of the Republic of Bulgaria with the purpose of es-
tablishing a constant and reliable connection between both
Parties.

The above representatives will deal with issues provided
by this Agreement.

Article 5

The costs arising from the hospitality of the delegations
{accomodation, meals, internal transportation, medical care)
will be covered by the hosting Party.

Article 6

Following a proposal of the Committee under the Article 4
of the Agreement, other activities could also be organized in
the future in order to meet the needs arising during the pe-
riod covered by this Protocol.

The Parties will agree, as the case may be, in the charge
of the costs concering the activities mentioned in paragraph
1 of this article.

Article 7

All activities, mentioned in this Protocol, which cannot be
carried out within the validity period of the Protocol, can be
organized in the future after a proposal of the concemed
Party and adoption of the other Party.

Article 8

This Protocol will enter into force after the last notice wil
be received, through diplomatic channels, as regards the
fulfilment of the procedures of adoption, according to the
national legislation, having duration of validity two (2) years

and possibility of tacit renewal for periods of equal duration.

In any case, its validity will be ended automatically with
the termination of validity of the Agreement.

Done in Sofia this day of 22 February 1996 in two original
copies one in the Greek language, one in the Bulgarian lan-
guage and one in the English language, each text being
equally authentic.

In case of an ambiguity concerning the interpretation of
the national texts, the English version will prevail.

SUSPENSION OF SANCTIONS IMPOSED ON BOSNIAN
SERBS ANNOUNCED BY YUGOSLAY SANCTIONS
COMMITTEE

The following staterment was issued today by Ambassa-
dor Juan Somavia (Chile), Chairman of the Security Council
Committee established pursuant to resolution 724 (1991)
conceming Yugoslavia, on behalf of the members:

The Security Council was informed on 26 February,
through the appropriate political authorities, that, in the as-
sessment of the commander of the Implementation Force in
Bosnia and Herzegovina, Bosnian Serb forces
had withdrawn from the zones of separation established in
the General Framework Agreement for Peace in Bosnia and
Herzegovina and the annexes thereto (collectively “the
Peace Agreement”). Therfore, in accordance with the provi-
sions contained in paragraph 2 of the Security Counchl reso-
lution 1022 (1995), the measures imposed on the Bosnian
Serb party are suspended indefinitely, starting on 27 Febru-
ary.

At the same time, the embargo on deliveries of weapons
and military equipment to all constituent republics of the for-
mer Socialist Federal Republic of Yugosiavia continues to
remain in force, in accordance with Security Council resolu-
tion 1021 (1995).
