The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government
of the Republic o©f the Bulgaria, called hereinafter
Contracting Parties, desirous of facilitating the
co-operation between the two Contracting Parties in order
to ensure a better application of the provisions relevant
to the transfer of persons who do not or who no longer
fulfil the conditions in force for entry or residence,
within the frameworks of respect of the rights and
guarantees provided by the laws and requlations in force
as well as Within  the rameworks of respect of
international conventions and agreements and taking care
of the fighting against illeqgal immigration,

Have agreed, on the basis of reciprocity, as follows:
Article 1

READMISSION OF THE NATIONALS OF THE CONTRACTING PARTIES

1. Each Contracting Party shall readmit at its territory,
at the request of the other Contracting Party and
without any formality, persons who do not, or who no
longer, fulfil the conditions in force for entry or
residence on the territory of the requesting
Contracting Party, provided that it is certified, or
may be wvalidly assumed that they possess the
nationality of the requested Contracting Party.

2. Upon applicaticon by the requesting Contracting Party,
the requested Ccntracting Party shall, without any
delay, issue the +travel documents required for the
repatriaticn of the persons to be readmitted.

3. The requesting Contracting Party shall readmit such
perzons under the same conditions, if subsegquent checks
reveal that they were nct in possession cof the
rationality o©f the regquested Contracting Party when
they departed from +the territory of the requesting
Ccntracting Party.

READMISSION OF THIRD COUATRY MATICHALS

1. The Contracting Party, via whese frcaotler a person carn
be proved, cr validly assumed, ts have entered, the
territory of the other Contracting Fartv,whe does nct
meet, or who no longer meets the conditions in force
for entry or residence on the territory of the
requesting Contracting Party shall readmit the person
at the request of that Contracting Party and without
any formality.

2. The redmission obligation, pursuant to paragraph 1,
shall- not apply in respect of a person who was in
possessicn of an entry visa or a valid residence
permit, issued by the requesting Contracting Party,
when the person entered the territory of that
Contracting Party or who was provided with a residence
permit by that Contracting Party after entering its
territory.

3. The Contracting Parties shall make every effort to give
priority +o depcrting national of an adjacent State to
their country of origin.

4. ¥f a person who has arrived 1n the territory of
the reguesting Contracting Party does not fulfil the
conditions in force for eatry or residence and if that
person is in pessession of a valid visa issued by
the other Contracting Party, that Contracting Parxrty
shall readmit the person without any formality upon
application by the requesting Caontracting Party.

5. If both Contracting Parties have issued a visa or
a residence permit, responsibility will reside with the
Contracting Party whese visa or resldence permit
expires last.

Article 3

RESIDENCE PERMITS

As residence permit pursuant to Article 2 are considered
any entry visa or any authorisaticn ssued by  the
Ccntracting Parties, entitling the perseon to enter or
reside on the territory of that Contracting Party.

a. Return - Readmission under simplified procedure

When a person is arrested irn a frontier zone, his
return~readmission takes place under the following
simplified procedure:

The requesting Contacting Party, if the conditions
set forth for readmission are met, notifies the
anthorities of the TrTequested Conracting Party
mentioned in Article 6 of the present Protocol,
orally, in writting, by phone or by fax, of the
alien's arrest, requesting his redmission.

The requesting Constacting Party is obliged, within
a period not exceeding 48 hours, to notify the
other Contrcing Party on the arrest of the person
concerned.

b. Return - Readmission under normal prosedure

Where the conditions for application of the
simplified procedure are not met, as well as in
cases that this procedure is not  accepted, the
following normal procedure is followed:
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The requestlng Contracting Party, if the conditicns
for readmission are met, submits a petition for the
return of the person, pursuant to Annex 2 of this
Protocol, tc the competent authorities referred in
Article 6 of the requested Contracting Party.

The receipt of the petition is certified in written.

The reply Ais comoulsory within the period foreseen
in Article 4, par.l of the Readmission Agreement.

The return-readmission of the person will take place
within the period prescribed by Article 4, par. 2 of
the Readmission Agreement, through the = frontier
stations of Article 7 of the present, and will be
certified by the drawing up of a commen official
Teport, pursuant to Annex 3 of this Protocol.

2. In any case of application of the readmissicn
procedure, the Contracting Parties commit themselves
not to proceed to the return of an especially large
numter o©f persons, not exceeding one hundrend f£ifty
persons per week and only during working days.
