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AGREEMENT
BETWEEN (HE
GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
AND THE
GOVERNMENT OF THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA
FOR THE OPERATION OF RE-BROADCASTING

STATIONS IN GREECE

The Guvernment of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the
United States of America, desiring io further their mutual interest in
international understanding and cooperation through the exchange and
dissemination of information,

and recognizing that their cooperation is based on the principle of
reciprocity and their friendly relations,

Have reached the following Agreement:

ARTICLE]

A. Definitions: Technical terms. regarding radio services as used in this
Agreement are as defined in the Constitution, the Convention and the Radio
Regulations of the International Telecommunications Union.

B. The Government of the Hellenic Republic authorizes the
Government of the United States of America to operate, under the direction
of the United States Information Agency, radio facilities in the Kavala-
Xanthi and the Rhodes areas of Greece for the purpose of relaying programs
of the Voice of America to third countries. In furtherance of this
authorization, the Government of the Hellenic Republic shall use its best
efforts to assist the Government of the United States of America in its
activities under this Agreement and shall provide full cooperation and support
to such activities.

C. Any modification to the stations regarding radio services should
have the explicit agreement of the Government of the Hellenic Republic and
should form an integral part of this Agreement.
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ARTICLE I

As compensation to the Government of the Hellenic Republic for the
authurization contained in this Agreement, the Government of the United
States of America agrees to the following:

A. (1) Facilities of the Voice of America shall be used by the Hellenic
Radio Television (ERT) for the transmision of broadcasting sound programs
to the high seas and other countries, including the American continents, in
accordance with the applicable laws and regulations of both countries.

(2) The specific technical facilities to be used for these transmissions _

shall be mutually agreed to on a continuing basis following proposals by ERT.

B. The Government of the United States, at its own expense, will
provide the Government of the Hellenic Republic with the following services
within four (4) months of the effective date of this Agreement:

(I) 10.5 daily broadcast hours {Summer) and 1.5 dailyi broadcast hours
{Winter) .on the Kavala re-broadcasting station’s 500 kilowatt MF (medium
frequency) transmitter operating at rated power; and

(2) 5.5. daily broadcast hours, with an aption for additional time, on the
Rhodes re-broadecasting station’s 500 kilowatt MF {medium frequency)
transmitter operating at rated power.

(3) The exclusive use, up to 21 hours per day of one of the Kavala
Station's 250 kilowatt HF (high frequency) tramsmitters operating at rated
power; and the use of up to 2l hours per day of VOA network high power
H.F. transmitters operating at the same quality level as VOA programs, to
transmit, real time, ERT programs to ERT designated areas.

(4) Twelve daily broadcast hours on high power shortwave transmitters
operated at rated power at the Voice of America radio re-broadcasting
stations and their program feeds within the United States of America.

C. The specific broadcasting schedules for the use by the Government
of the Hellenic Republic of the transmitters described in paragraphs B (1) -
(4) of this Article shall-be mutually agreed upon by the two Governments. In
this regard, the Government of the United States shall use its best efforts to
accommodate the broadcast schedules of the Government of the Hellenic
Republic. Changes in the existing broadcasting schedules concerning ERT
broadcasts by the Voice of America inedium wave transmitters shall be
mutually agreed upon by both parties.
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D. The Government of the United States of America will grant to the
Government of the Hellenic Republic the equipment described in Annex 1V
which forms an integral part of this Agreement.

E. (1) The Government of the United States of America shall make
annual land rental payments to the Government of the Helienic Republic
through the Greek Real Estate Corporation.

(2) The 1994 annual rent shall be one million fifty eight thousand four
hundred US. Dollars (USD $ 1, 058,400). This rent consists of $ 846,300 for the
Rhodes re-broadcasting station and $ 212,100 for the Kavala re-broadcasting
station. '

(3) Rent payments for each successive year for the sites on Rhodes and
in Kavala~Xanthi will be increased five percent (5%} to adjust for inflation.

F. (1) Upon entry into force of this Agreement the Government of the
United States of America will pay to the Government of the Hellenic
Republic a2 sum of eleven million four hundred forty-two thousand two
hundred eighty-three US. Dollars (USD $ 11442,283) for the release of all
outstanding claims of any kind and nature against the Government of the
United States of America arising from or attributable to the operations of the
Voice of America radio re-broadcasting stations in Greece since 1978

_ (2) In accordance with the ten year term of this Agreement set forth in
Article IX, payment of this amount shall be made in an initial lump sum of
- six mitlion U.S. Dollars ($ 6,000,000) and subsequent annual installments in the
amount of $ 663,469 for 7 years, increased five per-cent (3%) per year to
adjust for inflation. The balance due may be paid in full at any time without
penalty. '

G. The Government of the United States of America and the
Government of the Hellenic Republic agree and understand that all financial
obligations of the Govenrment of the United States will be carried out in
accordance with relevant decistons by the Congress of the United States of
America on the appropriation of funds.

H. Failure on the part of the Government of the United States of
America to provide the payments specified in paragraphs E. F. and G. above
or to provide equipment described in Annex IV shall cause this Agreement to
be terminated at any time.
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ARTICLE III

A. (1) The Government of the Hellenic Republic shall provide to the
Government of the United States of America the necessary parcels of land
for radio transmission facilities, more specifically decsribed in Annexes I and
II, which form integral parts of this Agreement.

(2) The Government of the Hellenic Republic grants to the
Government of the United States of America the right to the use and
occupancy of such parcels of land during the term of the Agreement.
However, the Government of the Hellenic Republic may carry out land and
agricultural development and related projects for social and cooperative
purposes on these parcels to the extent that such projects do not impair or
impede the operations of the radio facilities.

(3} The title to all such parcels of land shalj remain with the
Government of the Hellenic Republic.

B. If the Guvernment of the United States of America determines, at
any time, that certain parcels of land referred to in Article [11 A. above, are
no longer needed to carry out the purposes of this Agreement, the
Govenrment of the United States of America may return the use and
occupancy of such parcels of land to the Government of the Hellenic
Republic. In such event the amount of annual land rental payments made by
the Government of the United States of America shall be reduced by a pro
rata amount.

C. (1) The Government of the United States of America wi'l close the
existing receiver site facilities at the Kavala and Rhodes re-broadcasting
stativns when its satellite earth stations with transmitting and receiving
capabilities have been installed and are operating at these sites. At that time,
the Government of the United States of America will return to the
Government of the Hellenic Republic the lots identified in Annex I,
paragraphs A.2, and Bl as located in Nomos Kavalas (Ayiasma Area) and in
the Regions of Sgouros and Koskinou, respectively.

(2) The Government of the Hellenic Republic shall, at the expense of
the Government of the United States of America, grant and provide suitable
access on publicly-owned land to the United States Government's microwave
facility located on Plot 831A on Rhodes for as long as the United States
Government needs the microwave facility.

D. The Government of the Hellenic Republic shall, at the expense of
the Government of the United States of America, grant and provide suitable
access on publicly-owned land to the United States Government’s radio re-
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broadcasting facilities at all times. The sites, buildings, equipment and
installations at the facilities shall be made available to designated officials of
the Government of the Hellenic Republic for visits and inspections {including
technical measurements) at any time but without disruption of operations.

E. The Government of the Hellenic Republic shall be respensible far
the maintenance of security and order within and around the United States
Government’s re-broadcasting stations, The Government of the United States
of America will cooperate fullv with the autherities of the Government of
the Hellenic Republic in carrying out this responsiblity.

ARTICLE IV .

A. The Government of the United States of America shall be
responsible for the administration, operation, maintenance, and repair of the
re-broadcasting stations including minor modifications and/or replacement of
equipment which do not increase the total transmitter carrier output power of
the stations as set forth in Annex 1I. A general description of these facilities
and related equipment, including technical characteristics and authorized
medium wave frequencies, is contained in Annex I, which forms an integral
part of this Agreement.

B. (1) The Government of the Hellenic Republic, in carrying out the
purposes of this Agreement, shall use its best efforts to assist the Government
of thc United States of America to use satellite services via transmitting and
receiving earth stations for its telecommunications needs.

(2) The specific details for the provision of those services, tncluding
applicable charges, will be agreed upon between the USIA and the Hellenic
Telecommunications Organization OTE S.A.

C. The Government of the United States shall provide facilitative
assistance to the Voice of Greece to provide efficient use of the satellite
system. This assistance will include transmitting an agreed-upon number of
Voice of Greece programs (see Article II B.3 and B.4) via transmitting earth
stations to VOA facilities for re-transmission via shortwave to other
countries.

D. The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of
the United States of America shall cooperate closely concerning the use of
radio frequencies. The Government of the Hellenic Republic shall take all
necessary steps to make available to the extent possible to the Government of
the United States of America the radio frequencies required by the radio
transmission facilities. Specifically, the assignment and notification of
frequencies shall be accomplished in accordance with Annex 111, which forms
an integral part of this Agreement.
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E. In case that any kind of priority criterion or rating (measure) is
introduced on HF.BC requirements, those requirements which correspond to
programs originating from the host country shall enjoy priority against
requirements corresponding to programs originating from the other country.

F. All electronic and electrical equipment at the stations covered by
the present Agreement must be established and operated in such 2 manner as
not to cause harmful interference to the radio services or communications of
Greece, the United States, or of other countries, and must be operated in
accordance with the provisions of the Radio Regulations of the International
Telecommunications Union.

G. The Government of the Hellenic Republic shall similarly use its best.
efforts to ensure interference-free operation of the duly authorized re-
broadecasting stations.

H. Any interference by Voice of America programs in Greece with
radio and telecommunications of third countries shall be treated by both
Guvernments in accordance with applicable international law.

I In accordance with Greek legislation in force at the time of
signature, the Government of the United States of America will ensure that
signals originating at the re-broadcasting stations referred to in this
Agreement will cause no harmful radiation to human beings, as measured at
the site boundaries up to a height of four (4) meters. In case of new
legislation in the future, adopted for the purposes of adjustment to European
Union Standards, the two Governments will proceed to consultations.

J. The Government ~f the Hellenic Republic and the Government of
the United States of America shall take all necessary measures, upon receipt
of notice from the other Government, tv provide relief from the interference
and radiation referred to in the relevant Articles of this Agreement.

ARTICLE V

A. Each Government undertakes to refrain from broadcasting over the
radio re-broadcasting stations covered by this Agreement any broadcasting
sound program detrimental to the national interests of the other.

B. Authorized representatives of the two Governments shall exchange
information enabling one Government to be informed of the contents of the
programs which have previously been broadcast by the other Government.

C. Ultimate responsibility for t¥. programs rests with the respective
Government originating the programs. |
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ARTICLE VI

A. The Government of the United States of America, shall, at its
option, obtain electric power for the re-broadcasting stations from the Public
Power Corporation of Greece (“PPC”). In the event that the Government of
the United States of America exercises this option and in the event of
inability of the PPC to supply electricity, the Guvernment ol the United
States of America shall have the right to use its United States installed back-
up electrical generators which will be connected and cperated according to
PPC safety rules, following the signing of an additional agreement between
the two Governments.

B. Should the VOA facilities choose to obtain electric power from PP,
consumption charges as well as connection conditions will upply according to
standard PPC regulations and non-discriminatory commercial tariffs.

C. The provision of water and other utilities shall be the responsibility
of the Government of the United States of America. The Guvenrment of the
Hellenic Republic shall provide, at the expense of the Government of the
United States of America. all servitudes and easements thut may be required
to bring utilities to the re-broadcasting stations.

. ARTICLE VII

A. The supplies, materials, equipment and parts necessary for the
establishment and operation of the VOA radio re-broadcasting stations
purchased for the purposes of this Agreement within the country or abroad,
as well as rental payments paid in accordance with this Agreement and
services rendered to the above-mentioned stations during their establishment
and operation, shall not be subject to taxes, excises, stamp duties, duties and
charges in favor of the Government of the Hellenic Republic or third persons,
with the exception of such taxes, excises, stamp duties, duties and charges as
are required by the European Union’s Laws and Regulations.

B. According to the present Agreement all exemptions provided for in
paragraph A. of this Article are also applicable in favor of the Government of
the Hellenic Republic for the Hellenic Radio-Television broadcasting through
the radio transmissions of the Voice of America facilities in the United States
of America.

C. The Government of the Hellenic Republic will extend to a
maximum of fifteen (15) United States citizens who are assigned to work at
the Rhodes and Kavala re-broadcasting stations the same privileges and
immunities as are accorded the administrative and technical personnel of the
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Embassy of the United States of America. This number may be increased
upon application by the Government of the United States of America and
approval by the Government of the Hellenic Republic.

ARTICLE VIII

A. At the expiration or notice of termination of this Agreement, or at
any time prior thereto, the Governments may eater into negotiations with a
view to the Government of the Hellenic Republic’s buying the equipment or
any part thereof; or the Government of the United States of America may
remove the equipment, provided that if any of the equipment is not severable
from the land, or if when severed could cause substantial damage to the land,
then the Governments shall enter into negotiations as to what compensation
the Government of the United States of America shall pay to the
Government of the Hellenic Republic if, according to the latter, such property
is of no use to the Government of the Hellenic Republic.

B. The Government of the United States of America shall be allowed
to export any equipment removed from the stations pursuant to Article VIII
(A), above, without payment of any tariff, customs duties, export taxes or
other charges.

ARTICLE IX

A. (1) The present Agreement shall enter into force upon exchange of
notes affirming the completion of the relevant legal and Constitutional
requirements by both sides and shall remain in force for a period of ten (10)
years.

(2) This Agreement can be terminated by written notice of either party
one year before its expiration. In case neither party requests its termination,
this Agreement shall remain in force for an additional five year period,
subject again to being terminated by written notice of either party one year
before the expiration of the five year period. Thereafter, this Agreement will
continue in effect until either party chooses to terminate this Agreement
upon one year’s written notice.

B. This Agreement, upon entry into force, shall supersede all prior
agreements between the two Governments relating to the operation of re-
broadcasting stations.

C. Disputes regarding the interpretation or application of this
Agreement shail be resolved amicably as’agreed by the two Governments.
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ARTICLE X

Nothing in this Agreement shall be in derogation of the inherent right
of either Government, within its own territory, under international law, to
take immediately all appropriate restrictive measures to safeguard its vital
national security interests in an emergency.

. Pursuant to Article IV. D of the Agreement, the assignment and
notification of frequencies shall be accomplished as described below.

A. Upon request from the other, each Government shall assign
frequencies for use in re-broadcasting the other’s programming outside the
HF bands currently allocated and available to the broadcasting service, subject
to applicable provisions of the Radio Regulations and subject to applicable
statements either Government may have entered in the Final Acts of
Conferences of the International Telecommunications Union.

B. Each Government shall expeditiously and sympathetically consider a
request from the other to forward correspondence to the telecommunication
administration of a third country, or to the International Telecommunications
Union, with respect to harmful interference to which broadcasts of the
requesting Government is subject.

C. Requests by the Government of the United States of America for
any new frequency assignments or for modifications of any of the existing
frequency assignments shall be submitted to the Government of the Hellenic
Republic within a reasonable amount of time before the date on which the
new assignment or the modification is to be brought in.o use.

D. If, pursvant to the reievant provisions of the Radio Regulations, the
forwarding of a notification of frequency assignment to the International
Telecommunications Union, provided in draft form by the United States of
America authorities, is required, the Greek Administration undertakes to do
so expeditiqusly and, if possible, by electronic means.

E. L. [n proceeding to the technical selection of the frequencies to be
assigned for use by the Voice of America, authorized representatives of the
Hellenic Republic shall closely collaborate with authorized representatives of
the Government of the United States of America in accordance with existing
practice.

E. 2. The Government of the United States of America shall submit the

1.1. Five Continental Electronics Type 419F2 250 kW HF transmitters,
with pulse width modulation, preset channel tuning and coupled frequency
synthesizers, adaptable for SSB operation. The first three shall be delivered
within 18 months and the remainder shall be delivered within 5 years of the
effective date of this Agreement Each of these transmitters shall be
accompanied by a spares kit for the first year of operation.

12 Four multiple-band, aperiodic curtain, horizontally slewable
antennas, of type HRS 2/4/.4 or HRS 4/4/4, to be designated by the
Government of the Hellenic Republic. These antennas will be Jelivered with
their respective multiplexers, will accommodate tranpsmissions of a total of
500 kW of carrier power at two different frequency bands, and will be
equipped with associated guys and galvanized towers which will meet the
structural requirements of the designated installation site. These antennas wili
be delivered within 24 months of the effective date of this Agreement, with
spares.

13. Rigid 72 Ohm transmission line components to be used for
connecting the transmitter to the balun to be delivered with the trapsmitters.

14. Five broadband baluns to convert the coaxial output of the
transmitters to the parallel line configuration of the switchbay. The baluns
are to be delivered with their respective transmitters.

15. Thirty new switches (of the same type as already installed) to be
added to the existing switchbay to be delivered in 18 months of the effective
date of this Agreement.

1.6. Additional switchbay control system for remote operation of new
switches (see Item 1.5.) to be delivered within 18 months of the effective date
of this Agreement.

1.7. The Government of the United States of America will provide, at
its own expense, supervision of the decommissioning, as well as disassembly.
and packing of these transmitters and antennas, with the assistance and
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cooperation of personnel designated by the Government of the Hellenic
Republic. This VOA technical assistance will be limited to a total of six man-
months, and is to be completed within five years from the signing of this
Agreement.

1.8. The Government of the United States of America will provide, at
its vwn expense, two man-months of technical assistance with the design “of
the facilities in which the transmitters wiil be installed, three man-months of
technical assistance witn the installation of the transmitters and antennas, one
man-month of technical assistance with the commissioning and testing of the
transmitters, and one man-month of training for designated representatives of
the Govenrment of the Hellenic Republic. The technical assistance listed in-
this paragraph is to be completed within five years of the signing of this
Agreement.

2. For the Medium Wave Transmitting Network of the Government of
the Helleaic Republic the Guvernment of the United States of America will
acquire and deliver the following

2.4 Four Harris VP-100B high-power medium wave transmitters of
modern technology, of 100 kW nominal carrier power with an efficiency
factor for every modulation depth equal to or better than 65%. Two of these
transmitters, which are new and uvnused, will be delivered to the Government
of the Hellenic Republic with prepaid installation and operational and
mairntenance training by Harris factory representatives, and will be tuned to
frequencies designated by the Government of the Hellenic Republic. The
other two transmitters are currently in service for the Government of the
United States of America, and have had, to date, a short service life with a
small number of total service hours. These transinitters will be packed and
defivered to the Government of the Hellenic Republic at the cost of the
Government of the United States of America. Each transmitter will be
accompanied by a spares kit for the first year of operation. In addition, the
Government of the United States of America will provide, at its own cost,
two man-weeks of technical assistance with the installation, commissioning,
and operational training and maintenance associated with the second pair of
transmitters. The first two transmitters will be delivered in 12 months and the
second pair will be defivered within 24 months of the effective date of this
Agreement. .

2.2 Each of these Harris transmitters will be equipped with all power
supply equipment, ready to connect to existing electric power switchgear at
220/380 volts,

2.3. With each of these Harris transmitters will be supplied a 100 k'W
dummy load with a switch which connects the transmitter to either dummy
luad or the antenna lnad. Those dummy loads of the transmitters presently in
service will be supplied with a cooling system.

24 With each of these Harris transmitters will be supplied a
Transmitter Control Rack Subsystem. These Control Racks contain the
following elements.
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- A SENTINEL 48 MICROPROCESSOR transmitting site controller.

- A SENTINEL 48 CRT light-pen controller for control and manitoring
of the site equipment.

- Two reel-to-reel tape decks for local tape playback and record
capability.

- Two CART tape decks for local tape playbuck and record capability.

- Two HF receivers for local reception and monitoring of HF
frequencies.

- A Modulation Monitar which provides indications of RF level and
Modulation and also provides a sample of the modulated audio from
the transmitter.

- Two Audio Patch Panels which allow connection of any audio input
or output to another input or output

- An Audio Routing Switcher which provides automatic and manual
switching of the local audio sources and the input program line from
the studio to the transmitter audio input.

- A Monitor Input Selector which contains pushbuttons for manual
control of the Audio Routing Switcher.

- An Audio Processor which provides audio compression for the audio
tnput signal to the transmitter.

- A Monitor Amplifier which amplifies selected audio signals for
application to a monitor loudspeaker to enable operators to listen
to the program material quality.

- A Clock System consisting of a precisivn electronic clock system, a
24 hour clock display, and a 12 hour clock display.

- An Antenna Monitor, which controls and monitors antenna opera-
tional parameters.

- A Fault Indicator Panel with lights and reset buttons, which displays
eight transmitter fault conditions.

- An RF Switch Controt which provides remote control connection of
the transmitter RF power output either into the dummy load or the
antenna.

- A Transmitter Extended Control Panel which allows complete
operation and monitoring of the transmitter from the contro! rack.
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- An Orderwire Speaker and Monitor Panel which provides centralized
y audiv monitoring for up to three selective signaling order wire
terminals.

- A Rack Power Contral which provides rack power control and over-
load sensing.

- A Logging Printer which, when connected to the Sentinet 48 System,
provides a printout of the status of key transmitter and site para-
meters and fault conditions.

- A Svstem Relay Panel which, when connected to the Sentinel 48
Systemn, provides retay closures for the external Alarm Indicators
including 2 klaxon and an alarm light.

- A Fanout Panel, which controls the Audio Routing Switcher and the
HF receivers when connected to the Sentinel 48 Systemn.

- A Blower for cooling the equipment mounted in the control racks.

- A Circuit Breaker Panel for protecting equipment mounted in the
control racks, and providing power distribution.

3. For the radio station of the Government of the Hellenic Republic at
Erimoupoiis, Crete, the Government of the United States of America will
acquire and deliver a radiation system consisting of two galvanized masts of
half wave length height, guys, base insulators, a grounding system, and a feed
network. This antenna apparatus will meet the structural demands of the
designated instailation site for wind and ice loading. It will have a minimum
power handling capability in a wet salty environment of 200 kW. It will be
tunable to meet the horizontal beam formation requirements of the
Government of the Hellenic Republic. The antenna which will be delivered
will conform to the United States Occupational Safety and Health Act’s
(OSHA) occupatioal safety standards in force at the time of delivery. This
antenna will be delivered within two years of the effective date of this
Agreement.

4. For the radio.station of the Government of the Hellenic Republic at
Athens. the Government of the United States of America will deliver a
Medium Wave transmitter of modern design, of carrier power not less than
300 kW, of total efficiency not less than 65%, to be delivered to Athens. This
transmitter will be delivered within five years of the effective date of this
Agreement. At its own cost, the Government of the United States will modify

_the transmitter for operation at a frequency selected by the Government of

the Hellenic Republic, will supply a spares kit for the first year of operations,
and will provide up to two man-months of technical assistance as required by
the Government of the Hellenic Republic. This transmitter will be supplied
for a 2207380 V low voltage supply voltage, and a 20 kV primary line voltage
requirement.
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S. For the FM network of Government of the Hellenic Republic, the
Government of the United States of America will acquire and deliver the
following new FM equipment.

- 33 pairs of 10 kW FM transmitters, in passive standby configuration,
each with coaxial switches.

- 33 air-cooled dummy loads for the 10 kKW transmitter pairs.

- 9 pairs of 20 kW FM transmitters, in passive standby configuration,
each with coaxial switches.

- 9 air-cooled dummy loads for the 20 kW transmitter pairs.

1S pairs of the 10 kW transmitter pairs, and 6 pairs of the 20 kW transmitter
pairs, with their respective dummy loads and switches, will be Jelivered
within the first 12 months; and the remainder in the first 24 months, after the
effective date of this Agreement. Each transmitter pair will be accompanied
by factory furnished manuals, and spares kits for the first year of operation.
One ten day training program will be presented by factory personnel at a
designated ERT technical site, at the cost of the Government of the United
States.

6. For the Shortwave Broadcasting Netwaork of the Government of the
Hellenic Republic, the Government of the United States of America will
acquire and deliver to the Government of the Hellenic Republic a pair of
two-band aperiodic reflector slewable curtain antennas. These antennas will
be of the type HRS with a width and a height each not to exceed four
radiating elements, will meet the beam formation and frequency requirements
specified by the Government of the Hellenic Republic, and will operate at a
carrier power level of 250 kW. These antennas will be supplied with
galvanized steel towers, guys, spares, and mounting hardware which will’
enable them to meet the structural performance requirements of the ANSI
standard ETIA 222-E for the location in which they will be installed.

7. The Government of the United States of America will grant to the
Government of the Hellenic Republic ownership and possession of three 50
kilowatt Medium Frequency transmitters presently located at Athens,
Kerkyra and Zakynthos as soon as feasible after entry into force of this
Agreement.
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ANNEX V

To the Agreement between the Government of the Hellenic Republic and
the Government of the United States of America concerning re-
broadcasting stations of the United States of America in Greece and
which Annex forms an internal part of the Agreement

The provisions of the above Agreement shall be fully applicable unless
otherwise pravided for in this Annex.

A. The Government of the Hellenic Republic authorizes, according to
Article 1 par2 of the Agreement, the Government of the United States of
America to re-broadcast radio programs of Radio Free Europe and Radio
Liberty (RFE/RL’), as well as the Voice of America (VOA), being
governmentally controlled radio services, to third countries from radio
facilities in the Kavala-Xanthi area of Greece. :

. Before commencement of the operation of the two radio services
mentioned in this Annex (’RFE/RL’’), as well as in case of any change
thereafter, the US. Government shall submit to the Greek Authorities for
approval a list of the target areas to which, and the languages in which, such
programs are broadcast.

2. In the event the Government of the United States of America no
longer exercices ultimate responsibility vis-d-vis the Government of the
Hellenic Republic for the two radio services described in the present Annex
(RFE/RL), the Government of the Hellenic Republic must be informed
immediately and retains all rights to decide on their future operation as
provided for in the Agreement.

3. In the case of privatization of any radio services mentioned in the
Annex, these services shall cease to operate, the American side being obliged
to fully provide the financial and technical offsets which are provided for in
this Annex up to the date of cessation of operation.

4. Concerning the two radio services mentioned in this Annex, the
Greek Government retains its inherent right under international law, to take
immediately, within its own territory, any measures it deems appropriate to
safeguard its security interests.

B. As compensation to the Government of the Hellenic Republic for
the authorization contained in this Annex, the Government of the United
States of America agrees to the following:

la. One complete transmit/receive television satellite earth station with
complete antenna system of 7.2 m diameter, autotracking and deice. The
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station shall have one complete main transmitting chain and one stand-by as
well as two complete receiving chains with all related equipment and
complete spare parts set for a two year operation. Each chain shall be
completely equipped for at least six sound subcarries (in addition to
television sound).

1b.One complete transmit/receive television satellite earth station with
complete antenna system of 7.2m diameter, autotracking and deice. The
station shall have one complete main transmitting chain and one stand-by as
well as two complete receiving chains with all related equipment and
complete spare parts set for a two year operation.

Each transmitting chain shall be capable to operate with analogue.
modulation and shall also be equipped with digital encoders, MPEG2

Similarly, each receiving chain shall respectively be equipped with
MPEG?2 decorders.

Furthermore, each chain shall be completely equipped for at least six
sound subcarries (in addition to television sound).

The above la and Ib will be delivered to the Hellenic Radio and
Television (ERT) within 12 months after the effective date of the Agreement.

C. This Annex is concluded for a period of four years, at the end of
which the United States Government could request its extension.

If this option is exercised, the two parties will start consultations in
order to determine additonal technical and/or financial offsets for the Greek
side.

' The provisions of this Annex shall not affect the duration of the
Agreement.

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ANNEX VI

To the Agreement between the Government of the Hellenic Republic
and the Government of the United States of America concerning the
re-braadcasting stations of the United States of America in Greece and
which Annex forms an integral part of the Agreement.

Article II
Paragraphs E and F are amended as follows:

E(l) The Government of the United States of America shall make
annual land rental payments to the Government of the Hellenic Republic
through the Greek Real Estate Corporation.

{2} The annual rent for 1995 shall be $ 1,113,000 US. Dollars. The
annual reat for 1996 shall be 1,169,000 U.S. Dollars.

(3) Rent payments for each successive year for the sites on Rhodes
and in Kavala-Xantht will be increased five percent (5%) to adjust for
inflation.

F(l) Upon entry into force of this Agreement the Government of the
United States of America will pay to the Government of the Hellenic
Republic a sum of eleven million four hundred forty-two thousand two
hundred eighty-three US. Dollars (USD $ 11,442283) for the release of all
outstanding claims of any kind and nature against the Government of the
United States of America arising from or attributable to the operations of the
Voice of America radio re-broadcasting stations in Greece since 1978,

(2) In accordance with the ten year termm of this Agreement set forth
in Article IX, payment of this amount shall be made in an initial lump sum of
six million U.S. Dollars ($6,000,000) and subsequent annual instaliments in the
amount of $663,469 for 7 years. increased five per-cent (5%) per year to
adjust for inflation. The balance dve may be paid in full at any time without
penalty.
