ARTICLE 1: ADDITIONAL PROTOCOL

The following Protocol shall be annexed to the
Convention on Prohibitions or Restrictions on the

Indiscriminate Effects (“the Convention™) as Protocoi

"PROTOCOL ON BLINDING LASER WEAPONS
(PROTOCOL IV}

Article 1

It :s profibited to employ laser weapons specifically
designed, as ther sole combat functiom or as one
of ther combal functons, to cause permanent
blingdness to unennanced vision, that is to the naked
eye or to the eye with correchve eyesight devices.
The High Contracting Parties shall not transfer such
weapons to any State or non - State entity.

Articie 2

In the employment of laser systems, the Hgh
Contracting Parbes shall take all feasible precautions
to avoid the incidence of permanent blindness to
unennanced vision. Such precautions shall include
training of ther armed forces and other practical
measures.

Article 3

Blinding as an mnadental or collaterai effect of the
legtimate military employment of laser systems,
including !laser systems used agamst optical
equipment. is net covered by the prohibition of this
Protocol.

Article 4

For the purpase of this Protocol "‘permanent blind-
ness” means irreversible and uncorrectable loss of
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vision which 1s seriously disabling with no prospect
of recovery. Senous disability is eguivalent to visual
acuity of less than 20/200 Snellen measured using
both eyes.”

ARTICLE 2: ENTRY INTO FORCE

This Protocol shall enter into force as provided N
paragraphs 3 and 4 of Articie 5 of the Convention.
