1. Holders of the seazmen’s identity documents specified in frticle
11 of this Agreesent are perwitied to enter or leave the territory
of the other Party as passengers by any seans of transport for the
purpose 0f jeoining their vessel or transferring to another vessel,
passing in transit to joirn their vessel in another country or for
repatriation or in a case of emergency or for any other purpose
approved by the authorities of this cther Farty,

2. In all the cases specified in paragraph 1 of this Article the
seagen aust have corresponcing visas of the other Contracting Party
wnich shall be granted by the coepetent authorities within +the
shortest pessinle fiza,

Article 14

I. ESubject to the provisions of Articles 11-1Z-13 of £his
Rgreement, <the naticnal regulations of ihe Parties in respect aof
zatrv, stay and cepartures pf foreigners are kept fully in force in
the territaries of the Contracting Parties.

2., Each of the twe Contracting Parties reserves the right to deny
entry %o and/er stay in i%s territory 4o seaaen considered
undesirable.

3. The provisions of Grticles 11 and 12 of this Agreement are also
agpplied %o persons on board the vessels of the Contracting Parties
wno are neither corew sezbers nor included in the crew 1ist but
sngaged dn sSuties r~elatec tc¢ the service or the wark ,of the vessel
during her vovage and thev are included in a special list.

4. In case of any dizgutes stesming out of the contract of
ewployment, the applicaole legislstion and the axercised
Jurisdiction, will be the one of the Party whose flag the vessel is
flying.

Article 16

1. If & weaber of the crew of 2 vessel of one of the two
Contracting Farties cozaits an offence onboard the vessel while the
vessel 13 within the internal wators of the sacond Farty, the
guthorities of this Farty shall not prosecute him withous the
censent =f {he compeatant diplsaatic or consular officiale of the
first Fartv unliess:

{a} ihe consequences of the s¥fence extend to the territorv of
the secong Party, or

(b} the offence is of a kind to disturb “he peace or the public
order anc security of the second Rarty,or

{e} the prosecution is necessary for the suppression aof illicit
drug trafficing (in narcotic Zrugs),or

(d) the master of the vessel has asked for the prosecution of
the perpetrator, or

(e} the offence is comsitited against any person cther than a
mezber of the orew of that vessel.

2. In case of an offence comitted on board a vessel flying the

lag of one of the Contracting Parties + passing through the
territorial sea of the other Contracting Party, and as far as the
crisinal jurisdiction is concerned, the provisions of the artinle
€7 of the United Nations Convention on the Law of the Sea will bHe
applied.

Article 18

L. If 5 wvessel o7 one ¢f the two Contracting Parties suffers
shipwreck, »uns aground, is cast ashore or suffers any other
accident off the coast of the other Farty, the vessel and the cargo
shall enjcy in tha ferritory of the latser Farty, tne sage
treatasent which is accorced io its national vessels ang cargoes.

2. The vessel, its crew, passengers and éargo shall be granted, at
any tise, help and assistance to the same extent as in case of a
national vessel.

3. The cargo and articles wunloaded or saved froe the vessel
specifipd in paragrapn i of this Article, provided they are not
delivered For use or consuzpticn in the territory of the other
Party, shall not be liable g any customs duties.

4. The wvessel sc stranced or wrecked as well as all in its parts,
debris ar accessories and all dppiiances, rigging, provisions and
goods salvaged, Including those jettisoned by such vessels or by
vessels in distress,or She procesds thereof if sold, as well as all
cocuments  Tound aboard the stranded or wrecked vessel or belonging
v0 1%, shall be delivered to the owner .or his representatives when
claimed by thes.

3. The provisiors of this Article, do not affect the rights of one
of the Coniracting Farties or of those authorised by this Farty, to
ask froz the cther Farty, or froo those authorised by this second
Party, the carrespending czapensation far any a:;ions taken for the
salvage c¢f the vessel or any assistance provided to the vessel, the
Crew, iNe passengers anc the carga.

1. Profits derived Fros the operation or sale of vessels in
international traffic shall Dbe taxable only in the Contracting
Farty 1n which the vessels are registered or by which they are
docusented.

Any differences concerning the interpretation or iggplesentation
of this Agreesent shall be set:led by negetiations %o be set
through diplomatic channels .
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Article 23
1. This Agreement shall be valid for an unliaited period .

2. Each of the Lontracting Parties shall notify the other Party
upon completion of their respective internal reguiresents for the
entry into force of this Agreement.

Such entry into force will be effective at the thirtieth day frog
the date of the last notification,

Each one of the Contracting Parties shall have the right +tp
denounce this Agreezent in writing, such denpunciation being
effective twelve amonths as froa the dite of its notification to the
ouher Contracting Party.
