AGREEMENT

BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC
REPUBLIC AND THE GOVERNMENT OF
THE SOCIALIST REPUBLIC OF VIETNAM ON
ECONOMIC, INDUSTRIAL AND TECHNOLQGICAL
' COOPERATION

The Government of the Helienic Republic and the
Government of the Socialist Repubiic of Vietnam,
Hereinafter referred to as "the Contracting Parties™;

DESIRING to promote the development of econc-
mic, indusinal ang technological cooperation be-
tween them, in areas of mutual interest. on tne
basis ¢f equality. mutua!l benefit and reciprocity;

RECOGNISING the importance of long term mea-
sures for the successful development of the co-
cperation and the strengthening of ties between
them at various levels and, in particular, at the tevel
cf therr ecenomic operators,

HAVE AGREED AS FOLLOWS:
ARTICLE 1

1. The Contracting Parties, within the framework
of ther respective laws and reguiations and taking
into account their international obligations, as well
as the Agreements between the European Com-
muruty and the Socalist Republic of Vietnam {in
applying the present Agreement, the Hellenic Re-
public shall respect the obligations arising from its
membership to the European Umon), shall make
every effort to develop and strengthen economic,
industrial and technological cooperation. on as broad
a basis as possible. n all fieilds deemed to be in
their mutual interest and benefit,

2. Such cocperation shall be amed In particular
at:

- strengthening an diversifying. economic lnks
between the Contracting Parties,

- opening up new markets,

- encouraging cooperation between economic
operators, including small and medium sized enter-
prises, with a view to promote investment, jont
ventures, licensing agreements and other forms of
cooperation between them.

ARTICLE 2

1. The cooperation provided for in Article 1 shall
extend, in particular, in the following sectors:

- industry,
ship-building and ship repairing,
agriculture, including agro-industry,
construction and housing,
transport, including maritime traspart,

- banking, insurance and other financial services,

~ tourism,

- vocatienal tfraining and management traning,

- other service achviies of mutual interest.

2. The Confracting Parties shall consult n order
to dentify the priority sectors in their cooperation
as well as new sectors of economuc, industrial and
technelogical cooperation.

]

ARTICLE 3

t. The economic and industnial cooperation pro-
vided for in this Agreement, shall be carned out,
mamly, or the basis of agreements and contracts
between greek and vietnamese enterprises, organ-
sations and frms, according o the legslation of
each Contracting Party.

2. The Contracting Parties shall make every effort
to facilitate this activity by creating faveourable con-
ditons for economic and wdustral cooperation, in
particuiar, by:

- developing a favourabie climate for iInvestment,

- facktatng the exchange of commercial and
economic information,

- faciitatng the exchanges and contacts between
thewr economic operators,

- facilitating the organssation of farrs, exhibitions,
symposia etc.,

- encouraging trade promotion achvities.

ARTICLE 4

1. The Contracting Parties shall create favourable
conditions for the deveiopment of technological co-
operation between them, as well as between ther
respective organisations or firms, according to ther
national priorities and in accordance with their legis-
iation.

2. This cocperation may take the form of, among
other:

- the elaboration of commoen research pro-
grammes,

- the crganmsaton of wisits and study tours for
specialised delegations,

- the organisation of fraining programmes . fields
of mutual interest,

- the convening of sympoesia and meetngs.

ARTICLE S

1. A Jont Committee s hershy established, with
the aim of ensuring the implementation of this Agree-
ment.

2. The Joint Committee shall be composed of
representatives of the Contracting Parties and shall
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meet, at the request of either Party, at a place and
time to be mutually agreed upon, through diplomatic
channels,

3. The Joint Committee shall review the progress
made towards achieving the objectives of this Agree-
ment and, if necessary, formutate recommendations
for iis implementation.

ARTICLE B

1. This Agreement may be amended or sup-
plemented by mutual request 1in writing.

Any such amendment or supplement, agreed to
by both Contracting Parties, shall enter into force
thirty days after the daie on which the Contracting
Parties have exchanged written notifications infor-
ming each cther that the procedures required by
their respective laws, to this end, have been com-
pleted and shall. thereafter, form a part of this
Agreement.

2. Any difference or dispute ansing out of the
interpretation or application of this Agreement shail
be tried tc be settled amicably by consultations or
negotiations between the Contracting Parties.

ARTICLE 7

1. This Agreement shall enter into force thirty days
after the date on which the Contracting Parties have
exchanged written notifications informing each cther
that the procedures, requred by ther respective
laws to this end, have been completed. It shall
reman in force for a period of five (8) vears,

2. Unless notice of termination has been given by
either Contracting Party at least six months before
the cate of expiry of its validty, th's Agresment
shall therefore be exiended tacitly for successive
periods of one year, each Contracting Party reser-
ving the right to terminate the Agreement upon
notice of at least six months before the date of
exprry of ts current periog of validity.

3. In respect of agreements and contracts con-
cluded between econemic operators of the two
Parties on the basis of this Agreement, the foregoing
Articles shall continue tc be effective, even after
the termination of this Agreement, until their full
implementation or fullfiment.
