PROGRAMME
OF CULTURAL AND SCIENTIFIC COOPERATION

BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF
POLAND AND THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC
REPUBLIC FOR THE YEARS 1997-2000

In accordance with the Article 4 of the «Agreement be-
tween the Government of the Polish People’s Republic and
the Government of the Hellenic Republic on cultural and
scientific cooperation» signed in Athens on 31st of March,
1976, the Polish-Greek Mixed Commission deliberated in
Athens between the 15th to the 17th of January 1997.

Desirous of further developing the mutual cooperationin
the sphere of culture, science and related fields in accor-
dance with the principles of international law and on the ba-
sis of the Final Act of the Conference on Security and
Cooperation in Europe signed in Helsinkiin 1975, the Paris
Charter for a new Europe of 1990 , the Concluding
Document of CSCE Symposium on Cultural Heritage
signed in Cracow in 1991 and other relevant documents of
the OSCE process the Commission have agreed upon the
following Programme of Cultural and Scientific
Cooperation for the years 1997, 1998, 1999 and 2000.

I. CULTURE AND ART
During the validity of this programme:

Article 1

The two Parties will encourage the activities of the Polish
Archaeological Institute in Athens, set up in 1995 accord-
ing to the decisions taken by the Institute of Archaeology
and Ethnology of the Polish Academy of Sciences and the
Warsaw University in cooperation with the Ministry of
Culture of the Hellenic Republic.

Article 2

The two Parties will exchange two (2) archaeologists for
a period of up to fifteen (15) days each, in order to be in-
formed on museology and other matters of their compe-
tence, as well as to visit and study the monuments and ar-
chaeological sites of the other country.
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Article 3

The two Parties will exchange up to two (2) specialists in
the restoration of ancient and modern monuments for a
visit of up to ten (10) days each for the purpose of being in-
formed on matters related to their speciality.

Article 4

The two Parties will encourage the exchange of publi-
cations in the field of archaeology through their competent
authorities.

Article 5

The two Parties will organise a bilateral symposium on
Industrial Archaeology. The details concerning this sym-
posium will be agreed upon between the Greek Ministry of
Cutture (Direction of Folk Culture) and the competent
Polish authorities.

Article 6

The two Parties will exchange one (1)} folklorist and one
(1) specialist inindustriat archaeology for avisitofup toten
(10) days each in order to be informed on matters related
to their competence.

Article 7

The two Parties will exchange one (1) specialist in the
restoration of antique and modern objects of art and one
(1) specialistinthe restoration of objects of folk art forastay
of up tofifteen (15) days each.

Article 8

The two Parties will encourage direct contacts between
the associations of writers of both countries, aiming at the
cooperation in their fields of interest such as the exchange
of writers and translators, organisation of conferences etc.

Article 9

The two Parties will dedicate a special issue in a literary
journal to contemporary literature or to literature for chil-
dren of the other Party.

Article 10

The two Parties will encourage the exchange of a per-
sonality from the field of literature for a period of seven (7)
days eachin order to exchange experiences of commonin-
terest.

Article 11

The two Parties will encourage activities aiming at pub-
lishing an anthology of contemporary Polish literature in
Greece and the anthology of contemporary Greek liter-
ature in Poland.

Article 12

The two Parties will encourage the participation of their

groups of artists in theatre music and folklore, including a-
mateur groups, in festivals or the presentation of their per-
formances in cultural events organised in the other coun-

try.
Article 13

The two Parties will encourage the participation of two (2)
observers of their countries in the major artistic festivals or-
ganised by the other country for a period of up to seven (7)
days each. Information on the events will be forwarded
through diplomatic channels.

Article 14

The two Parties will encourage the cooperation and real-
isation of bilateral cultural activities in the framework of their
relations with international cultural organisations.

Article 15

The two Parties will ensure the protection of the intellec-
tual and related rights, in accordance with the International
Conventions to which either country is a contracting Party.

Article 16

The two Parties will encourage direct cooperation be-
tween associations or unions of artists in the field of visual
arts, theatre, music and other forms of arts.

Article 17

Thetwo Parties will exchange an art exhibition or a folk art
exhibition. The subject of the exhibition will be determined
through diplomatic channels.

Article 18

The two Parties will encourage cooperation between
schools of visual arts, music, drama and film including
exchange of information and teachers. Details will be
worked out in direct contacts between the relevant
schools.

Article 19

The two Parties will encourage the organisation of a «Film
Week» in each country. Technical and other details will be
dealtwith by the competent authorities of the two countries
through direct contacts.

Article 20

The two Parties will participate with their competent au-
thorities or individuals in meetings or congresses organ-
ised by either Party, in order to exchange information con-
cerning film production (public or private) and the pro-
motion of the art of cinema.

Article 21

The two Parties will participate in film festivals, organised
in the other country, with films and delegations of two or
three persons each.
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Article 22

The two Parties will promote direct cooperation between
the state film archives and cinematheques of both coun-
tries, by exchanging information and audio-visual material.

Il. EDUCATION AND SCIENCE
Article 23

The two Parties will continue to encourage direct coop-
eration between scientific and research institutes of the
Polish Academy of Sciences and the Academy of Athens
s well as the Greek researchinstitutes in order to carry out
joint research. consultations. exchange of experience and
researchers.

Article 24

The two Parties will faciitate the participation of scientists
in seminars, congresses, etc. taking place in the two coun-
tries.

Article 25

The two Parties will promote direct cooperation between
Institutions of higher education of both countries; inthe fol-
lowing scope:

- conduct of joint scientific research

- exchange of scientists and scholars for lectures and
participation at congresses and symposia

- exchange of scientific publications and information.
Article 26

The two Parties will encourage the exchange of infor-
mation and documentation in order to facilitate the com-
petent authorities of each country in the recognition of
diplomas and scientific degrees granted by educational in-
stitutions of each country.

Article 27

in order to facilitate scientific contacts the two Parties will
exchange annually

a) Three (3) professors of Higher Education for up to ten
(10) days each, in order to exchange experiences, deliver
lectures, take part in congresses, seminars, etc.

b) Five (5) scientists and researchers for up to ten (10)
days each, for research work and exchange of information.

c) two (2) professors from Technological Educational
Institutes for up to ten (10) days each, in order to exchange
experiences. give lectures, take part in congresses, semi-
nars etc.

Article 28

a) The two Parties will grant each other, annually, a total
of thirty (30) months of post-graduate or research scholar-
ships, for a period of up to ten (10) months each scholar-
ship.

b) The Greek Party will grant, annually, two (2) scholar-
ships each of one (1) month’s duration to Polish students

who wish to attend summer courses on Greek history, lan-
guage and culture.

¢) The Polish Party will grant, annually, two (2) scholar-
ships, each of one (1) month duration, to Greek students,
who wish to attend summer courses of Polish language
and literature, organised by the «Polonicum» of the
Warsaw University.

Article 29

The two Parties will continue their cooperation in the ver-
ication of school manuals in parts referring to the other
country.

To this end, the seventh Greek-Polish  Mixed
Commission for School manuals will meet in Warsaw in
1999.

Article 30

The two Parties will exchange, during the validity of this
Programme : one (1) specialist for a period up 10 ten (10}
days each, in order to get acquainted with the problems
concerning the primary and secondary education, accord-
ing to the needs, and interests of the respective countries.

Article 31

The two Parties express their interest in establishing co-
operation concerning «The Greek and Byzantine Heritage in
the World Culture from the Polish and Central-European
Perspective». The University of Warsaw, represented by the
Centre for Studies on the Classical Tradition in Poland and
East-Central Europe, the Polish Academy of Sciences and of
the General Direction of National Archives in Poland will get
intouch, to this effect, withthe competent Greek institutions.

IIl. LIBRARIES AND ARCHIVES
Article 32

The Nationat Library of Greece and the National Library
of Poland will exchange books, microfilms, prints and any
materials such as reproductions of documents and
manuscripts, as well as bibliographical information, vari-
ous periodical publications and reviews, in accordance
with the interests of each library.

Article 33

The General Direction of National Archives in Poland and
the relevant Greek authorities will exchange books, micro-
films, prints and materials such as reproductions of docu-
ments and manuscripts, various periodical publications
and reviews, in accordance with the interests of the
archives of both countries.

Article 34

The two Parties will exchange, during the validity of the p-
resent Programme:

a) one (1) librarian fora period of up to fifteen (15) days in
order to be informed on matters of library organization,

b) one (1) archives specialist for a period of up to fifteen

(15) days in order to be informed on matters of his/her com-
petence, according to the relevant provisions of the legis-
lation of each country.

IV. MASS MEDIA
Article 35

The two Parties will promote direct cooperation between
their public broadcasters. The relevant institutions of the
two countries will consider signing an agreement on coop-
eration.

Article 36

The two Parties will promote and support the cooper-
ation between the «Athens News Agency» (ANA) and the
«Polish Press Agency» (PAP).

Article 37

The two Parties will examine the possibilities of pro-
moting direct cooperation between Associations of jour-
nalists of the two countries.

V.SPORT AND YOUTH
Article 38

The two Parties will eéncourage cooperation in the fields
of Sportand Physical Education and will pursue direct con-
tacts and closer cooperation between their sports authori-
ties. The content and the details of this cooperation will be
decided upon. directly by the above mentioned authori-
ties.

Article 39

The two Parties will encourage cooperation between
their youth organisations and institutions in cultural and S0-
cial activities in the interest of the youth of both countries.

The two Parties will exchange relevant information and
experiences especially on developments taking place in
every sector concerning youth in order to exchange
experts in these fields and aiming at the strengthening of
refations between the two countries.

VI. OTHER FIELDS OF COOPERATION
Article 40

The two Parties will encourage cooperation between the
UNESCO National Commissions of the two countries.

VII. MISCELLANEOUS
Article 41

The exchanges and cooperation envisaged in the pre-
sent Programme do not exclude other exchanges and
events agreed upon by the two Parties through diplomatic
channels.

Article 42

The attached annex concerning the general and financial

provisions of the present Programme constitutes an inte-
gral part of this Programme.

Article 43

The present Programme will enter into force onthe day of
signing and will remain in force until 31 December 2000,
whereupon it will be automatically extended until the sign-
ing of the new Programme. ~ *

Article 44

The next meeting of the Greek-Polish Mixed Commission
will take place in Warsaw in 2000.

ANNEX

A. GENERAL PROVISIONS IN THE FIELD OF SCIENCE,
EDUCATION, LIBRARIES AND ARCHIVES

a) Exchange of persons (short-term visits up to 30 days).

1. The candidates to be exchanged within the provisions
of this Programme shall be nominated by the sending
Party, which will notify the receiving Party two (2) months
before the proposed day of the visit.

The sending Party shall present to the receiving Party
personal particulars, informing about specializations, pro-
fessional qualifications, academic titles, languages spo-
ken (English or French or the language of the host coun-
try),the programme and the duration of stay of those per-
sons to be exchanged, as well as other useful information.

The receiving Party will notify the sending Party of its con-
sentatleast one month prior to the proposed date of the visit.

Upon receipt of the consent of the receiving Party, the
sending Party shall communicate the exact date of arrival
atleastfifteen 15 days in advance.

b. Scholarships
1. The receiving Party shall announce the offer of the
scholarships, not later than January 31.

2. The sending Party shall forward to the receiving Party
the candidates’ files not later than March 31.

3. The candidates’ files must contain:

- curriculum vitae

- certified copies of diplomas or degrees

- Programme of planned research or studies
- Health certificate

4. The receiving Party shall announce the definite accep-
tance of the scholarship holders not later than June 30.

5. Scholars must speak either the language of the re-
ceiving country or English or French. In particular candi-
dates for post-graduate scholarships must have a fair com-
mand ofthe greek language and must have been accepted
in a post-graduate programme of studies.
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B. FINANCIAL PROVISIONS IN THE FIELDS OF SCI-
ENCE, EDUCATION, LIBRARIES AND ARCHIVES

a.Exchange of Persons

The sending Party shall coverthe cost of travelling fare for
scientists, delegations etc., sent under this Programme to
the receiving country’s capital and back.

1 The Greek Party shall provide:

~ 18.000 drs daily for hotel accommodation and al-
lowance

_travel expenses within the Greek territory if they result
from the approved programme of stay

- free medical care, in case of emergency.

- costs for a one (1) or two (2) days visit to archaeological
or historical sites.

2_The Polish Party shall provide:
_free of charge accommodation in hotels
-35.00 PLN daily as allowance

. costs of travel within Poland arising from the approved
programme of stay

- free medical care in case of emergency

b.Scholarships

The sending Party shall provide round-trip transportation
petween the capital of the two countries. For the Greek

Party the round-trip transportation costs will be born by the
scholarship holders themselves.

1 The Greek Party shall provide:

- a monthly allowance of 100.000 drs for postgraduate
students or research scholars, beginning with the arrival in
Greece and covering the duration of the scholarship

-alump sum of 20.000 drs upon arrival for accommoda-

tion fees for those settling in Athens or of 30.000 drs. for
those outside Athens. Students whose scholarship has
been renewed are not entitled to this sum

. free medical care, in case of emergency
- exemption from tuition fees

- travel expenses within Greek territory according to the
approved programme of studies of graduate students up
to the sum of 30.000 drs.

- accommodation in students hoste!l
2. The Polish Party shall provide:

-amonthly allowance of 529.00 PLN for students, 975.00
PLN for postgraduates and 1.170 PLN for PhD or higher de-
gree holders

- paid accommodation in students hostel

- paid board in students canteen

_free medical care in case of emergency

3. Both Parties have the possibility to adjust the daily
and monthly allowance according to the increase of the
cost of living.

4. Summer Courses. All the expenses shall be covered
by the organisers of these COUrses inthe receiving country.

C.GENERAL PROVISIONS IN THE FIELD OF CULTURE

a.Exchange of Persons

Persons to be exchanged within the provisions of this
Programme will be nominated by the sending Party which
will notify the receiving Party of this nomination three (3)
months before the proposed departure date. The sending
Party will also supply the receiving Party with all necessary
information on the academic and professional qualifi-
cations as well as the proposed working programme,
duration of stay and any other information that might be
useful. The receiving Party will notify the sending Party of
its decision atleast 30 days priortothe proposed departure
date. Uponreceiving the consent ofthe receiving Party, the
sending Party will communicate the exact date of arrival at
least 15 days, in advance.

Visitors exchanged within this Programme in the field of
cultural cooperation will be required to have a good com-
mand of the language of the host country or English or
French. For visitors exchangedfora period oflessthanone
month, the expenses of an interpreter of the English or
French language, if needed, will be covered by the re-
ceiving country.

b.Exchange of Exhibitions

The sending Party will inform the receiving Party, at ieast
twelve (12) months in advance, about the dates and the
theme of the exhibition under preparation. To make prop-
er arrangements for the exhibition, the sending Party will
provide essential technical information on the intended
exhibition, as well as, material indispensible forthe printing
of the catalogue (preface, list of objects, photos, etc.) at
least three (3) months before the opening. Exhibits will
reach the place of destination at least 15 days before the
opening.

D.EFINANCIAL PROVISIONS INTHE FIELD OF CULTURE

a. Exchange of Persons (short-term visits up to 30 days)

Cost of travel and reception of persons arriving under this
Programme will be covered as follows:

1. The sending Party will bear costs of international trav-
el to and from the capital of the receiving Party.

2 The Greek Party shall provide:
-22.000 drs per day
(cost of hotel and living accommodation)

- an allowance of thirty five thousand (35.000) drs., per
visit to cover costs of travels within Greece

3. The Polish Party shall provide :
_free of charge accommodation

. 35.00 PLN daily as allowance or free board and
15.00PLN as pocket money

- cost of travel within Poland arising from the approved
programme of stay

4. In case of emergency, medical assistance free of
charge willbe provided by both Parties for persons arriving
under the provisions of this Programme.

b. Exchange of Exhibitions
1. The sending Party will bear the cost of transportation

of the exhibitions to and from the capital of the receiving
country.

5 The receiving Party will bear the cost of the organi-

zation of the exhibition, including costs of renting halls, se-
curity, technical assistance (storage facilities, installation
arrangements, lighting, heating, dismantling and printing
of publications, such as posters, catalogues and invi-
tations). The receiving Party will also provide publicity to
the exhibition.

3. The sending Party will bear the cost of insurance of the
exhibits during the transportation and the holding of the
exhibition. In case of damage. the receiving Party will sup-
ply the sending Party, free of charge, with complete docu-
mentation referring to the cause of damage, in order to fa-
cilitate the sending Party to claim damages from the insur-
ance company. The receiving Party will not be authorised
to deal with the work of restoring damaged exhibits to their
original shape or form without the consent of the sending
Party.

4. The cost of the visit of a commissioner and, when nec-
essary, of persons whose attendance will be required for
the installation and the dismantling of the exhibition, will be
regulated according to the financial provisions in the field
of culture of this Programme.

Both Parties will agree upon the number of persons ac-
companying the exhibitions and upon the duration of their
stay.
