Article 3
GENERAL PROVISICHNS

1. The Parties shall, taking into account efforts already made at national
and international levels, take appropriate measuraes and cooperate within the
f-amework of this Convention, to protact human beirys and the environment
against industrial accidents by preventing such accidents as far az possible,
By rpducing their fraquency and severity and by mitigating their effects. To
4 erd, preventive, pregaredness and response easdres, including
restoration measures, shall be applied.
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2. e Parties shall, by means ofF axchange of infarmation, consultation and

other covperative measures and without undue delay, develop and implement
policies and strategioes For roducing the risks of industrial accidents and
improving preventive, preparedness and response measures, including
restoration measures, Ltaking into accvount, in order Lo avoid unnecessary
duplication, efforts already mude al national and inlernational levels.
3. fhe Partios shall ensura Lhat the uperator (s obligod to take all
MEAsSUres necessary for the sate perfurmance of the halardous activity and fur
the pravent:ion of tndustrial accidents.

Article 4
TI0ENTTFICAIICN, CINGULTATICN AND ACVICE

1. For the purpose of undertaking oreventive measures and setting up
grescaredness measures, the Farty of arigin shall take measures, as
apgropriate, to identify harardous activilties within its jurisdiction ard to
ensure that affacted Parties ara notified of any such progosed or existing
activity.

2 Parties concerned shall, at the initiative of any such Pariy, entar inta
discussions on the identificaticn of thuse hazardcus activities that are,
reasonably, cagable of causing transboundary effects. If the Parties
concarned do not agree on whether an activity is such a hazardcous activity,
any such Party may, unless the Parties concerned agree on ancther methcd of
resolving the question, submit that question to an inquiry commission in
accordance with the provisions of Annex Il hereto for advice,

3.  The Parties shall, with respgect to proposed or existing hazardous
activities, apply the procedures set out in Annex IT1[ hereto.

A when a hacardous activity is subject to an environmental impact
assessment in accordance with the Convention on Environmental Impact
Assessment in a Transboundary Context and that assessment includes an
evaluation of the transboundary effects of industrial accidents from the
hazardous activity which is performed in conformity with the terms of this
Convention, the final decision taken fur the purposes of the Convention on
Envircnmental Impact Assessment in a Transboundary Context shall fulfil the
relevant requirements of this Convention.
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Article 5
VCLUNTARY EXTENSICN

Parties cuncerned should, at the initiative of any of them, enter into
discussiions on whether to treat an activity not coveraed by Annex I as a
harardous activity. * Upon mutual agreement, they may use an advisory mechanism
9Ff their choice, or an inguiry commission in accordanca with Annex [T, to
advise them. Where the Parties concerned so agree, this Convention, or any
part thereof, shall agply to the acrtivity in question as if it were a
harardous aclivity.

The Parties shall taka acgropriate measures for tre graver:iicn of
.~dustrial accidents, including measurast to induca acticn Lty ozarators 02
~arduce tne risk of industrial accidents. Such measures may incicdz, but ara
not limited te those refarrad to in Annex [V hereto.

With recard to ary hazardous activity, the Party of origin shall require
cperator to demcnstrata the safe performanca of the hazardous activity by
provision of information such as basic details ¢f ths procass, ircluding
not limited to, aralysis ard evaluation as detailsd in Annex V heretzc.
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Article 7
DECISICN-MAKING CN SITING

Within the framework of its legal system, the Party of crigin shall, with
the objective of minimizing the risk to the population and the environment of
all affected Parties, saek the establishment of policies on the siting of new
mazardous activities ard on significant modifications to existing hazardous
activities. Within the framework of their legal systems, the affected Parties
skall seok the establishmant of policies on significant develogments in arcas
which could be affected by transboundary effects of an industrial accident
arlsing out of a hazardous activity so as to minimize the risks invalved. I
alaborating and establishing these policies, the Parties should consider the
mattors set out in Annax V, paragragh 2, subparagraghs (1) to (8), and Annex
VI hereto. ‘

Article 8
EMERGENCY PREPAREDNESS

1. The Parties shall take appropriate measures to establish and maintain
aduquate emergency preparadness to respond to industrial accidints. The
Parties shall ensure that preparedness mecasures are taken to mitigate
transboundary effects of such accidents, on-site duties being undertaken by
operators. These mecasures may include, but are not limited tu thosa referred
to in Annex VIT hereto. 1In particular, the Parties concerned shall inform
each other of their contingency plans.

INFCRMAIICN TC, AND PARTICIPATICN CF THE PUBLZIC

1. The Parties shall ensure that adequate informaticn is given ta the puclic
in the areas capable of being affactad By an incustrial accicent arisimg outz
of & hazardous activity. Thi: information shal!l be transmitiaed through sucn
charnels as the Parties doem agcrogriate, shall include the elements containaeg
in Annex VIII hereto and should take into account matters set out in Annex v,
paragraph 2, subparagraghs (1) to (3) and (9).

2. The Party of origin shall, in accordance wilh the provisions of this
Convention and whenever possible and agpropriate, give the public in the aracas
capable of being affected an Ofpartunity to participate in relevant procedures
with the aim of making known its views and concerns on pravention and
preparedness measures, and shall ensure that the opportunity given to the
public of the affected Party is egquivalent to that given to the public of the
Party of origin. :

3.° The Parties shall, in accordance with their legal systems and, if
desired, on a raciprocal basis provide natural or lejal persons who are being
or are capable of being adversely affected by the transboundary effects of an
industrial accident in the territory of a Party, with access to, and treatment
in the relevant administrative arnd judicial proceedings, including the
possibilities of starting a legal action and appealing a decision affecting
their rights, equivalent to those available to persons within their own
jurisdiction.

Article 10
INOUSTRIAL ACCIDENT NOTIFICATION SYSTEMS

1. The Parties shall, with the aim of obtaining and transmitting industrial
accident notifications containing information needed to counteract
transboundary effects, provide for the establishment and operation of
compatible and efficient industrial accident notification systems at
appropriate levels.

Article 12
MUTUAL ASSISTANCE

1. 1f a Party neads assistance in the avent of an industrial acczidant, it
. ask for assistance frcm other Parties, indicating the scope ard type of
a-sistance raquired. A Party to whom a request for assistance is directed
srall promptly decide ard inform the requesting Party whather it is in a
positicn to render the assistance requiraed and indicata the scepe ard tarms of
the assistance that m:ght be rendered.

2°. The Partics concarned shall cooperate to facilitate the prompt provision
cf assistance agreed tu under paraqgraph 1 of this Articla, including, where
approgriata, action to minimize the conseguences and effacts of thae industrial
accident, and to provide general assistance. Where Parties do not have
tilateral or multilateral agreements which cover their arranguments for
providing mutual assistance, the assistance shall be rendered in accordance
with Annex X hereto, unless the Parties agree otherwisa.

Article 13
RESPONSTBILITY AND LTIABILITY

The Parties shall support appropriate jnternational efforts to elaborate
rules, criteria and procedures in the field of responsibility and liability.

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Article 14

RESEARCH AND DEVELOPMENT

The Partics shall, as appropriate, initiata and cooperata in the conduct
of research into, and in the development of methods and technologies for the
provention of, preparadness for and response to industirial accidents. Ffor
these purposes, the Parties shall encourage and actively promote scientific
and technological covperation, including research into less hacardeous

processes aimed at limiting accident harards and preventing and limiting the

consaequencas of industrial accidents.
article 15
EXCHANGE OF [NFORMATICN

The Parties shall, at the multilateral or bilateral level, exchange
reasonably obtainable information, including the elements cuntained in
Annex XI hereto.

Article 16
EXCHANGE OF TECHNCLOGY

1. The Parties shall, consistent with their laws, regulations and practices,
facilitate the exchange of tochnolegy for the pravention of, preparadness for
and response to the effects of industrial accidents, particularly through the
promation uf:

(a) Exchange of available technclegy on varicus financial bases:
(b) Direct industrial contacts and cooperation;

(<) Exchange of information and experience;

(d) Provision of tochnical assistance.

2. In promoting the activities specified in paragraph 1, subpararagraghs (a)
to (d) of this Article, the Parties shall create favourable conditions by
facilitating contacts and cooperation among appropriate organizations and
individuals in both the perivate and the gublic sectors that are capable of
providing techrolugy, design and engineering services, equipment or finance.

Article 17

COMPETENT AUTHORITIES AND PbINTS CH CCNTACT

1. Each Party shall designate or establish one or more competent authorities
for the purposes of this Convention,

2. ° Without prejudice to other arrangements at the bilateral or multilateral
level, each Party shall designate or establish one point of contact for the
purpose of industrial accident notifications pursuant to Article 10, and one
point of contact for the purpose of mutual assistance pursuant to Article 12.
These points of contact should preferably be the same.
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3. E€ach Party shall, within three months of the date of entry 1nto force o
this Convention fur that Party, 1nform the other Parties, through the
secretariat referred to in Article 20, which body or bodies it has designatug
as its point(s) of contact and a3 its competent authority or authorities.

4.- €Each Party shall, within ore month of the date of decision, inform Lhea
other Partie:, through the secretariat, of any changes regarding the
designation(s) it has made under paragraph 3 of this Article.

5. Each Party shall keep its poinL of contact and industlrial accident
notification systoms pursuant to Article 10 operational at all times.

6. Each Party shall keep its point of contact and the authurilies
responsible for making and receiving requests for, and accepting offers of
assistance pursuant to Article 12 operational at all times.

Article 18
CCONFERENCE OF THE PARTIES

1. The represantatives of the Parties shall constitute the ConfFerence of 1 he
Parties of this Convention and hold their meetings on a regular basis. The
first meeting of tha Confarence of the Parties shall be convened not later
than one year after the date of the entry into force of this Convention.
Thereafter, a meeting of the Conference of the Parties shall be held at least
once A year or at the written request of any Party, provided that, within si.
months of the request being communicated to them by the secretariat, it is
supperted by at least one third of the Parties.

2. Thae Conference of the Parties shall:
(a) Review the implementation of this Convention;

(b) Carry out advisory functions aimed at strungthening the ability «r
Parties to prevent, prepare for and respond to the transboundary effects af
industrial accidents, and at facilitating the provision of technical
assistance and advice at the request of Parties faced with industrial
accidents;

(¢} Establish, as appropriate, working groups and otlher appropriale
mechanisms to consider matters related to tha implementation and dovelopment
of this Convention and, to this end, tu preparc appropriale studies and olher
documentation and submit recommendations for consideration by the Conforenda
of the Parties;

(d) Fulfil such other functions as may be appropriate under the
provisions of this Convention;

(e) AL its first meeting, consider and, by consenzus, adopt rules of
procedure for its meotings.

3. The Conference of the Parties, in discharging ils functions, shall, whop
it deems appropriate, also cvoperate with other relevant intornational '
organizations.
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4. The Confarence.of.the Parties shall, at its First moeting, establizh a
programme of work, in particular with regard to the items contained in
Annax X[T hereto. The Conforonce of the Parties shall also decide on the

method of work, including the use of national centres and cooperation with
relavant international organizations and the aestablishment of a system with a
view to facilitating the implementation of this Convention, in particular for
mutual assistance in the event of an industrial accident, and building upon
pertinent existing activities within relevant international organizations. As
part of the programme of work, the Conference of tha Parties shall reviocw
existing national, regional and international centres, and other bodies and
programmes aimed at coordinating information and ef'forts in the prevention oF
greparedness for and rexponse to industrial accidents, with a view to
determining what additional international institutions or centres may be

needed to carry out the tasks listed in Annex XII.

S. The Confaraonce of the Partios shall, at its first mecting, commence
consideration of procedures to create more favourable conditions for the
axchange of technology for tha provention of, proparedness for and response to
the effects of industrial accidents. "
5. The Conference of the Parties shall adopt guidelines and critaria to
facilitate the identification of hazardous activities for the purposes of this
Convantion.

Article 19
RICHT TO VOTE

1. Except as provided for in paragragh 2 of this Article, each Party to this
Convention shall have one vote.

2. Regional economic integration orjanizations as defined in Article 27
shall, in matters within their competence, exercise their right to vota with a
number of votes equal to the number of their member States which are Partie:

fne Exccutive Gecratary of the Economic Commission for Europe shall carrj
out the fullowing secretarial functions:

(¢c) Such other functions as may be determined by the Parties.

SETTULEMENT OF DISPUTES
:. If a dispute arises between two or more Parties about the interpretation
or application of this Convention, they shall seek a solution by negotiation
or by any other method of dispute settlement acceptable tud the parties to the
dispute.

2. When signing, ratifying, accepting, approving or acceding to this
Convention, or at any time thereafter, a Party may declare in writing to the
Depositary that, for a dispute not resolved in accordance with paragragh 1 of
this Article, it accepts one or both of the follcwing meaans of dispute

settlement as compulsory in relation to any Party accepting the same
obligation:

(a) Submission of the dispute to the International Court of Justice;

(b) Arbitration in accordance with the procedure set out in
Annex XIII hereto. :

3. If the parties to the dispute have accepted both means of disputa
settlement roferred to in paragraph 2 of this Article, the disputa may be

submitted only to the Intarnational Court of Justice, unles. the parties to
the dispute agree otherwise. -

Article 22
LIMITATICNS CN THE SUPPLY OF INFORMATICN

1. The provisions of this Convention shall not affect the rights or the
obligations of Parties in accordance with their natiornal laws, regulations,
administrative provisions or accepted legal practices and applicable
international regulations to protect information related to persvnal data,
industrial and commercial secrecy, including intellectual property, or
national security.

2. If a Parly nevertheless decides to supply such protected information to
anothar Party, the Party receiving such protected information shall respoct
the confidentiality of the information received and the conditions under which
it is supplied, and shall only use that information for the purposes for which
it was supplied.

Article 23
IMPLEMENTATION

The Parties shall report periodically on the implementation of this
Convention.
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Article 24
BILATERAL AND MULTILATERAL AGREYMENTS

1. The Parties may, in order to imploment their obligations under this

Convention, continue existing or enter into new bilateral or multilateral
agreaments or other arranmjoments.

2. The provisions of this Convention shall not affect the right of Parties
to take, by bilateral or multilateral agreement where appropriata, more
stringent measures than those required by this Convention.

The Annexas to this Convention form an integral pgart of the Convantion.
Article 26
AHENO&ENFG TC THE CCNVENTICON

1. Any Party may propose amendments to this Convention.

Z. The text of any proposed amendment to this Convention shall be sukmittad
in writing to the Executive Secretary of the Economic Commission for Euroge,
who shall circulate it to all Parties. The Conference of the Parties shall
discuss proposed amendmenls at its next annual mceting, provided that such
proposals have been circulated to the Parties by the Executive Secretary of
the Economic Commission for Europe at least ninety days in advance.

3. For amendments to this Convention - other than those to Annex I, for
which the procedure is described in paragrapgh 4 of this Article:

(a) Amendments shall be adopted by consensus of the Parties present at
the meeting and shall be submitted by the Depositary to all Parties for
ratification, acceptance or approval;

{b) Instruments of ratification, acceptance or approval of amendments
shall be deposited with the Depositary. Amendments adopted in accordance with
this Article shall enter into force for Parties that have accepted them on the

ninetieoth day following the day of receipt by the Oepositary of the sixteenth
instrument of ratification, acceplance or approval;

(c) Theraeafter, amendments shall enter into force for any other Party
on the ninetieth day after that Party deposits its instruments of
ratification, acceptance or approval of the amendments.
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3. For amendmants to Annex [

(a) The Parties shall make every effort to reach agreement by
consensus. [f all ei'forts at consensus have been eoxhausted and no agreement
reached, the amendments shall, as & last resort, be adopted by a nine-tenths
majority vota of the Parties prezent and voting at the meeting. IFf adopted by
the Conference of the Parties, the amendmonts cshall be communicated to the
Parties and rocommended For agproval;

(b) On the expiry of twelve month: from the date of their communication
by the Executive Secretary of the Economic Commission for Curope, the
amendments to Annex I shall bBecome effective for those Parties to this
Convention which have not submitted a notitfication in accurdance with Lhe
provisions of paragraph 4(c) of this Article, provided that at least sixteen
Parties have not submitted such a notification;

(c) Any Party that is unable to approve an amendment tu Arnex I of this
Conwuntion shall so notify the Executive Jecretary of the Econovmic Commission
for Europe in writing within twelve months from the date of the communication
of the adoption.

() Information on the hazardous activity, including any available
informalion or report, such as information produced in accordance with
Article 6, on its possible transboundary effects in the event of an industirial
accident;

(b) An indication of a reascnable time wilhin which a response under
paragraph 4 of this Annex is required, taking into account the nalure oF tLhe
activity;

and may include Lhe informalion set cut in paragraph 6 of this Annex.

A, The notified Partics shall respond to the Party of origin within the time
specified in the notification, acknowledging receipt of the notification and
indicating whether they intend to enter into consultation.

5. 1f a notified Party indicates that it does nol intend Lo enter intlo
consultation, or if it does not respond within the time specifiod in the
notification, the provisions set down in the following paragraphs of this
Annax shall not apply. [In such circumstances, the right of a Party of origin
to determine whelher to carry out an assessment and analysis on the basis of
its national law and practice is nolt urojudiced.

6. Upon receipt of a response from & notified Party indicaling its desire to
entor into consultation, the Party of origin shall, if it has not already done
so, provide to the notified Party:

(c) The opportunity to participate in evaluations of the information or
any report demonstrating possible transboundary eoffects.

Any
such consultations may be conducled through an appropriate joint body, where
one exists.

11. The Parties concerned shall ensure that due account is taken of the
analysis and evaluation, as well as of the comments received pursuant to
paragragh 9 of this Annex and of the outcome of the consullations referred to
in paragragh 10 of this Annex.

12. The Party of origin shall notify the affected Parties of any decision on
the activity, along with the recasons and considerations on which it was based.

13. If, after additional and relevanl information concerning the
transboundary effects of a hazardous activity and which was not availabtle at
the time consultations were held with respect to that activity, becomes
available to a Party concerned, that Party shall immediately inform the other
Party or Parties concerned.

(d) Arrangements for providing early warning of industrial accidents to the
public authority responsible for the off-site emergency resgonse, including the
type of information which should be included in an initial warning and the
arrangements for providing more detailed information as it becomes available;

(e) Arrangements for training personnel in the duties they will be expected
to perform.

8. Adequate information on arrangements made regarding the hazardocus
activity, including liaison with the emergency services, tc deal with
industrial accidents, to reduce the severity of the industria! accidaents and
to mitigate their effects;

9. General information on the emergency services' off-site contingency plan,
drawn up to cope with any off-site effects, including the transboundary

effects of an industrial accident;

10. General information on special roquirements and conditions to which the
hazardous activity is subject according to the relevant rational regulations
and/or administrative provisions, including licensing or authorization systoms;

11. Details of where further relevant information can be obtained.
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ANNEX IX
INDUSTRIPL ACCIDENT NOTIFICATION SYSTEMS PURSUANT TO ARTICLE 10

1. The industrial accident notification systems shall enable the speediest
possible transmission of data and foracasts according to previously determined
cades using compatible data—transmission and data-treatment systems for
emergency warning and response, and for measures to minimize and contain the
consequences of transboundary effects, taking account of different needs at
different levels. ‘

2. The industrial accident notification shall include the following:
(a) The type and magnitude of the industrial accident, the hazardous
substances involved (if known), and the severity of its possible effects:

(b) The time of occurrence and exact location of the accident;

(¢) Such other available information as necessary for an efficient
response to the industrial accident.

3. The industrial accident notification shall be supplemented at appropriate
intervals, or whenever required, by further relevant information on the
development of the situation concerning transboundary effects.

4, Regular tests and reviews of the effectiveness of the industrial accident
notification systems shall be undertaken, including the regular training of
the personnel involved. Where appropriate, such tests, revier and training
shall be performed jointly. /

/
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ANNEX X
MUTUAL ASSISTANCE PURSUANT TO ARTICLE 12

1. The overall direction, control, coordination and supervision of the
assistance is the responsibility of the requesting Party. The personnel
involved in the assisting operation shall act in accordance with the relevant
laws of the requesting Party. The appropriate authorities of the requesting
Party shall cooperate with the authority designated by the assisting Party,
pursuant to Article 17, as being in charge of the immediate operational

supervision of the personnal and the equipment provided by the assisting Party.

2. The requesting Party shall, to the extent of its capabilities, provide
local facilities and services for the propar and effactive administration of
the assistance, and shall ensure the protection of personnel, equipment and
materials brought into its territory by, or on behalf of, the assisting Party
" for such a purpose.

3. Unless otherwise agreed by the Parties concerned, assistance shall be
provided at the expense of the requesting Party. [he assisting Party may at
any time waive wholly aor partly the reimbursement of costs.

4. The requesting Party shall use its best efforts to afford to the
assisting Party and persons acting on its behalf the privileges, immunities or
facilities nocessary for the expeditious performance of their assistance
functions. The requesting Party shall not be required to apply this provisicen
to its own nationals or permanent residents or to afford them the privileges
and immunities referred to above.

S. A Party shall, at the roquest of the requesting or assistirg Party,
endeavour to facilitate the transit through its territory of duly notified
personnel, equipment and property involved in the assistance to and from the
requesting Party.

6. The requesting Party shall facilitate the entry into, stay in and
departure from its national territory of duly notified personnel and of
equipment and progerty involved in the assistance.

7.. With regard to acts resulting directly from the assistance provided, the
requesting Party shall, in respect of the death of or injury to persons,
damage to or loss of precperty, or damage to the environment caused within its
territory in the course of the provision of the assistance requested, hold
harmless and indemnify the assisting Party or persons acting on its behalf and
compensate them fur death or injury suffered by them and for loss of or damage
to equipment or other property involved in the assistance. The roquesting
Party shall be responsible for dealing with claims brought by third parties
against the assisting Party or persons acting on its behalf.

8. The Parties concerned shall cooperate closely in order to facilitate the
settlement of legal proceedings and claims which could result from assistance
operations.

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9. Any Party may requast assistance relating to the medical treatment or the
temgorary relocation in the territory of another Party of persons involved in
an accident. : o '

10. The affected or requesting Party may at any time, after appropriate
consultations and By notification, requast the termination of assistanca
received or provided under this Convention. Once such a recuest has keen
made, the Parties concarned shall consult one another with a view to making
arrangements for the proger termination of the assistance.

Both the claimant
Party or Parties and the other Party or Parties tg the disputa shall appoint
an arbitrator, and the two arbitrators so appointad shall desigrate by ccmmcn
agreement the third arbitrator, who shall be thae prasidant of the arditral
tribunal. The latter shall not be a national of one of the parties to the
disputa, nor have his or her usual place of residenca in the tarritery of cne
of these parties, nor be employed by any of them, ncr have dealt with the casa
in any other capacity.

3. If the president of the arbitral tribunal has not been desigrated within
twoc months of the appointment of the sacornd arbitrator, the Executive
Secretary of the Econcmic Commission for Europe shall, at the raguest of

either party to the dispute, designate tha president within a further .

4, If one of the parties to the dispute does not appoint an arbitrator
within two months of the receipt of the requast, the other party may so infcra
the Executive Secretary of the Econcmic Commission for Europe, who shall
designata the president of the arbitral tribunal within a further two—month
period. Upon designation, the president of the arbitral tribural shall
request the party which has not appointed an arbitrator to do so within two
months.

5: The arbitral tribural shall render its decision in accordance with
international law and in accordance with the provisions of this Convention.

6. Any arbitral tribunal constituted under the provisions set out herein
shall draw up its own rules of procedure.

7. The decisions of the arbitral’tribunal,_buth on procedure and on
substance, shall be taken by majority vote of its members.

13. The arbitral tribunal may hear and determine counter-claims arising
directly out of the subject-matter of the disputa.

14. Unless the arbitral trikbunal determines otherwise because of the
garticular circumstancas of the case, the expenses of the tribunal, includin
the remuneration of its members, shall be borne equally by the parties to the
dispute. The tribumal shall keep a record of all its expenses and shall
furnish a final statament thera2of Lo the parties to the dispute.

15. Any Party to this Convention which has an intarest of a legal natura in
the subject-matter of the dispute and which may be affected by a decision in
the casa, may intarvene in the proceedings with the consent of the tritunal.

16. The arbitral tribunal shall render its award within five months of the
data on which it is established unless it finds it necassary to extand the
time—-limit for a perxod which should not excaed fzve months.

17. The award of the arbitral tritunal shall be accempanied by a statament of
reasons. It shall be final ard binding upon all parties to the disputa. The
award will be transmittad by the arbitral tribunal to the parties to the
dispute and to the secretariat. The secretariat will forward the 1nformatzon
recaived to all Partie® to this Conventxcn

18. Any dispute which may arise between the part;es concerning the
intarpratation or execution of the award may be submitted by either party to
the arbitral tribunal which made the award or, if the latter cannot be seized
thereof, to another tribunal constituted for this purpose in the same manner
as the first.
