BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC AND

THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF SLOVENIA
ON THE RECIPROCAL PROMOTION AND PROTECTION OF INVESTMENTS

The Government cf the Hellenic Reputlic and the Government of the Reputlic of Siavera,
Hereinaiter referred to as the "Contracting Parties”,

DESIRING ta intensify their accnomic cacceraticn to the mutual benaiit of ceth States cna
lcng term basis,

HAVING as their cbjective to create favouratle sonditicns for invesiments by investcrs of
either Centracting Party in the territory of the other Centracting Party,

RECCGNIZING that the prometicn and protecticn of invesiments. on the zasis of ‘Ris
Agrezement, will stimulate the initiative in this fieid.

HAVE AGREED AS FOLLOWS:



EOHMEPIE THE KYBEPNHZEQE (TEYXOZ NMPQTOQ)

ARTICLE 1

Definitions

For the purpases of this Agreement:

1. "Investment” means every kind of asset investec in accerdance with the legislation of the
Contracting Party in whose territory the investment is made and in particular, thcugh nct
exctusively, includes:

a) mcvacle and immovabie pregerty and any other rights in rem. such as servituces.
usustrucius, mortgages. liens or,plecges; '

b} shares in and steck and debentures af a company and any cther form of
particication in a comgeany, as well as bonds:

C} claims to maoney or to any performancs under contract Naving an eccremic vaiue.
cennected (o an investment;

d) intellectual and industriai property rights;

g) cencessicns conferred by law or under contract, including concessicns to search
for, cultivate, extract or exploit natural rescurces:

A possitle cnange in the form in which the investments have been made does not afect their
character as investments, grovided that such a change is in accardance with the legislaticn
of the Contracting Party in whese territory the investment has been made.

2. "Returns” means the amounts yieided by an investment and in garticular, thcugh not
exclusively, inciudes prefit, interest, capital gains, dividends, royaities, fees and cther lawfyi
nceme.

3. "Investor” means with regard to either Contracting Party:

a) natural perscns having the naticnaiity of that Cantracting Party in accordance with
its law,

b} legai persens or other entities, including ccmpanies, carporaticns, business
associatons and partnerships, which are constituted or otherwise duly crcarised
under the laws of that Contracting Party and have their effective economic activities
in the territory of that same Cantracting Party,

whc invest in the territory of the other Contracting Party.
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4, ‘Territcry” means in respect of asither Contracting Farty, the terntery under its sovereignity
nciuaing the terntoral sea, as well as submanne areas over which that Centracung Pary
axercises, in confermity with international faw. sovereign nghis or jurisdicticn.

ARTICLE 2

Promaotion and Protection of Investments

1. Each Contracting Party promates in its territory investments by investors cf the other
Contracting Party and admits sucn investments in accordance with its legislaticn,

2. Investments Sy investers of a Cantracting Party shail. at ail times, Se aczaorded ‘air and
equitable treatment and shall enjcy fuill gretection and security in the territary of e ather
Centracting Party. Each Centracting Party shail ensure that the maragement, mairtainancs.
use, enjoyment cor disgcsal, in s territory, of investments by nvesicrs of the ctrer
Centracting Party, is not in any way impaired by unfustifianle or discnmiratery measures.

3. Returns frem the investments 2nc. in cases cf reinvesiment, the incame ensuirg shersirom,
erjcy the same grotecticn as the initial investments.

4. Each Cenrracting Party shail cbsarve any other otiigation it may have antered inic with
regard o investments cf investers of the cther Cantacting Farty. ‘

ARTICLE 3

Treatment of Investments

1. Each Contracting Party shall accerd to investments, made in its territery Dyinwssicrs ¢f he
cther Caontracting Party, traatment nct less favourable than that ahich it accords ‘o
" investments of its own investors ar to investments cf investors of any *hird State. anichever
's mere favouratie.

2. Zach Contracting Parly shall accord to investors of the sther Contracting Party, as regarcs
the management, mairtainancs. use, emjoyment cr disposal of their investmerts in ts
fermtory. treatment nct less favouratle than that which it accords to its cwn investars cor
investers of any third State, whichever is more favourable.

3. The grovisions of paragraphs 1 and 2 cf s Article shalf nct be construed so as ‘o ctlige
Cne Contracting Party o extend to the investors cf the other Contracting Party the benefit of
any ireatment, preference or privilege resulting from:

ARTICLE 4

Expropriation

1. Investments by investors of either Centracting Party in the territory ¢t the other Contraciing
Farty, shail not ne expropriated, naticnalised or subjected to any ather measure ‘he effects
of which weuld te tantamount to exprogriation or nationaiisation {therainafter referrac to as
‘exprogriaticn’), except in the public interes:. under due process of law, en 3 ncn
ciscriminatory basis and against payment of prompt, adequate and effective compensation.
Such cempensaticn shall amount to the market value of the investment affected IMmeciately
Cefore the actual measure was taken or cecame cublic Knowiedge. whichever is the earlier,
't snall incluce interest from the date of exprapriaticn until the ate cf gayment at a normal
commercial rate and shall be freely transierable in a freely convertible currency.

2. Tne provisions of paragraph 1 of this Article shall also agely where a Cantracting Party
expropriates the assets of a company wnich is constituted under the laws in forca in any part
of its own territory and in which investors of the other Contracting Party own shares.

ARTICLE 5

Compensaticn for Losses

1. Investors of cne Contracting Party whose investments in the territory of the other
Centracting Party suffer losses owing to war or other armed canflict. a state of naticnal
emergency, civil disturbance or other similar events in the territary of the other Centracting
Party shall be accorded By the iatter Contracting Party treatment, as regards restitution,
indemnification, compensation or other settlement, no less favourabie than that which the
latter Contracting Party accords ' its own investors or to investars of any third State,
whichever is mcre favourable. Resulting payments shall be made without delay and shail be
freely transferable in a freely convertitie currency.

2. Witheut prejudice to paragrapn 1 of this Article, investars of one Contracting Party whao,
in any of the situations referred to in that paragraph suffer lgsses in the territory of the ather
Contracting Party resulting from:

a) requisitioning of their investment or part thereaf by the latter's forces or authorities,
or
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L) destructicn af thew investment or part therect by the latter's forces ar authariies
~nich was net required oy the necessity of the situaticn,

snail te accorged restitution or compensatcn which in sither case shall ce promgt. adeqguate
ang effective.

ARTICLE 6
Transfers
1. Each Contracting Party snall guaransee. n respect cf investments of investcrs of the otrar
Centracting Party, the unrestricted transfer cf the invesiment anc s returns, after ‘ulfilment
cf any financ:al obligaticn pertaining to the invesiment.
The transfers shall e effected withcut delay, in a freely =cnvertibie currency. 2t the market
- rate of exchange agglicable on the date of ‘ransier.
2. Such transfers shall include in particular, though not exclusively:

-~ g) unspent earnings and cther remuneraticn of perscnnel engaged frem abroad in
connection with an investment of an investor of the other Certracting Pary.

ARTICLE 7

Subrogation

1. If the investments of an investor of one Cantracting Party in the territory of the other
Centracting Party are insured against non-commercial risks under a legal systerm of
guarznritee zny subragation of the insurer into the rights of the said nvestor pursuant o the
terms of such insurance shall be recognrized by the other Contracting Party, without prejucice
to the rights of the investor under Article S of this Agreement.
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2. The insurer shall not be entitled to exercise any rignts other than the rights which the
mvestcr would have teen entitted to exercise.

3. Cisputes cetween a Contracting Party and an insurer shall te tried o be remedied in
accerdance with the provisions of Article S of this Agreement.

ARTICLE 8

Settlement of Disputes between the Contracting Parties

1. Any dispute between the Contracting Parties cancerning the interpretaticn or acgiication
cf this Agreement shall, if possitle. be settled by negotiations. through dic!cmatic channels.

2. f the discute cannct thus be semtled within six menths from the beginning of the
negctiaticns. itshall. upon request of sither Contracting Party e sucmitted to an arbimitration
rounal.

3. The artitration tritunal shall be constituted ad hoc as follows: Each Cantracting Farty shall
apecint one artitrater and these two aroitraters shail agree upcn a naticnal of a third State

4. f within the periods specified in paragraph 3 of this Article the necassary acoointments
have not been made, either Contracting Party may, in the absence of any cther agreement,
invite the President cf the International Court of Justice to make the necessary apccintments.
it the Presicent cf the Court is a naticnal of either Contracting Party or if he is atherwise
prevented {rom discharging the said functicn, the Vice-President or if he too is a naticnal of
either Cantracting Party or is otherwise prevented from discharging the said funcicn, the
Member cf the Court next in seniority. wha is nct a nationat of either Contracting Party. shall
be invited tc make the necessary appointments,

5. The arbitration tribunal shall decide on the basis of respect of the law, including particularly
this Agreement and gther relevant agreements between the Contracting Parties, as well as
the generally acknowledged rules and grincinles of internaticnal law.

8. Unless the Ceontracting Parties decide otherwise, the tribunal shall determine its own
procedure. '

The tribunal shall reach its decisicn by a majerity of votes. Such decisicn shall be final and
binding cn the Contracting Parties.
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7. Each Caontracting Party shall bear the cost of the arbitrator appointed by itseif and of its
representation. The cost of the chairman as well as the other costs wiil be born in equal parts
oy the Contracting Parties. The tribunal may, hcowever, in its decision direct that a fugher
progertion cf costs shail ke born by one of the two Centracting Parties and thus award shail
ae hinding en toth Centracting Parties. ,

ARTICLE 9

Settlement of Disputes between an Investor and a Contracting Party

1. Disputes getween an investor of a Centracting Pary and the ather Contracing Party
concerning an obligation of the latter under this Agreement, in relation to an investment of
ne farmer. shall, if possible, be settled by the disputing parties in an amicasie way.

2. iIf such disputes cannot be settled within six mcnths from the date either party reguested
amicabie settiement. the investor concerned may sutmit the discute either (0 the competent
courts of the Contracting Party in the territory of which the invesiment has peen mace or 0
international arbitration.

cach Contracting Party hereby consents to the submission of such dispute to internaticnal
arbitration.

3. Where the dispute is referred to internaticnal artrtraticn the investaor concerned may submit
the dispute etther to:

a) the International Centre for the Settlement of Investment Disputes, estatiished
uncer the Canvention on the Settlement of investment Disputes getween States and
Naticnals of Cther States, opened for signaturs at Washingtcn 0.C. cn 18 March
19635, for arbitration gr conciliation, or

b) an ad hoc arbitral tribunal to be astablished under the arbitration rutes of the United
Nations Commission on Internaticnal Trade Law {U.N.C.LT.R.AL).

4. The artitral tribunal shall decide the dispute in accordance with the provisians of this
Agreement and the applicable rules and principles of international law. The awards of
arbitration snail be final and binding on both parties 1o the dispute.Each Contracting Party
shall carry cut without delay any such award and such award shall be enforced in accordance
with domestic law.

5. During arbitration proceedings or the enforcement of the award, the Contracting Farty
involved in the dispute shall not raise the objection that the investor of the cther Contracting
Party has received compensation under an insurance contract in respect of all ar part of the

- damage.
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ARTICLE 10

Appiication of other Rules

if the provisions cf faw of either Contracting Party or ogligaticns under international law
existing at present or estaklished hereafter between the Contracting Farties in addition ta this
Agreement, contain a rute, whether general or specific, entiting invesuymrents by investaors cf
the other Contraciing Party to a treaiment mcre favouraple than is provided far by this
Agresment, such rule shall, 1o the extent that it is more favcurable, prevail over this
Agreement.

ARTICLE 11

Consultations

Representatives of the Contracting Parties shall, wherever necessary. hold consuitaticns on
any matter affecting the implementaticn of this Agresement. Trese consultaticns shal! e neid
on the propesal of ane of the Contracting Parties at a clace and at a time 10 te agreec upon
through diplomatic channels.

ARTICLE 12

Application

This Agreement shail also apply to existing investments macde pricr to its entry inta fcree oy
investors of either Contracting Party in the territory of the other Contracting Party. consistent
with the latter’s legislaticn.
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ARTICLE 13
Entry into Force - Duration - Termination

1. This Agreement shail enter into force thirty cays after the date on which the Contractng
Parties have exchanged written notifications infarming each other that the procecures
required by their respective laws to this end nave Seen comeieted. it snaill ramain in foree for
a seriod cf ten years from that date.

2. Unless notice of :armination has Yeen given by either Contracting Farly at least sne year
~efcre the date of expiry of its validity, this Agreement shait thereafter Ce extenced iacitly ‘cr
periods cf ten years, each Centracling Party reserving the nght io terminate he Agreemert
upon agtice of at least cne year before the cate cf expiry ct its current ceriod of validity.

3. In respect of investments macde prior to the date cf terminaticn of this Agreement. the
fcregaing Articles shail continue to be effective fcra further period of ten years frcm that cae.
