AGREEMENT

BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REBUBLIC
AND THE GOVERNMENT OF ROMANIA
ON THE PROMOTION AND RECIPROCAL PROTECTION OF INVESTMENTS

The Governmert of the Hellenic Reputlic and the Government of Remania.

Hereinaiter referred to as the "Contracting Parties®,

CEZIRING ‘o ‘ntensify their acancmic caoperaticn o the mutual Serafit of beth courtries on
aleng term tasis,

HAVING as their objective tc create favcurable concitions for investments oy invesicrs of
ather Contracting Party in the ternitery of the other Cortracting Parny,

ARECOGNIZING ‘hat the promcticn and protecticn of invesiments, gn tre Dasis of this
Agreement, will stimulate the initiative in this fieid,

HAVE AGREED AS FOLLOWS:
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ARTICLE 1

Definitions

For the purpcses cf this Agreement:
1 “Investment* means every kind cf asset and in particular, thaugh not exclusively, includes:

a) mevakle and immevatie groperty and any ather rights in rem, such as ususiTuctus,
mcrtgages, liens or pledges;

b) shares in and stock and debentures of a company and any cther form cf
participation in a comgany;

¢) long term lcans (related to investments) and claims tc mcney or © any
cerfcrmance under cantract having a flanancal value:

¢) intetlectual preperty rights;

e) tusiness concessicns conferred by law or under contrace, inclucing corcassiens
tc search fcr. cultivate, extract or expleit natural ressources:

s *Returns’ means the amcunts yielded by an investment and in particular. thcugn nct
axclusively, incluces profit, interest. capital gains, dividencs. rcyalties and fess.

3. lnvestcr’ shall camperise. in rescect of aither Cantracting Farty, naticnals and lega! 2ersens
or other legal entities, constituted 2r Stherwise duly organisad in accsreancs with e aws
of that Contracing Party anc having their effective ecancmic activives in the territcry of that
same Contracting Party.

4. "Naticnal® means:

a) In respect of the Hellenic Aegublic, any natural cerscn Maving or acjuinng CGreek
naticnality in accardance with the Greek Maticnality Cace.

k) In respect of Acmama. any natural perscn having RAcmanian citizensiip in
accordance with Rcmanian laws and regulaticrs.

5. *Territary” means In respect of aither Centracting Party, the rerritcry under the sovergignty
of the Hellenic Repubiic ¢r of Remania respectively, including the territorial sea. as well as
maritime areas over which the resgective State axercises, in conterfity with internatioral ‘aw,
savereign rights or juriscictian.

Promaotion and Protection of Investments

1. Bach Conrracting Farty promctes in its terrtory investments by investors gf the ather
Cortracing Party and acmits such invesiments in acccrdance with its legislaticn.

2. Investments Ry investars of a Contracting Party shall, at ail tmes, be accorced fair and
equitatie reatment and shall enjoy full protection and security in the territory of the ather
Cerntracting Party. Each Contracting Party shall ensure that the management, maintainangs,
use, enjcyment or disgosal, in s lermtary, of investments by investors of the cther
Centracting Party, is nct in any way impairad by unjustifiable or discriminatcry measures. «

. Invesicrs of either Centracting Farty shall te germitted to engage top managerat anc
ecnmcai cerscrnel (the level of chief of sectors inciucded), of their cheice, natorals of ather

cntracting any, tc the axdant sermitted by the ‘egisiaticn in ferce in the nost State. Suzjecs
f ne 'aws reiating o the entry and scjcum cf aiiens, this afcrementicreq perscrne srail ze
cermitied ' anter 3nc c remain in he lermitory of the sther Contracting Parry fer ine surscse
cf estaciisiming anc sdmiristening ther investment.

Compensation for Losses

1. lnvestars of aone Contracting Party whase investments in the territary of the other
Contracting Party suffer lcsses owing to war or other armed conflict, a state of national
emergency, civil disturbance ar other similar averts in the territery of the other Contracting
Farty shall be accorded by the latter Contracting Party treatment, as regards restitution,
incemnificaticn, compensaticn or cther settdement, ng less favouratle than that which the
latter Centracting Party accords to its own investors or to investars of any third State,
whichever is mcre favourable.

The transiers shail be effected withcut deiay, in & freedy convertible currency, at the rate cf
exchange apclicable on the date of transfer. after fifilment of all financial otligaticns
ceraining to ihe investment, in accordance with the arccadures laic down in the laws and
regulaticns in icrea in the Centracting Party in the tendesy of which the investmert has been
mace.
2. Such transfers shall include in garticylar, theugihy net exclusively:

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d) royalties anc fees,
e) preceeds of sale ar liquicaticn of the whcie Cr any pan of the investment:

f) a perticn of the salaries, wages or Cther aarnings, previded for by the refevant
legislation af each Centracling Party, received in its termtcry by naticnals of the ather
Cantracting Party, cennected with investments ccvered oy this Agreement;

g) compensation under Articies 4 and S.

ARTICLE 7
Subrqgaﬁon .

If either Contracting Party ar its designated agency makes a 2aymert 'C Cne of its ‘nvesic
under any financial guarantee agairst nen-commercial ris«s it nas granted in regarg of an
imvestment in the territary cf the cther Contracting Party. the lattar snall recsgnise. Ty virtue
cf subregaticn, the assignment of any right cr cam of that invasicr tc the first Cerracting
Party ar its Jdesigrated agency, withcut prejucice ‘¢ the fghts 2t the invesicr under ~rucle 3
“of Tma Agreement.

e Setttement of Disputes between the Contracting Parties .

“T. Any dispute tetween the Cantracting Parties cencerning the intergretaticn or 2cclicaten
cf this Agreement shail, it possitle, te setled By negetiations, rough dicicmatic snanreis.

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4. The artitral nicunal shall decide the disgute in acsardance with the provisicns of this
Agreement ard the apglicable rules and zrinciples of internationai law., The awards af
arkitraticn shail be final and binding cn teth parties tc the dispute. Each Cantraciing Farty
shall carry aqut withcut Zelay any such awara and such award snail ce enfarced in accardance
with dcmestic aw.

S. Ouring artitration proceedings cr the enforcement cf the award, the Contracting Party
invoived in the dispute shall nct raise the cbjection that the investar of the ather Centracting
Party has received compensation under an insurance contract in respect of all ¢r part of the
damage.

f\RTICLE 10

Application of other Rules

it the provisicrns of law of either Contracting Farty or goligaticns urder iniernaticnal law
existing at gresent or 2staptished hereafter Serween ihe Ccntracting Parties in a¢diticn o this
Agreement, ccntain a regulaticn, whether general or specific, entiting investments oy
investcrs of the gther Contracting Farty {0 a reatment mcre ‘avcurable than is proviced fer
by this Agreement, such regulaticn shall. o the extert that tis mcre favcuratie, crevail cver
this Agreement.

ARTICLE 11

Consultations

Regresentatives of the Contracting Parties shail. whenever necassary, hold cansuitaticrs an
any matter zffecting the imglementaticn of this Agraement. Tnese cconsultaticns shail e helc
on the pregesal of ane of the Contracung Farties at 3 glace 2nd at 3 time o Se agraec ueen
thrcugh cigicmatic channels.

ARTICLE 12

Applicaticn

-+. This Agrzement shali also apply to invesiments mace pricr to s entry intg fcrce by
investcrs cf either Cantracting Party in the territery of the cther Centraciing Party, consistent
with the later’s legislaticn.

2. Howevey, this Agreement shall not apely to disgutes already pending on the basis of the
Agreement tetween the Government of the Heilenic Reputlic and the Government of
Romaria for the Proemoticn and Reciprocal Fratecticn ot Investments. dane in Athens, on
Septemper 1€, 1891, which shall te seftled according '3 the growisicns of that Agreement.
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5. The arbitration tribunal shall decide an the basis of respect of the law, including particularty
this Agreement and other relevant agreements between the Cantracting Parties, as well as
the generally acknowledged rules and principles of intematconal law.

8. Uniess the Cantracting Parties cecide otherwise, the tribunal shall determirie its own
pracedure.

7. The tribunal shail reach its decisicn by a majerity of votes. Such decisian shall 2e final and
binding on the Contracting Parties.

8. Each Centacting Party shail Bear thecost of of the arbitrater agreinted by itself and of ifs
representaticn. The cost of e chairman as well as the ather costs will be tem in equal garts
by the Centracting Parties. The tribunal may, however, in its decision direct that a higher
creperticn cof costs shall oe temn by one of the twe Contracting Parties and ‘*his award shall
ce tinding on beth Centracting Parties.

ARTICLE 9

Settlement of Disputes between an Investor and a Contracting Party

7. Cisputes tetween an investor cf 3 Centracting Party and the cther Contracting Party
cenearning an okdigaticn cf the latter under this Agreement, in reiaticn 1o ar investment cf
the former, shall, if 2cssicle, be setled by ‘he disputing sarties in an amicabie Way.

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ARTICLE 13

Entry into Force - Duration - Termination

1. This Agreement shall enter intc farce thirty days after the date on which the Cortracting
Faries have exchanged written natifications informing each other that the procedures required
by their resgective laws 'o this end have teen completed.
