BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
AND THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF UZBEKISTAN
CN THE PRCMOTICN AND RECIPRCCAL PROTECTION OF INVESTMENTS

The Government of the Hellenic Repubiic and the Government ~of the
Republiq of Uzbekistan,

»

Herainafter referred toc as the "Contracting Parties”,

CESIRING to intensify their  economic cooperation  to the mutual benefit of
Ecth States on a long term basis,

HAVING as their objective to create favourable cenditions  for investments
by investors of either Contracting -Party in the territory of the other
Contracting  Party,

RECCGNIZING that the preomotion and protection of investments, on the
basis of this Agreement, will stimulate the initiative in this fielq,

HAYE AGREED AS FOLLOWS:
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ARTICLE 1

Cefinitions

For the purczcses of this Agreement:

1. The term "investment" means every kind of asset and in particular,
though not exciusively, includes:

a) movable and immcvable property and any rights in rem, such as
servitudes, ususfructus, mortgages, liens or pledges;

'b) shares in and stocck and dekentures of a ccmgany  and any other
form of participaticn in a company;

c) claims to money or to any performance uncer contract having an
eccnemic value, as well as lcans connected to an investment;

d) intellectuai and incdustrial property rights, patents, trace marks,
technical procasses, know-how, gecdwill and any other similar rights;

e) any right conferred by law or contract or by virtue cof any
licences and permfts granted pursuant toc law to undartake an
8concmic  activity.

A pcssible change in the ferm in which the investments have been mace
dees not affect their character as invesiments.

2. The term "returns’ means the amcunts vyielded by an investment and in
particular, though nct exciusively, inciudes profit, interest, capital gains,
divicdends, royalities and fees.

3. The terms “laws” or "legisiation” with regard to either Contracting Party
mean, respectively, “laws” or "legislaticn” of the State of the Cartracting
Party concerned,

4, The term “investor" means with regard to either Contracting Party:

a) natural persons having the nationality of the Heilenic Repuktiic or
of the Republic of Uzbekistan, respectively, in accordance with their
resgective laws;

b) legal persons constituted in accordance with the laws of that
Contracting Party.

5. The term “territory of a Contracting Party” means the territory under
the sovereignty of the Hellenic Republic, on the cne hand, ard of the
Republic of Uzbekistan, an the cother hand, including the territorial sea,
as well as the continental shelf, over which the resgective State axercises
sovereign rights or jurisdiction, in conformity with international law,
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ARTICLE 2

Pramation and Protection aof invesiments

1. Each Contracing Party promciss in its territory investments by
investors of the other Centracting Party and admits such investments in
accordance with its legislation.

2. Once a Contracting Party has acdmitlad an invesiment in its territory,
it shall facilitate the issuance of the necessary permits, in connection with
-such an investment, and with the carrying out cf licensing agresments and
contracts  for technical, commercial or administrative  assistance. Each
Contracting Party shall, whenever needed, enceavcur to issue the
necassary authgrizaticns, ooncarning the activities of consultarnts and other
qualified persons of foreign nationality.

3. Investments by investors of a Contracting Party shail, at ali times, be
accorded fair and eguitable treatment and shail erjcy full protection and
security in the territory of the other Contracting Party. Each Contracting
Party shall ersurz that the management, maintainances, use, enjoyment or
dispesal, in its territory, of invesiments by investors of the other
Czniracting Party, is not in any way impaired by unjustifizble or
discriminatory measures.

4, Returns from the investments and, in cases of reinvestment, the income
2nsuing therefrc enjoy the same protecticn as the initial inves:iments,

5. Bach Contracting Farty shall coksarve any cther cbiigaticn it may have

entered intg with regard to investments of invesigrs of the gther
Cantacling Farty.

ARTICLE 3

Treatment of lnvesiments

1. Each Cantracting Party shall accord to investments. macde in its territory
by invesicrs cf the sther Cantracting Party, treaizasnt net less favcuraCie

than that whiclh it acosrds to irwcstments  of s gwn investors ar (0
investments of inves.ors cf any thuod State, whichever is mcre favcurable.

2. Tach Contracling Par*y shall accord o investcrs  of the other
Contracting Pariv, &s rds their activity in connection with invssiments
in it3 tar-itory,  treat not lesz favourakie than that which it accorss
to its awn investors or to invesiors of any third State, whichever 5 mor2

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3. The provisions of paragraphs 1 and 2 of this Article shall not be
construed so as to obtlige one Contracting FParty to extend to the investors
of the other Contracting Party the benefit of any treatment, preference or
privilege resulting from:

a) its participation in any existing ar future custcms unign, eccnomic
unian, regional ecancmic integration agreement or similar international
agreement, aor -

b) any international agreement or arrangement reiating whclly ar
mainly to taxation.

ARTICLE 4

Expropriation

1. Investments by invesicrs of eidvher Cantracting Party in the territory
of the other Contracting Party, shail nct be expropriated, nationalized or
subjectad tc any cther measure the effects cof which wouid te tarntamount
tc exprooriation cr nationalizaticn {herainafter referred I as
"expropriaticn”), excegt in the putlic interest, unrder due procsss of law
cn a ren discriminatery basis and against paymant cf crompt, scequate
and effactive compensaticn. Such cempenzaticn shail amcunt to the market
value of tne investment affectad immediately bSefcre the actual mesasurs was
taken cor kecame putlic kncwiledge, whichever is the earlier, it shall irciude
interest frcm the date of exprsopriaticn until the date f payment at the
current banx rate cf the Contracting FParty in the territory of which the
investment has been made, and snall be freely transfarable in a fresly
convertible currency.

2. The prcvisicns of paragraph 1 of this Article shall also apply whera a
Contracting Party expropriates the assets of a ccmpany which s
constituted under the laws in fcrce in any part of its cwn territcry and
in which investors of the cther Contracting Party own shares.

" ARTICLE 5
Compensation for Losses

t. Investaors of one Contracting Party whese invesiments in the territory
of the other Contracting Party suffer losses owing to war ar other armed
conflict, a state of national emergency, civil disturbance or cother similar
events in the territcry of the other Cantracting Party shail be accorded
by the latter Contracting Party treatment, as regards restitution,
indemnificaticn, ccmpensation or other settiement, no less favourable than
that which the latter Contracting Party accords to its own investors or to
investors of any third State, whichever is mcre favourabie. Resulting:
payments shall be made without delay and shail be freely transferable in
a freely convertible currency.

ARTICLE & -
Recatriaticn o¢f Investment and Returns
1. Sach Conmtracting  Party shail guarantee, in raspect of investmenis of
investars of the other Contracring Farty, the unresirictad transfer of the
investment and its returns.
Tre transfers shall ke affactad withcut cdelay, in a freely ccocnverticle
currency, at thke mariet rate of exchange acclicable on the cdate cf

transfar.

Such transfers shail be effectad after payment of all relevant taxes.

2. Such transfers shall include in particular, thocugh not exclusively:

a) capital arnd acditicnal amcunts to maintain oo increase the
investment;

b) profits, interest, dividends and other current inccme;
c) funds in recayment of loans;
d) royaities and fees;

e) prcceeds cof sale or liquidaticn c¢f the wheie or any part cf the
investment;

f) ccmpensation under Articles 4 and 5.

3. Notwithstanding paragraphs 1 and 2 cf this Article, a Contraciing Party
may require repgorts of transfers of currency or othwer monetary
instruments and ensure the satisfaction of judgments in  civil,
administrative and criminal proceedings, through the equitakle, non-
discrimrnatory and good faith application of its legislation.
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ARTICLE 7

Subrogation

1. If the investments of an investor of one Cgntracting Party in the
territcry of the other Contracting Party are insured against non-commercial
risks under a legal system of guarantee, any subrogation of the insurer
into the rights of the said investcr pursuant to the terms of such
insurance shall be recognized by the other Contracting Party, without
prejucice o the rights of the investar under Articie 9 of this Agreement.

2. The irmsurar shall not be entitled 1o exercise any rights other than the
rights which the investocr would have been entitled to exercise.

3. Disputes between a Cantracting Party and an insurer shall be tried tg
be remedied in accardancz  with the provisions of Article 9 of this
Agreement.

ARTICLE 8

Settlement of Disputes betwesn the Contracting Parties

1. Any dispute  between the Contracting Parties concerning the
internrataticn or apclication of this Agreement shall, if pcssible, be settled
by negotiations, through diplomatic channels.

2. 1f the dispute cannct thus be settled within six months from the
reginning cf the negeotiations, it shall, upon request of sither Contracting
Party be sutmitted to an arbitritraticn tribunal.

3. The arbitration tribunal shall be constituted ad hoc as follows:; Each
Contracting Party shall appcint one artitrator and these twe arbitrators
shall agree upon a national of a third State, with which both Contracting
Parties mairtain diplecmatic relations, as chairman. The arbitrators shall be
appcinted within three mgnths, the chairman within five months from the
date on which either Contracting Party has informed the cother Contracling
Party that it intends to submit the dispute to an arbitration tribunal.

4. |f within the pericds specified in paragraph 3 of this Article the
necassary agpcintments have not been made, either Contracting Party may,
in the absence of any other agreement, invite the President of the
Internaticral Cour: cof Justice to make the necessary appointments. (f the
President of the Ccurt is a naticnal of either Contracting Party or if he
is otherwise preventad from ‘discharging the said function, the Vice-
President or if he too is a naticnal of either Contracting Party or is
otherwise prevented from discharging the said function, the Member of the
Court next in seniority, who is not a national cof either Contracting Party,
shall be invited to make the necessary appointments.
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5. The artitration tribunal shall decide on the basis of respect of the law
including particularly this Agreement and other relevant agreernents'
tetween the Ceontracting Parties, as weil as the generally acknowledged
rules and principals of international law. '

8. Unless the Cantracting Parties decide otherwise, the tribunal shall
determine its cwn procedure.

The tribural shall reach its decision by a majority of votes. Such decisian
shall be final and binding on the Contracting Parties.

7. Each Contracting Party shall bear the cgst of of the arbitrator appointed
by itself and of its representation. The ccst of the chairman as well as the
other cosis will te bern in equal parts by the Contracting Parties. The
‘tribunal may, however, in its decisicn direct that a higher prcportion of
costs shall be torn by cne of the two Contracting Parties and this award
shal! te binding c¢n beoth Contracting Parties.

ARTICLE 9

Settlement of Cisputes between an Invesitor and a Contracting Party

1. Disputes between an investor of a Contracting Party and the other
Contracting Party concarning an cblisation of the latter uncer this
Agrazement, in relation tc an investment of the former, shall, if possible, be
settied by the disputing parties in an amicable way.

2. 1 such Ccisputes cannct be satiled within six months frcm the date
sither pary requestad amicable settlement, the investor concerned may
submit the dispute either to the comgpgetent ccurts of the Contracting Party
in the territory of which the investment has been macde or to internaticnal
arbitration.

Each Contracting Party hereby ccnsents to the submission of such dispute
to international arbitration.

3. Where the dispute is referred to international arbitraticn the investor
concerned may submit the dispute either to:

a) the Internaticnal Centre for the Settlement of |nvestment Disputes,
estatlished under the Convention on the Settlement of Investment
Disputes between States and Nationals of QOther States, opened for
signature at Washington O0.C. on 18 March 1965, for arbitration or
conciliation, or

b) an ad hcc arbitral tribunal to be established under the arbitratiocn
rules of the United Nations Commission an Intarnational Trade Law

(U.N.C.I.T.R.A.L.).
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4, The arbitrai tribunal shall decide the dispute in accordance with the
pravisicns of this Agreement and the agplicable rules and principles of
international law. The awards of arbitration shall be fina! and binding on
beth parties to the dispute.Each Contracting Party shall carry out without
delay any such award and such award shali be enforced in accordance with
demestic law.

5. During arbitration proceedings or the enforcement of the award, the
Contracting Party involved in the dispute shall not raise the objection that
the investor of the other Contracting Party has recaived compensation
under an insurance contract in respect of all or part of the damage.

~

ARTICLE 10

Application of other Rules

If the provisions of law of either Contracting Party or obligations under
internaticrnal law existing at present or established hereafter Letween the
Contracting Parties in addition to this Agreement, contain a rule, whether
general or specific, entitling investments by investors of the other
Contracting Party to a treatment more favourable than is provided for by
this Agreement, such rule shall, to the extent that it is more favourable,
prevajl over this Agreement.

ARTICLE 11

Consuitations

Representatives of the Contracting Parties shall, whenever necessary, hold
consuitaticns on any matter affecting the implementation of this Agreement,
These consultaticns shail be held on the progosal of cne of the Contracting
Parties at a place and at a time to be agreed upon through diplcmatic
channeis.

ARTICLE 12
Application
This Agreement shall also apply to investments made prior to its entry inta

force by investors of either Contracting Party in the territory of the cther
Contracting Party, consistent with the latter's legis!ation.
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ARTICLE 13

Entry into Force - Duration - Termination

1. This Agreement shall enter into force thirty days after the date on
which the Contracting Paries have exchanged written notifications
informing each other that the procedures required by their respective laws
to this end have been completed. It shall remain in farce for a pericd of
fifteen (15) vears from that date.

2. Unless natice of termination has been given by either Contracting  Party
at least cne year befcre the date of expiry of its valicity, this Agreement
shail thereafter Dbe extended tacitly for pericds of fifteen (15) years, eacn
Contracting  Party reserving the right to terminate the Agreement ypon
nctice of at least one year befcre the date of expiry of its current gericd
of wvalidity.

3. in respect of investments made prior to the cate of terminaticn of this
Agreement, the fcregoing Articles shall continue to be effective for a
further pericd of fifteen (15) years from that date.
