ON MERCHANT SHIPPING

The Gevernaent of the Hellenic Republic and the Governsent of
Geogria (hertinafier referred to as the two Contracting Parties),

Desirous of developing the cooperatiaon in the field of serchant
shipping between the two countries and with a view to contributing
toc the developsent of intgrnational shipping on the basis of the
principles of the freedom of merchant navigation.

Bearing in mind the principles laid down in international law
and particularly in international shipping conventions of which
both Parties are m2sbers .

Have decided to conclude the present Agreesent.
Article &

For the purpose of this Agreesent;

(1) The 4term “"vessal of the Contracting Party" shall eean any
westel registered in the Shipping Register of this Farty
and flying its flag.

Thit ters shall not, however; include;

13) warships and auxiliary ships of the Navy,

{B) veseels, which are perforaing exclusively
adainistrative or state functions,

{c) scientific research vessels,

td) fishing vessels.

{Z) The tera "memaber of the crew” shall mean the master ang any
perton eaployed on board a vecsel in gduties and services
connected with the running of the vesszel and included in
the crew list,

{(3) The ters “cabotage" shall mean transport of goods and
paszengers between the ports of cne of the Contracting
Farties, The ters "cabotage” includes any transpert of
