HAVING as their ctiective iC creats favourable conditicns for investments by investors cof
either Contracting Farly in the territory ¢f the other Contracting Party,

RECOGNIZING that the promction and protection of investments, cn the basis of this
Agraement, will simulate the initiative in this field and thereby significantly contribute tc the

cevelcpment

HAVE AGREED AS FOLLOWS:

af ecencmic relations between the Contracting Parties,
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ARTICLE 1

‘Definitions
For the purpcses of this Agreement:

1. "investment’ means every Xind cf assat invested by an investcr of cna Conwacting Party
in the territcry of the cther Centracting Rarty, in accordance with the latter's legisiaticn anc
in particular, thcugh not exclusively, includes:

a) movatie and immovabie prd'perry and any rights in rem sucn as servitudes,
ususfructus, mertgages, liens ar plecges;

k) shares in and stcck of a company, cebentures as well as Cther Xinds cof securties
of a company and any cther form cof participation in 2 ccmpany;

¢) claims 'c money or any cther claim under contract having an eccnemic value;

d) inteilectual and industrial creperty rights, patents, trade marks., technical zrocasses.
kncw-how, gocawill and any cther similar rights;

e) czncassicns cenferred Dy faw cr under contracy, inciuging congassicns o search
fcr, cultivate, extract ar exglcit natural resscurces;

A pessitle change in the form in which the investments have Seen mace does nct affect ner
character as investments.

2. "Returns™ means the amcunts yielded by 2n investment 2nd in particuler, thougn nct
exciusively, inciudes profit, interast, capital gains. dividends. royaities, fees, incitcing patert
and licence fees.

3. ‘Investor® means:
a) a natural perscn having the naticnality of ore Contracting Party in accerdancs with
its law and making investments in the territory of the cther Centracting ~zrmy;

b) a legal enity incerperated, cerstituted cr atherwise duty crganised in accarcancs
with the legisiaticn of cne Cantracting Farty, having s headguarters or 15 effective
eccnomic activity in the territory of that same Contracting Pary and making
investments in the termitory of the other Centracting Fanty,

4. "Terrtary* means in resgect of aither Centracting Party, the termicry under is scveraignty
inclucing the territcrial sez, as well as marine and sutmarne argas gver which that
Contracting Farty exercises, in ccrfermity with internaticnal law. scversign rights cr
jurisciction.

ARTICLE 2

Promotion and Protection of investments

1. Each Centracting Party shall encourage and create favourable conditicns fer investers ¢t
the other Contracting Farty to make investments in its territory and shall admit such
investments in accordance with its legislaticn.

2. Investments by investcrs of a Contracting Party shail, at ail imes, te accorded fair and
equitable treatment and shall enjcy full protection and security in the teritory of the cther
- Contracting Party. Each Contracting Party shall ensure that the management, mariainance,
use, enjoyment or dispesal, in its temritory, of investments by investcrs of the cther
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Contracting Pary, is rct in any way impeaired by unjustnacie or discriminatcry measures.

3. Returns from tha investments and, in cases of reinvastment, the income ensuing thersfrem,
enjoy the same protacticn as the initial investments.

4. Each Contractryg Farty snall, in s temicry, resgect, in gecd faith, all celigaticrs
concarmirg a garicular ivester of the cther Centracting Party uncertaxan within its iecal
framewerk.

ARTICLE 3
Natignat Treatment and Most - Favoured - Nation Treatment

other Contracing Party, freaimeni nct less faveurable than that which it accords e

investments of its cwn investors ¢r ‘o investments of investcrs of any third Siate, wnichever

is mcre favcuratie.

. Each Centracting Fary shall accerd ie investers of the other Centracing Farty, as ragarss

' the management, maintainenca, use, erjoyment or disgesal cf their investments in its

territcry, treatment nct less favcuracle than that which it accerds to its cwn invesicrs or (€

investors of ary third State, whichever is mors faveurakie.

3. The previsicns of paragraphs 1 and 2 of this Article shall nct Se consiruec sc as ¢ cblige
cne Conracing Fary t¢ extend te the investers of the cther Cantracting Farty the zenefit f
any treatmert, praference or privilege resufting frem:
a) its paricipation in any existing or futura free trade zone, custems urion, eccnemic
uricn, regicnal economic integration agreement or similar internaticnal agreement,
cr

k) any internaticnal agreemernt or arrangement relating whelly cr mairly to taxation.

ARTICLE 4
Expropriation

1. Investments oy investors of either Centracting Party In e ‘amitery of the cther Certractirg
Farty, shall nct te expropriated, naticnalized cr subieciad 1o any other measurz having

. eguivaient affect ic exgrepnaticn cr nat ticnalizaticr {hereinaiter referred ¢ as “exgrecriaticn”),
except in the puciic interast, uncer due prccess ¢f law, on a non discriminatery tasis and
against payment of promet, aceguate and affective ccmpensaticn. Such cocmpensaticn shall
amcunt ‘o the market value of the investment affected immecdiately befcre the actual measure
was takeriar became public kncwledge, whichever is the earlier, it shall inciude interest from
the date of exprogriaticn urtil the cate of payment at a nermal commercial rate anc shall be
freely transferatle in a freely convertible’currency.

2. The investar affected shall have the right, under the legisiaticn of the Centfracting Farty
making the exgregriation, to @ promgt review, By a judicial or cther indegencant autherity of
that Contracing Party, of his or its case and cf the valuation of his or its invesiment in
acardance with the principles set cut in this Article.

ARTICLE S
Compensation for Losses

1. Investers of zne Contracting Party whese investments in the territory of the cther
Centracting Party suffer Icsses owing tc war or other armed conflict, a state ¢f naticnal
emergency, revclt, insurrecticn, riot or civil disturtance in the territory of the other Centracting

a) the assignement to the first Contracting Party or its designated Agency by law cr
by legal ransaction, of any rights and claims of the idemnified investor, and

Settlement of Disputes between an Investor and a Contracting Pér_ty

1. Dispttes between an investor of a Contracting Party and the cther Contracting Party
cerceming an obligation of the latter under this Agreement, in relation tc an invesiment of
the former, shall. f possitle be settled by the disputing parties in an amicable way.

2. If such disputes cannct be settled withint six menths frem the date either party requested
amicable sattlemant, the investor concemed may submit the cispute either tc the competent
ccurts ¢f the Centracting Party in the territory of which the investment has been made cr to
internaticnal artitraticn.
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Each Cortracting Farty hereCy consents ¢ the submission cf sueh dispute ta international
arcitraticn.

3. Where ‘he discute is referred ‘o intematicnal aibitraticn tie lvesicr coneemed inay suomit
the dispute either to:
a) the Internaticnal Centre for the Settlement of Investment Disputes, estabiished
under the Conventicn ¢n the Settiefient of Invesument Disgutes Letween States anc
Naticnais ¢t Cther States, cpened for signature at Washingten D.C. on 18 March
1G€3, for argitration or conciliation, or

B} an ad hee aroitral nburai to te estatlished under the arbitraticn rules of the United
Nations Commissicn ¢n Internaticnal Trade Law (UN.CIT.RAL).

4. The arbitral Tibunal shall decice the dispute in accorcdance with the crevisicns cf this
Agreement and the apclicakle rules and principles of intematicnal law. The awarcs cf
arbitraticn shall te Srai and hinding on tcth parties to the cispute. Each Cenracting Sary
shall carry cut witheut Zelay any such award and such award shall £e arnicrsed in accordance
with demestic law-
ARTICLE 10
Applicaticn of other Rules

it the provisicns of law of either Contracting Party oi obligaticns under internaticnal law
existing at present or estabfished hersatter between the Cantraciing Parties in additicn te this
Agreement, contain a rule, whet er general or specific, entitling investments by invesicrs ¢
the other Contracting Farty to a treatinent mere favcuratie than is provided for By this
Agreement, such a rule shall, to the extent that it is mere favcurabie. prevaii cver this
Agreement. '

ARTICLE 11
Consultations

Fegresentatives of the Centracing Parties shall, whenever necasegn el consuttaticns cr
any matter affecting the imglementaticn of this Agreement. Thesa consubiaticns shell e heid
cn the prepasal of cne of the Contracting Parties at a place and at 3 time 'c be agreed upen

- threugh diplematic channels.

ARTICLE 12
Agplication of the Agreement

This Agreement shad apely tc investments mace by investers of either Contracting Party in
the terrftory of the cther Contracting Party consistent with the latter's legisiation, gricr to as
well as after the date of its entry intc force. However, the previsions of this Agreament shall
be applicable from the date of its entry into force.

ARTICLE 13
Entry into Forea - Duration - Termination

1. This Agreement shall enter into force thirty days after the date cn which the Contracting
Parties have exchanged written notifications informing each cther that their respective
constituticnal procadures have been completed.

2. This Agreement is condluced for a period of ten years and shall thereafter he autamatically
extended for successive periods of ten years, unless either Contracting Party nctifies in
writing, at least twelve months prior 10 its date of expiry, tc the cther Contracting Party, its
decision tc terminate this Agreement.
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3. In respect of investments made pricr t¢ the cate of termination of this Agreement, the
faregeing Articles shall continue to be effective for a further pericd of ten years from that date.
