Each of the Contraecting Parties shail nominste an
arbitrator within & period of sixty (60) days from the date of
receipt by either Contracting Party from the other or a notice,
through dipiomatic channels, requesting arbitration of the
dispyte by such a Tribuna! and the third arbitrator ahall be
sppointed within & [urther period of mixty (60} days. If either
cf the Contracting Parties failm tc nominste its prbitrator
within the period specified. the President of the Council of the
Internationai Civil Aviation Organliation may be requested by
either Contracting Party to appoint an arbltrator or arbitrstors
ap the case may require ; provided that If ‘the President of the
Council of the Enternational Civil Avistlon Organizstion is &
national of elther Contracting Party, the senlor Vice-President
of the Council or if he ls8 wuch 2 national. the Senior Member of
the Council who 1s not such 2 national may be requested to aske
the appOntRents as the cape may ba.

The expanses of the Tribunal shall be shared equally betwesn the
Contracting Parties.

The Conirascting Parties undertake to comply- with any demcisign
adelivered in spplication of the preseant Article.

if and o long as either Contracting Party or lts deslgnated
airline fwll fto comply with a daclsion given under paragraph {3}
of this Articla, the othar Contracting Party may limiL, withihaig
or revoks any rights or privileges which it has granted by
virtue of this Agresmant.
