The Australian Embassy presents its compliments to the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Hellenic Republic and has
the honour to propose an Arrangement between the
Government of Australia and the Government of the

Hellenic Republic for the employment of dependents of
diplomatic and consular personnel.

The text of the Arrangement, as agreed between the
Legal Departments of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the
Hellenic Republic and the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and
Trade of Australia, is as follows :

ARRANGEMENT BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF
AUSTRALIA AND THE GOVERNMENT OF THEHELLENIC
REPUBLIC ON GAINFUL EMPLOYMENT OF DEPENDEN-
TS OF DIPLOMATIC AND CONSULAR PERSOMNNEL

1. Authorisation to engage in gainful employment

The members of the family forming part of the official
household of a member of the diplomatic mission or con-
sular post ofthe sending State are authorised to engage in
gainful occupation in the receiving State in accordance
with the provisions of the law of the receiving State and sub-
jectto the provisions of this Arrangement,

b. For the purposes of this Arrangement:

I. "a member of a diplomatic mission or consuiar post”
means any employee of the sending State (who is not a
national or permanent resident of the receiving State) ina
diplomatic mission, consular post or mission to an inter-
national arganisation;

This Arrangement will enter into effect when each State
has notified the other of the fulfiiment of its internal proce-
dural requirements.
