MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
BETWEEN THE
ROYAL AUSTRALIAN NAVY
AND

THE HELLENIC NAVY




E®HMEPIZ THZ KYBEPNHZEQZ (TEYXOZ NPOTO) 1861

1. This Memorandum of understanding (Memorandum) sets out the
understanding of the Royal Austraiian Navy (RAN) and the Hellenic Navy
(HN). (hereinafter referred to as "the Navies"} for coilaboration in the
exchange of information relating to the procurement, introduction into
service and continuing operational support of the MEKO ciass, or any other
common areas of interest between the two Navies, ships/assets and their
associated common equipment in use or proposed for the use by the

Navies.

Scope

2. The Navies when they mutually determine to do so, will exchange

information on matters of mutual interest relating to the ships and may:

(a) exchange information on common equipment fitted to the ships
including, but not limited to, failure and availability reports,
implemented and proposed modifications, trial and test results,

repair, overhaul and logistic information;

(b)  identify opportunities for collaborative action concerning the Navies

plan for future naval equipment for the ships;

(c) develop arrangements for the loan or sale of equipment common to

the ships of the respective Navies; and
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(d) develop arrangements for the joint purchase of equipment

manufactured for the ships in Australia and Greece.

3. No information will be exchanged pursuant to this Memorandum
which originates from a third party without the prior written approval of the

third party.

Implementation

4, Each Navy will advise the other of its point of contact who will be
responsible for ensuring the proper execution of that Navies' respective
responsibilities under this memorandum and who will act as the

coordinating authority for all matters associated with this Memorandum.

5. Information to be exchanged will be passed to the point of caontact of
the receiving Navy through the Naval Defence Attache or appropriate

Diplomatic Officer accredited to the country of the originating Navy.

6. Visiting personnel of the respective Navies necessary to accompiish
the objectives of this Memorandum will be subject to normal visit clearance
procedures and security regulations. Costs associated with such visits will

be borne by the Navy whose personne! make the visit,
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Security
7. Only information carrying the security classifications

"UNCLASSIFIED", "RESTRICTED" or “"CONFIDENTIAL" may be exchanged

under this Memorandum.

8. All information provided held or used in canjunction with this
Memorandum will be afforded by the recipient Navy the same degree of
protection as is afforded to its own material and information of equivalent
classification and will not be released _to a third party without the express
written consent of the originating Navy. Each Navy will endeavour to take all
lawful steps available to it to keep free from disclosure under any legislative

provision Information exchanged or otherwise disclosed under this

Memorandum.

Intellectual Property
9. Nothing in this Memorandum will diminish or limit any existing or
acquired intellectual property rights (including patents and copyrights) to

which either Navy or any third party may be entitled.

Use of Information

10.  Neither Navy will use information provided by the other Navy for any
purpose other than for which it is provided pursuant to this Memorandum

nor, subject to paragraph 8, disclose such information to third parties,
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including individuals, organisations or governments withaout the prior

written approval of the other Navy.

Finance
11. Each Navy will be responsible for meeting its own costs under this

Memorandum.

Resolution of Disputes

12.  Any disputes arising from the interpretation or implementation of this
Memorandum will be resoived amicably and expeditiously by consuitation
and negatiation between the Navies and will not be referred to any third

party or tribunal for settlement.

Commencement, Amendment and Termination

13 This Memorandum will come into effect on the date that H.N advises
the RAN in writing that all proper internal Hellenic procedures for

approval of this Memorandum have been completed .

14. Mutually acceptable amendments to this Memorandum may be
effected in writing at any time by the Navies. The Navies may mutually

determine to review this Memorandum at any time.
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15. In the event that either Navy wishes to terminate this Memorandum it
will notify the other Navy in writing. Termination will be effective six (6)
months from the date of the receipt of the notice of termination.
Alternatively, the Navies may mutually determine to terminate this
Memorandum at any time. The provisicns of this Memorandum relating to
finance and security will continue in effect as if no termination of this

Memorandum had been effected.
