OF CULTURAL, SCIENTIFIC AND EDUCATIONAL
EXCHANGES BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE

HELLENIC REPUBLIC AND THE GOVERNMENT OF THE

ISLAMIC REPUBLIC OF IRAN

FOR THE YEARS 1998-2000

(CORRESPONDING TO 1377-1379 A.H.)

Representatives of the Government of the Hellenic Re-
public and the Government of the Islamic Republic of Iran,
desiring to develop their cultural, scientific and education-
al relations on the basis of the Cultural Agreement con-
cluded on November 20, 1956, corresponding to 29th of A-
ban 1335, in Ankara and according to the Article 4 of the
said Agreement, have agreed upon the Programme of the
Cultural, Scientific and Educational Exchanges for the pe-

riod 1998-2000 (1377-1379 A.H.) as follows :

CHAPTER ONE
SCIENCE AND EDUCATION

ARTICLE 1
The two sides shall encourage the direct cooperation
and conclusion of scientific agreements between the in-
stitutions of higher education of the two countries.

ARTICLE 2
The two sides shall facilitate participation of scientists in
seminars, symposiums etc to be held in the other country.

ARTICLE 3
During the validity of this Programme, the two sides shall
exchange three (3) members of the scientific board of the
institutions of higher education, for a period of up to ten
(10) days, to exchange views, conduct researches and
give lectures.

ARTICLE 4
The two sides shall grant each other one (1) scholarship

for post-graduate studies or a research programme, for a
period of up to ten (10) months.

ARTICLE 5
The two sides shall exchange information and docu-
mentation in order to get acquainted with the educaticnal
system of the other country.

ARTICLE 6
To get familiar with each others’ educational system, the
two sides shall exchange two (2) lecturers of educational,
technical and vocational institutions and one (1) teacher
from the primary or the secondary education, for a period
of up to ten (10) days. ‘

ARTICLE 7

The two sides shall exchange books, information, maga-
zines, compilations, lists of books, microfilms, manuscri-
pts, bibliographies of the books kept at public libraries,
other libraries and national archives of each other. They
shall also exchange one (1) librarian or archivist, for a pe-
riod of up to fifteen (15) days, to exchange views and
transfer experience on the issues within their compe-
tence.

ARTICLE 8
The two sides expressed their wish to establish courses
of their language, literature and culture to the other coun-
try.
The Iranian side expressed its wish to establish the
teaching of the Persian language to a university of Greece.

ARTICLE 9
The two sides shall encourage the exchange of infor-
mation and documentation with regard to facilitate their
competent authorities inthe recognition of the equivalence
ofthe degrees conferred by the universities and institutions
of higher education of the two countries, in accordance
with the legislation and regulations in force in each coun-
try.
ARTICLE 10
The two sides shall exchange textbooks of history and
geography aiming at the objective presentation of the
history, geography (acurate names of places), life and
culture of the other country, as well as information, docu-
mentation and films on matters related to the primary and
secondary education or the special education.

CHAPTER TWO
CULTURE AND ART

ARTICLE 11
The two sides shall exchange two or three (2-3) persona-
lities from various cultural and artistic fields (literature,
painting, sculpture, theatre, music, folkloric dance etc) for
aperiod of up to ten (10) days each, for their update and for
the exchange of experience in the fields related to their
specialization.

ARTICLE 12
The two sides shall exchange two or three (2-3) archaeo-
logists or museologists, for a period of up to twenty (20)
days each, in order to exchange views and transfer experi-
ence inthe concerned fields.

ARTICLE 13
The two sides shall exchange three (3) experts in the field
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of restoration and renovation of art and historical works, for
a period of up to twenty (20) days each, in order to
exchange information and transfer experience concerning
issues of mutual interest.

ARTICLE 14
The two sides shall exchange one (1) art or photography
exhibition, the subject of which shall be specified through
diplomatic channels.

ARTICLE 15
The two sides shall exchange one (1) folk art or ethno-
graphy exhibition, the subject of which shall be specified
through diplomatic channels.
The Greek side expresses its desire 1o host a selected
miniature and carpet exhibition by Iran in Greece.

ARTICLE 16
The two sides shall encourage the initiatives of the two
countries’ publishing houses for translation and publi-
cation of Hellenic and Iranian literature works in either
country. To this end, the two sides shall exchange one (1)
specialist {publisher or translator) for up to fifteen (15)
days.

ARTICLE 17
The two sides shall encourage the publication of a spe-
cial issue of a literary magazine dedicated to the literature
of each country.

ARTICLE 18
The two sides shall exchange information, experience,
books, publications, photographs, slides, films and micro-
films in the fields of cultural cinematography, art, literature,
history, ethnography, folk arts, architecture etc.

ARTICLE 19
The two sides shall exchange archaeological publi-
cations, magazines and books between the concerned in-
stitutes of the two countries.

ARTICLE 20
The two sides shall encourage participation ofart groups
in the cultural events held in the two countries.

ARTICLE 21
The two sides shall cooperate on the modalities towards
returning cultural and historical assets taken out illegally
from Iran and Greece, to their origin.

ARTICLE 22

The two sides shall encourage the other side’s partici-
pationinthe international film festivals held in the two coun-
tries.

ARTICLE 23

The two sides shall stage a film week respectively. The
technical and other details shall be regulated through di-
rect cooperation between the competent authorities of the
two countries.

On the occasion of the staging of the aforementioned
week, the two sides shall exchange one or two (1-2) spe-
cialists in the field of cinematography, for a period of five (5)
days each.

ARTICLE 24
The two sides shall exchange information and experi-
ence in the field of puppet theatre and they shall examine
ways of cooperation concerning cinema productions (live,
puppet, animation) for children and youth.

CHAPTER THREE
TOURISM

ARTICLE 25
The two sides shall encourage the cooperation in the
field of tourism between the relevant organizations of the
two countries and provide necessary facilities in this re-
gard, within the framework of their respective legislation.

CHAPTER FOUR
MASS MEDIA

ARTICLE 26
The two sides, through direct contacts and in order to ex-
pand and facilitate the cooperation between the Hellenic
Radio and Television Broadcasting and the Isiamic Re-
public of Iran Radio and Television Broadcasting, shall en-
courage the conclusion of a bilateral agreement.

ARTICLE 27

The two sides shall encourage the exchange of radio
and T.V. programmes so as each people get acquainted
with various aspects of life of the other, with a view to pro-
moting mutual understanding and expanding human
values.

The two sides shall welcome the expansion of technical-
vocational cooperation between the news agencies of the
two countries.

The two sides shall examine the possibility of coope-
ration in the field of press (exchanges of publications).

CHAPTER FIVE
YOUTH AND SPORTS

ARTICLE 28
The two sides shall encourage direct cooperation and
contacts between youth organizations of the two coun-
tries.

The two sides shall exchange information and experi-
ence concerning youth issues with a view to strengthening
their relations, creating friendly conditions and promoting
the cause of peace.

ARTICLE 29

The two sides shall encourage cooperation in the fields
of sports and physical education and they shall endeavour
to establish direct contacts and a closer cooperation be-
tween their respective sports authorities, the details of
which shall be determined by the said authorities directly,
with a view to signing a memorandum of understanding.

CHAPTER SiX
MISCELLANEOUS

ARTICLE 30
The Greek side would examine the request of the {rani-
an side for one or two (1-2) Iranian citizens per year to
study, with exemption from tuition fees, at the Higher Pub-
lic Schools of Merchant Marine. Details shall be deter-
mined through diplomatic channels.

ARTICLE 31

The provisions of the present Programme do not pre-
clude the realization of other exchanges in the fields of edu-
cation, culture and science, provided that they are agreed
upon through diplomatic channels.
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ARTICLE 32
The attached Annex, concerning general and financial
provisions, constitutes an integral part of this Programme.

ARTICLE 33

The present Programme shall enter into force from the
day of its signing and it shall remain valid until December
31, 2000. In case of delaying in the signing of a new Pro-
gramme, the present Programme shall remain valid until
the signing of the new one.

Done and signed in Athens, on the 18th of March 1998
(27.12.1376 A.H.), in two originals in English, Greek and
Persian languages, all texts being equally authentic. In
case of divergence of interpretation the text in the English
language shall prevail.

ANNEX

A. GENERAL PROVISIONS FOR SCIENCE AND EDU-
CATION, LIBRARIES AND ARCHIVES

a) Exchange of scientists-specialists.

The candidates to be exchanged, within the provisions
of this Programme, shall be nominated by the sending
Party which will notify the receiving Party two (2) months
befcre the candidates’ proposed departure date.

The sending Party shall present to the receiving Party
personal particulars informing about specializations, pro-
fessional qualifications, academic titles, languages spo-
ken (English, French or the language ofthe host country),
programme of the duration of stay of those persons to be
exchanged, as well as other useful information.

The receiving Party will notify the sending Party of its
consent at least one (1) month prior to the proposed date
of visit.

Upon receipt of the consent of the receiving Party, the
sending Party shall communicate the exact date of de-
parture, at least fifteen (15) days in advance.

b) Exchange of Scholarship (Article 4)

1. The sending Party shall forward to the receiving Party
the candidates’ file not later than March 1.

2. The candidate’s file must contain:

-curriculum vitae

-certified copies of dipiomas

-programme of planned research or studies

-health certificate

3. The receiving Party shall announce the definite ac-
ceptance of the scholarship holder not later than June 1.

4. The candidate receiving scholarship for a research
programme must speak either the language of the re-
ceiving country or English or French. The candidates for
post-graduate studies must have been accepted in a post-
graduate programme of studies, according to the legis-
lation or the regulations existing in each country.

B. FINANCIAL PROVISIONS IN THE FIELDS OF
SCIENCE AND EDUCATION.

a) Exchange of scientists-specialists.

1. The sending Party shall cover the cost of travelling for
scientists sent under this Programme to the receiving
country’s capital and back.

2. The Greek Party shall provide:

-22.000 drachmas daily for hotel accommodation and al-
lowance

-travel expenses within Greek territory, if they result from
the programme of stay

-costs for a one or two-day (1-2) visitto archaeological or
historical sites.

3. The Iranian Party shall provide:

-100.000 Rials daily for hotel accommodation and al-
lowance

-travel expenses within Iranian territory, if they result from
the programme of stay

-costs for a one or two-day (1-2) visit to archaeological or
historical sites.

4.In case of emergency, medical assistance, in a public
hospital, will be provided by the receiving Party, for per-
sons arriving under the provisions of this Programme.

5. Both Parties will consider the possibility of reviewing
the daily allowance, according to the increase of the cost
of living.

b) Exchange of Scholarship (Article 4)

1. Scholars of both Parties shall themselves provide
round trip transportation between the two countries.

2. The Greek Party shall provide:

-a monthly allowance of 100.000 drachmas.

-a lump sum of 20.000 drachmas, for accommodation
fees for those settling in Athens and of30.000 drachmas for
those settling in the provinces. ‘

-free medical care in case of emergency, in public hos-
pitals.

-payment of tuition fees.

-travel expenses within Greek territory, according to the
approved programme of studies, up to the sum of 30.000
drachmas.

3. The Iranian Party shall provide:

-a monthly allowance of 300.000 Rials.

-a lump sum of 100.000 Rials, for accommodation fees
for those settling in Teheran and of 150.000 Rials for those
settling in the provinces.

-free medical care in case of emergency, in public hos-
pitals.

-payment of tuition fees.

-travel expenses within Iranian territory, according to the
approved programme of studies, up to the sum of 150.000
Rials.

4. Both Parties reserve the right to adjust the monthly al-
lowance according to the increase of the cost of living.

C. GENERAL PROVISIONS FOR CULTURE

a) Exchange of Individuals

Persons to be exchanged within the provisions of this
Programme will be nominated by the sending Party, which
will notify the receiving Party of his nomination three (3)
months prior to the proposed departure date. The sending
Party will also supply the receiving Party with all necessary
information on the academic and professional qualifi-
cations, as well as the proposed working programme,
duration of stay and any other information that might be
useful.

The receiving Party will notify the sending Party of its de-
cision, at least thirty (30) days prior to the proposed de-
parture date. Upon receiving the consent of the receiving
Party, the sending Party will communicate the exact date
of departure, at least fifteen (15) days in advance.
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Visitors exchanged within this Programme in the field of
cultural cooperation will be required to have a good com-
mand of the language of the host country or English or
French.

b) Exchange of Exhibitions

The sending Party will inform the receiving Party at least
twelve (12) months in advance about the dates and the
theme of the exhibition under preparation. To make proper
arrangements for the exhibition the sending Party willl
provide essential technical information on the intended
exhibition as well as material indispensable for the printing
of the catalogue. (preface, list of objects, photographs,
etc), at least three (3) months before the opening. Exhibits
will reach the place of destination at least fifteen (15) days
before the opening.

D. FINANCIAL PROVISIONS FOR CULTURE

a) Exchange of Individuals

Cost of travel and reception of persons arriving under
this Programme will be covered as follows:

1. The sending Party will bear the cost of international
travel to and from the capital of the State of the receiving
Party.

2. The Greek Party shall provide:

-22.000 drachmas per day for hotel and living expenses

-a lump sum of thirty thousand (30.000) drachmas, up-
on arrival, per visit to cover costs of travels within Greece.

3. The Iranian Party shall provide:

-100.000 Rials per day for hotel and living expenses

-a lump sum of 150.000 Rials, upon arrival, per visit to
cover costs of travels within Iran.

4. In case of emergency, medical assistance free of
charge will be provided by the receiving Party, in public

hospitals, for persons arriving under the provisions of this
Programme.

b) Exchange of exhibitions

1. The sending Party will bear costs of transportation of
exhibitions to and from the capital of the receiving country
(nail to nail). The way of covering the costs of trans-
portation of exhibitions within the territory of the receiving
country, in case they will be organized in more than one
town, will be regulated by a special agreement between
the institutions concerned of the Contracting Parties.

2. The receiving Party will bear costs of the organization
ofthe exhibition, including costs of renting halls, security,
technical assistance (storage facilities, installation ar-
rangements, lighting, heating, dismantling and printing of
publications, such as posters, catalogues and invitations).
The receiving Party will also provide publicity to the exhi-
bition.

3. The sending Party will bear costs of insurance of the
exhibits during the transportation and holding of the exhi-
bition. In case of damage, the receiving Party will supply
the sending Party free-of-charge with complete documen-
tation referring to the cause of damage, in order to facili-
tate the sending Party to claim damages from the insu-
rance Company. The receiving Party is not authorised to
restore the damaged exhibits to their original state without
the consent of the sending Party.

4. Expenses connected with the visit of a commissioner
and, when necessary, of persons, whose attendance will
be required for the installation and the dismantling of the
exhibition, will be regulated according to the financial pro-
visions of the present Programme.
