PROGRAMME FOR EDUCATIONAL, SCIENTIFIC
AND CULTURAL COOPERATION
BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC
REPUBLIC AND THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC
OF IRAQ FOR THE YEARS 1999, 2000 AND 2001
The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Gov-
ernment of the Republic of Iraq, desiring to further develop
their relations and cooperation in the fields of education,
science, culture, youth and sports and in accordance with
the Agreement for Cultural Cooperation between the Gov-
ernment of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of
the Republic of Iraq, signed on November 20, 1979, have
agreed upon the following Programme for Educational,
Scientific and Cultural Cooperation, for the years 1999,
2000 and 2001.
I. EDUCATION AND SCIENCE

ARTICLE 1
The two Parties will encourage direct cooperation be-
tween the Institutions of Higher Education of the two coun-
tries, in accordance with the legislation and regulations in
force in each country.

ARTICLE 2
During the validity of this Programme, the two Parties will
exchange, for a period of ten (10) days each, two (2) mem-
bers of the teaching staff of their Institutions of Higher Ed-
ucation, in order to exchange experience on matters of
their speciality, give lectures or participate in a research
programme.

ARTICLE 3
The two Parties will facilitate the participation of scientists
in conferences, congresses and other scientific activities
held in the other country.

ARTICLE 4
The Greek Party will grant, annually, two (2) scholarships
for post-graduate studies leadingto a Ph.D., fora period of
up to two years each, in accordance with the legislation
and the regulations of the receiving country. Furthermore,
the Greek Party will provide, during the validity of this Pro-
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gramme, two (2) scholarships for the attendance to sum-
mer courses for Greek language and culture.

The Greek Party will examine the possibility of offering an
additional number of scholarships for post-graduate
studies in fields proposed by the Iragi Party.

The lragi Party will grant, annually, three (3) scholarships
of one year each, in the Institute of Teaching Arabic Lan-
guage for foreigners, in Al-Mustansiriyah University and
one scholarship in the college of Arts/University of Bagh-
dad, in a field proposed by the Greek Party, in order to
obtain the initial University Certificate, in accordance with
the legislation and regulations of the receiving country.

ARTICLES

The Greek Party expresses its wish that the teaching ot
the Ancient and Modern Greek language should be inte-
grated into the educational system of Iraq.

ARTICLE 6

Both Parties will exchange information and documen-
tation in order to facilitate their competent authorities inthe
recognition and the equivalence of diplomas, certificates
and other scientific titles issued by their respective ed-
ucational institutions, in accordance with the legislation
and regulations valid in each country.

ARTICLE 7

During the validity of the present Programme, the two
Parties will exchange experience, information and materi-
al concerning various sectors of education. They will also
facilitate the participation of specialists in various exhibi-
tions of educational and scientific nature.

ARTICLE 8

During the validity of the present Programme, the two
Parties will exchange four (4) experts on each of the fields
of primary, secondary and technical education and the ad-
ministration of the education, for a period of up to eight (8)
days each, in orderto exchange views and get acquainted
with the educational system of the other country.

The Greek side will examine the possibility of organising
fifteen-day training seminars for four to five (4-5) members
of the administrative staff of the Iragi Ministry of Education,
on matters related to new technologies in the admin-
istration {e.g. computing management, office automatisa-
tion etc).

ARTICLE 9

The two Parties will collaborate in the field of educational
TV and, to this end, they will exchange educational and
cultural documentary films or other audiovisual material.

Il. ARCHIVES AND LIBRARIES

ARTICLE 10

Thetwo Parties wiil encourage the direct cooperation be-
tween their state archives and libraries, in accordance with
the existing legislation in each country. To this end, during
the validity of the present Programme, the two Parties will
exchange one (1) archivist and one (1) librarian, for a peri-
od of up to ten (10) days each.

lll. CULTURE

During the validity of the present Programme :

ARTICLE 11
The two Parties will exchange one art or folklore exhibi-

tion or one book exhibition, the subject of which will be
communicated through diplomatic channels.

ARTICLE 12
The two Parties will exchange information on archaeolo-
gy, architecture, preservation and restoration of monu-
ments, museums etc and will also exchange two to three
(2-3) experts in the aforementioned fields, for a period of
fifteen (15) days each.

ARTICLE 13

The two Parties will encourage the exchange of infor-
mation, publications, tapes, discs and colour slides in the
field of culture,

ARTICLE 14

The two Parties will encourage the participation of artis-
tic groups (professional and amateur) in cultural events or-
ganised in the other country.

ARTICLE 15

The two Parties will exchange one or two experts from
various fields of culture, such as music, drama, plastic arts,
literature, folklore etc, for a visit of up to ten (10) days each,
in order to exchange information and experience on mat-
ters related to their speciality.

IV. SPORTS

ARTICLE 16

The two Parties will encourage cooperation in the field of
Sports and Physical Education and they will pursue direct
contacts and a closer cooperation between their sports au-
thorities.

The content and details of this cooperation will be de-
cided upon directly by the above mentioned authorities.

V. YOUTH

ARTICLE 17

The two Parties will exchange relevant information and
experience, especially on developments taking place in
every sector concerning youth and they will encourage co-
operation between the youth organizations and in-
stitutions of the two countries.

VI. MISCELLANEOUS

ARTICLE 18

All provisions and activities laid down in this Programme
will be carried out through diplomatic channels and in ac-
cordance with the rules and regulations of the host coun-
try.

ARTICLE 19

The provisions of the present Programme shall not pre-
clude the two Parties from agreeing, through diplomatic
channels, on other arrangements which they may deem
desirable.

ARTICLE 20

The attached Annex, containing general and financial
provisions for exchanges according to the present Pro-
gramme, constitutes an integral part of this Programme.

ARTICLE 21
The present Programme will enter into force on the day
of its signature and will remain in force until the 31st of De-
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cember 2001, whereupon it will be automaticaily extended,
if the Parties so agree, until the signing of a new Pro-
gramme.

Done and signed in Baghdad , on the 23rd day of July
1998, in two original copies in the Greek, Arab and English
languages, all texts being equally authentic. In case of di-
vergence of interpretation, the text in the English language
will prevail.

ANNEX

A. GENERAL PROVISIONS FOR EDUCATION AND SCI-
ENCE, LIBRARIES AND ARCHIVES

a) Exchange of Individuals

The candidates to be exchanged within the provisions of
this Programme shall be nominated by the sending Party
which will notify the receiving Party three (3) months before
the candidates’ proposed departure date.

The sending Party shall present to the receiving Party
personal particulars informing about specialisations, pro-
fessional qualifications, academic titles, languages spo-
ken (English, French or the language of the host country),
programme and duration of stay of those persons to be
exchanged, as well as other useful information.

The receiving Party will notify the sending Party of its
consent at least one (1) month prior to the proposed date
of visit.

Upon receipt of the consent of the receiving Party, the
sending Party shall communicate the exact date of de-
parture at least 15 days in advance.

b) Exchange of Scholarships

1. The sending Party shall forward to the receiving Party
the candidates’

files not later than March 31.

2. The candidates’ files must contain:

-curriculum vitae

-copies of study diplomas (certified)

-programme of planned studies

-health certificate

Allthe abovementioned documents should be translated
in the language of the receiving country or English or
French.

3. The receiving Party shall announce the definite accep-
tance of the scholarship holders not later than June 30.

4. Scholarship holders must speak either the language of
the receiving country or English or French. As far as post-
graduate candidates are concerned, knowledge of the
Greek language is indispensable, as well as their accep-
tance in a post-graduate programme.

¢. Summer Courses

The sending Party shall forward to the receiving Party the
candidates’ files not later than March 31. The receiving
Party will announce its final acceptance of the candidates
not later than May 31.

As far as summer courses candidates are concerned, el-
ementary knowledge of the language and culture of the re-
ceiving country is indispensable. In the end of the seminar,
scholars must deliver a written report concerning their stay.

B. FINANCIAL PROVISIONS FOR EDUCATION AND
SCIENCE, LIBRARIES AND ARCHIVES

a) Exchange of Individuals

1. The sending Party shall cover the cost of travelling fare
for scientists, delegations etc., sent under this Programme,
to the receiving country’s capital and back.

2. The Greek Party shall provide:

-22.000 drachmas daily for hotel accommodation and al-
lowance

-travel expenses within Greek territory if they result from
the programme of stay.

-cost for a one or two-day (1-2) visit to archaeological or
historical sites.

3. The Iraqi Party shall provide:

- hotel accommodation and living expenses

- travel expenses within Iraqi territory if they result from
the programme of stay

- cost for a one or two (1-2) day visit to archaeological or
historical sites.

4. In case of emergency, medical assistance free of
charge, in a public hospital, will be provided by the re-
ceiving Party, for persons arriving under the provisions of
this Programme.

b) Exchange of Scholarships

1. The scholars themselves shall provide round trip trans-
portation between the two countries.

2. The Greek Party shall provide:

-a monthly allowance of 100.000 drachmas for post-
graduate students or researchers, beginning with the stu-
dent’s arrival in Greece and covering the duration of the
scholarship

-a lump sum of 20.000 drachmas upon arrival for ac-
commodation

fees for those settling in Athens or 0f 30.000 drs. for those
inthe

provinces. Students whose scholarship has been re-
newed are not

entitled to this sum.

-exemption from tuition fees

-travel expenses within Greek territory, according to the
approved programme of studies of post-graduate stu-
dents or researchers up to the sum of 30.000 drs.

3.The Iraqi Party shall provide:

- full accommadation in a student hostel

- living expenses provided by the lragi government to all
foreigb scholars

- travel expenses within Iraqi territory.

4. In case of emergency, medical assistance free of
charge, in a public hospital, will be provided by the re-
ceiving Party, for persons arriving under the provisions of
this Programme.

¢) Summer Courses

1. The scholarsthemselves shall provide roundtrip trans-
portation between the two countries.

2. All remaining expenses will be covered by the organ-
isers of the summer courses/seminars in the receiving
country.

C. GENERAL PROVISIONS FOR CULTURE

a) Exchange of Individuals

Persons to be exchanged within the provisions of this
Programme will be nominated by the sending Party, which
will notify the receiving Party of this nomination, three (3)
months prior to the proposed departure date. The sending
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Party will aiso supply the receiving Party with all necessary
information on the academic and professional qualifi-
cations, as well as the proposed working programme,
duration of stay and any other information that might be
useful.

The receiving Party will notify the sending Party of its de-
cision, at least 30 days prior to the proposed departure
date. Upon receiving the consent of the receiving Party, the
sending Party will communicate the exact date of de-
parture, at least 15 days, in advance.

Visitors exchanged within this Programme in the field of
cultural co-operation will be required to have a good com-
mand of the language of the host country or English or
French.

b) Exchange of Exhibitions

The sending party will inform the receiving Party at least
12 months in advance about the dates and the theme of the
exhibition under preparation. To make proper arrange-
ments for the exhibition, the sending Party will provide es-
sential technical information on the intended exhibition, as
well as material indispensable for the printing of the cata-
logue (preface, list of objects, photos, etc.), at least 3 mon-
ths before the opening .Exhibits will reach the place of des-
tination at least 15 days before the opening.

D. FINANCIAL PROVISIONS FOR CULTURE

a) Exchange of Individuals

Costoftravel and reception of persons arriving under this
Programme will be covered as follows:

1. The sending Party will bear costs of international trav-
el to and from the capital of the receiving Party.

2. The Greek Party shall provide:

- 22.000 drachmas per day for hotel and living expens-
es

a lump sum of thirty thousand (30.000) drachmas, upon
arrival, per visit to cover cost of travels within Greece.

3. The Iraqi Party shall provide :

- hotel accommeodation and living expenses

- travel expenses within iraq.

4. In case of emergency, medical assistance free of
charge, in a public hospital, will be provided by the re-
ceiving party for persons arriving under the provisions of
this Programme.

b) Exchange of exhibitions

1. The sending Party will bear cost of transportation of
exhibition to and from the capital of the receiving country.
The way of covering the cost of transportation of exhibi-
tions within the territory of the receiving country, in case
they will be organised in more than one town, will be reg-
ulated by a special agreement between the institutions
concerned of the two Parties.

2. The receiving Party will bear cost of the organisation of
the exhibition, including costs of renting halls, security,
technical assistance (storage facilities, installation ar-
rangements, lighting, heating, dismantling and printing of
publications, such as posters, catalogues and invitations).
The receiving Party will also provide publicity to the exhibi-
tion.

3. The sending Party will bear cost of insurance of the
exhibits during the transportation and holding of the exhi-
bition.

In case of damage, the receiving Party will supply the
sending Party free-of-charge with complete documen-
tation referring to the cause of damage, in order to facilitate
the sending Party to claim damages from the Insurance
Company. The receiving Party is not authorised to restore
the damaged exhibits to their original state without the con-
sent of the sending Party.

4. Expenses connected with the visit of a commissioner
and, when necessary, of persons, whose attendance will
be required for the installation and the dismantling of the
exhibition, will be regulated according to the financial pro-
visions of the present Programme.

The two Parties will agree upon the number of persons
accompanying the exhibition and upon the duration of
their stay.
