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The Hellenic Republic and the Reputlic of Sicvenia, hereafter called the
Contracting Parties,

- desircus of premeting intemational co-operaﬁcn in the field of rcad transpert
beiwe;n their two countries and in transit through their territories,

- inspired by the principle of liberalization regarding road transpert and
- taking into consideration the dispositicns of the Transport Agreement signed
between the Reputlic of Sicvenia and the Eurcpean Econcmic Coemmunity on
Agril §, 1863, :
have agreed as fcllcws:

Article 1

1 The dispesitions of this Agreement apptly to:

1. The rcad transpert of geeds and passengers between the two
Centracting Parties anc the transit through their respective termitories.

2. Tne joumey of empty vehicles in csnnecticn with the abcve mentioned
transpert.

2) The Contracting Party which is @ member of the European Unicn will apply
this Agreement in acccordance with its obligations under the treaties estatlishing
the Eurcpean Unicn, as amended or supplemented.

Arficle 2

Fer the purpese of this Agreement:

1. The term “carrier’ means a physical or legal perscn established in ’

either Contracting Party who has the right to carmy out transport of passengers or
geads by rcad, conforming to the laws and regulations in force in its country.
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2. The term “vehicle” means a mcter vehicle or 2 combinaticn of vehicies
cf which at least the mctcr vehicle is a registered in either Contracting Party and
which is usec anc equicped exciusively for the carmiage of goods cr passengers.

3. The term “ransit” means the transpert of gceds or passengers frem
either Ccontracting Party through the temitcry cf the other Contracting Party
effectec Ly a carmrier operating in one of the Centracting Parties.

I. TRANSPORT OF PASSENGERS

A. Scope and Definiticns
Article 3

Ferthe curpese cf transpent of passencers, this Agreement shall azpiy:

1. Te all passengers {ransgert services for hire or reward by passenger
mcter vehicles (ccaches and buses), between the twe Centracting Parties and in
transi threugh their temiteries.

2. Tc uniacen jcumeys of the vehicies ccncemed with these sarvices.
Article 4
Fcr the purpese of transpert cf passencers:

1. "Fassenger mcter vehicle” means any power driven vehicle registered
in the teritcry of the cne of the Contracling Parties, which by virtue of its
censtructicn and its equipment, is suitable for carrying mcre than nine gersens,
including the driver.

2. "Regular Services™ means services which previde for carmiage of
passengers according to a specific frequency and aleng specified routes,
whereby passengers may be taken up or set down at predetermined stopping

points. Regular services can be subject to the cbligation of respecting previously
established timetables and tariffs.
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3. "Shuttle services” means services whereby, by means of repeated
cutward and retum joumeys, previcusly formed groups of passengers are carried
frcm a single piace of departure to a single desﬁnaﬁ'cn. situated in the territcry of
the two Ccntracing Parties respeclively. Each group, consisting cf the
p'assé;gers whe made the outward journey, shall be carried back tc the place of
departure cn a later jcumney.

a) In the course of shuttle services, nc passenger may be taken up or set
down during the jocumaey.

b) The first retum jourmney and the last cutward journey in a series of
shuttles shall be uniaden.

¢) Regular and shuttle services and conditicns regarding their cperaticn
are {c be determined on the basis of a mutual Agreement cf the resgensibie
authorities of the Contraciing Parties, etther directly cr cn the basis cf
ccnciusicns accegted by the Joint Committee, which is estabiished by the
Articie 13 of this Agreement.

4. "Transi” means the {ransport of passengers starting frem the territory
cf the Contracting Party, where the vehicle is registered cressing the territery of
the other country previded that no passenger may be taken up cr set dewn.

£. "Occasional services” are:

a) Clesed decr tours, that is tc say services, whereby the same vehicle is
used to cary the same group cf passengers througheout the jcumey and to
bring them back to the place of depariure, which is the country whers the
vehicle is registered.

b) Services which make the outward jcumey lacen and the return jcumey
unladen.

c) Services which make the outward jeurmey unladen and the retum
joumey laden.

d) All other services Which do nct meet the above criteria.
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Artice 1

B. Access to the Market
Article 5

1) The ccsasicnai services referred to in Article 4, paragraphs Sa and Sb,

shall be exemzted frcm the need for any transpert autherizaticn cn the termitery of
the Cemtraciing Farty, where the vehicle is nct registered.

2) Tne cceasicnal services shall be carried out under the cover of a control
documerni.

3) The centrel decument shall consist cf a joumney form.
4) The jeurney fcrm shall contain at least the follewing infermaticn:

a) The tyze of service.
5} The main iinerary.
C; The camier(s) invcived.

) A compiete list of passengers.

5) Tne Bceks cf jcumey ferms shail be suppliec by the competent autherities
i the Centracing Fariies, where the vehicle is registered ¢r by bedies appcinted
by these autherities.

€). Cecasicnal services referred to in Article 4, paragrachs Sc and 8¢ can
cniy be creraied on the basis cf adequate licenses. The number of ficensas is ic
be determined by the resgensitie authcrities in the ccountries that signed the

Acreemert cn the ccsasicn of the sessicon cf the Jeint Committee, referred ic in

(D]

Article 6
1) Reagular and shutle services are sutject to authorization.
2) Autherzaticns shall be issued in the name of the transport undertaking;

they may nct be_ transferred by the latier to third parties. chéver, the camrier who

has received the autherizaticn may cperate service threugh a subcontracier.
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3) The pericd cf validity cf an authcrizaticn shall nct exceed three years fcr

reqular services and cne year fcr shutlle servicas.

4) Authcrizaticns shall specify the follewing:

a) The type cf sarvices.

b) The route ¢f the service, giving in particular the place of departure, the
place of destinaticn and the crossing points at the berders.

¢) The pericd of validity of the authcrization.
d) Forregular services, the stops and the timetable.

e) Authcrizations, signed by the isstuing competent authcriies cf the
Contracting Parties, must be accompanied by decuments regarding the
tinerary, timetatie and tariffs.

g) Apgplications fcr autherzaticns shzll be submitted tc the competent
authcrty of the Centracting FParty, winere the vehicle is registered, which can
‘ac:epted it cr nct. In case the appiicaticn dees net arise any ctiecticn, the atcve
autherity shall ccmmuniczate # to the competent autherity of the cther Centraciing
Party. if the latter agrees, then each competent authorty shall issue the
autherization for that parnt of the itinerary, which is perfcrmed in its temicry.

€) The appiicaticn in two copies shculd contain data requested By naticnal
regulaticns as well as a drawing of the [ine containing well marked bus-steps and
kilcmeters. The resgensible autherities are allcwed to ask camiers tc give any

reievant data that may be considered necessary.

7 During the jeumey an autherized ccpy of the authorizaticn or its eriginal
must be ¢n the vehicle.

8) The fcrm and content cf authcrizations will be specified by competent

autherities of the two Centracting Parties cr by the Joint Cemmittee of Article 13.
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Article 7
Transit through the termitcry cf the one Certracing Party of occasicnal
services, perfcrmed by a venicle registered to the cther Centracting Party, is
exempted frcm any autherzaticn.
Articie 8
A regular service is accroved and can start cperating cnce the responsible

autherities of beth Centracting Parties have exchanged the pariicular ficense with
ail necessary-encicsures.

il. TRANSEORT OF GCCCS

Artcie 8
i} Czriers esiztiishes in the termitery of cne cf the Centracting Fariies are
zllewes ic camy out the intematicnal rcad goods transgert for hire cr rewarc
hetween the twe Centracting Parties (biiateral transzert), as well as through their
teriares tc cther ccuntries (transit transport) using a permit issued by the

1

cempetent autherities of the cther Contracting Party.

2) There shall be nc resiricticns regarding the number of permits provided fer

in Article ¢, paragrazh 1.

3) Wi regard to rcad goods transpert camied cut by camiers of cne
Centracting Party, departing from the teritory of the cther Contracting Party and
beund fer 2 third country (thiangular transcert), & special permiit shall be issued by
ne Centracing Farty frem which or to which the transport is camed cut.

Tnese special permils can enly te used by the camiers cn whese name
they wers issued and they are not transmissitle. Tne pctentiality of issuing suc!
kind of permits, as well as their number, shall te determined by the Jcint

Cecrmmittee menticned in the Article 13 of the present Agreement.
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Articie 10

The type of the permits mentioned in Article 8, is to be determined by the
Cempetent Authcrities of the Contracting Parties directly or on the basis of the
cenclusicns accpted by the Joint Committee as per Article 13 of this Agreement.

Article 11

1) On the basis of Article 9, paragraph 1 of this Agreement the cocmpetent
Authorities of the two Contracting Parties shall exchange each year the requested

permits through the procedure decided by the Joint Committee provided fer in
Article 13.

2) During the first pericd of implementaticn cf this Agreement, namely befcre
the first meeting cf the Jeint Committee of Article 13, the two Contracting Farties
agree e fuifill the needs csnceming the biiateral and transit rcad geeds transpert,
as this weuld be nctified to their resceclive competent Authorties through
dipicmatic ciannels.

Article 12

1) Nctwithstanding the provisicns cf Article 9, paragraph 1 of this Agreement,
a permit is not chiicatery in the following cases:

1. Transgort of objecs from a putiic airpert or to a public airpert in case of
casually or any cther accident cf the plane, or if the plane must land due to a

change cf course cr emergency and in case that flights are canceled:
2 Transpert of a damaged mcter vehicle and s trailer;
3. Funeral transpent;

4. Transgert of perscnal belcngings in the context of the hcusehold
removal in special vehicles;

5. Transport of maii;

6. Transport of gceds for fairs and exhibitichs?
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7. Transgert of accesscries and cther gocds fcr theaters, music and cther

cuttural events, circus ancd film shows and racic or TV performances;

8. Transgert of dead animais, uniess industrial werking up of raw material
is the ¢ase; |
S. Transport of bees or fish progeny;

1C. Transport of ficwers and cther decorative piants;

11. Transpert of pharmaceuticals or any cther materials as aid in case of
disasters caused by natural phenomena;

12. Transpert of empty vehicles to be exchanged fer damaged vehicles
which are to take cver the transport of geods that damaged cnes cannct perferm:;

13. Transgort with trailer in @ group of vehicles ccmpesed by a metcr

vehicle belcnging ‘¢ the hcme carrier and 2 foreign traiier;

14. Vehicies performing technical aid cr repair cf damaged vehicles
(service and refit venicles);

1. Transper: of a vehicie which is to replace ancther damaged vehicle
lceated in the cther Contracting Party;

1€. Transper: cf cargo to be used for educaticn and advertising;

17. The camiage cf goeds in mcter vehicles, the permissitie laden weignt
of which, including that of trailers, dces nct exceed € tens cor the permissicie
payicad cf which, inciuding that of traiiers, dces not exceed 3.5 tens;

2) With regard to the transgert frem the first paragraph of this Article, the
driver mus: keep all papers and documerits that clearly incicate that cne of the
abcve kinds cf ransport is the case.
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lll. GENERAL PRQOVISICNS

Article 13

1 ‘In order to regulate afl questicns 'regarding the impiementation and
appiication of this Agreement, a Joint Committee shall be established.

2 This Ccmmittee is to be composed of the representatives of both
Centracting Parties who can invile representatives of the road transport industry
at the meetings. ‘

3) The Jeint Committee shall meet once per year or at the request cf either
Centracting Party, altemately in either Contracting Party. The agenda éf the
meeting shall be presented by the Contracting Farty hosting, or requesting if this
is the case, the meeting at leasi two weeks in advance. Each meeting shall be
concluded with the adegticn cf a pretees! signed by the heads of delegaticns cf
the twe Contraciing Fariies. -
4) Tne Jeint Commitiee shall also decide upen the time limit as well as the
way of exchanging data and ail cther relevant infcrmaticn.

Article 14

The Contracling Parties shall notify each cther on who are the competent
Authcrities {c setlle the questicns ccnnecled with canying cut the provisicns of
this Agreement.

Article 15

1) The Contracing Parties agree that vehicles registered in either
Contracting Farly are mutually exempted frem all taxes and other duties, for the
use of their respective road netwcrks, as well as any cther possible charges.

2) The Contracling Parties shall agree that the provisicns of Article 15,
paragraph 1 of this Agreement, regarding the payment cf taxes and duties shall
be adjusted to future unified provisions of agreements with the European Union.
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Article 16

Carriers of a Contracting Party and the cews of their vehicles shall, when
on the territcry of the cther Contrac:mg Party, ccmpfy with the laws anc
regulatxons in fercs in that country.

Article 17

Fcr the protecticn of envircnment and within the framewcrk of Article 16 cf
the Transpert Agreement between the Republic of Siovenia and the Eurcpean
Eccnomic Community in the field of transgert, signed in Luxembourg cn April £,
1993, the Coniracting Parties shall comply with standards laid down by
internaticnal agreements relating to the envircnment and shall werk tegether and
make every effert towards the achievement of these cbjectives.

Article 18

This Agreement will enter intc force cn the date of the exchange of letters
| certifying ccmpletion of the respecive constitutional requirements cf ‘the
Centraciing Parties. It will remain in foree for one year. It shail thereafter be tacitty
prolonged for further cne year pericds unless one of the Parties nctifies the cther,
six menths before the expiraticn date, of s intenticn tc terminate this Agreement.
