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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

ON THE TRILATERAL COOPERATION

AMONG

THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC

THE ISLAMIC REPUBLIC OF IRAN

THE REPUBLIC OF ARMENIA

According to the political will expressed by the Three Countries, in
order to enhance their cooperation and develop the traditional and long-
= standing'] ties among them. as expressed in the First Meeting of* Experts on
the Trilateral Cooperation among the Hellenic Republic, the Islamic Repubiic
of Iran and the Republic of Armenia held in Athens on August 9 and 10, 1995
and in the Meeting held in Teheran on December 3 and 4, 1996 , the
Ministers of Foreign Affairs of the Hellenic Republic , of the Islamic Republic

of Iran and of the Republic of Armenia , met in Athens on December 22th,
1997.

The Hellenic Republic represented by His Excellency Mr. Theodoros
Pangalos, Minister of Foreign Affairs, the Islamic Republic of Iran represented

by His Excellency Dr. Kamal Kharrazi, Minister of Foreign Affairs and the ‘
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Republic of Armenia represented by His Excellency Mr. Alexander
Arzoumanian, Minister of Foreign Affairs.

Considering the importance of expanding and deepening economic

and trade relations among the Parties in the framework of the Trilateral
Cooperation, taking into account the willingness to pave the way to this end,
in line with the long-term cooperation in economié and commercial fields, and
taking also into consideration the interests of the Three Countries, the Parties

underscore their willingness to enhance their ties in various fields.

Underlining the fact that this cooperation is not directed against any

other country and is not restrictive.

Emphasizing that their cooperation built on the principle of equality,
with decisions reached by consensus , will take into account each Party's

existing possibilities, capabilities and eventual limitations, as well as,

international and regional obligations.

The Parties. confirm their previous decision to establish a
Communications Committee, a Tourism Cooperation Committee, an Industry,

Technology and Economy Committee, and an Energy Committee.

Furthermore, the Parties agree to establish a Steering Committee that
will coordinate the activities | sdggest necessary actions and measures to be
taken, assess the progress of Cooperation and prepare the necessary
proposals and recommendations on the programs and projects of the
Trilateral Cooperation. They also agree to participate in the Steering
Committee by a representative of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs at an
appropriate level. The Steering Committee will meet twice a year, the time
and the place to be agreed by the Parties.
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The Parties proceeded to an exchange of views concerning the
perspectives of the Trilateral Cooperation and decided to present their

proposals within a period of three months at the next meeting of the Steering
Committee.

The Parties endorsed the proposals and agreements reached within
each one of the above mentioned Committees during the last Meeting in
Teheran as follows :

1. COMMUNICATIONS COMMITTEE

A TRANSPORTATION

The Parties expressed their willingness to encourage joint consulting
and construction companies to build roads , road side facilities, railway and

other transport infrastructures in their Countries as well as in third countries.

The Parties expressed their readiness to cooperate and develop
multimodal transport systems in order tb facilitate the movement of goods
among their Countries as well as among third countries. It was decided that
gach transport sub-sector (maritime, road, raiiway and air transport) will be

examined according to detailed action plans in each of these fields.

The Parties expressed their willingness to consider granting visa
facilities to road vehicle drivers as well as to other personnel involved in the
transport industry in accordance with their relevant national laws and

international regulations and obligations.

The Parties expressed their readiness to cooperate on research,

training and marketing in various fields of transportation.
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The Parties agreed to cooperate within the framework of feasibility

studies concerning development of international transport, and in particular
railway transportation.

The Parties agreed to support their mutual interests in relevant
international transport bodies, in order to develop regional and international
transport facilities and cooperation.

In order to facilitate the carriage of goods by road, the Parties
expressed their willingness to consider ways and means to ensure the

harmonization of weights and dimensions of the vehicles.

The Parties expressed their wilingness to work towards the

harmonization of the various charges in the field of road transport .

In order to fulfill the above agreements , the Parties agreed to use all
of their transport facilities and potentialities of the State and the Private

sectors in the field of infrastructure and transportation.

The Parties agreed that the Commiunication C'c':mmittee, which wiil hold
a meeting at least once every year, will consist of representatives of the
competent authorities of each country for evaluating cooperation .in the fields

of transport infrastructure and in the transportation sector.

B. POST AND TELECOMMUNICATIONS

The Parties agreed to encourage their Telecommunications and Post
authorities , to cooperate, in order to develop and modernize their postal and
telecommunication equipment and systems and to improve significantly the
quality of services and therefore , they agreed to support the competent
authorities (State-owned or Private), to establish joint ventures.
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The Parties agreed to benefit from the existing technical facilities of

each other-in implementing Telecommunication Projects in their territories as
well as in third countries.

The Parties will encourage their authorities to use the switching transit
facilities of each other to communicate with the other Parties, provided that
- direct telephone communication and transit route will be available.

The Parties agreed to promote the exchange of educational and
training programs in the Post and Telecommunication sectors by making
available their facilities and the appropriate human resources.

The Parties agreed to exchange information concerning . the

development and improvement of their telecommunication systems.

The Parties agreed to meet at least once a year in order to assess the
progress already achieved.

2, TOURISM COQPERATION COMMITTEE

The Parties wishing to expand their Trilateral Cooperation and viewing
tourism as a factor for the effective promotion of understanding and

friendship among nations, agreed upon the following :

The Parties shall consider the means to expand their collaboration in
the field of tourism in particular with regard to the exchange of information,
statistics and tourism promotional material. They will also examine the
possibilities for common investments and joint ventures in the tourist sector

as well as for technical cooperation for the construction and operation of
tourist facilities.

L3
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. The Parties will examine the possibilities for establishing national
tourist information Offices in each other's territory in accordance with the
legislation in force in the hosting country and will give particular emphasis on
their closer cooperation with the private sector.

Each Party shall facilitate travel of tourists coming from the other
Parties in accordance with lts laws, regulations in force, as well as lts
international obligations.

»

The Parties shall endeavour to coordinate their activities with regard to

the Silkk Road project which is being implemented by the World Tourism
Organization and UNESCO.

Within their possibilities the Parties shall proceed to the exchange of
experts with a view to enhance their collaboration in different fields of tourism

with particular emphasis on promotion, research, education and training.

The Parties shall inform each other about the organization of tourist
fairs, exhibitions, seminars and other events in each other's territory and shall

facilitate the participation thereto of the delegations of the other Parties.

The Parties shall promote all possible forms of cooperation in the field
of tourist education and training and shall encourage their Scnools or

Institutes of Tourist Professions to establish direct contacts and to exchange
programs of studies.

The Parties shall encourage direct contacts and cooperation among
their associations, tour operators , travel agents and other professionals
operating in the field of tourism with a view of organizing tours among their

countries and of attracting tourists from third countries.
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The Parties agreed that the text of the paragraphs referring to the
Tourism Cooperation Committee in this Memorandum of Understanding shall
remain in force for five (5) years and shall thereafter be automatically
renewed each time for an additional period of five years, unless it is

denounced by notification through diplomatic channels, by any Party at least

six months prior to the expiration of each period.

3. INDUSTRY . TECANOLOGY AND ECONOMY COMMITTEE

After discussions and exchange of views on ways of strengthening

cooperation in the field of Industry, Technology and Economy , the Parties

agreed on the following :

1 - ldentification of common areas for cooperation in various spheres,

including those relating to Economy, Industry, Science, Technology
and Services.

2 - Exchange of information and experience.

3 - Transfer of technical know-how and technology in different fields of
interest, especially in computer sciences and radio-electronics.

4 - Promotion of educational cooperation and scientific research
particularly in the fields of banking, construction, housing (urban and
rural), applied industries and mining and metailurgy.

5 - Promotion of banking (banking systems, banking technologies...),
trade (trade agreements, cooperation of the trade institutions,
exhibitions, export promotion cooperation) , customs, and financial
cooperation.

6 - Exp‘ansion of industrial cooperation (especially in the fields of food
and beverages, textile and clothing, electronics and microelectronics,
electrical goods, construction materials, pharmaceutical, shipbuilding,

railway material industries), mines and metallurgy, agricultural and
fisheries cooperation. ' .
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7 - Implementation of joint projects in third countries in different areas,
such as joint ventures, financing, etc. with the aim of protecting the

small and medium size companies.

8 - Exploring other areas of interest to the participating countries.

In order to enhance the Trilateral Cooperation, the Parties agreed to
exchange information on data-bank in their common fields of interest.

The Parties expressed interest in using. their experience as members
of regional economic Organizations to facilitate cooperation. In this respect,

the Parties stated their readiness to provide information and to exchange
experience.

The Parties agreed to use their expertise within the framework of this
M.O.U. in order to explore common areas of cooperation by submitting more
specific proposals in the upcoming meetings.

4. ENERGY COMMITTEE

1

Considering the importance and necessity of the expansion of
cooperation among the Parties :

" The Greek Side expressed its interest to participate in the project of
natural gas pipeline between Iran and Armenia.

The Parties expressed their desire to establish a joint data in the field

of energy and to exchange information and their tender and bidding
announcements.

Given that the renewable resources of energy are mcre

environmentally clean, the Parties agreed to exchange their technical
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information and experts in the field of wind, solar, geothermal, biomass and

other types of energy. The Parties will develop common projects in this field
and cooperate in the technology transfer.

The Parties agreed to exchange expert study tours in order to become

better acquainted with the level of development of each other in the energy
sector.

The Parties underscored the importance of expanding the trade of
industrial equipment in the field of electricity, gas and oil. In this regard, the

Parties agreed to examine the possibility of organizing an exhibition.

The Parties emphasized that the establishment of joint-ventures can

help enhance cooperation. The Parties will encourage their companies to take
part in such a work.

The Parties stressed the need of continuing the work of this Committee

in the future through further meetings in order to deepen their cooperation in

the field of energy.

This Memorandum of Understanding will enter into force provisionally
as from its signature and definitively upon notification of the Parties that all

necessary internal procedures have been completed.

The Parties agreed to convene the next Mesting of the Trilateral

Cooperation at ministerial level in Teheran during 1998, the exact dates to be

fixed through diplomatic channels.

The iranian and the armenian delegations expressed their appreciation

for the warm hospitality that their members enjoyed during their stay in the
historic city of Athens.
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Done in Athens on December 22, 1997, in greek, persian, armenian
and english languages. In case of difference concerning the interpretation of

the present MOU the english language shall prevail.
