PROTOCOL

OF-THE THIRD SESSION OF THE JOINT MINISTERIAL
COMMITTEE
ON ECONOMIC COOPERATION

BETWEEN

THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
AND THE
ISLAMIC REPUBLIC OF iRAN

The Third Session of the Hellenic - Iranian Joint Committee,
set up under the Memorandum of Understanding signed in Tehran
on June 4™ 1987 between the Government of the Hellenic
Republic and the Government of the Islamic Republic of Iran, was
held in Athens on 15™ -17" July, 1998.

The Hellenic delegation was headed by H.E. Mr Yiannos
Papantoniou, Minister for National Economy. The lIranian
delegation was headed by H.E. Dr Ali Abdolalizadeh, Minister for
Housing and Urban Development..

During the lranian delegation’s visit to Athens H.E. Dr Ali
Abdolalizadeh was received by H.E. the President of the Hellenic
Republic Mr Constantinos Stefanopoulos, and also held meetings
with H.E. Mr. A* Tsohatzopouios, Minister of National Defense,
H.E. Mr. Th. Pangalos, Minister of Foreign Affairs, H. E. Mr. Y.
Papantoniou, Minister of National Economy and Finance, and H.
E. Mrs. V. Papandreou, Minister of Development.

The Composition of the Hellenic and Iranian Delegations is
listed in Annexes | and !l respectively.

Inspired by the climate of excellent political relations and
traditional friendly bonds existing between the two countries, the
Hellenic and Iranian delegations assured their common will fo{ a
further promotion and expansion of their cooperation on the basis
of mutual bepefit.

Both sides agreed that the Joint Committee should act as an
instrument for developing bilateral cooperation in various fields,
which, on one hand would reflect the close political links between
the two countries and on the other will bring the businessmen of
the two countries closer in the perspective of mutual economic
and commercial benefits.

BILATERAL ECONOMIC COOPERATION AND EXAMINATION
OF PERSPECTIVES FOR FURTHER DEVELOPMENT.

a. Financlal Arrangements

The two sides expressed their satisfaction for the conclusion
of the Memorandum of Understanding signed on 15" July, 1998
by H.E. Mr Alexandros Ballas, Deputy Minister for National
Economy and H.E. Ambassador Mr Mahmoud Vaezi, Deputy
Minister for Foreign Affairs concerning the pending issues
betweer the Iranian side and the Hellenic companies.

b. Trade

Both sides, estimating that their trade exchanges do not
reflect the real possibifities of both countries, agreed to make all
possible efforts in order to increase them.

Both sides stressed the need to intensify business
promoting programs fo be launched in both countries, in order to
increase the volume of trade. For the above to be achieved the
following were decided as first step:

- to promote the exchange of information on trade

- to encourage enterprises to exchange delegations and
participate in international and specialized trade fairs and
seminars in both countries. To this end both sides reiterated their
readiness to undertaking due facilities.

The two sides agreed to further explore the possibility of
creating-a joint Chamber of Commerce taking into account the
valid respective legislation of the two countries.

Both sides expressed their interest to enlarge the range of
their exported products stressing impdrtance on some of them,
namely, agriculture, paper, steel, copper, cement, textile, porcelain
and sanitary wares, building materials and other industrial
praducts.

¢. Investment

Both sides agreed on the importance of facilitating the
access to information for the businessmen of each country on the
possibilities of investment. In this regard, both sides will
encourage the exchange of investors’ delegations and the
organization of workshops and seminars in Athens and Tehran.

Both sides emphasized upon establishing joint private sector
investment enterprises for implementation of various investments
projects concerning development, industrial, agricultural in both
countries as well as in other countries.

The Iranian side expressed satisfaction for the cooperation
between Hellenic companies in the field of telecommunication
equipments and the lran Telecommunication Company and
welcomed their investment in tran.

The lranian side forwarded to the Hellenic side a Draft
Agreement on the Promotion and Mutual Protection of
Investments and the Hellenic side promised to examine it and
send its points of view to the Iranian side in the near future.

The two sides have also decided to consider the possibility
of concluding the Agreement for Avoidance of Double Taxation.

d. Industry

For éxpansion of industrial cooperation and paving the ways
for bilateral collaboration, both sides agreed to promote the
collaboration among them at industrial sectors of specific interest
such as: shipbuilding (constructing and repairing of ships), railway
materials industry, food and beverage industry, textile and
clothing, construction materials industry, pharmaceuticals,
chemical industry and electronics.

The Iranian side suggested the cooperation of the Hellenic
side for the exchange of standards in order to improve its
industrial production qualities, especially in building materials, for
the international markets. The Hellenic side promised to provide
any necessary assistance.

This collaboration includes special treatment for proposals
of joint ventures and investments on the above industrial sectors
and close cooperation in the field of training and transfer of
technology.

The two sides are also interested in the development of
Small and Medium Sized Enterprises and wish a creative
exchange of information about SME’s policies. They also intend to
take common actions to the benefit of SME's such as business
missions, exhibitions, training programs and seminars, technical
assistance, technology transfer etc.

International Marine Industry Corporation of Iran expressed
its readiness to cooperate with Hellenic enterprises in ship-
building, construction of floating and dry docks in Bandar-Abbas,
for manufacturing of rolling (Freight) wagons for ranian Railways,
heavy metal structures for power stations, refineries, ports, e.t.c.

Both sides welcomed economic-technical cooperation
between Hellenic Companies and the Iranian Car manufacturing
Co. (SAIPA) to produce multi-purpose vehicles.

e. Energy

The,two sides expressad their will to cooperate mainly in the
fields of renewable energy resources, energy saving and
electricity. According to this will, as mentioned above, the Hellenic
side could provide fraining and consulting to its lranian
counterpart.

Both sides agreed on their potentiality to play a leading role
in increasing the share of renewable energy sources in the
world's energy balance and in confronting the various dangers
threating seriously the environmental and climatic stability.

The two sides also declared their intention for further
collaboration regarding the promotion, exploitation of relevant
technologies, rehabilitation and renovation of existing installations.

Both sides reiterated their willingness to establish joint-
venture companies for rehabilitation and renovation of refineries
as well as other petrol technical and engineering services.

National lranian Oil Company (NIOC) welcomed the desire
of hellenic companies for purchasing petroleum and declared its
readiness to increase export of oil products.

Both sides welcomed cooperation between NIOC and the
Hellenic side on petroleum investigations and explorations.

H.E. Mrs. Vasso Papandrecu, Minister of Development of
the Hellenic Republic will visit the Islamic Republic of Iran during
the second half of October 1998 for discussions on issues of her
competence.

f. Constructions

Both sides agreed to exploit all possibilities for the
participation of Iranian and Hellenic consulting and gonstructing
firms in the design and the construction of all kind of projects
included in the construction plan of each other and third countries.

Both sides agreed to encourage the establishment of joint -
ventures in the field of construction projects.

g. Research, Sclence and Technology

Both sides expressed their interest to encourage and
facilitate, in the framework of the activites agreed by the
Memorandum of Understanding on Scientific and Technological
Cooperation between the Hellenic Republic and the Islamic
Republic of Iran, and on the basis of mutuat benefit, exchanges
and cooperation in the fields of theoretical and applied sciences
and to provide appropriate opportunities for contacts between
scientific institutions and organizations, research institutes as well
as other institutions of higher education, scholars, researchers
and specialists in both countries; they agreed to encourage joint
activities on specialized areas and topics of common interest.

To this end a joint working group will be established, in order
to carry out the activities for promoting the bilateral collaboration,
aiming to the formulation of an appropriate program that will
include the implementation of joint research projects in
accordance with the national priorities of each country.

Imptementing agencies for this purpose are, for the Hellenic
side the General Secretariat for Research and Technology of the
Ministry of Development and for the side of the Islamic Republic of
Iran the Organization of Industrial and Scientific Research, by the
initiative of which agencies a special protocol regulating and
implementing the particular joint research and technology
activities couid be prepared and signed alternatively in the capital
of either of both sides.

Financing of the above research and technology activities
could be undertaken jointly on an equitable basis by boffy sides.

h. Agriculture and Fisheries

Both sides expressed their wish to intensify cooperation in
the field of agriculture and fisheries. To this end, they agreed to
give priority to the development of cooperation in the following
seclors:

« olive culture and olive oil production. The cooperation in this
sector will be realized through the visit of Hellenic experts to
iran, in order to study the climatological conditions and to
identify the appropriate regions where this culture should be
developed,

irrigation systems and more specifically pressure pumping and
drip irrigation systems; ’

vineyards and grape production and processing. The
cooperation in this sector will be realized through the visit of
lranian experts to several grape producing areas and
processing units of the Hellenic Republic.

desedtification.

marine and fresh water aquaculture. The cooperation in this
sector will be realized through research and training programs.
fisheries. Both sides agreed to encourage private enterprises to
explore the possibilities of establishing joint ventures in the
sectors of fish and fish products processing and trade.

Furthermore, both sides expressed their satisfaction for the
Agreement on Cooperation in the field of Agriculture to be signed
by the end of this year, in the framework of an official visit of the
Minister of Agriculture of the Hellenic Republic to the Islamic
Republic of Iran.

I. Transport

Arrangements were made by both sides to examine
possibilities for utilization of road transport, rail way and shipping
facilities en route lran-lraq-Syria-Greece.

Shipping Cooperation

The two sides reaffirmed their will to cooperate in sea
transport . providing free access to the international cargoes
moving from their ports, on the basis of non discrimination and
free and fair competition.

J. Social Security

The two sides acknowledging the need for an immediate
commencement of cooperation in the field of social security
agreed afresh to arrange the soonest possible through diplomatic
channels a meeting of delegations of experts of the two countries
to promote the conclusion of a bilateral Agreement to secure the
social security rights of their citizens who work in the two
countries.

k. Tourism

Both sides stressed the importance of strengthening and
expanding their bilateral relations in the field of Tourism through
direct contacts of their competent Tourist Authorities.

The sides agreed to exchange information and promotional
material as well as know-how in the field of Tourism and to
encourage the cooperation between their travel agencies and
other enterprises or organizations operating in the tourist sector.

The two sides will consider the possibility of convening a
joint committee composed of authorized representatives of their
Nationa! tourist Authorities - in which also representatives of the
private sector may be invited to participate - in order to examine
further steps for promoting their cooperation in the field of
Tourism.
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in the context of the Agreement for Touristic Cooperation,
signed _in March 1988 by the Islamic Republic of Iran and the
Hellenic Republic, the Iranian Organization of Tourism declared its
readiness' to host the Committee for Cooperation of the two
countries at the end of summer in Tehran.

The two sides have agreed that a Joint Committee of
Experts will meet every six months to review the progress made
towards imptementation of the present Protocol.

The discussions took place in an atmosphere of mutual
friendship and understanding.

The 4" session of the Joint Ministerial Committee will take
place in Tehran in 1999 at a date that will be agreed through the
diplomatic channel.

Signed in Athens, on July 17nth, 1998 in two originals, in the
greek, persian and english languanges, all texts being equally
authentic. In case of dispute concerning implementation of the
present Protocol the english text shall prevail.
