PROGRAMME FOR EDUCATIONAL, SCIENTIFIC
AND CULTURAL CO-OPERATION BETWEEN
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
AND THE GOVERNMENT OF THE STATE OF ISRAEL
FOR THE YEARS 1998, 1999, 2000 AND 2001

The Government of the Helienic Republic and the Gov-
ernment of the State of Israel, desiring to further develop

26 Maiou 1999

their relations and co-operation in the fields of education,
science, libraries, archives, culture, mass media, youth
and sports and in accordance with the Cultural Agreement
between the Government of the Hellenic Republic and the
Government of the State of Israel, signed on May 18, 1992,
have agreed upon the following Programme for Ed-
ucational, Scientific and Cultural Co-operation, for the
years 1998, 1999, 2000 and 2001.

1. EDUCATION AND SCIENCE

ARTICLE 1

The two Parties will encourage direct co-operation be-
tween the Academy of Athens and the Israel Academy of
Sciences and Humanities.

ARTICLE 2

Every Party will encourage the participation of scientists
of the other country in international scientific conferences,
taking place in its country.

ARTICLE 3

The two Parties will encourage direct contacts between
the Institutions of Higher Education of the two countries
and the conclusion of co-operation agreements between
such Institutions, in fields of common interest, according
to the rules and regulations of each country.

ARTICLE 4

The two Parties will examine the possibility of introduc-
ing the teaching of the language of the other country at
their respective Institutions of Higher Education. Details
will be agreed upon, through diplomatic channels, be-
tween the Institutions.

ARTICLE5

The Israeli Party brings to the attention of the Greek Party
that the University of Haifa is interested in establishing a
Centre for Modern Greek Studies which will conduct re-
search in modern Greek language and modern Greek
history and culture. Also included in the Centre will be the
study ofthe history and culture ofthe Jews of Greece inthe
modern period.

ARTICLE 6
During the validity of the present Programme, the two
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Parties will exchange, for a period of up to ten (10) days
each, six (6) members of the teaching staff of their univer-
sities or experts, in order to exchange experience or give
lectures.

ARTICLE 7

During the validity of the present Programme, the two
Parties will exchange, for a period of up to ten (10) days
each, three (3) experts in the fields of primary and sec-
ondary education, or in the field of the administration ofthe
education and one (1) member of the teaching staff of their
Institutions of Technological Education in order to
exchange experience and information concerning the ed-
ucational system of the other country.

ARTICLE 8

The two Parties will exchange films of cultural content in
order to be included in the educational television pro-
grammes of the two countries.

During the validity of the present Programme, the two
Parties will exchange, for a period of up to seven (7) days,
one (1) expert on educational television.

ARTICLE 9

The two Parties will exchange information and docu-
mentation concerning the equivalence of diplomas and a-
cademic degrees, according to the rules and regulations
of each country.

ARTICLE 10

The two Parties will grant, annually, two (2) scholarships
for post-graduate studies or research, for a period of an a-
cademic year, each.

ARTICLE 11

The Israeli party invites 1-2 Greek educators to partici-
pate inthe yearly courses on the teaching of the Holocaust
and anti-Semitism, offered by Yad Va’Shem - Martyrs’ and
the Heroes’ Remembrance Authority - in Jerusalem.

ARTICLE t2

Recognising the importance of proper presentation of
the other country in school textbooks, the parties will con-
tinue to encourage co-operation aimed at improving the
content of history and geography textbooks, in order to
avoid misrepresentations and misconceptions.

IIl. ARCHIVES AND LIBRARIES

ARTICLE 13

During the validity of the present Programme, the two
Parties will exchange one (1) archivistand one (1) librarian,
for a period of up to ten (10) days, in order to be informed
on matters of their speciality.

The two Parties, through their national libraries, will
exchange books, publications and microfilms.

11l. CULTURE
During the validity of the present Programme :
ARTICLE 14

The two Parties will exchange, through their competent
authorities, publications and magazines of archaeological
content.

ARTICLE 15

The two Parties will exchange two or three (2-3) experts
in the fields of archaeology, conservation of works of art
and restoration of monuments, for a period of up to twenty
(20) days each, in order to exchange information on mat-
ters of their speciality.

ARTICLE 16

The two Parties will encourage publishers in their coun-
trytotranslate and publish modern literary works of the oth-
er country. To this effect, they will exchange one (1) expert
inthis field (publisher or translator), for a period of seven (7)
days.

ARTICLE 17

The two Parties will exchange up to three (3) writers or
experts (iconografers e.t.c.) in the field of modern liter-
ature, for a period of up to seven (7) days each, in order to
exchange information and experience on matters of their
speciality.

ARTICLE 18

The Parties will encourage direct contacts and co-oper-
ation between organisations of the Greek and Israeli writers.

The Israeli Party is considering awarding a prize for the
best translation of Hebrew literature in to the Greek lan-
guage through the auspices of the Israeli Institute for the
Translation of the Hebrew literature.

ARTICLE 19

Each Party will encourage the publication of a special is-
sue, dedicated to the modern literature of the other country.

ARTICLE 20

The Israeli party invites the Greek party to participate ina
meeting of poets that will take place in Spring, 1999. De-
tails will be worked out between the involved parties.

ARTICLE 21

The Greek Party expresses its will to get informed about
the Jerusalem International Book Fair, that will take place
during the validity of this Programme, in order to examine
the possibility of its participation.

The Israeli Party invites the Greek Party to participate in
the Jerusalem International Book Fairs that will take place
in Jerusalem from the 20th to the 25th of June, 1999.

ARTICLE 22

The two Parties will encourage the participation of artis-
tic groups in cuftural events and festivals organised in the
other country.

ARTICLE 23

The Israeli Party invites the Greek Party to participate in
the major festivals held in Israel, listed in Appendix A.

ARTICLE 24

The two Parties will exchange two or three (2-3) person-
alities in the various fields of culture (literature, fine arts,
theatre, music, dance, folklore, etc.), for a period of up to
seven (7) days each, in order to exchange information and
experience an matters of their speciality.
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ARTICLE 25

The two Parties will exchange one (1) expertin the field of
festivals, for a period of up to seven (7) days, in order to
exchange information and promote the co-operationin this
field. .

ARTICLE 26

The two Parties will encourage direct co-operation and
exchanges between their organisations of music, theatre
and dance.

ARTICLE 27

The two Parties will encourage the exchange of perform-
ing artists such as musicians, conductors, choreogra-
phers, stage directors and others from related fields on a
commercial or non-commercial basis.

ARTICLE 28

The Israeli Party informs the Greek Party of the existence
of master workshops in theatre at the Tel-Aviv University
Theatre Department and asks the Greek Party to suggest
well-known Greek figures who could give such workshops.
The Tel-Aviv University Theatre Department is also inter-
ested in direct co-operation with schools of theatre in
Greece in the form of workshops.

ARTICLE 29

The two Parties welcome the co-operation, with regardto
the exhibitions "Three Generations" and "Greek Artists",
between the National Gallery in Athens and the Tel Aviv
Museum.

ARTICLE 30

The two Parties will exchange one exhibition. Details will
be agreed upon through diplomatic channels.

The Greek Party proposes one of the following exhibi-
tions:

a) "Olympus in Karpathos island - Ethnographic icons of
today", in co-operation with the Museum for Greek Folklore
Art.

b) "The evolution of costumes in Greece - Local
costumes from 1850 to 1990", in co-operation with the
Peloponesean Folklore Institute.

c) Exhibition of photography under the title " Voula Pa-
paioanou - Icons of despair and hope - Greece, 1940-
1960", in co-operation with the Benaki Museum.

d) An exhibition about the greek traditional musical in-
struments, in co-operation with the Museum for Greek Tra-
ditional Musical Instruments - Centre for Ethnomusicology.

The Israeli Party proposes one of the following exhibi-
tions:

a) "The seven species of the land of Israel: Sacred Boun-
ty Sacred Land" in co-operation with the Bible Land Muse-
um.

b) "Conceptual Architecture" in co-operation with the
Haifa Museum.

c) An archaeological exhibition in co-operation with the
Israel Antiquity Authority.

d) "The Jews in Greece" in co-operation with the Beth
Hatefutsoth Museum in Israet.

ARTICLE 31

During the course of this programme, the parties will
exchange one museum curator or expert on the restoration
of art, for a period of up to seven days. The purpose of the
visits will be to allow these experts to learn about develop-
ments taking place in the other country that are relevant to
their speciality, and to impart of their expertise.

ARTICLE 32

The two Parties will encourage the holding of a film-week,
during which they will exchange one or two (1-2) expertsin
cinema, for a period of up to five (5) days. Technical and
other details will be determined directly, between the com-
petent authorities of the two countries.

ARTICLE 33

Each Party wilt encourage the participation ofthe otherin
international film festivals organised in each territory.

The Israeli party notifies the Greek Party of the following
film festivals that are held in Israel:

-The Jerusalem Film Festival (spring) 4

-The Haifa Film Festival, which is dedicated to the theme
of "Neighbours in the Mediterranean " (autumn)

-The student film Festival at Tel-Aviv University (hold ev-
ery two years)

The Parties will assist in sending the films via diplomatic
channels.

ARTICLE 34

The two Parties agree to reciprocal visits by one cultural
administrator, for a period of up to seven (7) days, in order
to study the organisation of cultural life of the other country
and to strengthen the cultural ties between the two coun-
tries.

ARTICLE 35

The two Parties note with satisfaction the activities of the
cultural and friendship associations in Greece and lIsrael
and agree o encourage their initiatives to increase cultur-
al exchanges.

ARTICLE 36

The Israeli Party invites the Greek Party to participate in
the 2000 year celebrations.

IV. MASS MEDIA

ARTICLE 37

Both Parties will encourage direct co-operation between
the public radio and television organisations of the two
countries, as well as between the official press agencies, in
order to exchange radio and television programmes and
information concerning mass media.

V.SPORTS

ARTICLE 38

Thetwo Parties will encourage co-operation in the field of
Sports and Physical Education for exchanges of athletes,
coaches, sportadministrators, experts and sport scientists
participating in research programmes and programmes of
technology, on a bilateral basis, or on initiatives in the field
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of competitive sports, "sports for all", professional sports
development.

The fields of co-operation refer to : sports sciences, train-
ing (coaching), administration - sports arganisation, pro-
fessional training.

The ways of implementation would be in : competitions,
training camps, seminars, conventions, schools of coach-
es, research programmes e.t.c.

VL. YOUTH

ARTICLE 39

The two Parties will encourage co-operation and contac-
ts referring to cultural and social activities, between the
General Secretariat of Youth, from the Greek Party and the
Israeli Public Council for Youth and Young Adults
Exchange, from the Israeli Party.

The two Parties will exchange relevant information and
experience, especially on developments taking place in
every sector concerning youth.

ARTICLE 40
The two Parties will encourage the participation of youth
in summer schemes taking place in the two countries.
ARTICLE 41
The two Parties will encourage the exchange of youth
delegations between the two countries.
ARTICLE 42

The two Parties will encourage exchanges of youth lead-
ers and experts in the field, in order to study the different
methodologies concerning the education of youth in the
respective countries.

VII. MISCELLANEOUS

ARTICLE 43

The two Parties will promote active co-operation within
UNESCO, EU and other international organisations in the
areas of culture, education and science.

ARTICLE 44

All provisions and activities laid down in this Programme
will be carried out through dipiomatic channels and in ac-
cordance with the rules and regulations of the host coun-
try.

ARTICLE 45

The provisions of the present Programme shall not pre-
clude the two Parties from agreeing, through diplomatic
channels, on other arrangements which they may deem
desirable.

ARTICLE 46

The attached Annex containing general and financial
conditions of exchanges, in accordance with the present
Programme, constitutes an integral part of this Pro-
gramme.

ARTICLE 47

The present Programme will enter into force on the day
of its signature and will remain in force until the 31st of De-

cember 2001, whereupon itwill be automatically extended,
if the Parties so agree, until the signing of the new Pro-
gramme takes place in Jerusalem.

ANNEX

A. GENERAL PROVISIONS FOR EDUCATION AND SCI-
ENCE, LIBRARIES AND ARCHIVES.

a) Exchange of Individuals

The candidates to be exchanged within the provisions of
this Programme shall be nominated by the sending Party
which will notify the receiving Party three (3) months before
the candidates’ proposed departure date.

The sending Party shall present to the receiving Party
personal particulars informing about specialisation, pro-
fessional qualifications, academic titles, languages spo-
ken (English, French or the language of the host country),
programme and duration of stay of those persons to be
exchanged, as well as other useful information.

The receiving Party will notify the sending Party of its con-
sent at least one (1) month prior to the proposed date of
visit.

Upon receipt of the consent of the receiving Party, the
sending Party shall communicate the exact date of de-
parture at least 15 days in advance.

b) Exchange of Schoiarships

1. The sending Party shall forward to the receiving Party
the candidates’ files not later than January 31.

2.The candidates’ files must contain:

-curriculum vitae

-copies of study diplomas (certified)

-programme of planned studies

-health certificate

All the above-mentioned documents should be trans-
lated in the language of the receiving country or English or
French.

3. The receiving Party shall announce the definite accep-
tance of the scholarship holders not later than June 30.

4.Scholars must speak either the language of the re-
ceiving country or English or French. As far as post-gradu-
ate candidates are concerned, knowledge of the Greek
language is indispensable as well as their acceptance in a
post-graduate programme.

B.FINANCIAL PROVISIONS FOR EDUCATION AND SCI-
ENCE, LIBRARIES AND ARCHIVES.

a) Exchange of Individuals

1. The sending Party shall cover the cost of travelling fare
for scientists, delegations etc., sent under this Programme,
to the receiving country’s capital and back.

2. The Greek Party shall provide:

-22.000 drachmas daily for hotel accommodation and al-
lowance

-travel expenses within Greek territory if they result from
the programme of stay

-cost for a one or two-day (1-2) visit to archaeologicai or
historical sites.
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3.The Israeli Party shall provide:

120 USD per day, in NIS to cover all expenses in con-
nection with the programme.

4. In case of emergency, medical assistance free of
charge will be provided by the receiving Party, for persons
arriving under the provisions of this Programme.

b) Exchange of Scholarships

1.The scholars themselves shall provide round trip trans-
portation between the two countries.

2. The Greek Party shall provide:

-a monthly allowance of 100.000 drachmas for post-
graduate students or researchers beginning with the stu-
dent’s arrival in Greece and covering the duration of the
scholarship

-alump sum of 20.000 drachmas upon arrival for accom-
modation fees for those settling in Athens or of 30.000 drs.
for those in the provinces. Students whose scholarship
has been renewed are not entitled to this sum

-exemption from tuition fees

-travel expenses within Greek territory, according to the
approved programme of studies of post-graduate studen-
ts or researchers up to the sum of 30.000 drs.

3.The Israeli Party shall provide:

-amonthly allowance of the NIS equivalent o600 USD to
cover ail expenses in connection with the programme.

- -exemption from tuition fees.

4. In case of emergency, medical assistance free of
charge will be provided by the receiving Party, for persons
arriving under the provisions of this Programme.

C. GENERAL PROVISIONS FOR CULTURE

a) Exchange of Individuals

Persons to be exchanged within the provisions of this
Programme will be nominated by the sending Party, which
will notify the receiving Party of this nomination, three (3)
months prior to the proposed departure date. The sending
Party will also supply the receiving Party with all necessary
information on the academic and professional qualifi-
cations, as well as the proposed working programme,
duration of stay and any other information that might be
useful.

The receiving Party will notify the sending Party of its de-
cision, at least 30 days prior to the proposed departure
date. Uponreceiving the consent of the receiving Party, the
sending Party will communicate the exact date of de-
parture, at least 15 days, in advance.

Visitors exchanged within this Programme in the field of
cultural co-operation will be required to have a good com-
mand of the language of the host country or English or
French.

b) Exchange of Exhibitions

The sending party will inform the receiving Party at
least 12 months in advance about the dates and the
theme of the exhibition under preparation. To make
proper arrangements for the exhibition, the sending
Party will provide essential technical information on the
intended exhibition, as well as material indispensable for
the printing of the catalogue (preface, list of objects,
photos, etc.), at least 3 months before the opening.
.Exhibits will reach the place of destination at least 15
days before the opening.

D. FINANCIAL PROVISIONS FOR CULTURE

a) Exchange of Individuals
Cost of travel and reception of persons arriving under
this Programme will be covered as foliows:

1. The sending Party will bear costs of international trav-
el to and from the capital of the receiving Party.

2. The Greek Party shall provide:

-22.000 drachmas per day for hotel and living expenses

-a lump sum of thirty thousand (30.000) drachmas, upon
arrival, per visit, to cover cost of travels within Greece.

3. The Israeli Party shall provide :

120 USD per day, in NIS to cover all expenses in con-
nection with the programme.

4. In case of emergency, medical assistance free of
charge will be provided by the receiving party tor persons
arriving under the provisions of this Programme.

b) Exchange of exhibitions

1. The sending Party will bear the cost of transportation
of the exhibition to and from the capital of the receiving
country. The way of covering the cost of transportation of
exhibitions within the territory of the receiving country, in
case they will be organised in more than one town, will be
regulated by a special agreement between the institutions
concerned of the two Parties.

2. The receiving Party will bear the cost of the organisa-
tion of the exhibition, including costs of renting halls, se-
curity, technical assistance (storage facilities, installation
arrangements, lighting, heating, dismantling and printing
of pubilications, such as posters, catalogues and invi-
tations). The receiving Party will also provide publicity for
the exhibition.

3. The sending Party will bear the cost ofinsurance ofthe
exhibits during the transportation and holding of the exhi-
bition.

In case of damage, the receiving Party will supply the
sending Party free-of-charge with complete documen-
tation referring to the cause of damage, in order to facilitate
the sending Party to claim damages from the Insurance
Company. The receiving Party is not authorised to restore
the damaged exhibits to their original state without the con-
sent of the sending Party.

4. Expenses connected with the visit of a commissioner
and, when necessary, of persons, whose attendance will
be required for the installation and the dismantling of the
exhibition, will be regulated according to the financial pro-
visions of the present Programme.

The two Parties will agree upon the number of persons
accompanying the exhibition and upon the duration of
their stay.
