The HMOD and the EMOD, recognizing the importance of
the cooperation between the two Ministries; and

Expressing their aspiration for mutually beneficial long
term cooperation between the Ministries, based on mutual
respect, confidence and recognition of the interests of the
two Parties; and

In a spirit of openness and mutual understanding and
within the framework stipulated in the Hellenic and the
Egyptian laws and regulations;

Have agreed on the following:

ARTICLE 1

OBJECTIVES OF THE PROTOCOL FOR MILITARY
CO-OPERATION

Both Parties to this Protocol for Military Co-operation
(hereinafter referred to as: “the Parties” and as: “the
PFMC”, accordingly), have agreed to set up mutual
relations between the General Staffs of both countries as
well as between the Ministries themselves and to establish
co-operation in the Military and Defence areas within the
limits of their competencies stipulated by their national
legislation, thus enabling them to increase their respective
defence capabilities. -

This document sets out the principles of co-operation
governing the aforementioned mutual co-operation.

ARTICLE 2

PRINCIPLES GOVERNING THE PARTIES' CO-
OPERATION

»  The Parties intend to facilitate the accomplishment of
the aforementioned aims through the exchange of training
- technical data and information, leading to understanding
of military requirements and their technological solutions
by co-operation in these fields.

The Parties shall encourage their Industries to search
for projects and equipment with mutual interest on behalf
of both Parties. The Parties shall agree, in advance, on
case by case basis, upon the specific terms of such co-
operation.

ARTICLE 3

THE FIELDS OF MILITARY CO-OPERATION

The Parties intend to accomplish the Military Co-
operation in the following fields:

a. Exchange of visits (commanders, delegations,
Naval Units, Air Force Units). '

b. Exchange of observers to attend training
activities and exercises upon a special invitation of the
concerned party.

c. Exchange of personnel to attend mutually
agreed upon training courses.

d. Exchange of technical, technological and
industrial information in order to develop, upgrade and
produce defence equipment to meet the needs of the
parties.

e. Exchange of experience in the field cf technical
assistance to weapons and equipment.
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f.  Conducting research projects in mutually agreed
areas and attending symposiums and seminars.

g. Exchange of information in the field of Military
History.

h. Exchange of information in the field of Military
Sports.

i. Co-operation in the field of Peacekeeping
Forces working under the auspices of the United Nations.

j.  Exchange of information and views in regard to
disarmament issues.

ARTICLE 4

EXTENSION OF CO-OPERATION

The referred principles to Article 2 of this PFMC will
be probed and extended. Exchanging information in the
field of intelligence through a separate protocol signed by
- the military intelligence authorities of the two parties.
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ARTICLE 5

SECURITY MEASURES

The existance of this PFMC and the co-operation
between the Parties shall be considered as“Confidentiar’.

Al military  classified information directly
communicated between the Parties and the information of
common interest obtained through other ways by each
Party, will be protected in accordance with the following
principles:

a. The Party, which receives the information, will
not communicate it to a third party state without prior
approval of the Party providing the information.

b. The Party, which receives the information, will
provide the same classification as the one given by the

providing Party and consequently, will observe the
necessary security measures.

c. The rights for patents, intellectual property or
commercial secrets in the military field, will be duly
observed.

d. This information will be provided through official
channels. Only authorised personnel will have access to it
and will use it for military co-operation only.

e. Any participation of a third party to protocol shall
be subject to prior agreement between the two parties.
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ARTICLE 6

COVERAGE OF EXPENSES

Each Party shall bear its own expenses, relating to
this PFMC, unless otherwise is agreed by the Parties on a
case by case basis.

ARTICLE 7

MEETINGS

The Parties have agreed to set up a Joint Committee
including members from the Ministry of Defence, Army
Force, Naval Force, Air Force, Air Defence and authorities
responsible for operations, training, armament and
intelligence from the two Parties and should be presided
by the authorities responsible for operations.

The Joint Committees shall hold periodical meetings
alternately in both countries to prepare the final draft of
the PFMC, which shall be signed at the ministers’ level

and to monitor the execution of activities under the signed
protocol. |
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ARTICLE 8

DURATION OF THE PROTOCOL FOR
MILITARY CO-OPERATION

The PFMC shall become effective on the date ofthe
latest notification indicating that the necessary internal
procedures of both Parties required for its entry into force
have been fulfilled.

This PFMC shall remain in effect for five (5) years
and can be renewed with the consensus of the two
Parties.

Any Party may withdraw, upon request by giving the
other Party at least a six-month advanced notification.

When this protocol be considered ineffective, the two

parties will seek negotiations to settle mutual issues, work
is sustained according to the system herein stated.

ARTICLE 9

NOTICES

All communications generated by either Party shall
be in writing and in the English language through the
Defence Attaches of the two countries.
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ARTICLE 10

ENTIRE PFMC

This PFMC consists of the entire PFMC signed
between the Parties.

This PFMC is signed in two authentic copies in the
English language.
