on Bilaterai Economic Consultations
between the Greek and Estonian delegation, -
Athens, 21 January 1999

Bllateral Economic Consultations between Estonia and
Greece were held in Athens, on January 21, 1999,

The Estonian delegation was headed by the Director
General, Externa! Economic Policy Department of the Min-
istry of the Foreign Affairs. Mr. Tiit Naber.

The Greek Delegation was headed by the General Direc-
tor for Foreign Economic and Trade Relations, Mr. Th.
Vlassopoulos

The lists of participants of both delegations are attached
in Annexes | and il hereunder,

The Agenda of the meetting was as follows:

. Review of the economic developments in the two coun-
tries - Retations with the European Union

2. Develepments of bilateral economie cooperation

3. Review of the possibilities for the further development
of bilateral economic relations

4, Misceilaneous

The Estonian side presented the cusrent developments
ofthe Estonian economy, the reforms and the privatization
process under implementation in Estonia. The Estonian
side also informed the Greek side on the restructuring of
central administration in Estonia.

The Greek side presented recent develepments in its e-
conomy as well as the policies pursued towards the
achievement of the Maastricht criteria. The Greek side also
expressed its intention to continue the efforts for the im-
provement ofthe harmonious cooperation already existing
between the two countries, aiming at the further develop-
ment of the bilateraf cooperation, taking into consideration
the perspectives arising from the implementation ofthe Eu-
ropean Agresment.

The Estonian side informed on the implementation of the
European Agreement between Estonia and European
Union and on the adjustment processes in the Estonian e-
conomy to the European Union requirements.

The Greek side confirmed the support of the Greek gov-

ernment for Estonia’s accession to the European Union
and its readiness to provide information on its experience
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acquired from the countrys accession period and its par-
ticipation in the European Union.

With regard to the state of their bilateral economic re-
lations, both sides agreed that despite the increase of the
volume of tfrade between the two countries and the closer
cooperation between their business communities in recent
years, there is ample room to further expand and strength-
en the economic ties between them.

Thetwosides agreed thattherecently signed Agreement
on «Promotion and Reciprocal Promotion of Investmentss,
as well as the signing of two additional Agreements on «E-
conomic», Industrial and Technological Cooperation» and
«Avoidance of Double Taxation» will complete the nece-
cery legal framework for the expansion of their economic
cooperation. :

Both sides consider the further development of their bi-
lateral sconomic relaticns as necessary and desirable,
beyond the existing traditional forms of cooperation. To
this end, basic market practices should be fully exploited
in order to cantribute to the promotion of the bilateral
trade.

The two sides exchanged views regarding the develop-
ment of relations between enterprises, new forms of coop-
eration such as joint ventures, capital investments, and
provision of services. They also exchanged infermation on
the establishment of partnerships and the implementation
of specialized programs of cooperation.

Both sides assessed that there are considerable possi-
bilities for cooperation in various sectors and they agreed
to make all the necessary efforts for the expansion of their
cooperation in the following sectors :

* shipbuilding, shipping

* small and medium sized enterprises

® tourism and tourism related infrastructure

& construction sector

® fransportation and telecommurucations

* agriculture and foed processing

® furniture

# training of civil servants .

The Estonian side expressed its interest in increasing the
Greek investrents in Estonia,

Both sides expressed their satisfaction with the pro-
motion activities and agreed that the strengthening of the
economic cooperation should be facilitated by a further
exchange of economic missions, organization of business
confacts and a broader participation of companies in fairs
and trade exhibitions.

It has been agreed the next consultations be held in
Tallin, the exact date will be fixed through the diplomatic
channels.
