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First Session of the Greek-Cuban Joint Economic Committee Meeting held in
Athens on 22-24 June,1998

Protocol

The First Session of the Greek-Cuban Joint Committee, set up under the Agreement
on Economic and Technological Cooperation between the Government of the Hellenic
Republic and the Government of the Republic of Cuba, was held in Athens on 22-24
June, 1998. The Greek delegation was led by Mr Alexandros Baltas, Deputy Minister,
Ministry of National Economy, and the Cuban delegation was led by Mr Raul
Taladrid Suarez, Vice Minister, Ministry for Foreign Investment and Economic
Cooperation.

Mr.Raul Taladrid Suarez also called on, during his visit, Mr. George Papandreou
Alternate Minister of Foreign Affairs, Mrs Anna Diamantopoulou Deputy Minister of
Development, Mr. Vasilios Geranidis Deputy Minister of Agriculture, Mr. lason
Stratos President of the Federation of Hellenic Industries, Mr. Ioannis Tzen President
of HEPO, Mr. loannis Stefanidis President of the Hellenic Tourism Organisation.
Also visited the Athens Chamber of Commerce and Industry.

The Composition of the Greek and Cuban Delegations is listed in Annexes I and 11
respectively.

The adopted agenda for the Session is cited in Annex [II.

The two sides noted the traditional bonds of friendship and understanding between the
two countries.

Both sides agreed that the Joint Committee should act as an instrument for developing
bilateral cooperation in various fields, which, on one hand would reflect the close
political links between the two countries and on the other will bring the businessmen
of the two countries closer in the perspective of mutual economic and commercial
benefits.

1. Review of the economic situation in Greece and Cuba.

Reviewing the economic situation of Greece, the Greek side outlined the economic
policy of the Greek Government and presented the basic points of the stabilisation
programme which is being implemented. Greece's thrust for closer business
relationships with the countries of the Balkan region, the Black Sea area, the Central
Asian Republics and the Mediterranean basin, were also mentioned.
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The Cuban side also explained the current economic and social situation of Cuba and
the policy measures adopted in order to adapt its economy to the new international
conditions, taking into account its own national interests and priorities.

2. Review of the Regional Economic Cooperation.

The Greek side presented the recent developments in the European Union as well as
Greece’s strategic and geopolitical advantages, being a gateway to the Balkans and the
Black Sea countries. Information on Mediterranean policy and the Development Bank
of Black Sea Countries in Thessaloniki, were also touched upon. It was also agreed to
undertake joint initiatives, utilising the Greek expertise on the Central Asian markets.

The Cuban side informed on the efforts made for the promotion of Cuba’s
international economic cooperation, with emphasis on the Latin American and

Caribbean region.

3. Exchange of Views on Multilateral Issues.

The two sides exchanged views on a number of matters of interest including the
World Trade Organisation and mentioned their commitments to strengthen the rule
based multilateral trading system within the framework of this organisation.

4. Bilateral Economic Cooperation

4.1.Trade and Investments Relations

Both sides, estimating that their trade exchanges do not reflect the real possibilities
of both countries , agreed (o make all possible efforts in order to increase them.

Both sides stressed the need to intensify trade promoting programmes to be launched
in both countries, in order to increase the volume of trade. At a first step, it was
decided to exchange trade delegations and take over trade promoting measures, such
as participation in International Trade Fairs, in order to establish a high level of
Greek-Cuban trade on a long term basis.

The Cuban side explained the significant framework created by the Cuban Foreign
Investment Act and other legal regulations for the promotion of Joint Ventures in
several areas. The Cuban - Greek Agreement for the Reciprocal Promotion and
Protection of [nvestment, signed in 1996, expresses the will of both sides to cooperate
in this field.

Taking this into consideration, both sides agreed on the importance of facilitating
access to information for the businessmen of each country on the possibilities of
investment. In this regard, both sides will encourage the exchange of business
delegations and the organisation of workshops in Athens and Havana. The Cuban side

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presented a list of business interests for possible consideration by Greek enterprises
cited in Annex [V.

4.2. Agreement for the Avoidance of Double Taxation

The two sides estimate that economic cooperation can be strenghthened by signing an
Agreement on Avoidance of Double Taxation.

4.3 Shipping Cooperation

Both sides reaffirmed their will to cooperate in sea transport, providing free access to
international cargoes moving from their ports, on the basis of non discrimination and
free and fair competition.

They also confirmed their determination to proceed to negotiations through the
diplomatic channel, in order to conclude a bilateral maritime agreement including also

the avoidance of double taxation of income deriving from the exploitation ot ships.

The list of interests of shipping cooperation presented by the Cuban side is cited in
Annex V.

4.4. Cooperation in Tourism

Both sides stressed the importance of enlarging and continuing the cooperation,
through direct contacts between their competent authorities in the sector of tourism,
in particular on education and professional training.

4.5. Cooperation in Aviation

Both sides welcomed with satisfaction the agreement on the text of bilateral aviation
to be signed, which will promote the development of aviation relations between the
two countries.

4.6. Agricultural and Fisheries Cooperation

The Cuban side stressed its interest for cooperation in the sector of seatood
cultivation. The Greek side agreed on starting cooperation in this area.

The Cuban side presented for consideration by the Greek side a list of cooperation
interests in the agricultural sector. This list is cited in Annex VI.

5. Cultural and Educational Cooperation

Both sides expressed their satisfaction for the implementation of the 3 years (1996-98)
Cultural Cooperation Programme and the hope that it will be promptly renewed
through the diplomatic channel.
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The Cuban side explained its wish to create at the University of Havana the Center of
Hellenic Studies, in order to develop the knowledge of the Greek language and
Culture. The possibility of receiving financial support to this end will be welcomed.
The Cuban side presented a group of other interest of cooperation in the educational
sector to be considered by the Greek side. The list is cited in Annex VIIL.

6. Scientific and Technological Cooperation

The General Secretariat for Research and Technology of the Greek Ministry of
Development expressed its interest to develop cooperation in the field of Science and
Technology, on the basis of articles 2 and 4 of the above mentioned Agreement,
through the establishment of a Joint Working Group, which will carry out the
activities for promoting the collaboration of Cuban and Greek teams aiming to the
formulation of an appropriate Programme that will include the implementation of joint
research projects in accordance with the national priorities of each country.

These activities and the implementation conditions related to them will be described
in relevant protocols to be signed by the authorised representatives of both sides. On
the basis of these protocols such scientific and technological activities can be
implemented. The members of the Joint Working Group will be promptly nominated
through the diplomatic channel. )

The Cuban side stressed its interest to cooperate with Greece in the areas of
Biotechnology, Public Health and non-conventional (renewable) energy sources.

The discussions took place in an atmosphere of mutual friendship and understanding.

As agreed, the 2* Meeting of the Joint Economic Committee will take place in
Havana in 1999 at a date that will be agreed through the diplomatic channel.
